The Board of Editors, five in num­
ber, was organized in January, 1905; 
tad is membership baa remained the 
same hroughout the production of 
he wyrk. All tbe members hid been 

engaged in editorial work before the 
Encyclopedia was thought of. As 
teachers snd lectnrers they had be­
come familiar with the field of educa- 
ion and with the needs of Catholic 

literature. Through experience gain­
ed in different epberea of activity 
they bad reached tbe same conclu, 
ions regarding tba necessity of 1 

Catholic eocyclopedia and the advis- 
ibility of proceeding at once with its 
publication.

The Editors wete eleoled also as
members of the Board of Directors 
and were given full au hotity in all 
matter» affecting the nature, contents 
and policy of the Eocylopedia. Two 
yea-s were spent in studying every 
phase ol the project, in arranging it* 
et ails and in selecting the requisite 

methods for carrying on tbe [work 
careful'y and expeditiously. Wnile a 
yitematic procedure was thus deter­

mined upon, it by no means preclud­
ed later discussion of ways and means: 
be system itself required that each 

rtep should be seriously considered, 
sod for tbis purpose the regular 
neetings of the Board were continued 
luring the entire course of publiation.

In accompl string their preliminary 
task and in dealing with problems 
that presented no slight difficulty, the 
Editors were encouraged by tbe wide­
spread interest which the first an­
nouncement of the Encyclopedia ar­
oused. Cordial approval was given 
by the Apostolic Delegate and by tbe 
members of tbe Hierarchy. Many 
useful "Suggestions were received from 
clergymen, teacher?, authors and pub­
lishers jn tbe United States and In 
other countries. Tbe project was wel­
comed with enthusiasm by the laity, 
and a large number of subscriptions 
were taaen before tbe first volume 
appeared in Match, 1907. As other 
volumes followed with promptness 
and regularity, the public soon be 
came aw.-re that tbe Eocyclopedia 
was rapidly pissing from the region 
if things possible and desirable to 
that of accomplished facts, and more­
over that it waa taking a unique poii- 
ion among the important publications 

of modern times,
Choici or SUBJECTS.

The Encyclopedia was to be "an 
in'rtnatlonal work of reference on the 
constitution, doc'tine, discipline and 
history of tbe Catholic Church." 
With a aoope 10 van before them, tbe 
Editors devoted their earliest efftrts 
to tbe mapping out of the subject 
matter. This was arranged in thirty— 
wo Departments which were then 
iiitributed so as to allow each editor 
a certain group lof Department for

lice, but alio tbe manifold and far- 
reaebiog influence of Catholicism up­
on all that most deeply concerns 
mankind. Hence the introduc ion of 
many titles which are not apecifically 
Catholic or even religions in the 
stricter sense, but under which some 
interest of the Church or some.phase 
of its activity is recorded. Such sre 
the accounts given of different religi­
ons snd sects, of countries snd states, 
of literatures snd philosophies, of in- 
stitntlons and iodividusls that have 
been extraneous, or even antagonis­
tic, to the Church. Special care, of 
course, was takeu to Include those 
subject* which are often treated in a 
way that givet falie or inaccurate im­
pressions regarding tbe Catholic posi- 
'fbn or the fib's of history. Even 
where the ssme subject would natur­
ally recur under different titles, ft was, 
if sufficiently important, allotted a 
aepergte article. On the other hand, 
to avoid needleea repetition, It was of­
ten found necessary to introduce the 
subject in alphabeticol order with a 
cross-reference to the article io which, 
under a different title, it would be 
more appropriately treated. Finally, 
as no other extensive work of refer­
ence would be available to a large 
number of the purchasers of this En- 
cyclopedis, due provision was made 
for supplying in every Instance such 
general information as the ordinary 
reader might reasonably expect to 
find in connexion with the subjects 
treated.

As the vitality of an organizttion is 
manifested chiefly in the achieve­
ments of its prominent members, it is 
but naturil that this work should 
contain a large number of biographies 
In these articles, particularly judi­
cious selection was necessary, as well 
as moderation in treatment. For ob­
vious reasons biographies of living 
persons were not admitted; nor was 
distinction of whstever sort the chief 
criterion of selection, but rather, in 
the case of eminent Oa holics, their 
loyalty to the Church. On groundsl 
that are plainly different, the list 0 
biographies includes varions names 
that recall important controversies, 
heresies, errors or phases of confl ot 
hrough which the Church has pin­

ed, and concerning which it waa need­
ful to «et in clear light the Catholic 
position.

From the outset the Editors ad­
opted the [principle that each article 
should be prepared by the ablest 
available writer. The contributors 
were selected, not on account of their 
official position, but with reference to 
their 'scholarship and their special 
qualifications for handling tbe subjects 
assigned them.

PlèaSe Send In Toor Sub­
scriptions.

The Second Balkan War.

The reports from the east 
indicate that the second Bal­
kan war is about closed. It 
was not very long and seems 
to have been altogether a pre­
posterous affair ; a family 
quarrel about the spoils of the 
former war against the Turks. 
Bulgaria was the agressor and 
has been the loser, and dês- 
rudely so, from jail appearan 
ces. She treacherously attack­
ed the other members of the 
Balkan League in a greedy 
attempt to obtain more than 
a fair share of the spoils?of 
the late war. She wished to 
gobble up the greater party 
of the territory which the 
Turks were obliged to forfeit 
as war indemnity consequent 
upon her failure in the late 
struggle.

Greece and Servi i took the 
field against her and the tide 
of battle ■ seems to have been 
largely in their lavor. The 
good fortune that distinguish­
ed the Bulgarians, when fight­
ing with her allies agaitfst the 
Turks seems to have deserted 
their arms when turned 
against the other members of 
the Balkan League. Not on 
ly has Bulgaria been signally 
defeated by the combined for 
ces of Greece and Servia; but 
in addition she is faced with a 
declaration of war from Roum- 
ania. Bulgaria’s action in be 
ginning the war and the con­
duct of her statesmen during 
its continuance, are said to 
have left her without a friend 
in Europe. According to all 
reports, Bulgaria is meeting 
with the fate she deserves.

Realizing the hopelessness 
of her plight with the forces 
of the other members of the 
Balcan League against her, 
as well as the antagonisms 
aroused against her in other 
quarters, Bulgaria sees that 
no alternatue remains but to 
sue for peace. In view of her 
hopeless position in the war 
she is reported to have placed 
herself unreservedly in the 
hands of Rusaia, with a view 
of bringing about a cessation 
of hostilities, and France has 
undertaken to negotiate with 
Servia and Greece on her be­
half to ascertain what terms 
of peace can be arranged. It 
will thus be seen that the final 
stage of this senseless and 
sanguinary conflict appears to 
be in sight ; although much 
still depends upon the action 
of the powers.

The Agricultural Grant

The Federal department of 
agriculture has concluded ar­
rangements with the Govern­
ments of the Maritime Provin 
ces and of Saskatchewan, re 
garding the sums which those 
respective Provinces are to 
receive under the Agricultural 
Instruction Act. This leaves 
only Alberta and Quebec un­
settled. The amount distri 
buted this year is $700,000 as 
against $500,000 last year 
The increase of $200,000 is 
largely absorbed by the flat 
grant of $20,000 to each pro 
vince, irrespective of size 
This arrangement inures 
greatly to the benefit of the 
smaller provinces. Thus the 
grant to Nova Scotia has in­
creased from $34,000 to $54, 
000; That of New Brunswick 
from $24,000 to $44,000; anc 
that of Prince Edward Island 
from $6,000 to $26,000.

A recent cable from Mel 
bourne gives the satisfactory 
assurance that the change of 
government in Australia, ow 
ing to the defeat of the Fisher 
Ministry, viyll not interfere 
with the trade reciprocity 
negotiations with Canada. Be­
fore Hon. Geo. E. Foster sail 
ed for Hong Kong consider 
able progress had been made 
and Mr. Joseph Cook, who is 
now Prime Minister of the 
Commonwealth", intimates that 
in due course negotiations wil 
be resumed.

In a recent review, outlin­
ing the attitude of his party 
on this question, Mr. Cook 
stated that the reciprocity ar­
rangement already commenc­
ed with New Zealand woulc 
be carried through to its frui 
tion and that the disposition 
of his Government was entire 
ly in favor of such arrange 
meats as those between Can 
ada and New Zealand, and

These statements by Mr 
Cook should give the quietus 
to the exagerated stories that 
have been circulated by the 
Liberal press that Australia 
does not desire to enter into 
reciprocity treaty with Can 
ada. The effect of a reduction 
in duties on the products ex 
changed between the Do 
minion and the Commonwealth 
will undoubtedly mean the 
growth of a considerable com­
merce, for each country pro 
duces many commodities that 
the other requires. Both coun­
tries will mutually benefit

These bonds were issued by 
the city in amounts of $100 
each ; and Mr. Hill has cut 
these individual bonds up-into 
scrip of one tenth that value.

A Colonial Fniversify.

A proposal is under consid 
eration in London to establish 
a Colonial University for the 
purpose of giving special 
training to young men who 
intend to leave England and 
embark on commercial or 
agricultural careers in the Do­
minions. The curriculum 
would be specially adapted to 
the future requirements of the 
students. Agriculture, com 
merce, geography and ethno­
logical study would be includ­
ed, special-^pqurses would 
provide insffffctîon on matters 
relating to special countries, 
tropical conditions and Indian 
affairs and languages would 
receive due share of attention. 
The student who had profited 
by such a training would be 
fully equiped, on the theore­
tical side, for the problems 
which would confront him in 
his new home.

In addition to this branch 
of the work, facilities would 
be provided for colonial stud 
ents to complete their educa­
tion in'thç, Mother Country, 
and gain a profitable acquain­
tance with the condition of 
affairs in England. That the 
proposal to establish a univer­
sity on the lines indicated is 
worthy of support is evident 
from the success of similar in­
stitutions in France and Ger 
many. In each of these coun­
tries,with comparatively small 
outlying possessions, three 
such universities have been 
established.

An Experiment.

At St. Paul, in the United 
States, an experiment Js be 
ing made in selling the city's 
bonds to the citizens. Mr, 
James J. Hill „is helping the 
plan because he thinks it will 
solve a serious problem con­
fronting cities in the States at 
present. Mr. Hill has taken 
up an entire issue of city 
bonds which bear interest at 
the rate of 4 1 2 per cent.

Empire Wheat.

Recent statisics giving the 
production of wheat within 
the Empire are of some inter 
est as showing the enormous 
increase in recent years. The 
wheat acreage under cultiva 
tion in Great Britain, Canada 
Australia and New Zealand 
according to official figures 
increased from 11,500,000 ac 
res in 1901 to 20,000,000 
acres in 1911, or by 78 per 
cent.

Canada contributed the larg 
est share in this increase 
Since 1891 the Canadian 
wheat area has increased from 
2,723,000 acres in 1891 to 
9,816,000 acres as estimated 
for 1913, or nearly 260 per 
cent. The area under wh? 
cultivation in the United 
Kingdom is about-two million 
acres, in Australia it is 7,500, 
000 acres, in New Zealand 
about 350,000 acres. India 
has nearly 30,000,000 acres 
under wheat cultivation or 
three fifths of the entire area 
within the Empire.

The two million acres pro­
ducing wheat in Great Britain, 
yield thirty-three bushels to 
the acre.

Final figures for the last 
fiscal year were announced by 
the Minister of Finance yes­
terday. A heavy increase in 
capital and consolidated ex­
penditures is offset by expand 
ing revenue and there is a 
surplus of $56,000,000 on cur­
rent account. There is a re­
duction of twenty millions in 
the public debt. On consoli 
dated fund, the revenue totall 
ed $168,600,000 compared 
with $136,108.217 ; the pre 
vious year’s expenditure was 
$112,000,000 as against $98, 
161,446. The total of capital 
and special expenditures was 
$32,300,000, including five 
millions in railway subsidies. 
Outlay on the N. T. R. am 
ounted to $13,600000. On 
public works $6,000,000 was 
spent and on railways and 
canals $7,250,000.

Thirteen years ago the common­
wealth of Australia was constitut­
ed by an act of the British Parlia­
ment, and at the beginning of the 
following year the Island con­
tinent took its place among thç 
nations of the world.

Politically, Australia 
worthy for many innovations, not 
the least of which is the absence of 
a purely Conservative party. The 
Liberal party and the Labor party 
are the two great political organiz 
ations of the commonwealth, and 
both advocate principles and poli­
cies that are decidedly radical- 
The voters are very evenly divided 
between the two parties, and, in 
the recent elections, the Labor 
government, headed by the Right 
Hon Andrew Fisher as Premier, 
was over thrown, the Liberals 
obtaining a majority of one in the 
Federal House of Representatives.

Premier Fisher’s recent defeat 
was not the first he has suffered. 
As leader of the Federal Parlia 
mentary Labor Party, he first^>e 
came, prime minister in lfiOS.’Tut 
was defeated in the general elec­
tions of 1909, only to "come back” 
in 1910. He won his political suc­
cess on a platform that included 
protection, nationalization of pub-, 
lie utillities and insurance, gov­
ernment control of trusts, law for 
protection of labor, and exclusion 
of the Orientals. Protection and 
opposition to Japanese immigra­
tion were features of the platforms 
of both parties, and every avowed 
free trader was defeated.

A doctrine akin to the " State,s 
rights" which came near dividing 
the United States into two coun­
tries was advocated by the Fishe; 
party "in the recent campaign, an 
was in part responsible for its de­
feat. The centralization of gov­
ernment, at the expense of the 
powers and prerogatives of the 
original States, as proposed by 
Premier Fisher, aroused bitter op­
position .

Australia prides itself on being 
country where political graft 

and corruption are unknown, and 
this boast must be accepted as 
very nearly true. Suffragists will 
point with pride to this record, 
for in Australia the women vote, 
and take a protbioent part in cam­
paigns. The women of the work-' 
iog and shopkeeping classes arc 
nearly all keen politicians,but oth-. 
ers of the wealthier class have so 
Tar u=uk11y remained aloof and few 
of them are voters.

Ottawa, July 9.—The Dominion 
government is arranging through 
the Department -of Marine and 
Fisheries for a ten thousand dollar 
exhibit of food fish at the Toron'o 
exhibitiont bis year. Tbe exhibit 
will be tbe first of its kind ever 
attempted in Canada, and is ex 
pected to be of great educational 
value. Arrangaments for the dis 
play are now being completed by 
W. A. Pound, Dominion superin­
tendent of fisheries.

A large number of the leading 
fish companies of Canada’will con 
tribute towards the exhibit under 
the direction of the department 
Tbe display will include live fish 
in tanks, cured fish, fresh fish in 
cold storage and mounted speci­
mens of some" rare varities 
Andrew Halkett, curator of the 
fishery museum at Ottawa will be 
in" charge.

The exhibit will consist princi­
pally of the several varieties of 
commercial fish, representing the 
fisheries of the Atlantic and Pacific 
coasts and of the great inland 
waters of Canda. A large cold 
storage refrigerator with a capa­
city of six tons will be installed, 
the storage fish being visible from 
the outside by means of glass 
doors. Special means will be adopt 
ed lor diffusing information in re­
gard to the fish by means of 
lectures and the distribution of 
literature, and finally by the novel, 
but conclusive method of giving 
visitors of the exhibit samples of 
the fish to eat. There is to be a 
kitchen in connection with the 
display and an expert cbef will 
fry fish, which will be served hot 
free of charge.
