THE MILITIA DRAF .

In laying before our readers. the names
of the persons drafted for the 3 battalions
of Huron and Bruce, we deem it proper to
publish the following synopsis of the Mili-
tia Act taken from the Globe :

““ The baliot, for the organization of
Service Battalions from the several regi-
ments of militia, commenced throughout
the Province, as our readers are aware, on
Friday the 30th December. As this is
the first time that the draft has taken
place under the Act of 1863, a good deal
of misapprehension exists as to its mean-
ing and effect. So much-is this the case
in Lower Canada that, as our readers arc
aware, the draft in the county of Mont-
morenci was stopped on the first day by
the riotous proceedings of the habituns,
who imagined they were all to be dragged
away from their homes for frontler duty,
and a volunteer corps from Qucbee had to
be ordered out to quell the disturbance.—
In Upper Canads, also, we have reason
to believe that, from ignorance of the
actul provisions of the statute,a good deal
of excit t has been caused in some
localities, the idea having got abroad that
the embodiment of the militia is a war
measure, aud that the authorities are cal-
ling them out for actual service for -the
immediate defence of our hoarths and
homes. . T'llese notions are of course
very wide of the truth, and some explana-
tions of the real object of the draft, aus
well us the mode of carrying it out, way
be acceptable at the prescut time,

By the Act of 1863, the wilitia consists
o ie male inhubitants of the Provinee
between the dges of 18 and 60, not ex-
empted or disqualified by law, It 1s divi-
ded into throe classes—frst-class service
men, cousisting of unmarried men and
widowers -without children, between the
ages of 18 and 45; second-cluss service
men, consisting of warried wen and wid-
owers with childron, . between 18 and 45;
and the reserve wen, those between the
aces of 45 and 60. KEach county in the
Province forms a Regimental Division,
and the militia appearing by the first and
second-class service mulitia rolls, cowpiled
from the assessors’ rcturms, form for the
time being the regiment of the Regimental
Divisiofi in which they reside. The Com-
mander-in-Chief, may, from time to time,
by general order, direct the organization
of such number of service battalions from
cach regiment as shall appear to him
proper. The. Act provides that the first
organization of service battalions shall take
place some time in the year 1864, and it
was 1n accordance with this that the Com-
mandgr-in-Chief issued his order directing
‘the ballot to be made on the 30th of Dee.
lust. ~ Each service battalion shall consist
of ten companies, and shall cwmbrace, ex-
clusive of the proper complement of non-
commissioned officers, the number of 750
service men.  These are taken, in the first
place, from the names 'on the first-class
gervice roll, and, when they are exhausted,
from the names on the sceind-class service
roll.  Each battalion so orzunized shall
continue in existence for three years, and
at the expiry of that period shall be suc-
ceeded by another serviee battalion formed
i like manner, For the purpose of orsan-
izing the battalions, when the ofder of the
Cowmander-o-Chief' has been issued, in
Upper Canada the Sheriff summens the
County Judge and Wardew of the County
to meet him at Court House, the Clerk
of the Peace being also summoned to
attend with the militia-rolls, to proceed
with the ballot. The name of each person
appearing on the service-rolls, with ms
residence, having been written on ‘a card,
ali the cards belonging to a township,city,
town, or incorporated village are thrown
into an urn and shaken together suflicient-
ly to wix the names; and tae Coanty
Judge or Warden then draws out a suffici-
ent number’ of names to complete the
the number of meéu specified as the pro-
portionto be faruisbied To the buttalion by
such township,city,town or village. Under
the present order the county of York, in-
cluding Toronto, furnishes five battalions
and five drawings, therefore, take place—the
quota from Toronto for each battalion is
