Forest Rescurces.

One of the most useful ptatutes
ever put on the Statute Book was the
Forest Fires Act of 1905. It was
a necessary corollary to the intro-
duction of large capital into the
country to provide the plant for the
conversion of our small spruce wood
into pulp and paper. Without such
protection the owners of such a plant
could never be sure of a sufficient
supply of spruce wood to keep it
running.

A despatch from Manila, P. 1., datec
March 11, states that the Far Easter:
Tropical Medical Association,
gion there, has accepted the proof of-
fered by Prof. Henry Fraser, direct-
or the Straits Settlements Institute o
Medical Research, as to the etiology
oi beri-beri, which he declares is sim-
a disorder of nutrition brought on
v the eating of rice, which lacks
phiosphorus.  Prof. Fraser in this first
announcement of his discovery €x-
the time-honored theory thal
the disease is due to infection loca-
tion. Hedeclareg that the steam mill-
ing rice process is essentially faulty,
because the high polish which produces
the best quality of white rice removes
the phosphorus contained in the peri-
carp. Dr. Fraser adds that the use of
the cheaper grades of unpolished rice
or the mixing of white rice with the
polishings restores the phosphorus
and eliminates beri-beri.

The Bureau of Health declares that
D'r. Fraser's discovery is of the great-
est value. Dr. Aron, of the Philip-
pine Medical School, working inde-
Fraser and experi-
on animals and natives,
reached the same conclusion as the
director of the Straits Secttlements
Society. Beri-beri is prevalent to &
great extent among the masses of
Filipinos, especially in the prisons,
soldiers’ camps and workmen's
shacks. The victims number 10,000
every year. in the Philippines. The
discoveries of Prof. Fraser and Dr.
Aron are therefore regarded as of the
greatest importance.

In accordance with a notice given
by Sir E. P. Morris in the Legislature
. durfng the last sebsioh; a meeting on
the subject of the preservation of our
timber areas from destruction by fire
was, held last night in the Executive
Chambers at the 'Court House. Sir
Bdward occupied the chair. Amongst
those present were:  Hon. Sir E. :
- Morris, who presided; Hons. D. Mori-
son, R. Watson, J. C, Crosbie, S. D.
Blandford, M. P. Gibbs, M. P. Cashin,
C. H. Emerson; Messrs. H. C. Crowe,
Grant, Strong, Otto Emerson, Scott,
W. ‘Horwood, Gulnac, Harris, Howe
(Chief Ranger), Pelley, Hon. W. C.
Job and Hon. J. B. Ayre. In his open-
ing remarks the Premier regretted
the absence of ‘Mr. W. D. Reid, Presi-
dent of the Reid Nfid. Co., but assur-
ed all that Mr. Reid would heartily
co-gperate in any efforts that might
be advanced’ in the. attainment of the
object for which the meeting was call-
ed. The meeting was convened in
response to circulars sent out some
time' ago, and all who had received
them recognized the necessity for im-
mediate action to obviate forest fires
in future. Future losses must be at
all hazards prevented. He was ap-
palled at the potential wealth lost to
the country by forest fires. Sir Ed-
ward quoted from the following let-
ter received from Mr. Mayson M.
Beeton, President of the Anglo-New-
foundland Development Co., which ‘he
read at the close of the meeting.

" MR. BEETON’S LETTER.

Dear Sir Edward,—I1 greatly regret
that, owing to my departure for Eng-
land next week, I shall be unable to
attend in person the conference which
you have called between representa-
tives of the Government, the Reid
Newfoundland Railway and the own-
ers of timber limits, to discuss the
all-imiportant question of forest fires
in this island, and the possibility of
devising some practical means for
thel¥ prevention.

Mr. William Scott, C.E., will attend
the conference as the representative
of the Anglo-Nfid. Development Co.,
in my place, and there is no one, us
youare aware, who is better quali-
fied—from his long experience in the
island as an engineer and surveyor,
anid his knowledge of all parts of the
interior of the country—to assist the
conference in’arriving at some prac-
tical solution of this most pressing
problem. The urgent necessity for
deyising some practical and efficient
method of preventing the origin and
spread of forest fires in this island is
now generally recognized by all re-
sponsible and thinking persons in thc
community.

t it is, perhaps, doubtful wheth-
ér piblic opinion, 'generally speakingz,
throughout ‘the island, and outside St.
John’s, has’' yet been sufficiently
awakened to a knowledge of the facts
of the case, and of the incalculable
damage ‘which has already been done
through the destruction of vast forest
areas by forest fires in this island
during the last 156 or 20 years, and
especially of the losses which which
this destruction of the “Forest Capi-
tal”..of Newfoundland, if it is allowed
to~continue, must cause to the wage-
earning classes of the community.

I..do not think that too much em-
phasis can be laid on this aspect of
the ‘question. What the development
of /jts forest resources means in cash
to the wage-earners of Newfoundland
has been shown as a practical object
lesson in the expenditure on the mills
which-have been and are being erect-
ed'at Grand Falls and Bishop's Falls.
There is no reason why this island
should not be dotted with similar en-
terprises on- a smaller scale, just as
Scandinavia is to-day, provided ef-
fecétive and immediate steps are tak-
en ‘to prevent the devastation 'of- its
forest areas by fire. What the con-

stemption work alone which would be |
entailed in connection with such en- |

terprisés would mean to the wage-
earning ‘clagsés of Newfoundland has

beeti amply illustrated in the monthly |
wage bills at -Grand Falls during the |

last four years. What the operating
and ronning costs ‘of such enterprises
‘Wwould mean to the wage-earners of
this Colony, and as a consequence,
what 'a vital and permanent interest
they have in the conservation of the
forest resources of the intérior—on
‘which must depend absolutely the
possibility of establishing and main-
taining - such " ’émterprises—may be
equally well illustrated by a very
‘simple calculation as 'to what the
‘manufacture of every ton of
produced i this Colony will bring in
as wages to the community.

‘Every ‘ton of paper represents at
least $12; paid to the wage-earners
engaged, directly or indirectly,, in its
manufacture and handling from the
‘time the tree is cut d6wn in the for-
et to the time that /the finished pro-
“duct is put on board ship.

L Every ton of paper  represents,
s _‘_]rougl_aly, a cord and one-half of wood.

O O Wk AT

_An acre of good forest land will .pro-
duce say, roughly, 9 cords to the acre.
In other words, every acre of good
average forest land supplies the raw
material for about 6 tons of paper,
and, therefore, represents not less
than $72 as a potential source ' of
wages. Translated into square miles,
this means that every square mile of
good - average forest land, which is
preserved from devastation by forest
fires, represents over $45,000 preserv-
ed as a source of wages to the com-
munity.

What the loss has been in the past,
in view of the hundreds upon hun-
dreds of square miles which have
been destroyed, it is impossible to
estimate. 1 know that the late Mr.
Miller put it down as being many
millions of dollars.

But it is with*the future, rather than
with the past, that the actual work
of the conference will have to deal.
If tens of thousands of acres which
have been ravaged by fire can Dbe
preserved from similar ravages in the
future, then Nature will do her work,
and, with the natural re-growth of
the forests, will re-stock the valleys
and ‘hillsides once more ~with Ther
“Forest Capital,” on which future
generations may draw.

That forest fires can be to a very
large extent entirely prevented, anc
that when they do occur they can be
‘ought, and the damage very largel}
minimized, has been amply proved b)
the success of the measures whicl
have been taken by the Provincial
Government in Canada, where the
conditions. are very much the same
as here. I presume that it will be
advisable to proceed on the same line:
which have proved so successful ir
their case, by enacting similar legis-
lation and administrative measures
and, above all, by providing for thei
rigorous enforcement.

1 feel sure that with the heart:
co-operation of all parties primaril}
interested—the Government, the rail
way lessees, and the timber owners—
a practical solution of this problen
can be satisfactorily worked out, anc
that for a comparatively small annua
expenditure it will be possible to in-
sure for Newfoundland and her peo-
ple in the future the preservation o
the forest wealth with which Naturc
has endowed her.

Falls they bad patrolled about 3¢
miles of railway track, each man be-
ing seven miles apart and reporting
daily. The whole track was patrolled
last year and with one exception all
the fires (abeut 100) discovered were
quickly '‘quenched. Patrol cars would
not be sufficient, and the different
companies should employ men on
whom they could rely. 3

Mr. Horwood said that cinders and
coal getting on the tracks were a
prolific source of forest fires. He
knew the Reid Company were as in-
terested as any others in putting an
end to such conflagrations and had
instructed their engineers and fire-
men to be careful, but orders were
fiot always obeyved and this was the
cause of many fires. He had seen
firemen throw shovel fulls of hot coal

out in the woods, and had told them
they shuld be ashamed of themn-
selves.: This ‘conduci should be pen-
alised.

prevent this, while warnings against
such conduct should be placed in the
‘coaches. ;

Mr. Secott had a good deal of experi-
ence in matters of thig kind, and for
the past two years found that foot
patrols gave much satisfactlon and
would cost about $40 per mile for the
season. The Railway Company might
be induced to take greater interest if
two men were employed at each sec-
tion to watch forest fires, and ‘these
could patrol seven miles. He had
known of 67 fires in a distance of 15
miles last season, but thanks to the
foot patrols none of these got beyvond
control. He thought motor patrol cars
would go too fast for the men on
them to notice small fires which
might become later _big conflagra-
tions. Carelessly discarded matches,
cigars and cigarettes were a great
danger. There was very grave dan-
ger at Deer Lake, and fires starting
there would destroy more timber than
in any other section -of the island.
The Humber Valley, the ‘finest in
Newfoundland, should receive special
protection, and the patrol should ex-
tend from St. George's to Terra Nova
at least. From Little River to Terra
Nova would be at least 300 miles, the
patroling could be done for $39 per
mile, and the cost for the season
would be about $1,170. :

Mr. Gulnae sincerely believed in
the "effectiveness of the patrol. His
men had put out 40 fires in'7 miles of
territory last year. The men should
be in charge of those on the spot
when patroling. Some engines did
more damage than others, and last
vear‘one engine was accountable for
more fires than all the rest together.
Hot ashes should be dumped out at
the stations or near settlements. He
thought our people were becoming
educated to the danger of forest fires,
as many had'in recent years fought
them, saw how they had menaced life
and property and realized that they
tended to destroy their means of
livelihood, so that this would engen-
der a spirit of carefullness.

Hon. W. (. Job thought that the
carelessness of firemen and engineers
in a great measure caused fires, and
that patrols would not be sufficient
unless this were checked.

Mr. Gulnac thought patrols would
nake them more careful because they
would have to report fires and the
causes which led to them.

Mr. Howe thought old railway ties
thrown on the track were a great
source of danger, and that early in
May inflammable grasses near the
track should be burned off.

Mr. Harris thought a daily patrol
was necessary. Sparks from engines
zoing over grades blew from 30 to 60
‘eet from the track:

Hon. D. Morison said the Govern-
ment were pleased to see so0 many
interested gentlemen attend to dis-
>uss this important matter. About
515:000 would enable proper steps to
hetaken to cope withour forest fires.

Hon. (. Emerson- was assured by
ntérested Americans that they would
1eartily co-operate in the effort being
yut forward to abolish fires.

Mr. Scott had the idea of sending
nen to watch with glasses from high
1ills to discern fires in their incipient
state ‘and thus have them quickly
quenched.

The Premier upheld this and said
that in- the State of Massachusetts
waggons were compelled - to carry
yater in the summer and fall months
to quench fires, while in New Bruns-
wick, Quebec and ‘in Maine books
wvere used in the schools, lectures
ziven and literature distributed deal-
ing with the losses accruing through
forest fires.

Mr. Scott stated that unless string-
nt measures were now taken not a
sieen stick would be left 'in the
sountry 20 years hence.

The Premier said that rules and
regulations should be formuilated and
attention given Labrador. The Gov-
swnment would do its utmost.

A committee meeting was held to-
Jay in the Agriculture and Mines
Office to formulate means to deal
with the whole question of the pre-
servation of our forests.

QUESTION

AT GRAND FALLS.

'Large Public Meeting in the Town Hall

'~ —The Town’s Committee Proposals
for the Establishment of a First Class
School Carried by Large Majorities.

For the past few years the educa-
tional question at Grand Falls has
been given a great deal of attention,
and the Town Committee here has
been recently working very assidu-
ously towards a solution of the diffi-
ulty that would suit, and be agree-
able to -all parties. The difficulty
lies in the fact that each. denomina-
tion is too small to provide a really
irst class separate schopl of its own,
as is indeed thé case throughout New-
oundland. :

The Town Committee’s proposals
are embodied in the following docu-
ment, and a mass meeting of all resi-
dents at Grand Falls was called to-
gether on April 1st to discuss ang de-
cide by popular vote whether ‘f*‘i_sf
propesals should be adopted.

Company will be willing to provide
the capital cost of a first class School
Building, with its main equipment,
and to' pay the rental which will re-
duce the deficit to $1,5560.00, and
further to contribute an amount each
year which will correspond in some
ratio to be agreed upon to the amount
subscribed by the residents.

Mr. Beeton was voted into the
chair and opened the meeting by
asking Mr. T. S. Pooke, Secretary of
the Town Committee, to read the
Town Committee’s Report, and the
debate on the resolutions then com-
menced.

The following is the text of the
resolutions submitted:”—

(1). In the opinion of this meeting
it is desirable to establish at Grand
Falls such a school as will provide
facilities for a first class educatior
for the children of those residing at
Grand Falls .and in accordance with
the suggestions submitted by the
Tcwn Committee, and read . at this
meeting;

(2). That the scale of contribu-
tions as suggested by the Town Com-
mittee be adopted, and that the offer
of the Company to provide and equij
the School Building be accepted;

(3). That the foregoing resolutions
be recorded in the minutes of  the
Town Committee which is hereby au-
thorised to take such steps as may be
necessary to put this scheme into
operation with the least possibls de-
lay.

The chairman in laying before the
meeting the proposals pointed out the
gravity of the gquestions involved, and
the pleasure that should be félt by
all at seeing their importance being
cecognised by the large attendance
oresent. Not only would the decision
this meeting should come to bear
Tuit in the present generation, but
‘or many more to come, for it would
affect the lives, characters, and
careers of the boys and girls who
would be the future men and women
of the néxt generations.

Contrasting education in Newfound-
land, where the schools are poor and
ill equipped, with that in England,
America and the Continent, where the
very best and newest equipment is
thought none too good, he said that in
his opinion Newfoundland has fallen
so far behind other countries mainly
for three reasons, namely:—first,
financial; second, geographical; and
thirdly, lack of co-operation and the
inability to ~sink = differences of
opinion in the:cause of what should
be a common creed, viz.,, the best
education for the children.

Financially, because the resources
of Newfoundland are already severely
strained in keeping up the regular
Government services so that the sur-
plus available for educational pur-
poses was comparatively small.

Mr. Saunders next gave his views
in support of the resolution, the gist
of which was the advantages tp be
derived by working together one and
all.

Mr. Willett also contributed some
well framed remarks to swell the tide
in favour of the motions.

The third resolution was then read
and carried by 114 votes for and 21
against.

This concluded the adoption of the
resolutions for the evening, and all
listened to the chairman’s closing re-
marks with a feeling of satisfaction
in having done their best for the
future welfare and Success of the
children of Grand Falls.

Mr. Beeton again emphasized the
fact that the school committee would
have the power, as -the elected re-
prresentatives of the whole commun-
ity, to deal with all details of manage-
ment, and concluded by expressing
his sincere belief that the ‘decision
come to that night would be remem-
bered by many generations to ' come
with gratitude.—Com. :
