The Turkish official state­
ment issued Sunday at Constantinople 
reported the capture of 1.000 camels 
from the British in the Mesopotamian 
operations.

RECRUITING IN IRELAND.
f LONDON, To-day.

From the outbreak of the war to 
January 8th the recruits raised by 
Ireland number 86,277, according to 
the report of Baron Wimborne, Lord 
Lieut, of Ireland, published last night. 
He stimates that at the present time 
there are about four hundred thous­
and unattested single men of military 
age in Ireland, 'but deducting those 
indispensable for agriculture, * ‘com­
merce, the production of munitions 
and those mechanically unfit for ser­
vice. he concludes that the single men 
actually available would hardly ex- 
ced one hundred thousand.

ENTERED GERMAN TRENCH.
LONDON, To-day.

! The British official report of the 
campaign in France issued last night 
reads: “Last night a party entered 
the German trenches about Kemmel 
Wytschate Road. These trenches 
were found full of men; about forty 
casualties were inflicted on the enemy. 
Three prisoners were brought back 
and two of their machine guns de­
stroyed.

TWO STEAMERS LOST.
- new; YORK, To-day.

I The White Star freight steamship 
Bovic reported on her arrival here 

|V yesterday from Manchester that she
■" had picked up wireless messages in­

dicating two steamships had been re­
cently lost at sea heretofore unreport- 

ied. One was the Apalchee, a British 
tanker in Government service, the 
other an unknown steamer whose 
crew was rescued by the steamer Fin­
land. Reports that the Finland was 
standing bÿ a steamer in distress was 
received by wireless at Halifax on 
January 26th, relayed from the Fin­
land by a French steamer Rocham- 
beau. The message did not furnish 
any other details nor did the Rocham- 
beau on her arrival here on Saturday 
have any other information. The cap­
tain of the Bovic said that wireless 
messages he received as to the loss of 
the two steamers lacked detailed in­
formation. The movements of the 
Apalachee has not been reported since 
she entered the Government service. 
She was owned by the Anglo-Ameri­
can Oil Co., Newcastle and built in 
1894; M747 gross tonnage.

London and the East coast of England 
was expected by the British Authori­
ties on January 26th. A special warn­
ing was sent out by the police which 
after referring to an increase in the 
offensive and protection against hos­
tile aircraft in the metropolitan dis­
trict advised the public on the occa­
sion of air raids to take cover. The 
last raids on England by German air­
craft occurred on January* 23-24 when 
hostile aeroplanes dropped bombs 
along the east coast of Kent killing 
or wounding a few persons. An aero 
plane attacked the station, barracks 
and docks at Dover. Prior to January 
30th there was an interval of several 
months during which England was 
immune from air attacks. From June 
15th until October 13th there was six 
Zeppelin raids on London and the 
east coast of England in which 120 
persons were reported killed and 313 
injured. After the Zeppelin raids bn 
Paris on Saturday and Sunday nights 
the view was expressed by. the French 
Authorities that these attacks were 
doubtless merely a prelude to a more 
extensive movement by the German 
aircraft and the fact that six or seven 
machines have taken part in the new 
raid on England would indicate a well 
considered plan by the Germans to in­
crease the activity of .their dirigibles 
and probably bring into play the new 
Fokker machines which are reported 
to be very effective engines of war.

ABANDONED AIR RAID.

PARIS, To-day.
An Zeppelin started in the direction 

of Paris last night at nine forty-five. 
Warning was sent out from Comp- 
negne that a German airship had been 
sighted in movement. The military 
governor of Paris gave orders that 
preparations be made to give an alarm 
if necessary. When the Zeppelin 
however, got into the field of search­
lights on the French front, it turned 
back, and is supposed to have aband 
oned a projected raid.

CAPITULATING GENERALS ASSAS­
SINATED.

PARIS, To-day. ,
Rome correspondent of the Journal 

reports that General Becir and an­
other Montenegrin General, have been 
assassinated by patriots in Montene­
gro, who opposed the capitulation to 
Austria. General Becir had been 
trusted by a provisional Government, 
in Montenegro, with negotiations for 
capitulation. •

TURKISH CONSULS RELEASED.
TOULON, To-day.

Turkish Consul General and his two 
Turkish Vive-Consuls who had been 
arrested at Saloniki and brought here 
on a French warship, have been re 
leased on instructions from the Fren­
ch Government, and accompanied by 
their families, they have left for 
Switzerland. It is announced that the 
Bulgarian Consul, who was arrested 
under like circumstances will also be 
allowed to leave. It was stated in 
Washington on Jan. 21, that through 
good offices of the United States the 
German, Austrian, Turkish and Bul­
garian Consuls, arrested at Saloniki, 
by the Allies, were to be released on 
condition however that they should 
not resume their functions in Saloniki.

ELEVEN DEATHS IN ENGLAND.
NEW YORK, To-day. 

The Tribune publishes the follow­
ing; A special despatch from Lon­
don says that eleven deaths were re­
ported in England yesterday due to 
lightening restrictions, five of the 
tragedies occurred in London streets; 
three of the victims are soldiers. The 
above despatch refers undoubtedly to 
the Zeppelin raid on England. Its un­
usual wording is the attempt of the 
Tribune’s correspondent to get the 
news past the censor. Lightening is 
probably lighting, and. means the or­
der to keep out lights to save many 
lives. It is the first hint that the 
raiders reached London.

CAPTURED BY GERMAN SUBMAR­
INE.

NEWPORT .NEWS, To-day. 
The British passenger liner Appam, 

missing for some time, arrived . in 
Hampton Roafis early this morning, 
flying the German man-of-war flag. It 
is said that a prize crew from the 
German submarine is in charge. The 
Appam's name is painted out on the 
liner herself, but it is plainly visible 
on small boats carried on her decks. 
The large number of passengers on 
board her include many women. The 
ship is now at Quarantine station and 
a quarantine officer is on board. Un­
til he has completed his investigation 
no one is allowed to visit the ship; 
small boats were not allowed to stop 
alongside. It is said from Did Point 
that there seems to be about a hun­
dred women and children on the Ap­
pam, which has not yet been boarded. 
The vessel is reported to be leaving 
for Newport News. The Appam left 
Dakar, Africa, on Jan. 11, bound to 
Plymouth, England. She carried 168 
passengers, and a crew of 133. Col 
onial Africans of the British Govern­
ment are said to be among the vessel 6

The Commonwealth assent­
ed to this proposition and merely re­
quired them to take the oath of neu­
trality.

Drs. Goldstein and Pencla promptly 
took oath, the former went to Java, 
and the latter took ship to England. 
Doctors Grebner and Pringshrm were 
more dilatory than their confederates 
and they raised certain objections. At 
length, however, they took the oath, 
but suspicion fell on them and their 
correspondence was intercepted and 
examined before they sailed. This 
correspondence proved that they were 
spies, and they were immediately ar­
rested and interned. Dr. Goldstein 
got away, but not so Dr. Pencla. The 
last named Professor's baggage was 
overhauled during his journey to 
Europe under cabled instructions 
from the War authorities. Jt contain­
ed even more complete information 
concerning Australia’s military pre­
fix . xtions than the correspondence of 
Graebner and PringMirm, and it con­
tained in addition the most excellent 
contour maps of the country, sur­
rounding some of our largest capital 
cities, maps which could have no vest­
ige of use than to serve the ends of the 
German army of invasion.

Strange Case.
Man Found on Railway Track in State 

of Coma.

He 
then decided to ‘vamp’ it and left aft­
er the train pulled out. When near 
the place he was picked up he heard 
the incoming train blowing and while 
trying to get clear of the track slipped 
on the icy ground and fell, cutting 
himself severely about the nose and 
chin.
