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The Rhodes Scholarships.

The Rhodes Trustees announce that the election
of scholars will be resumed this year, when there will
be an elaciion for two candidates to fill up the scholar-
ships for 1318 and 1919.

Next year the Trust again proposes to choose two
candidates for 1920 and 1921, after which the annual
elections will resume their normal course.

Candidates must be British subjects and unmar-
ried. They must have passed their nineteenth birth-
day but m* t nat have passed their 25th birthday, on
the first o October of the year for which they are
elected.

Candidates must have had two years of training
ai some degree-granting University or College, or a
i:outrse of study accepted by the Trustees as an equiva-
ent.

The Trust is very anxious, other things being equal,
to give first consideration to men who have showed
their patriotism by going on active service.

Ameoengst those applying there may be some who
have not, bean sble, on account of service, to get the
two years of university life required by the regula-
tions. Oxford has arranged to excuse such men from
Responsions, and the Trust thinks that they should be
allowed to compeie.

On the other hand the locai committee has been
strongly urged not to select anvone who by the want
of preparatory training is not fairly prepared to get
good results from a course at Oxford.

Men who have not been on service will be expecied
i0 meet the University requirements.

The Scholar elected for 1918 will be expected to g0
into residence not later than January 1920. The one
elected for 1919 will take up work in Oxford in Octo-
ber 1920.

Applications for the 1918 scholarship to be accom-
panied by ten copies of certificates and testimonials
should be made to the undersigned not later than
July 1st of this year.

‘The candidate for 1938 will be eligible if he were
not more than 25 years of age on October 1st, 1917.

The date for receiving appi’ :tions for the 1919
gcheiarship will be announced later. ;

““ Remember :
the Lusitania.”’

—

Whether it is with a desire
to impress upon the Germans
that retributive justice has
overtaken them, or whether it
is a mere coincidence, the pres-
entation cf the pedce terms to
the German delegation on Lusi-
tania Day is an event which will
bring to the memory of all civili-
zation the horrors of the delib-
erate torpedoing™of the crack
ship of the British merchant
marine on that fatal day, May
7th, 1915, with 4 total death toll
of eleven hundred and thirty-
four precious lives, butchered
by order of the German War
lords. That the destruction of
the Lusitania was premeditated,
has now been placed beyond the
shadow of a doubt, and the Ger-
man people as well as the Ger-
man Government stand equally
indicted of a crime without
parallel in history.

Will it be remembered by the
German peace delegates, when
receiving the' text of the peace
terms this afternoon, that -on
this day, four years ago whole-
sale murder was indulged in by
various submarine commanders,
by orders of the German Admir-
alty, murder of the foulest kKind,
cunningly planned and cold
bloodedly perpetrated: fright-
fulness exemplified: the Kultur
that Germany intended to im-
pose upon the world illustrated
by the deliberate slaughter of
innocent women and children
whose bodies lie far beneath the
surface of the Atlantic coffined
within the hull of the great ship
that became at once their tomb
and their monument -for all
time.

Is there not to be vengeance
exacted from Germany for this
crime, the blackest of the ages.
The cruelties of the Black Hole
of Calcutta were wrought upon
Englishmen by fanatical In-
dians. The massacre at the Well
of Cawnpore was done by
maddened Sepoys of a different
color and ecreed from their
white victims, but the sinking
of the Lusitania was the work
of people of a kindred race, of
the same tastes, ideas and ac-
complishments of those whom
they sent to their doom by the
treacherous stroke of a stealthy
torpedo. Therefore the deed of
the Germans is  more black,
more dastardly, more inhuman
than any of those recounted and
will stand everlastingly as a bar
sinister on their shield, shutting
them out from all associztions
until they have expiated, in the

" only possible way, the sin of the

sinking of the Lusitania. But
no matter what expiation may
be made, what indemnity de-
manded and paid, what repent-
ance expressed for this unholy
and inhuman crime against
civilization, by the German peo-
ple, who quite possibly will re-
pudiate all the performances of
their late rulers, there will for-
ever remain in British hearts an
abhorrence and detestation for
a people who could and did con-
done and rejoice in the wilful
murder df May 7th, 1915, and so

The Cunard limer ‘*Lusitania,”
which left New York with nearly two
thousand people on board was attack-
ed. without warning by a ‘German
submarine on May 7, 1915 eight miles
off the Old Head of Kinsale, when
within a hundred miles of Fishguard,
the port for which she was heading,
and sank quickly. Warnings had besn
sent out by the German KEmbassy in
Washington, advising German eym-
pathisers not to sail in her, but
Captain Turner laughed at the threats,
and remarked: “We are too fast for
th‘em." There was no warning at all,
ard the first known of any danger
was when Second Officer Hafford call-

next moment the great ship was
struck, and smoke and steam rose be-
tween the third and fourth funnels.
The boats were got out, while o call
for help was flashed by wireless to
Quecnstown, eighteen miles distant,
and when received, a large fleet of
vessels of all classes and sizes raced
to the rescue. There were 1,906 per-
sons all told on board, of which num-
ber 772 were saved. The ship remain-
ed afloat not twenty minutes after the
first torpedo was fired, when she list-
ed forward and at once began 30
settle; when the second and thlrd
strunck her she sank like a stone,
Captain Turner going down with his
cship. A great many were drowned by
the suction of the whirlpool. Hun-
dreds jumped overboard and clung to
floating wreckage or overturned boats
which had been blown from the ship
by the three explosions. Meanwhile
the submarine crew stood by and
watched their victims, for the most
part women and children, drown!
The work of getting as many
into the only boats which could be
got clear, had been at once wunder-
taken by the captain, officers and
men of the “Lusitania,” and perform-
ed with heroism. The scene as the
big liner sank was described by the
survivors as heartrending beyond
Battling for life, the passen-
gers called to relatives or friends to
bid goodbye. The small boats which
had got away from the side of the
liner picked up survivors who were
floating on the face of the water. But
scon the boats were zll crowded, these
in turn being picked up by rescuing
steamers coming at full speed from
shore points. In many cases the only
work left for the rescue boats to do
was to collect from the water the
floating bodies of the dead.. Several
passengers were taken aboard traw-
lers only to die before they could be
transferred ashore.

At several of the inquests the ver-
dict was “wilful and wholesale” mur-
der against the Kaiser and Govern-
ment of Germany. The American
nation declared that when they got to
grips with the Germans the latter

Caged Like Beasts.

(From the Hartford Courant.)

On each of the German merchant
ships that have been turned over to
the United States Government for the
transportation of troops to this coun-
try and of food to Germany are sev-
eral Germans who are aboard to look
after the interests of the owners and
to aid the American officers in run-
ning the ships. When these boats ar-
rive in New York the German officers
remain on board. They are not al-
lowed ashore and they are not per-
mitted to have visitors. They may
look over the rail at the big city
which all of them know pretty well
by reason of previous visits and re-
call the merry times they have had
there, but they must not enter. Un-
til' the peace terms are signed that
will be the fate of all the Germans
who come over on the German ships
now flying the American flag. When
the German enyoys arrives at Ver-
sailles ‘to sign if they must or reject
if they dare, the peace reaty that
will be submitted to them, they will
live ' practically in a cage until the
negotiations are ended. They will be
put up at the Hotel des Reservoirs.
It is proposed, it is said, to run a
trellis-work barrier about the hotel
and to inclose in a similar manner
the way between the hotel and the
place for the conference. Within this
hotel inclosure of 100 by 200 yards,
the envoys may walk about at their
pleasure. This arrangement, it is
said, is partly to prevent the dele-
gates from indulging in intrigue pro-
paganda and partly to avoid the use
of armed guards and to protect them
from unwelcome intruders.. So it ap-
pears the war has left the Germans
at least temporarily ostracized. The

Food From Seaweed.

Also Policemen’s Boots.
For a solution of housing and food
problems, try seaweed.

It sounds absurd, but astute men are
taking advantage of the little-known
cummercial possibilities of what has
hitherto been regarded as Nature's
waste. The latest idea is to utilize
seaweed for binding and strengthening
a substance made from slag, which has
the appearance of concrete, and is
proving a very good substitute for
bricks. In this way the shortage of
building material is being partly ‘over-
ceme. : i ’

Cotton Substitute.

There is no better fertilizer than
seaweed, and many acres of corn are
being grown on the flat lands of Hssex,
over which seaweed has been thrown
by the tides.

The Japanesc employ 600,000 people
in the seaweed industries, using the
weed in the manufacture of
diverse objects as policemen’s boots,
picttire frames, marbled floors, and
electric switchboards. They have
even found a substitute for cotton in
a seaweed called “Sugamo.” Y
In France seaweed finds utility-as a
stiffener for mattresses and as size for
straw hats, while the native fishermen
of South Australia make ropes and
fishing nets from local varieties.

Will Be Your Thumb.

Your thumb is a very interesting
subject to all medical students of
nerve disease. There are points which
could be given by the hundred to
prove the importance of this member;

which is termed in medical work, as
the “thumb centre” of the brain.

It is a well-known fact amongst
nerve specialists that by an examina-
tion of the thumb they can tell if the
patient is affected, or likely to be af-
fected, by paralysis or not, as the
thumb will indicate this a long time
before there is.any trace of the dis-
ease in any other part of the systeni.
If there is any trace, or such affec-
tion is indicated, an operation is at
once performed on the thumb centre
of the brain, and if the operation is
successful—which is proved by an ex-
amination of the thumb—then the pa-
tient is saved.

Another very interesting point is
the, old theory of midwives—which is
casily seen to contain a great deal of
truth. They held that if an infant
was inclined to keep the }humb inside
the fingers for some days after birth,
it foreshadowed some great physical
delicacy.

If, seven days after birth, the thumb
was still covered, then there was
good reason to suspect that the child
was mentally delicate.

When visiting the asylums of the
country, you cannot fail to notice that
all congenital idiots have very poor,
weak thumbs; in fact, some are so
weak as not to be properly developed,
even in shape.

These facts are remarkable ,taken
in conjunction with Sir Charles Bell's
discovery that in the hand of the
chimpanzee—which is the nearest ap-
proach to the human—the thumb
though well formed in every way, if
measured, does not reach the base of
the first finger . The deduction is,
therefore, that the higher and better-
proportioned the thumb, the more the
intellectual faculties rule, or vice
versa.

We find in the war history of the
Children of :Israel instances of their
cutting off the thumbs of their ens-
mies. It is a well-known fact in
many Oriental nations, if the prison-
er, when brought before his captors,
covers his thumb with his fingers, he
is, in dumb and eloquent fashion, giv-
ing up his will and independence,
and begging for mercy. Gipsies, in
their judgment of character, make iie
thumb the foundation for all their re-

Germans Lose

- 278 Royalties.

I

A German Professor figures outi
that the abdications and dethrone- |
ments in Germany include 278 per-
sons. Bavaria leads with one King,
one Queen, fifteen Princes, sixteen
Princesses, five Dukes and one
Duchess. Prussia has sent 33 Royal-
ties into exile, including the Emper-
or, Empress, twenty Princes and
eleven Princesses. Brunswick is at
the bottom of the list, with only the
Ducal couple and their three child-
ren. The two tiny principalities of
Reuss, whose area is hardly one-
three-hundredth part of that of Prus-
sia, have exiled 36 Royalties. The
Principality of Lippe, only about
twenty square miles larger than the
Reuss States, had a Royal family
numbering 24 persons. Most extra-
ordinary is the case of Schaumburg-
Lippe, with its area of 130 square
miles, where there was nearly one
Royal personage for every five square
miles. These included the reigning
Prince, seventeen Princes and seven
Princesses.

Champion Centenarians.

Although the record of Mrs. Bourke,
of Tipperary, who is reported to have
died recently at the age of 121, and
who had fifty direct descendants in
the war, wants some beating, there
are some hale and hearty centenari-
ans still with us.

Edmonton, for instance, is proud of
“Granny” Lambert, now in her 106th
year. She is as jovial as she 1is
healthy.

Quite a sprightly old lady, too, is
Miss Agnes Gooding Reader, of Ash-
ford, Kent, who recently reached the
age of 101. Despite her great age, she
retains her devotion to classic music,
and plays the piano frequently and
with considerable ability. In her
youth Miss Reader was regarded as
a great beauty, but-she refused sev-
eral offers of marfiage. “I wished to
retain my independence,” she says.

Kent also boasts another remark-
able centenarian in the person of Mr.
James Nicol, of Cranbrook, who claims
to be the youngest old man in the
world. In spite of his 100 years he
can still do a Highland fling and sin
a good song, while he displayed hi
pluck by taking to himself anothe:
wife at the age of ninety-three.

Married at Ninety-Three, Can She Marry Again?

Problem of Missing Husbands.

There are hundreds of women in
this country to-day who do not know
whether they are wives or widows.

Their husbands are “missing,” to
quote the War Office’s bald statement.
In many cases, no trace has been
found of these missing husbands for
between three and four years.

What is the position of their wives?
In the eyes of the law they are still
married. If they marry again to se-
cure support for themselves and th2ir
cuildren and their first husband re-
turns, they can be arrested and sen-
tenced for bigamy. Furthermore, any
child who may be born of the second
marriage would, in that case, be re-
garded as illegitimate.

A Case in Point.

Can you imagine a more distressing'

letter than this—one of scores which
have reached us asking our advice on
this grave problem?

“I am a young woman of twenty-
four. I married when I was nineteen,
and have two children. My husband
‘vined the Artillery at the outbreak
f war, went out at the beginning of
915, and was reported missing two
nonths later. No trace of him has
since been found. Now a good man
wants to marry me and I feel that I
could be very happy with him. But I
am told -that I cannot marry again
without running the risk of
charged with bigamy should my first
husband come back—a very remote
chance. Surely this is a terrible
position for me to be in?

Without a Name.

Artillery in
the Late War.

In his final dispatch, Field Marshal
Sir Douglas Haig gives some siriking
figures showing the growth of ord-
nance. In 1914 the British had one
machine gun to 500 infantrymen; in
1918 they had one machine gun to 20
infantrymen; and their artillery rose
from 486 guns at the eutbreak of the
war to 6,437 at the signing of the
armistice. On the first day of the
Semme battle in 1916, 13,000 tons of
ammunition were fired by the British;
in 1917 on September 20th and 21st,
42,000 tons were expended; and in the
three days when the British broke
down the Hindenburg line, September
27th to 20th, 1918, nearly 65,000 tons
of shells were fired by their artillery.

Fearing troubles similar to those
which have shaken Budapest, Vienna,
it is officially announced, has said to
the British Government, “If you can
send 10,000 British troops we can
guarantee the situation.” It has al-
ready been stated publicly that Brit-
ish soldiers are stationed in some
parts of the territory to which Italy
and the Jugo-Slavs are pressing op-
posing claims, because the disputants
are agreed that British troops alone
of the Allied forces are acceptable
guardians of the peace. In Germany
also British troops are preferred to
others as the custodians of the Rhine
bridgeheads. If late despatches inti-
mating a suggestion on the part of
the German Government that Allied
forces maintain order throughout the
.country are borne out, it is probable
that British troops will constitute
the bulk of the units sent to the Ger-
man interior. When it comes to try-
ing to explain the success of Thomas
Atkins as a peace delegate in lands
where the language is an unknown
quantity, and the customs a never-
ending source of wonder to him, no
one student of the British soldier has
been able to satisfy a worldwide curi-
osity. One searcher after truth has
said that the root of the British sol-
Jier’s success with strange peoples is
his sympathy with their misfortune in
having been born ‘“foreigners.” That
view works in different ways some-
times.  There is a story of a British
regiment visiting a 'European city
near which it was billeted, the cap-
tain of ‘every company adjuring the
men:to set-a shining example of good
behavior during their leave. Only one
man failed to bear the exhortation in
mind, ;and half of the city’s police
force and an excifed mob followed
him to the.camp, where his captain
heard charges that he . had. beaten
many policemen and terrorized whole
sections of the population. When the
man was called to tell his side of the
story he said that the whole trouble
had arisen through “one o’ those
blokes,” pointing to a police officer,
“insuMing the British army by call-
ing me a furriner.”

“Well, aren’t you?”’ asked the cdp-
tain. "

“A ‘furriner! Me!” cried the sol-
dier, in surprise. “Why, sir, I was
born in Manchester.”

It is safe to assume. that ome-half
of the success of Thomas, Atkins in
his dealing with races foreign to his
own_is his humor. _He may, and often
does, grouch with persistent and as-
tonishing fluency, but he is a cheer-
ful- soul at heart, and sees a silver
lining - in every cloud. An example
of that spirit was 'shown by the Lon-
don Fusilier who had an arm shot
off and declared as he was carried
away to a dressing station, “Heny-
ways, Hi never ’'ad no hintentions
whatsumever of learnin’ th’ pianner.”
For ‘the rest the profound belief of
Thomas Atkins in himself and his
own ways of doing things carries him
far over the other half of the road
to success as peacemaker.

“Thexﬁ That i'lonor Me.”

In the early days of the war Ad-
miral Beatty, an avowed Christian,
spoke out emphatically to the effect
that Britain needed to humble herself
before God and seek a spiritual re-
vival ére she could expect divine in-
tervention to crown hics wilu v.cuue. .

Admiral Beatty was then in a sub-
ordinate position, but it is#significant
that when what has been termed “the
greatest surrender in Thistory” was
made, and the great German fleet
yielded to the British on Novembsr
21st, that Admiral Beatty had been
elevated to. the supreme position in
the British navy, and to him the great
surrender was officially made.

It is worthy of historic record that
on the day of the German surrendsr
Acdmiral Beatty signalled to all the
ships of the Grand Fleet as follows:

“It is my intention to hold a service
oi thansksgiving at 6 p.m. to-day, Nov-
ember 21st, for the victory which Al-
mighty God has vouchsafed to H. M.
arms, and every ship is recommended
to do the same.”

Needless to say the recommendation
was carried out. ¢
