YANTASKET BEACH FIRE SWEPT.'

HULL, Mass., March 28,

Paragon Park, New England's lar-
gest seashore amusement.centre, and
thirty houses were destroyed by fire
which swept Nantasket Beach, on the
wings of a fifty mile gale.
