Will the proposed Anglo-American 
agreement permitting seizure of rum­
runners outside the three-mile limit 
put an end to the "rum row” off the 
American coast? The rum-runners 
smile cynically. For ways that are 
dark the formerly famous heathen 
Chinee is a far back number compar­
ed with these agile and ingenious gen­
try who cater surreptitiously to a 
nation’s thirst.

The' job will be a bit harder pos­
sibly and seizures may be more fre­
quent, but It’s the consumer Who pays 
and pays and pays.

If one of every two of the bootleg 
stuff is lost en route, the thirsty Am­
erican pays double for the one that 
gets through; so why should the 
bootlegger worry. He doesn't.

To this new problem, produced by 
the new treaty, his ^nswer t8 simple: 
The agreement Is only between Brit­
ain and the United States. The three 
mile limit as an international limit 
still remains. Britain waives certain 
rights temporarily for certain tem­
porary privileges, but no other nation 
has done this, so the bootlegger, in­
stead of using British registry will 
just list his vessel under the French 
or Brazilian or Argentine flags and go 
ahead until some new , International 
complex compels some new dodge. He 
should worry so long as the Great 
American public want a drink and 
are willing to pay for It.

“Ton see,” said a local shipping 
man who knows the ropes, "nearly 
all these rum runners are Americans. 
They buy or charter British ships un­
der dummy companies for reasons 
which have worked up to now. When 
the British flag loses its protective 
power over their cargoes, they will 
change the registry. Some of the 
small rum-runners will lose ont, of 
course, but they will have the com­
fort of knowing that their loss Is the 
gain of the rich man on the British 
liners which will now be alloweg to 
run wet.
