CANADA BOASTS OF A SURPLUS.’
OTTAWA, March 24.

Before a crowded House to-day,
Hon. J. A. Robb, Acting Minister of
Finance, presented his second Budget.
It was a statement in which Mr. Robb
told .of heavy reduction in public re-
venues over expenditures of $1,823,-
000.00. “A remarkable result,” said
Mr. Robb, in which Candians can feel
justifiable pride. Reduced expendi-
ture Mr. Robb attributed largely to
the Government's policy of last year
in reducing burdens of taxation and
on tariff changes. Points from Mr.
Robb’s speech  are: (1) Revenues
down by $52,937,000.00 estimated as
against previous year; (2) Decrease
in ordinary expenditure of $51,000,-
000.00; (3) Surplus in Revenues over
expenditures of $$1,823,000, or of
$5,823,182 'if $4,000,182 received from
Greece and Rumania is added; (4)
Increase of Canada’s favourable trade
balance with the world $264,414,526;
(6) A Board of Advisors for which!
provision is made in the main esti-
mates to inerease into tariff and other
trade problems. Mr. Robb dealt at
length with the question of railway
financing, stating that the National
Railway Company had not yet been
able to meet out of its earnings the
arrears of interest accumulated on
our loans. The total amount of these
arrears of interest on March 31, 1924,
Mr. Robb said, was about $13,000,000,
but it is not treated in oun public ac-
counts as an asset, it is held in abey-
ance as overdue account.

TORONTO, Mar. 24.
Announcement wag made in the On-

tario Legishture this “aftérmoon by
Premier G. H. Ferguson that in May
the railways would commence to
transport 100,000 tons coal from Al-

The Estimates Tabled

Yesterday the Estimates for
1925-26 tabled in the House of
Assembly by the Minister of Fin-
ance and Customs, show'a total
of $9.353,793.01. or $438,173.23
over that of 1924-25.

Included in the additional
amount, $200,000 represents the
interest on the new loan, $9,000,
the increase in sessional pay,
which has been p'aced at $1,000
as it was formerly, and the Pen-
sions list, which contains thirty
three additional names, 'is in-
creased from $79,389.99 to $94,-
963.00.

The Justice Department calls
for an increase of $13,140.50 to
cover civil and eriminal prosecu-
tions and additions to salaries in
the police force. * -

The Educational Vote has been
increased by $41,239.00, which
includes an additional $15.000 to
the Augmentation Fund, $10.000
to the Teachers’ Pension Fund.
and $10,000 in connection with
the Normal School current ex-
penses.

Under the Publiec Charities
Vote, Twi'lingate Hospita! re-
ceives $10.000; the Grace Mater-
nity $3,000, and Pilley’s Island
Mission Hospital $2,000, instead
of $1,000.

The Department of Marine and
Fisheries Vote is increased $62,-
408 to cover-the fo'lowing add-
itional grants:—$5,000 to the
Game and Inland Fisheries
Board; $20,000 for Fishery Ser-
vice Inspection; $20,000 for
bounties on ships built and re-
paired ; $21,000 for dredging pur-
poses; $4,000 for lighthouses,
and $2,160 for Herrmg ‘Inspec-
tors.

The increase to the Agricul-
ture’ and Mines Department
amounts to $29,686.66, and in-
cludes an additional $15,000 for
the encouragement of agricul-
ture, and $6,000 for supplies to

surveyors, ete.

The vote for the Public Works
Department shows an increase of
$7,620.43; Postal Telegraphs,
$70,432 and the Customs Depart-
ment, $12,056.75.

There is no change made in
the Contingencies vote. The
amount required for Naval and
Military Pensions is $34,000 less
than last year. No salary has
been voted for the Minister of
Education, as the Prime Minis-
ter, who fills that office as well
has relinquished the salary. In
the Colonial Secretary’s Depart-
ment the vote has been reduced
by $5,6562. An additional $6,000
has been voted to meet post war
cases of distress among the
families of war veterans, and
there is a decrease of $10,000,
formerly required in connection
with the Census.

I understand that with
regard te’ is second proposition
which it is proposed to work out it
will ‘give employment to betvreen five
and six hundred men for eight
months, giving a total earnings for
these men of about half a million dol-
lars. Surely there never was a case
in which a Government was more jus-
tified in saying that we ought to .ose
no time in doing that.

“As regards the amount that the
Government will need to meet this
proposed work. It is true that certain
amounts were voted, and set aside in
last year’s Loan Bill, for this Dock;
certain amounts were specified for
this purpose. That amount will be
used on this work, but there will be
a balance over and above that amount
—and the Governor-in-Council will
have to go out and borrow the money
to meet that balance. What is the dif-
ference between that and what was
done last year, when the Governor-
in-Council was empowered to go out
and raise six million dollars?

“That is a considerable improvement
upon the idea of-the. Executive Gov-
ernment going and making a contract,
and then coming in and saying to the
House—This is a Government con-
tract, and as a Government contract
it is a Government measure, and as it
is a Government measure we are not
at all concerned what view the Op-
position takes of it.’

“As regards the fitting of the Dock
for the class of trade that we are like-
ly to get—I may say, as a layman, that
I was very much impressed with the
attitude that was taken by the En-
gineers who made the report for
Bishop’s on that very point.

“It seems to me that to go out and
put the Dock back in the same con-
dition that it was in before, is not
justifiable, in the light of the very
great comment that we heard a lit-
tle while ago. When certain steamers
came here a short time ago, they were
told that we could not accommodate
them because of the size of the bot-
tom of the Dock. If we can increase
the size of the Dock by this extra
amount, we will have a dock that will
be able to handle vessels of the larg-
est size that are likely to come here,
and I think, in view of that, that the
country and the Government should
avail of this opportunity to do it.

“I think also that when we consider
to-day the direct earnings that are
made at the Dock by the men work-
ing' there, whose wages amount to a
considerable sum in the course of a
year; and when one considers the
contribution that comes to the revenue
from the importation of the material
used at the Dock, that we must all see
that we are justified in spending one
million dellars on the Dock.

“As to the permanent result, I may
say that the feature which has the
strongest appeal, is that idea of the
amount that will be expended on lab-
our—that out of that million dollars
nearly one half goes directly in wages
to the workmen and the people here in
St. Joﬁne and surely there was nev-
er an occasion when a Government,
and, indeed, an Opposition, would be
more justified in avniling of the chance
of having this work done—surely there
was never such an occasion to do that
as we have to-day.” -

THE PRIME MINISTER stated that
last year he did not know of the con-
dition of the Dock and thought that
the amount voted for repafrs Wwould
cover it. As for employment for the
men he thought that considerable em-
ployment would be given the’ boiler-
makers in the comstruction of poa-
toons.

He
thought that local men should have
been employed to build a coffer dam
to find out what repairs were neces-
sary. He agreed with the member for
St.- John's East that labor was Te-
quired, but he thought that making a,
deal to repair the Dock was another
matter. ]

MAJOR CASHIN, being a member
of the Railway Commission, said that
to any orlinary man pursuing the
reports, the proposition by Colonel
Bishop ‘was .the only proposition to be
considered. The next thing to con-
sider wrs would it be a profitable un-
dertakirg? He thought that it would
and was prepared to suggest that we
go further and spend money on putting
in the machine shops an up-to-date
plant. He thought-that the premises
were not being managed efficiently
and he urged that there should be an
efficient man put in charge of this and
the railway. Such a man could bhe
found in Commander Howley. He was
of the same opinion as the Minister of
Justice that we should givesthe power
to Messrs. Bishop or Crandell
ahead right away with the Docl re-
pairs.

CAPT, RANDELL thought thatého-
body had any doubt of the necessity
of having repairs done at once to the
Dock. He did not agree with the way
the Government had gone ahead with
the work and we should have brought
in some one independent or disinter-
ested in a repair job. He was not re-
flecting on those brought in by the
Government. In his opinion, the
Dock, as it is now, can take care of
all the shipping we will get for the
next 15 or 20 years. He felt that in
regard to the reports that Mr. Mitchell
had not been given all the data avail-
able else he would not have been in
error in reference to the drafts of
several of the ships mentioned in his
report. His own opinion was thaf
there was no need for deepening the
Dock, and he understood that this
would form a considerable item in the
bill. - He believed that the Dock should
be wider, but he did not.know if we
would get work to justify the cost. He
thought that the Dock could, at its
present size, be repaired for $.00,000,
but that consideration should be given
to the idea of enlarging it and the pos-
sibilities of its being a paying propos-
ition. If it only made $41,000 last
year, he did not see how profit would
be made when one million was spent
on it. He agreed that as the Gov-
ernment had decided to go ahead with
the repairs they should make a good
job of it and repldce woodwork with
concrete where possible.

MR. HALFYARD suggested that in
view of the errors made by Colonel
Mitchell in referring to the draft of
some ships, might there not be other
errors? He saw that this work and
the work on the railway would do
much to lessen thé unemployment that
exists, but he Opposition had not
sufficient confidence in the Gov;m-
ment to warrant supporting their pro-
posal to borrow - more money. He
couldn’t support the Resolution, but
he wanted to see the Dock repaired.

As it was then 6.30 the chairman
left the chair until 8 p.m.

House resumed after recess, MR.
HALFYARD continued his - remarks,
and dealt with the ﬂnmchl aspect of
the matter, He regarded the Dock as
an urgent mecessity, and provision
would have to be made for its proper:
upkeep, He would like to know what
value we would get for the $70,000 it
was proposed to pay Mr. Bishop and
also the nature of the contract, He
thought that the Government Engineer
or the railway engineer could have
given sufficient ' information to show
what was necessary in the way of re-
pairs. He presumed the Government
was not intending to ask for tenders
on. the job, Before closing, Mr. Hall-
yard said the country would be shock-
ed if they hear we are gorrowlng more
money,

THE PRIME MINISTER caid the
contract would be the same nature as
the -Armstrong-Withworth Company
gave for the building of the Main Dam
'on the West Coast., The case was
simply the contract plus commission
with the guarantee that the commis-
sion would not exceed a certain
amount. It is exactly the same pro-
position with the dock. In the work
they will supply their best men and
see that the work is done to the best
of their ability. They will probably
bring down their own machinery and
charge us hire for it. Both Mr. Joyce
and Mr, Harvey said that they were
incapable of deciding as to what
should be done. They said that they
were not sufficiently experts on the
work and advised that somebody else
should be called in to give an opinion.

We will follow the work and all the
expense in connection with it We
will have the work checked up even
as if we did not think that Mr. Bishop
and his associates were going to give
us a square deal. But we are satisfied
that they have a great reputation to
keep up and they cannot do other-
wise than give us the best service
that can be given. The only other
point that has been suggested by the
Hon. Member is the deletion of sec-
tion three. The object of this section
is the -borrowing of the money. It is
only an ordinary rule of thumb to see
that if you have $500,000 put aside
for a coal shed and another $100,000
left after building the shed it tan be
seen that there is $600,000 for the en-
terprise and if the expenditure that
is involwed is a million then it can be
easily seen that you are $400,000
short. A child could see that. And it
we are $400,000 short we - want the
power to borrow it. It is most pathetic
to see the tears running down the
hon. member’s face at the idea of bor-
rowing #400,000. He was a member of
a Government that borrowed fifteen
million dollars in three years and
| have not one single thing to show for
it. We have got the permission to bor-
row six million dollars and we show
| the country that the money is spent
in the pursuit of a regular policy. In
other words we are going to give the
country something to show for it. We
are going to spend two ™ miillion on
the roads and we are going to see that
the money is well spent. Again we
are going to spend money on the rail-
way. And we are going to spend
money on the dock and everything is
properly earmarked and is of a con-
structive nature, and it is pathetic to
see that a member of the Government
~vho had not @ word to say and can-
not show one iota for the fifteen mil-
lion dollars which they borrowed
shed tears over the borrowing of
four hundred thousand dollars for the
completion of a job for which we have
gix hundred thousand dollars on hand.
If we considered that we could con-
struct the dock for $500,000 we would
do it. We do not want to waste $500,-
000. We want to see a dock that will
be a credit and a lasting credit to the
country and be able to handle the
ships that may come in Hhere, and
then I think that we will be able to
get some good company like Vickers
to take the dock and run it. In con-
clusion the Prime Minister said in
our geographical position it is almost
essential that Newfoundland should
havg a dock that can be approached
by A’ps in dfstress from the Atlantic.
If we had a new dock properly run
with the suitable machinery and the
work done reasonably cheap he be-
lieved that we would eget twice as
many vessels to come into St. John’s
as we do at the present time.

MR. HALFYARD, replying, thought
it was unjust for the Prime Minister
to hold the past Government up to
ridicule because they borrowed - ‘15
million dollars and got no returns to
it. He thouglit that all Governments
were alike, Millions of pounds had
been spent in England and billiong in
the United States without getting re-
turns during this period.

It was only a short
while ago that the Railway Commis-
sion put the Crandley Co. to report
on the Dock. Not satisfied with hav-
iny but one report they secured the
services of the W. 1. Bishop engineers,
in which fact they were very fortun-
ate. The question to be decidad ahout
the Dock is an economic one. The
Government appreciated the faet that
the expenditure was large. Dedica-
tions have been made from the differ-
ent plans and it has been found that
No. 2 Plan has most to recommend it.

An Efficient Set That Anyone Can Build

— (PART 1L.)
EDITED BY JOHN M. CLAYTON.

The inductance, or the tuning coil, !
is wound on the hard rubber form
which was described yesterday. This!
form has a diameter of 2% inches and |
is 314 inches long, The secondary coil,
which terminates on terminals “C”
and “D*™ of the above diagram is first
wound on the tube. This coil should
consist of 75 turns of the pumber 26
D. 8. C. wire. When mounting the
coil, mount it in a vertical position.
The end of the coil which is on top
should connect to terminal “D” which,
in turn, is connected to the grid con-
denser, Next, and .before mounting
the coil, of course, wind on a strip of |
paper about 3¢ inch wide. The paper
should be wound around the bottom
end of the coil. The end of the paper
should be giued in place with a small
amount of glue. Over this paper i3
wound the primary or antenna coil.
It consists of 15 turns of the same size
wire as was used in the secondary.
The ends of the primary are connect-
ed to the terminals marked “A” and
“B"” in the diagram above. Note that

the terminals “B” and “C" are strap-
ped together and the

ground. The ROTARY plates of the
variable condenser should be connect-
ed to this point also.

The set should be wired’ exactly
according to the above diagram. Pay
particular attention to A battery con-
nections to sockets and rheostat. Also
the “P” terminal of the audio trans-
former should be connected to the
PLATE of the 1st tube socket and the
“G”“terminal of the transformer to
the GRID of the second socket,

With UV-201-A tubes (which we
strongly recommend) the detector B
battery should be 22% to 30 volts and
the amplifier from 45 to 60 volts,

The “untuned” prinmary method is
perfectly satisfactory when there is
no large local broadcasting station in
the city in which the receiver is being
operated. If there is, the addition of a
good wavetrap will eliminate prac-
tigally all of the interference. For dis-
tance work the untuned primary
meth®d i O.K, and is plenty selective
enough, As many as 26 and 30 stations
have been “logged” in one night on a
receiver of this type with no inter-
ference.

1 would like to add a few words to
what has already been said on this
important subject. I very much Te-
gret that I-missed two of the three
lengthy and most markedly elogquent
addresses delivered here on this ques«
tion, more particularly that of my
honoyrable friend, the Leader of the
Government, when moving the second
reading of the Bill, for I feel sure that
I missed something well worth listen~
ing to.

For, even when reading the report
of his speech in cold print, one could
not but be struck with the masterly
way in which he so skilfully, so in-
structively, and so enthusiastically
dealt with every phase of the subject.
This bill, it has been said, is the first
step in the inauguration of the tourist
policy of the present administration,
and it is certainly a most compre-
hensive one, aiming as it does-at the
opening up of the country by means
of good roads, and the attracting of
tourist traffic to our shores. This lat-
ter, by somde, has been criticised as
visionary, and it is to a considerable
extent visionary, but we might quote
instances interminably, of men whose
visions were paid little heed to, who
were looked upon by most people as
dreamers, but whom time eventually
proved to have been gifted with keen
foresight, beyond their contemporar-
jes. I say that the possibility of at-
tracting tourists to our shores may
he to a considerable extent visionary,
but we have some warrant in believ-
ing that it is not altogether so, for aot
only the Board of Trade, but many
individuals, both public and private,
have been for some years pasé, and
particularly at the approach of the
tourist season, inuadated with en-
quiries as to the inducements New-
foundland was in a position to hold
out to prospective tourists; what was
the ‘hotel accommodation; what were
the sporting and other possibilities?
Unfortunately there being no central
bureau of information, no organiza-
tion to cope with this matter, and it
being a case of ‘'what was everybody’s
business was nobody’s business,”
what little could be-done had to be
done individually, but it could only
amount to very little.

We are, however, justified in believ-
ing that when we are in a position
to give touriats what they require,
they will be induced to visit our
shores in largely increasing numbers.

Mr. President—It has been’ stated
by unfriendly critics that we have
no scenery to offer as an inducement
to visitors; that except here and there
around” the coastline, at isolated
spots, there is nothing attractive in
scenic effect, This has mot  been
my experience, for on numerous oc-

In fact it is hard to éstimaté the
damage that is doné in tHis way to
all our best rivers.

As have already beéen stated else-
where, in a district where only a few
ghort years dgo, deer were numerous,
to-day scarcely one is to be seen, and
no wonddr, when only within the past
four or five years, on one occasion,
at least, a gang of men with twenty
horses and slides went to the woods
and brought out full loads of deer,
and on word being received of their
approaching réturn, the game warden
in the séttlement quietly withdrew
himself indoors. A considérable por-
tion of the meat thus obtained was
used for baiting traps and for feed-
fox farme, and this sort of thing has
been going on all ‘over 'the country
for years. It has beén also curreéntly
reported, that many of the Ilumber
camps have been, in past years, fed
largely on venison.

A Suggested Chane-
: in the Tariff

Dear Mr, Editor,—May I use your
paper to invite the attention of the
“Powers” to the tariff  ruling which
exacts duty on Rolled Oats in pack-
ages, over Rolled Oats in barrels.
Whoever was responsible for this, no
doubt put up a good argument to have
the matter arranged, but now that it
has been in force for very many years,
it is plain to be seen that the only ef-
fect of such a ruling, is to keep out
package oats, There are practically
no duties received from this source.

Rolled Oats and Oatmeal are ‘m-
ported in barrels and because they are
handled in bulk, they become( at this
time of the year when the air is moist
with fog and dirty with soot) damp
and ill tasted, very often they become
mouldy.

I am bringing this matter before t‘he
tentiemen who are the govarnment,
believing they will agree that such
articles should be made as saleable as
possible and should be treated like
flour, salt, tea and sugar, all of which
are foods in com:mon use, and being
easily spoiled by moisture, should be
brought into Newfoundland in such
packages as will preserve them from
damage. It is my opinion that more
rolled oats and oatmeal would be sold,
if the duty on packages was nou great-
er than the duty in barreis,

Many outport shopkeepers refuse
to handle rolled oats, because. by the
time %they sell half the barrel, the
remaining portion 1s unfit for sale.
Surely the use of rolled oats and oat-
meal should be encouraged, they're
wholesome and valuable foods to peo-
ple who probably use too much flour.
In this country, where so many shops
in the outports sell 6il and tar and
other strong smelling articles, the use
of foods in' air tight packages, should
be encouraged, it would save many
hundreds' of dollars in hospital fees.
J would like to hear the cpinicns
of importers of rolled oats and of
those interested in welfare work, on
this matter.
