PUT RIGHT.

On the 27th of last month the Times, in
order to show what dreadful burdens the
people of protectionist countries have to
bear, declared that in Franoce $140,000 000
was paid into the Treasury of the nation for
atamps alone. We were morally certain at
‘the time that there was some mistake about
this, but not having a late authority at hand
we were nob able to correot the organ’s
blunder. We have now before us the
Statesmen’s Year Book for 1894. From it
we find that the revenue in France from
stamps in 1894 was 161,785 000 francs. This
is little more than $32,000,000. There is, as
even the Times must see, a great deal of
difference between $32,000,000 and $140,-
000,000. We find from the same authority
that the revenne from stampe of one kind
and another in 1893 was in Great Britain
£13,788 383, and the estimabe for 1894 was
£13,000,000, or considerably over three hun-
dred million franos. This is not at all to
be wondered at, for as Great Britain collects
a comparatively small customs revenue ib
must get the money to carry on the Govern-
ment from other sources, and a revenue
from stampe is perhaps as little burdensome
as the same amountimposed in anyother way.
Our contemporary should try and be sure of
ite facts. It will have to be admitted that it
is—to use the mildest word we can think of
—very careless in this respect. Its great
object is to make a point, or whabt it consid-
ers a point, in favor of the cause it advo-
cates, and it is not at all particalar how it
accomplishes its purpose.

CONVERTED.

The Times no doubt is delighted to find
that Mr. Hewitt Boatock’s visit to the in-
terior of the Province has been of the
utmost benefit to him from an educational
point of view. We do not know that he set
out on his travels to improve his mind and
to widen his views, but his journey east-
wards, if the Nelson Miner tells the truth,
has had that effect.

When Mr. Bostock left Victoria a few
weeks ago on an electioneering tour, he was
known to be an ardent free trader.

“This" is whab it says about his
present? views with regard 6 a trade
polioy for the Dominion of Canada. * With
regard to the tariff, Mr, Bostock, whatever
‘his own private convictions may be, recog-
nizes that free trade will not suit Canada.”

This, we must oonfess, is rather unhappily
expressed, for it conveys the idea that Mr.
Bostock believes one thing while he pro-
fesses something else very different indeed.
Bat it would be unfair to’hold him respon-
aible for the ambiguous expressions of the
editor of the Miner: We are
quite ready to admit that Mr. Bos-
tock’s oconversion to moderate protec.
tion has been sincere, that inquiry and

-reflection have really oconvinced him that
‘the policy advocated by the leader of the
*Liberal party and propagated by the organ
+of that party in this city, is not the poticy
‘that suits British Columbia or any other
part of this Dominion.

We expect that when Mr. Bostock comes
to Vistoria he will call his late friends
together, relate to them his experience in
the East, and show them why he is unable
to oo.operare i)olibioslly “with them any
longer.

OHINA’S FAILURR.

The Government is outrageously
cheated by not only the contractors who
supply it with what it needs, but by iteser-
vants who are paid to see that it is not de-
frauded. The ovontractor and the Govern.
ment servant conspire to cheat the country,
and the consequence is that almost every
artiole supplied to the Government is of an
inferior quality, and many of them are
wholly unfit for use, v

It is not difficult to see how this system of
wholesale fraud could make even a good
army inefficient, but when,we find it prac-
tised by those who are entrusted with sup-
plying it with men ite utter worthlessness
ocan easily be accounted for, We are told
that obsolete arms were purchased for the
army and that it was supplied with worth-
less powder. We read that officers, both of
the army and the navy, reported men for
daty and drew pay for them when there was
ot one:man in ‘the ranks for swenty thad
were on-the muster rotl
when a call was made for troops these ras-
oally officers had to fill the ranks with the
off-scourings of the cities and with ocoolies
who were wholly ignorant of the use of
arms. Then the Government was spme-
lessly cheated with - respect to the food sup-
plied to the army. It was bad as to quality
and insufficient as to quantity.

TRE PUBLIC HEALTH.

It is difficult to ssy too much abong the
necessity of obeying the laws of healh,
Life is a very precious thing, and those who
sacrifice it needlessly commit a crime of the
deepest dye. - Health is the most valuable
of human possessions and b should not be
wantonly imperilled. The experience of
civilized countries has shown thab life oan be

among them the deadliest of poisons, It
is now known that corporations oan, and do,
injare, ' otten irreparably, the health of
thousands who-live under their jurisdiction.
It may be spid that they do mob wilfplly
destroy life and impair health, but if they,
by neglecting the means of prevention whioh
they could easily adopt, inopease the death-
rate of the cities under their care, and if by
this negleot they permit, digeases: to commi
ravages, %0 undermine the constitations of
the young and to make the lives of the aged

People generally do not think enough of
the responsibility that men whose daty it is
to preserve the publié health incur, They
are responsible for all the deaths apd all the
sickness that the observanoce of known laws
or precautions would have prevented.

It has been shown that the death rate of
olties can, by adopting the means knowmto
science, be very materially diminished.
Here is a case in point. In Frankfurt in
1865, the number of deaths from typhoid
for every 100,000 inhabitants was 80 2.  [n
1874 it had risen to 112. Sanitary improve-
ments were then commenced. Sewers were
oconstructed and the water supply was im-
proved. What was the result? In 1891
the death rate from typhoid fover had de-
oreased to 6 per 100,000 inhabitants, and in
1893 ib wae atill further reduced to 4 6.
Thus sanitary improvements had saved 107
persons in every 130,000 of the population
from death by typhoid alone. The improve-
ment of the general health of the city can
be readily inferred from these figures for the
diminution of the oases of typhoid mush
have been proportionste to the diminution
of deaths ; and the same sanitary improve-
ments which lessened the deaths and the
sickness from typhoid must have lessened
the deaths and the sickness from some other
diszeases.

Would not the Corportion of Frankfurt
be responsible for any increase of deaths
from typhoid if they now should neglect the
sewers, the water supply, and the other
improvements that had caused such a
wonderful diminution of the death rate of
the city ?

Faote of this kind are published
for the information of the rulers of oities
everywhere. No man in these days who
can read should be allowed to plead ignor-
ance of fhe gnod effects which the observance
of sanitary law produoes ; and if he is in
authority he cannot be held guiltless if he
negleots to give his support to what are
known to be sanitary improvements. Too
livtle thought is given to this matter both by
the city’s rulers and the citizens. One does
not like to think of the number of lives that
are lost and the suffering endured every year
in many ocities—Viotoria among . the rest—
through the ignorance, the supineness and
the neglect of the men who are chosen to
manage their affairs.

WHAT BXPERINNCE TBACHES.

Experienoce is the greatest of all teachers,
Proteation as a trade policy is not an exper-
iment. Itisin vogue -in every country in
Europe, except Great Britsin ; ibis the policy
of the United States and of Amstralia. In
brief, ontside of Great Britain, the world is
protectionist.  We see a great- deal in. the
local press and by local stump orators about
s system which is effote, gorrupt and totter-
ing to its fall, We are asked to believe that
it is anti-modern, foesilized and moss-grown.
The truth is, the world over sentiment never
was 80 very much in favor of the principle
of protecting home industries as it is to-day.

It may be said thas the world is wrong,
A man who is not sober himself is very apt
to acouse everybody else of being drunk,
and a man who is not_sane usually believes
the rest of the universe to be crazy ; but
fortunately these isolated opinions do not
prevail. . So, when we are told that nine-
tenths of the civilised peoples on the globe
are all astray in believing in protection and
the other tenth alone is right, we must con-
clude thav there.is either something physi-
cally or mentally wrong about dootrinaires
of that stamp, or that théy do not Enow
what they are talking about. is

REMINISCENCES.

I think that it was in the year 1881 that,
with a friend, I strolled iuto the Theatre
Royal, Du Toitspan road, Kimberley, Rob-
erb Smith, late of Bloomfontein, lessee, to
see the now famous ter Rhodes diamond
that was there on view for three daye.

This was the first ocoasion on which I saw
Ceoil Rhodes, little dreaming that I was
gezing on an embryo celebrity—a middle-
sized man, delicate and weak-o ested, dress-
ed in a blue serge suit, with a straw hat.
He was remarkable perbaps only for his
taciturnity and oalm, thoughtful expreesion.

diamonds.

It may be that some among your readers
remember the late Richard Day Atkins—an
old timer—firat in British Columbia about
1858, and certainly one of the warmest men
amongst Kimberley diamond elaim owners,
managing director of the Central Diamond
Mining Co., and partner in the celebrated
Porter-Rhodes store. When dining with
me here in 1889 or 1890, he showed us a
model of the Porter-Rhades’ diamond cut in
glase, and told us how he took the ori 1
all the way from the fields to Amster b
loose in his pocket, and how the lapidaries
pronounced it the hardest stone they had
ever cut.

I was an overseer in the ‘employ of the
French Diamond Company at the
time this stone was found, and knew the
lucky overseer who fo id it.

Berlin Newspapers and German Cor-
respondents Particularly Bitter
About British Control.

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NOT I.HPOS'D UPON.

There is, we see, in various quarterss
-good deal of wild talk about the situasion in
Manitoba and there is likely to be mere be-
fore long. . It is very important indeed that
the people of the Dominion generally should
understand the exact position which the
4people of Manitoba occupy in this matter of
education.

It must be remembered in the first place
that they are being dealt with as their own
law points out. They are not being made
the victims of oppression. No one
is trying to impose on them. When
the right of the Roman Catholic minority
to appeal from the School law of the Proy-
ince was being oonsidered by the Judioial
Committee of the Privy Council, the law its
members referred to to find out whether they
poasessed that right or not, was the the
Manitoba Act of 1870. This is shown by a
paragsaph from the decision of that tribunal
which reads :

The appeal to the Governor-Genmeral in
‘Council was founded upon the 22ad section
of the Manitobs Act, 1870, and the 93:d
section of the British North America Aoct,
1867. By the former of the statutes { which
was confirmed and' declared to be valid and
effectual by an Imperial Svatute) Manitoba
was oreated a Province of the Dominion,

The nature of the Manitoba Aot is still
forther explained in the following para-
&taph from this same important judgment :

The terms upon which Manitoba was to
become a Province of the- Dominion were
matter of negotiation between representa-
tives of the inhabitants of Manitoba and
of the Dominion Government. The terms
agreed upon o far as education wss
concerned, must be taken to be embodied in
the 22nd section of the Act of 1870. 'Their
Lordships do not think that anything is to
be gained by the inquiry how far the provi-~
sions of this section placed the Province of
Manitoba ina different position from 'the
other provinoes or whether it was one more
or less advantageous. There oan be no pre-
sumption as o the extent to.which a variae
tion was intended. This can only be deter-
mined by construing the words of the sec.
tion according to their natural signifioation.

The reader sees from this that the Mani-
toba case was tried by the Manitoba law.
There are some who appear to think it hard
that the people of Manitoba to-day should
be bound by an agreement made by the
People of Manitoba twenty-five years agp.
But covenants of this kind are made by all
-civilized peoples, and they are until they
are duly abrogated as binding on those who
dived a hundred years after they were made

£ as they.were on’ the parties who actually

agreed to them. - The people of the United
‘States of America, for instance, are under
-8 solemn obligation to observe the oondi-
tions of an agreement that was made more
‘than & hundred years ago. The ‘in-
habitants of Canads hold and exer.
cise rights and privileges and powers
by virtue of a gimilar agreement made
twenty-eight years ago, and the Ppeace and
welfare of the Dominion depend in a very
:great measure on its provisions being re-
ligiously observed. . .
The representatives of the people of Mani-
boba in 1870 bound themuelves and those
who should succeed them to carry out the
-agreement. which was - then made with re-
speot to education, as well ag many other
mabbers, and the representativesof the people
of the same provinoe to-day show by their
acte that they-feel and acknowledge the
obligation of that agreement. Men aré not
ill-used or oppressed when they are reqaired
to perform the conditions of agresments
which they have voluntarily entered into,
1t might be supposed thab it would be
unnecessary in these days to remind men of
their duty to respect and observe agree-
‘ments that were voluntarily made by the
representatives of a people. But if the
language of some men supposed to be intel-
ligent and honest, means snybhing, we are
obliged to oconclude that they do not con-
~alder that they or the community to which
they belong are under any such obligation.
But they, no doubt, speak without due con.
‘Bideration. They have nob, it may be,
thought about the nature of the ocovenant
that has been made, or they may have for-
gobten for the ‘moment that any covenant
binding upon them had been made ab all.
A little reflsction will, we are sure, con-
vince all sensible, law-abiding men that
nothing, so far, has been done in the matter
of their sthool law of which the people of
Manitoba have any reason to complain,

- The law of their own Provinoe has been the

guide both of the members ‘of the Judieial
«Committee of the Privy Council and of the
‘Government of the Dominion. The interpre-
tation of the law in all points exoept one is
acknowledged by all to be sound, That poin
is:" Was the Government of the Dominion
bound to give a decision in sccordance with
the judgment of the Privy Couneil ?

NOT CARBFUL BNOUGQH.,

The evidence on the plaintifPs parb dis-
closed the fact that on certain days a large
amount of offal escaped into the river from
the defendant’s cannery, and in fact no evi-
dence was adduced by the defendant to show
that any offal was disposed of otherwise
than by depositing it in the river. The
amount of offal which arises “ffom the can.
unery operations was estimated at one-third
of the total 'pack. This pack las yehr was

amount placed in the river over 4,000 tons,
and this deposit- was made chiefly within
the month when the sockeye run of fish was
in the river. Iy was proved.that large de-
posits of offal were left by the water on the
river bank, creating a very offensivenuisance,
bhe greater part sank to the bottom of the
river and some of the fishermen gave it a8
their opinion that this output of filth check-
ed the fish from coming into the river. As
to this, it is a matber of opinion, and the
data on which 1t is based requires more care-
fal observation than has as yet been given
to it. It oannot be disputed from the -ex-
perience of other rivers and streams that
pollution of the water is, if not destructive
vo fish life, one cause why fish desert the
waters when this takes place. The defend-

By raling grooves on a globe ‘illuminated
y & strong light, Mr. Orr caloulated that
the minimum breadth for visibility of the
Martian canals must be about thirty-three
miles. The length of an average canal, as
measured on Schiaparelli’s map, is about
2,000 miles and since on our terrestial canals
& minimuom depth is required to insure a
constant supply of water at the center—
diminished by leakage, evaporation, etc, a
depth of at least seventy feet would be re-
quired in the case of such a Martian canal
as Tartarus.

Even granted that the diminished force of
gravity on Mars would render ‘the work of
exoavating a ditch seventy feet deep equal
to a berrestrial one of twenbty.-six feet, it was
calculated that the camals would contain
about 1,634,000 of our Suez canals, ard
would require an army of 200,000,000 of
men working for 1,000 of our years for their
construction.

Assuming that the population varies with
the surface, since the area of the earth is
about three and a half times greater than
that of Mars, we should get & Marbian popu.
lation of about 409,000,000. All the adulg
males and a large number of women must
therefore have engaged in the great work.

HANGING TO A BRIDLE

A THRILLING ADVENTURE IN THE BIG
HORN MOUNTAINS,

A Hunter Held Over & Bottomless Canyon
by His Horse’s Bridle Rein—The Myse
tery of Two Rifle Shots Explained—How
Lee Cleared the Path.

During the fall of 1877, just after the
expedition which had resulted in the
running down and capturing of Chief
Joseph and his band ‘of warriors, my
troop was detached to _make a scout
from Camp Brown down through the
Rattlesnake range to the Platte river
and from- there to the Yellowstone by
way of the'Goose Creek trail.

When we camped on Clear oreek, a
comrade named Lee and I started off
for a day’s hunting among the high
peaks of the Big Horn mountains, ex-
pecting to get a fow sheep. Lee was a
man of extraordinary strength and was
noted in the regiment for his feats of
muscular ability.

We ascended the mountain by a deer

trail, Lee riding in advance, The trail
led up a ‘‘hogback’’ until it ran out
against the side‘of the mounfain, when
we had to. pick our way over. the side
hill until we struck another trail wind-
ing ina zigzag manner toward the sum-
mit. We @ismounted and leq our horses,
for the trail ran dangerously close tothe
edge-of a oliff that formed one. side of
an immense canyon, whose depth we
oould only guess. N
rower grew the trail as we advanced
until it seemed to terminate at a point
.only a short distanoce in front of us. We
moved forward cautiously, for on one
side the mountain appeared to rise from
under our very feet into a wall of solid
rock. On the other side we looked into
the depths of the great canyon, which
would prove an eternal grave to either
of us should he lose his footing and top-
ple into it.

The apparent termination of the
trail was due to a curve at" that point,
to round which required steady nerves,
We passed it safely, but had . not gone
20 yards when both horses bent their
ears forward, snorted and showed evi-
dences of the greatest terror. Before 1
could ascertain the cause of it, being in
rear of Lee’s horse and unable to see
beyond it, a shot was fired that awoke
ten thousand echoes.

What followed the sound of the shot
happened so quickly that I did not re-
alize danger'untjl I found myself hang-
ing between life.and death. My horse,
unable to see what was in the path
ahead of us, but whose instinct warned
him of the presence of some dreaded
wild beast, had stopped in terror, and,
when the shot was fired, suddenly threw
up his head and began backing.

Same’ Famous Men Whese Childiiood Was
Ss Remarkable as Their Maturity,
8ir Christopher Wien was a
in yonﬂi,.asinmatnrity. Oughitred, the
first mathematician of his day, deoclares;
in the preface to his great book that an:
‘‘ingenions boy, geutleman commoner
at Wadham, '™ kad enlarged the sedences
of astronomy, guomonics, staticy and
mechanics by most brilliant diseov-
eries, ‘‘praeclaris inventis, *’ This was

that he had taken out a patent for anin-
strument to write with two pens at the
same time. In thesame year he was ap-
pointed demonstrating assistant on anat-
omy at Surgeons’ hall. .

Wren lived to justify his early prom-
ise, but Dugal Stewart tells us of a boy
who, as he hoped, ‘‘would rival the
fame of Sir Isaac Newton.”” This was
the son of Count Pusgstall. “‘I cannot
belp eonsidering him,’’ wrote the
Scotch professor, “‘as the mogt exteaor-
dinary prodigy of intellectual endow-
ment that has ever fallen under my
knowledge.”’ This is a great saying in-
deed from Dugal Stewart, who was not
given to enthusiasm ner careless expres-
sien.

Unfortuhately we have no .detailed
information about the younth’s aggnire-
ments in later years. He died at 19 of
general decay apparently. - But Mr. Lo-
mdistre met him in his travels and pub-
lished an account in 1806, the boy. be-
ing then 5 yearsold. ‘‘He sits on a car-
pet, surrounded by his books, an vwhen
the gravest and most acudo remaarky fall
from the lips of thisg little perscn a
Bpirit seems to speak rather tiran child,
and the fine expression which sparkles
on his countenance tends to strengthen
the idea.”’

Among other tests, Mr. Lemaistre
asked him to make a map of the Vene-.

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From TEE DAY Corommr, April 6,
BOARD OF TRADE. -

A Long amd Important General Meet
ing of This Important
Body.

Monthly Meetings Hereafter—The Lead
Ores of Kootenay—Miscellaneous ' -
Matters. -

The Iongest and in many ways the most
important meeting that the British Colum-
bia Board of Trade has held in many months
was that of yesterday afternoon . the
quarterly general gathering of the members.
President A. C. Flumerfelt waain the ohsir,
and there were also present Messrs. E. G
Prior, M.P., Thomas Earle, M.P., R. T.
Williams, D. R. Harris, W. H. Ellis, Simon
Leiser, Herbert Cuthbert, James Hutcheson,

J. B. Gfio, T. M. Henderson, F. W.
Foster, F. C Davidge, James Crawford, F.
Elworthy, W. H. Bone, E. B. Marvin, J.
H. Brownlee, F B. Gregory, William Wil-
son, T. 8. Futcher, John Piercy, W. Mun.
sie, Lindley Crease, C. D Mason, C. E
Renouf, Gustav Leiser, J. H. Todd, Robert
Ward, Joeob S8ehl, A. B Gray, J. B. Gor-
don, H E C »J. W. Anderson, T. B
Halland D R. Ker. The session opened
shortly after 3 o’clock and continued until
6, the list of business being as varied as it
was long. : .

The ﬂgnt item presented, after the reading
and adoption of minutes, was in the form of
a report from the committee on the powers
of the couneil, which read as follows :

To the President and Members of the British
Columbia Board of Trade :

GENTLEMEN :~-The committee appointed
to examine into the powers of the Council of
the Board of Trade, and to report upon the
same, etc., beg to report as follows :

The act (Dominion) under which the Board
of Trade is incorporated, and the by-laws of
the board, bave been carefully examined.
The former is a general or skeleton act and
contemplates the passage, by each board in-
ocorporating under it, of by-laws and regula-
tions for the government of the board, the
management of its council and the assign-
ment to it of such'powers as may be thonght
expedient. In general the only authority
given to the ocouncil by the act is the right
to hold meetinge and adjiurn same and to
appoint a board of examiners, etc , re the
inspection of flour, meat, etc., and to
transact ab ite meetings such business as
may be assigned to it by by-law. i

The only business assigned to the oouncil
by by-law is the right: (a) To arrange the
place of meeting ; (b) To place non-residents
on the list of honorary membership ; (¢) To

relieve arbitrators- from the fine of $5 for |

neglecting to attend an arbitration ; (da) To
suspend or expel members (under certain
oonditions).

As at present constituted the council has
no authority to transact the general business
of the board or t9 draw up and present
petitions, etc. In fact the act has not been
complied with, and the council has nob been
given proper authority to transact the busi-
ness which it should' perform.

Your committee therefore recommend that
the by-laws of the board- be amgnded, and
the powers and duties of the ocouncil en-
larged and more clearly defined,

Mr. William Wilspn rfemarked that from
this report it would appear that much of
the work that h%d been done by the oouncil
in‘the past had been done illegally and_ous
of order. .Was this the faot ?

The President—It would appear so.

Mr. Robert Ward—‘ That is of course
simply the opinion of the gentlemen forming
the committee.” Continuing his remarks,
Mr. Ward said {6 wounld be remembered that
the Board had had the advice of one of the
most prominent constitutional lawyers, in the
province. His opinion was that whatever
had been done by the council had been done
striotly in order and in accordance with the
law. It was very probable that the by-laws
might be altered advantegeeasly in certain
respeots, and he therefore sllvised the refer-
ence of the report to a special committee
with instructions to embody the suggestions
contained in a draft of amendments to the
by-laws.

Mr. Guetav Leiser had but one objection
to this—that it necessitated three or six
months delay. If the present meeting were
adjourned on the conclusion of the business
in hand it would perhaps meet the point. '

Mr. F. B. Gregory agreed with Mr. Ward
that the Board need not view with alarm the
possibility of work done by the councils of
the past having been illegally performed.
It had been approved by the board. Of
oourse the report embodied the opinions only
of the gentlemen forming the committee—
the same as Mr. Ward’s opinion was simply
that of Mr. Robt. Ward, J.P. The com.
mittee had given close and serious attention
to the subject, however, and their views
were ocertainly entitled to b.

Mr. Ward explained briefly that he had
not meant his remarks to be taken as re-
flecting upon the committee in any way.
He had simply desired to show that lawyers
as well as doctors sometimes diffor, .

The resolution for the appointment of the
committee was without further discussion
adopted, Messrs. D. R. Ker, W. H. Eilis
and T. 8. Fatoher being named as the com.
mittee,

Mr. P. A. Paulson wrobe enclosing a com-
munication from the’ Tacoms ‘Chamber of
Commeroe, to the effect” thad prompted by
him the chamber had induoed the anks and
business houses of Tacoma to enfer invo an
agreemeént and ¢ Capadisn silver  at
par.

Not an inch of
land was given to them, but they were al-

lowed shelter and the privilege of drying

their fish on the land near the shore. The
length ¢f coast along which these privileges
extended was some eight hundred miles,
The whole coast line of the Island is said not
to exceed two thousand miles. For a long
whkile the French enjoyed their privileges
quietly. Bub the Newfoundlanders regarded
them with a jealons eye. As time
progressed the French became exceedingly
liberal in their interpretation of the

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A DISAPPOINTED PARTY.

The hopea which the Grits had been build-
ing on the alleged disagreements among the
members of the Cabinet have been nipped in
the bud.

Sir
McKenzie Bowell is still Premier; Sir
Charles Hibbert Tupper is still Minister of
Justice ; the Hon. Mr. Dickey is still Min-
ister of Militia; and the other ministers
are still in possession of their seats
and their portfolios. Nothing extraordinary
has happened to Mr. Clarke Wallace and
Mr. Curran still retains the office of
Solicitor General. The Ministers, too, go
about their work cheerfully. The by-elec-
tions are arranged for and the Government
are fully prepared to meet the House of
Commons on the 18th inst. We do not hear
of any dreadful combination being formed
against them in the House, They do not
seem to think that a vote of want of oon-
fidenoe will be carrfed against them, either
for what they have done or - what they have
refrained from doing in the matter of the
Manitoba school question.

Matters are to our Grit friends in Ottawa

discouragingly peaceful, and the ministers
and their supporters are most disappoint-
ingly and aggravatingly good humored.
The truth seems to be that the Government
have passed through the late orisis most
successfully, and they are now in better
shape than the Opposition. The unex-
pected has happened. The Government
havs not been afraid to face an extremely
delicate and a very difficult question
squarely.

On the ques-
tion, shall the Legislature be dissolved at
once or shall there be a session first? the
members of the Government, it in said, were
divided. ' “The question was important, it is
admitted, bub not of sufficient importance to
ocause s split in the Government. And it
did not doso. It was no doubt discussed
seriously and, perhaps, warmly, and those
who were in favor of an immediate dissola-
tion, as they could without any sacrifice
either of principle or dignity, gave way and
the government continned .%o present a
united front to ‘their opponents.

This is why the Grits are diappoinbed and
why they are discouraged. A divided Goy-
ernment and a demoralized party oould,
they  flattered themselves, be easily
beaten. But against a united Government
and a solid party the most sanguine of them
could only too easily see they had no show.
Besides there are indications not very diffi-
cult to discern of discontent and disintegras
tion in their own party. Their leaders, who
had always been ambiguous and unsatisfao-
bory, when the Manitoba sechool question
came up for disoussion, have now, since the
Government havetakenaction on the subjeot,
not a single word to say for themselves.
Their reticence, whatever may be its mo-
tive, is by no means pleasing to a large sec-
tion of the Liberal party. Then it is very
evident to the discerning that the free trade
plank of their platform has become so weak
a8 to be unreliable. The protectionist Lib-

1t is now seen by the shrewd and sagacious
that it is even less to be relled upon than the
abandoned one of unrestricted reciprooity.

party without waiting for that denial,

“BRITHERS ALL*

It is good to mee that the Colonies of
Great Britain are to recognize
that they all belong to one great family. A
movement is on foot to make the trade in.
teroourse between them more intimate than
it bas hitherto been.” Colonists are beginning
to see that it is not right or seemly for the
different parts of the Empire to treat each
other in matbers of trade as strangers. The
Colonies now realize that, no matter how
far apart they may be, or how libtle they
may appear to the superficial observer to
bave in ocommon, it s o their
mutual interest to trade freely with each
other, and to extend favors to each
other, which they deny to the rest of the
world. Theidea of inter-colonial recipro-
oity is growing, and there are many who be-
lieve that complete free trade within the
Empire would be good both for the Mother
Country and her dependencies,

Something very like commercial inde-
pendence is already enjoyed by the greay
colonies. They have power to frame their
own tariffs, and the Australian colonies have
just been invested with the power of enter.
ing into preferential trade relations with
other = colonies. There is talk of
& reciprocity in trade between South
Afrioa and the Dominion of Canada
and it has lately been found thap there is
nothing in existing “commercial treaties to
prevent the colonies and Greab Britain en.
tering into any trade arrangement that they
may regard as mutually beneficial,

We may therefore expect before long to
8ee arrangemente for a reciprocal exchange
of products ‘made nov only between the
different Australian colonies but between
those colonies and Canada. In fach a sys-
tem of ‘trade somewhat similar o that
which existe in the United States and has
worked so well for them all may before
very long be established in the
Empire of ~ Great Britain. There is a
strong prejudice in England just now
against what is called * preferential trade ”
with the oolonies, but that may wear away
in time, It seems to us that the tendency
of events is already in that direction. In
matters of trade Great Britain is treating
the colonies more like partmers in a business
concern than ohildren still in their pupilage
who have no right to a voice in the direction
of affairs.

WINDOW SILLS.

How to Make Them Useful and Attract-
ive.

Window sills of the past were mere
catchalls for all sorts of rubbish. Now
they are decorations for windows. In
a library a window sill can be used as a
bookshelf. If broad, a double row of
books will find a place.

In a drawing room it will form a
seat. Cushions can be made of corduroy,
which are buttoned, stuffed with hair,
Sage green is the color preferred, yet
tints of all tones are acoeptable if they
match the oolorings of the room.

In bedrooms where a seat runs along
the windows ocushions ' and pillows
should be the scheme. They shonld be of
complementary colors. If two windows
are close together, with broad sills, form
of one a miniature tea table. Drape it
with silk or linen cloth embroidered.

In a sewing room the sill can be used
for the family workbasket, a box of
silks and embroideries, that pick up
work for leisure moments,

In a woman’s den it can hold the let-
ter rack, cardholder, referemce books.
Drape the sill with india silk,

In studios sills are invaluable for
prints and pictures. A 00zZy cormer can
be made of the sill if broad and ample.
For a foundation place a low box the
width of the sill alongside of the pro-
Jjection, on which a hair mattress should
rest, with many pillows; then smaller
boxes, which act as steps, of the same
length, yet narrower in depth, all firm-
ly secured to the floor. Throw over all
Turkish rugs. The sill can be the recep-
taole for extra pillows, boaks, . papers—
all the feminine luxuries for an after-
noon siesta.

For a bay window ounshion or drape
the sill; place a table at side, with lamp.
A rocking chair will then complete this
charming nook.

This broad projection is admirable
for a dining room. At,each end of the
gill a pot of ivy oan be trained with
good effect. In the ocenter a decorative
bowl, with palm, does splendid duty.
Put a shelf ‘within a foot of the top
molding of a window. If light is given,
8lips of various plants and hyacinth
bulbs will prosper finely.

In the kitchen the sill isa boon for
any utensil for cooking, and for artioles
of daily use, such as canned vegetables,
etc., but neatness should reign withal.

In a ocellar ‘many household stores
find a cool place on the broad sill if the:
weather is warm, or in the winter if
heat from the furnace is needed.

If a landing at the head of the stairs
admits of a seat, let your sill be the sun-
room. Make it attractive with reading
matter and sit there on sunny days.

In halls where a large window is a
feature, cushion it and put upright pil-
lows along the window panes. Itis an
exoellent seat at all seasons of the vear.

FORTY YEARS AGO,

.

| Bishop Cridge Reealls His First Sun.

day Serviee in Old Fort
Vietoria.

He Preaches Anlia the Same Sermon
He Delivered on April 8,
1855,

On Sunday forenoon Right Rev. Bishop
Oridge, in recalling the anniversary of his
arrival in Victoria forty years ago, preached
again the first sermon he delivered. in Vio-
toria on Sunday, April 8, 1855, just after
bis arrival from England. In his prefatory
remarks, he said :

*“ The kind reception given by you to my-
self and fellow-voysgers on the ocoasion of
vhe fortieth anniversary ot our arrival from

Eagland in this land, and the cordial greet-
inge of yourselves and many others added,
has brought t6 my mind some thoughts of
my work in those early days.

‘ There had always been-a chaplain at the
station, and singularly enough my immedi-
ate predecessor was an old college friend,
but my appointment as distriot minister
brought on changes incidental to church
organization.

We have next to notice to whom this
work was entrusted ; who were to be the
bearers of the glad tidings. Tbey were the
apostles—the meaning of the word apostle
being *“one that is sent forth.” ence
Jesus is called the apostle of our profession ;
as being semd forth from God to redeem
sinners. A certain man made a great sup.
per and bade many, and sent his servant at
supper time to say to them that were bidden,
** Come, for all things are now ready.” The
apostles were qualified for this work ; they
had been with Jesus from the beginning and
wero witnesses of all that He had said and
done and suffered. They knew His love to
sinners ; they had felt iv, for they were sin-
ners like all the rest of mankind, They
could all say as one of them said many years
afterwards, * Unto Him who hath loved us
and washed us from our sins in His own
blood, and hath made.us kings and priests
unto. God His Father, to Him be glory
and dominion for ever and ever,”
They could therefore go forth with the
ubtmoat confidence and invite their fsllow.
sinners to believe in the same Saviour.
They could say * That which we have seen
and heard declare we unto you—that your
joy may be full.” We have seen the Saviour
of the world ; we have known Him ; we
have witnessed how good, how kind, how
gentle, how loving, how pitiful He is ; we
have seen Him receive the vilest sinners,
sinners who were accounted the dregs of the
world ;' we have seen Him wee;
grave of Lazarus ; we have seen
little children into His arms and say ‘‘ Suf.
fer little ohildren fo come unto Me ”; we
bave heard Him say “The Son of Man is
come to seek and to save that which is
losv” ; ‘we have seen Him led as’ a lamb to
the slaughter, and, according to His own
words, give His life a ransom for many ;

teacher’s hands remained for months. In
justice to both complainant and teacher,
Lrustees Marchant and Lewis wers named
as & special committee to investigate and
report. The special committee in re. the
Walls Mrs. Caldwell grievance reported that
an amicable decision had been reached.

The Viotoria Etectrio Tramway Co. by
letter refused the spplication of the board
for passes, but offered to allow a discount of
five per cent. on a purchase of $100 worth
of tickets.

COLLEGIATE INSTITUTE.

Principal E B. Paul of the, Collegiate In-
stitute in his quarterly report, after refer-
ring to the changes necessitated by the
death of assistant master Neil Heath, pre-
sented the following information :

‘* Considering the large number of pupile

under preparation for the coming . teachers’
sxamination, and seeing that thess pupils
require constant drill in subjects that are
nob necessary for other pupils who have
other aims in life, I have formed & Normal
class in the High school where pupils are
not only prepared for these examinations,
bat where they also receive practical in-
struction in the art of buohlﬁg. With the
view of rendering this part of their educa-
tion still more practiocal, it is my intention,
provided the board of school trustees do not
object, to apply to the Superintendent of
education for permission to use the public
schools of this city as model schools, so that
the pupils of the model school normal
class might have the o portunity
of testing the theoretical knowl, ge already
in their possession, by aotual work in
the school.room. I would suggest thas
Friday forenoons should be. devated  to this
purpose.  Mr, Russell is. in . charge of the
normal class, which comprises all candidates
for the next teachers’ examinations with the
exception of & few aspirants for Firsp B
certificates who remain ander my tuition.

" The formation of a normal . class neoes:
sarily changed the composition of my own
class which now - consists of upils of the
first and second divisions, & still have
these pupils classified as two distinot divi-
sions, but in some cases it is gonvenient o
teach both together. [This I'do as far as I
can withouo detriment. to the more advanc:
ed pupils. The separation of the normal
class has been a.distinot advantage to pupils

air any number of hours, and, in addi-
tion, one might say that such a thing as
a oup of good coffee from thut which is
purchased ready ground is quite an im-
possibility. . The fine aroma of the berry
evaporates in a very short time. Given
thé freshly roasted and ground ooffee,
an earthen coffeepot heated very hot by
being filled with boiling water, which
must be poured out again, and a coffee
bag strainer. Then put in the coffee,
ground very fine almost to a powder.
Pour upon it boiling water—not merely
hot—oover tightly and allow the coffee
to filter through. Have ready the oups
heated by pouring boiling water inthem,
put in the required ‘quantity of cream
and sugar, then fill up with the dis-
tilled nectar from the coffeepot, and one
has a beverage that an exchange calls a
revelation. Never expect good results
from poor coffee or lukewarm water
and half cold utensils.

Pretty and Practjcal Furnishing.
There are cozy corners and cozy cor-
ners, and of some of them the less that
is said the better, being nothing but
elaborate schemes in furnishing and
using up a great deal of money in their
production. But many comfortable and
inexpensive nooks are to be seen that
are fitting for daily usage, and one of
this kind is shown by The Decorator
and Furnisher. It consists of a board

Household Disinfection.

The powerful and really nseful dis-
infectants corrode metal and stain
orodkery more or less. Copperas is the
best for household use, a pound dissoly-
ed in 13 quarts of boiling water and
used hot being more effective than cold.
The valve shounld be open when it is pour-
ed down closets, so that it need not set-
tle in the pan, which should be washed
daily with a long-handled dish mop
kept for the purpose and ecalding, strong
suds, when it will need no further dis-
infection. ‘A large funnel should be set
in the pipe of stationary washbowls,
which, by the way, are considered unfit

THE POLITICAL SITUATION, ~
(The Montreal Gazette.) .

The summoning of ‘parliament to meet for
the despatoh of Business has caused the sus:
pension of the campaigo conducted with a
good deal of vigor by both parties for the
last two wmonths, and has oconcentrated
public attention vpon -affairs at the Capital.
Ip is unsually impossibla bo forecaas with
sccuracy the probable duration of .a session,
or the character of the legislation that may
be accomplished, and ewpecially is this the
case as respects the last-session of a parlia-
ment, but in a general way it may be pre-

| dicted that no measures of

Manitoba school question, and it §s fnevit-
able that a long discussion both of the policy
of the government and of the merits
of the cause will coour; but, for the
moment even this apple of discord has
been removed from the ‘carpet by the
adjourpment of the Manitoba legisiature.
Much depends upen the position taken by
the Greenway government when the provin-
cial house reassembles next month. 'If any
dispusition is shown by the Manitoba
authorities to comply with the directions of
the judicial committee of the privy council
in its last judgment and to grant relief to
the Roman Catholic minerity without im-
pairing the efficlency of the public school
system, the whole matter will be removed’
from the domain -of federal jurisdiction, a
consummation %roatly o be desired. - Shonld,
however, the ‘Greenway" government, with
the concurrence of the legislature, decline to
entertain the recommendation of the Gov-
ernor General in-council either the present
Dominion parliament or a house of commonsa
fresh from vhe people will be callsd upon to
give effact by legialation to the judgment of
the judicial committee.

It is reported that no important legislation
will be submitted to parliament, and cir-
stances favor this course. Meeting lats in
the year, the convenience of members as
well as the proper consideration of legisla-
tion-will be promoted by the poatponement
of measures involving large interests until
next winter. The Insolvency question, for
instance, is one that may tably be de-
ferred for a time, since it entalls an immense
amount of close study, of Jaborious work,
and is franght with possible disastrous con-
sequences to the business of the country.
Opinions differ widely -in the mercantile
community, in various sections of Canada,
and amon% public men as to the utility of a
bankrupt law, as the discussion of the meas-
ure -introduced in-the senate last session
abundantly proved,and the government will,
we are convinoed, be well advised if legisla-
tion upon thie subject is deferred for another
year. An effort will doubtless be made in
many quarters to have the tariff re-opened,
the existence of a deficit in the revenue be-
ing made the -ocoasion for pressing for ‘an-
other adjustment of duties. There is neither
in precedence, practice, nor the existing con-
dition of affairs any imperative obligation
to take such a step. For four years in
succession, during the period of ‘the last
Liberal administration, deficits in the reve.
nue existed, aggregating between 1875 and
and 1879 the sum of $6 426,900. Last year,
ic is true, there was a deficit of $1,210,300,
and in the current fiscal year the deficit will
be still larger ; but it is ‘'well to remember
that since 1886 the surpluses on consolidatéd
fund account have exceeded the  deficits by
the considerable amount cf $7.574.000, ail
of which has been ' employed for purposes of
capital expenditure to the avoidance of new
debt. If, therefore, the government ‘zhould
see fit to oharge the deficit of the ocdkient
year to debt, as was_done by Sir
Cartwright when finance minister, the pro-
ceeding, after all, will be simply equivalens
to drawing from capital sources s portion
of the surplus revenues invested therein
since 1886, We may point out, moreover,
that the state of the pgblic finances pro-
mises to be materially improved during
the ensuing year from two causes, the re.

Wherever econ-
omy oas . be practiced ib ought to be
effected, and we look to the government to
scale down the estimates of expenditure for

an upward turn in costoms' receipts may
falrly be anticipated. The deficits of the
lasb and the presént year are due principally
to the falling off in the income from ondtonis
duties, owing partly to the reduction in the
tariff and partly to decreased importations.
The merchants of the Dominion, with com-
mendable prudence, have for many months
past confined their importations to aotual
