the fish creek discoveries.
John T. Fillmore, a New York mining 

man, went out to the new Fish creek 
discoveries last week and returned to 
Rossland with a wonderful collection of 
ores. The discoveries were made a few 
miles up Fish creek and about a mile 
and a half inside the Canadian boundary. 
It is about ten miles from Waneta up to 
the centre of the new district. There 
were 150 prospectors camped along the 
creek when Mr. Fillmore left. He 
says that there is no donbt about 
the richness of the ore and it appears 
to be there in great quantities. The 
ledge he examined moat carefully, 
that of the Gladstone group, carries an 
immense body of ore between walls of 
porphyry and slate. The ore is quartz, 
carrying, galena, gold and copper. One 
sample taken from across eight feet of 
the ore body went $74.24 in all values. 
Mr. Fillmore says the vein appeared to 
be at least 40 feet wide, and he says it is 
one of the largest and finest showings he 
ever saw. Owing to the difficulty of 
prospecting, only about 20 locations had 
been made, but on every stream very 
rich float is found, showing the whole 
country to be cut up with veins. Ar­
rangements will be made at once to ship 
ore from the Gladstone, as every pound 
taken out so far is of shipping grade and 
will be sent to a smelter as soon as it can 
be got there.

MB. ROBERT JACK.
The Millionaire Contractor of Hong­

kong Whose Life Story Is 
Like a Hovel.

Does Not Think the Chinese Kail- 
way Will Come For a Long 

Time Yet.

A Chinaman, almost as tall as the 
great Li Hnng Chang himself, appareletl 
in a flowing robe of purple silk that 
made his exceptional size even mote 
conspicuous, leaned idly over the rail of 
the Empress of China as she lay at 
quarantine yesterday, and watched with 
lazy interest the movements of the crew 
upon the tender, 
of the Maude 
glance as
their work, and then, for the 
of something better to talk about, 
ceeded to criticize the giant China­
man in a free-and-easy way that 
would doubtless have been 
what modified if the 
of discussion had been a European, or 
even if he was expected to understand 
the English language. The big China­
man listened and looked on, his abso­
lutely expressionless face giving no in­
dication that he understood a word that 
had been spoken concerning himself. 
Then as as the object of his passing 
notice seemed to lose its interest he 
turned and disappeared in the saloon of 
the white liner with the curt remark, in 
the very best of expressive Anglo-Saxon, 
generally addressed to his miscellaneous 
critics :

“Well, you’ve got about the dirtiest 
looking specimen of craft to handle pas- 
sengers on that I’ve seen for some time.”

The parties addressed stood astonished 
for a moment, and then renewed the 
conversation with the big Chinaman 
still as the subject, but attuned to an­
other key. It was agreed that he “wasn’t 
any common Chinaman,” and subse­
quent information .was to the effect that 
he was “ a big man at home ” in more 
ways than one.

Indeed the personality of Mr. Robert 
Jack, of Robert Jack & Co., Hongkong, 
is so striking and forceful that no one 
needs to be informed that he is a man of 
importance, who is granted five minutes 
conversation with him. Thirty-five 
years ago he was. an humble 
sampan man operating on Hong­
kong harbor, differing only from 
his brother Chinese watermen in that he 
was ever ready to oblige the shipmasters 
entering the port by hunting them up 
capable laborers at a moment’s faotice. 
Before long he fonnd that Bob Jack was 
becoming well known, and that it paid 
him to resign the boat pulling to some­
one less ambitions, and devote himself 
to the other department of his businese. 
He did so, and little by little his field of 
operations extended until to-day, at 50 
years of age, he finds himself a million­
aire several times over, one of the most 
heavily interested business men of Hong­
kong, a contractor whose name is known 
in all parte of the world, and at present 
embarked on a tour of pleasure and 
diversion that is to take him al 
around the world.

“ China is just the same as ever,” he 
said to an interviewer on the Empress 
yesterday. ‘‘You can’t change an old 
nation In a day. Business is quiet and 
we are devoting ourselves chiefly to its 
maintenance' and development on tried 
and proven lines, rather than experi­
menting with new industries and 
ways. So many companies have been 
formed and schemes brought forward to 
make sudden fortunes out of China’s re- 
sources that-have ended only in a glori­
ous fizzle that the people are growing 
decidedly skeptical, and as a result many 
a deserving project goes begging.
“The railway? Our great Chinese 

railway? Well I’m afraid the world 
will look and wait for it a good many 
years yet. It’s the old story there too. 
The prejudice of centuries against the 
investment of foreign capital was never 
more in evidence than in connection 
with this railway plan. The conditions 
absolutely preclude the enlistment of 
foreign capital to build the road, and 
without foreign capital it will be a long 
time coming. You mark my words, that 
railway won’t handle much traffic while 
you and I are here to see it.”

On the whole Mr, Car­
lyle feels very much pleased with the 
suite of his prospecting trip to the neigh­
borhood of North Chilcotin, and thinks

The 
Coast cities will remain important 
mercial and financial centres, and mining 
and other business propositions from 
the Interior will always be benefited by 
the fact that in these cities there will be 
strong influences, financial and other­
wise, that can be relied on to aid in their 
promotion. The muddle in railway mat­
ters will not be wholly to be regretted, 
if it shall lead the people of the Coast 
and of the Interior to see how much they 
have in common, and how absurd it is 
to say that their interests aregdn any 
sense antagonistic. ta

Our opposition friends 
and the Times among them have been 
talking about laying down a platform. 

What would 
be their policy in regard to the construc­
tion of the Coast-Kootenay railway? 
Perhaps it may be so good a policy that 
the government would feel like calling 
the house together to get legislative 
sanction for it. Prithee, good Times, 
keep the country no longer in suspense, 
but'tell it what great plan struggles in 
your mind to be delivered.

THE COAST AND THE INTERIOR.

Saturday night’s meeting in this city, 
when rightly understood, showed in a 
marked manner how closely identified 

- are the interests of the Coast and the 
Interior, and will, we hope, be the first 
step towards a complete understanding. 
on all questions between these two sec­
tions of the Province. The object of the 
meeting was to promote an enterprise, 
in which, it is true, the Coast is greatly 
interested, but which means very much 
to the Interior. Who were the men who 
asked the Mayor to call that meet­
ing? At the head of the list we 
find the name of Mr. James Dunsmuir. 
The last signature procured before the 
petition was handed to the Mayor was 
that of B. P. Rithet & Co. Between these 
two names were those of some of the 
Strongest business houses in the city, 
and the only reason why every business 
house was not represented upon it was 
because of the holidays, which kept 
every one so Jausy that only a compara­
tively few people could be seen. But 
the list, as it stands, is one that shows 
the business men of Victoria to be eager 
to do all in their power to promote the 
interests of the Interior. We concede 
freely that this eagerness is not wholly 
disinterested. Our affection for the In­
terior is not a platonic one. We will 
concede, for that matter,that it is notin 
the least disinterested. We are writing 
to practical people about a practical 
matter, and are not going to be so absurd 
as to claim that the interest which Vic­
toria takes in the Interior is purely a 
sympathetic one. It is a practical busi­
ness interest. The two localities have 
almost every interest in common, and 
the Victoria people have shown that they 
recognize this.

Beyond this 
nothing can be learned, but there are 
several in town who vouch for the truth 
of the story.

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THE CARIBOO WASH-UP.

The Ashcroft Mining Journal says : 
The wash-up of the Cariboo mine, being 
about $71,414 for 53 days, is eminently 
satisfactory to those who know the con­
ditions under which Mr. Hobson is 
working. The returns will be, if water 
does not run short, from $150,000 to 
$200,000 for the season, and the mine is 
as vet only being opened up. To pay 
$100,000 or more a year above operating 
expenses, and yet be only doing the 
necessary work to get ready to make a 
big output in a couple of years is cer­
tainly a very pleasant way to mine. One 
of Vancouver’s best business and finaù- 
cial men, who last week returned from a 
visit to the mine, said to the writer that 
if he were a stockholder in the Cariboo 
mine and it only paid operating expenses 
for the next two years he should 
be well satisfied, as after that time, when 
bringing up the bedrock gravel, the out­
put will be immense.

THE HORSEFLY COMPANY.

R.. T. Ward, in Ashcroft last week, 
gave to the Journal the following par­
ticulars of work now being done by the 
Horsefly Gold Mining Company : About 
2% acres of surface gravel, to a depth of 
6 to 15 feet, has been piped off. Plenty 
of water is at hand for the entire season, 
and the gravel is showing up very rich. 
Mr. Ward took out about $2,000 from a 
few boxes where it was necessary to 
make a change. He is now on a busi­
ness trip to Seattle, and on bis return 
will make a clean-up in the mine, and 
$6,000 to $10,000 will be taken out. Mr. 
Ward expects during the season to take 
out in the neighborhood of $75,000. It 
seems clear that the Horsefly gold mine 
is a cross-cut of the old channel on which 
Senator Campbell, Leaek and others 
are working, that is at this point a thou­
sand or more feet wide, and has been 
sluiced down a hundred feet or more, 
thus concentrating the grave! 
making it very rich.

The Miocene Company have their 
shaft down now over 225 feet, and have 
a small stream of water conveyed by a 
pipe from the main of the Horsefly Gold 
Mining Company, leading to a dam p box 
near the mouth of the Miocene Com­
pany’s shaft. Some gold is found, and 
the character of the wash is such that 
Mr. Campbell is well satisfied with the 
outlook. If, as is now expected, pay is 
found on bedrock, there will be an im­
mense area of ground for drifting, and 
it will open up a vast system of old 
channels in that section. The work, if 
successful, means the employment of 
many thousand men, and the expendi­
ture of hundreds of thousands of dollars 
in the Horsefly cçuntry.

MISCELLANEOUS.

The Home-Payne people are clearing 
off ground on their land adjoining Fer­
guson for a concentrator and other nuild- 
iogs. They have commenced the con­
struction of six buildings. They are also 
to pot in a saw mill for their own mines 
and building.

It is said that there are now between 
1,500 to 2,000 men in the hills around 
Lardeau and Trout Lake.

Another deal is on for the Exchange 
group, Springer creek. This time the 
sale is made to Alexander Dick lor Su 
Charles Tapper, Ottawa, at $42,500.

A company has been incorporated in 
Vancouver, of which Mr. Harry Abbott 
is a large shareholder, to take the Pres­
cott, near Silverton, and make a ship­
ping mine out of it.

The clean-up on the North Star, at 
Quesnelle, last week was satisfactory and 
gave encouragement to continue work 
into deeper gravel.

T. Glenn, representing a Spokane syn­
dicate, has located a number of claims 
on the divide between St. Mary’s river 
and Hell Roaring creek, about 35 miles 
from Fort Steele. He knocked off some 
samples from the surface and from which 
he obtained returns of 8 ounces each of 
gold and silver, or a total of $165.25. In 
order to verify the assay Mr. Glenn 
sent down some to the local manager of 
the Western Union and had it tested. 
It went $171.64 in gold and silver.

The Lucy Star group of gold prospects, 
in the East Kootenay, was bonded by 
Donald McKay and John M. Burke re- 
centy. These gentlemen have sold a 
quarter interest to Francis McClelland, 
u is said, for enough to lift the bond.

It urges upon the government 
the necessity for employing the latest 
improvements in sanitation and disin­
fectants at William Head, the perfection 
of arrangements to secure as great com­
fort as possible to passengers, and the 
adoption of the policy of fumigating and 
disinfecting steerage passengers from the 
Orient before embarkation. Copions 
extracts from the Colonist were read, 
and the discussion showed how great an 
impression the incident of the Empress 
of China has made. It is fair to say 
that none of the speakers, even by infer­
ence, censured Dr. Watt for his conduct 
in that case. The Hon. Secretary of 
State pointed out that there would be a 
good deal done this year in the way of 
improving the station at William Head, 
and that other improvements were un­
der consideration. He said that the de­
partment would gladly receive all sug­
gestions as to the proper maintenance of 
the station, and would carry out such as 
are approved of.

THE NAVAL REVIEW.

The naval review off Portsmouth yes­
terday was a fitting supplement to the 
great demonstrations on shore. Just as 
the Jubilee procession-showed the world 
what the British Empire is, so the naval 
review has demonstrated that Great 
Britain is abundantly able to take care 
of herself and her colonies. It has be-* 
eqme trite to say in connection with the 
Jubilee festivities that the like was 
never seen before, but if this is true in 
respect to anything, it is certainly so in 
regard to the majestic array of warships 
which yesterday gave such unquestion­
able proof that Great Britain’s naval 
supremacy is unquestioned and unques­
tionable.

A few points in connection with this 
review may be worthy of a passing re­
ference. In the first place the vessels 
are nearly all new, so new, indeed, 
that of the twenty-one battle ships 
which took part only four were present 
at the Jubilee review ten years ago. Not 
only are the ships new, but their method 
of construction is new, their armor is 
new and so is their armament. One 
class of ships that were present—the tor­
pedo destroyers—had not been thought 
tif ten years ago. A second point is that 
the vessels are divided into classes, all 
the vessels of a class being substantially 
alike. 1 This is conceded to be a most 
valuable featurè in connection with a 
great navy, and it is one that/no other 
navy in the world possesses. All conti­
nental critics agrefe on the superiority of 
the British fleet in this respect, and con­
cede that it is simply unapproachable. 
This feature of classes of homogeneous 
ships is one that does not appear on a 
simple roster of the navy, and hence is 
lost sight of when comparisons are made 
by numbers with other naval powers. 
Herein, too, is the explanation of the 
claim that, while in numbers the Bri­
tish fleet is not greatly in excess of any 
other two, it is more than a match for 
any other combination that can be pnade 
against it.

The British people have every reason 
to be proud of the Jubilee demonstra­
tions, Dut nothing gives them a greater 
feeling of security, a greater sense of 
power, a greater certainty of the per­
manence of the Empire than the naval 
review, which proved beyond all ques-

who have been developing the Boun­
dary Creek country have, in very many 
cases, gone almost as far as they can un­
der present conditions.

Fortunately for British Columbia the 
federal ministry know the situation and 
its exigences too well to be misled by 
such unjustifiable assertions, and we 
doubt if its members will thank the 
World for coming to their support with 
such balderdash. We question how 
much the Minister of Railways will feel 
gratified over the implied inference that 
he was willing to recommend a subsidy 
to Penticton in the interest of townsite 
boomers, and that he was only pre­
vented from bo doing by the heroic 
efforts of Dr. Milne to secure $50,000 for 
the Victoria, Vancouver & Eastern char­
ter.

Nelson, June 29. — (Special) — As 
briefly wired last night the escaped 
murderer Wood was brought back to 
Neleon by Constable McKinnon. Wood’s 
escape was one of the coolest pieces of 
]aii breaking on record. After diearm- 
tng the jailer, he picked his pockets, 
«tôle his clothes, locked up his fellow 
prisoners in their cells, acd quietly 
walked out. Supt. Hussey immediately 
organized the plan of pursuit, resulting 
m a capture equalled in cleverness 
only by that of the outlaw Ken­
nedy, and in this instance directed and 
consummated by the same men. Weigh­
ing the various conflicting reports com­
ing m since Thursday, Mr. Hussey came 
to the conclusion that Wood and his 
partner were making for the boundary 
along the Nelson & Fort Sheppard track, 
and directed the principal efforts in that 
direction, with cool-headed Constable 
McKinnon in charge. Constable- De- 
vitt with several specials were am bushed 

Waneta, and McKinnon and a 
couple of specials traversed the track on 
a handcar. _ As expected, they came on 
the escaped prisoners, who took to the 
bash, and only after considerable 
manoenvering as if engaged in section 
work did McKinnon get within speaking 
distance. He offered Wood a ride into 
North port. Wood was shy as first,
and consented eventually bat still held 
bis rifle on guard, while his fellow pris­
oner, a mere boy, held his hand on a re­
volver. McKinnon clayed innocent till 
he got near the bush, when he said: 
“Wood, you escaped jail at Nelson.” 
Wood denied, but at the same time 
made a jump off the car, with Mc­
Kinnon holding him by the wrist. 
Wood pulled his gun and held it 
on McKinnon’s stomach, but the con­
stable had a tight grip on his wrist, and 
Wood was unable to pull the trigger. 
The ambushed constables were soon on 
the spot, and in spite of the car run­
ning down grade the youngster was cap­
tured and Wood overpowered without a 
blow being struck or a trigger pulled. 
Wood was desperate at the ruse played 
by McKinnon and would certainly have 
shot him if the grip on his wrist had 
been relaxed for a second.

When the capture of the outlaw Ken­
nedy by the same men is remembered 
there is much favorable comment this 
evening here.

Nelson, B.C., June 28.—James Wood 
and James McDonald, the prisoners who 
succeeded in making their escape from 
the jail here on Friday last, have been 
recaptured and will take their trial at 
the assize court which is still in session. 
Wood is under indictment for the mur­
der of Samuel L. Wood in October last. 
Details of the recapture are thus related 
in a special from Waneta to the Boss- 
land Miner :

“The whole countryside has been 
aroused by the sensational capture of 
Woods, who escaped together with the 
lad McDonald. The escape was made at 
7:30 p-m. Thursday, and the two man­
aged to get half way to Ymir that night, 
although it is now ascertained that the 
detectives and officials in pursuit passed 
along their trail only fifteen minutes 
after.

“ The first news of them was gained 
from the section man at Hall Siding, 
whose cabin they visited in his absence, 
taking from it a rifle, six shooter, pair of 
pants and some other articles. They 
also took a quantity of ammunition for 
the rifle, which was found to be the 
wrong sort and proved of no use to 
them. Next day it was reported in 
Ymir by Mr. Baird tnat they had met 
him and enquired of him the nearest 
way to Boundary.

“ Snbseqbently constable Ince and 
ex-constable Mackinnon came down the 
track to Ymir on a hand car. Thinking 
the parties they were in pursuit of mast 
be somewhere between Hall and Ymir, 
they formed a party in the latter town 
to watch the track. The party, of whom 
your correspondent formed one, was 
posted en cache beside the track with 
orders to hold up anyone answering the 
description who should happen to pass. 
Shortly after the patrol from Nelson ar­
rived and from them it was gathered 
that they were not on the line of the 
Neleon side of Ymir.

“ Accordingly Constable Ince, accom­
panied Messrs. Mackinon and E. P. 
Clark and your correspondent, took the 
handcar and worked it down to Waneta 
that night (Saturday). It afterwards 
appeared they actually passed over the 
miscreants, who were asleep in a culvert 
under the track inst west of Salmo.

“Reaching Waneta, which is one cf 
the only two practical ways of escape 
across the boundary (the other being the 
Salmon river ferry), we found Constable 
Devitt, of Trail, with a party from that 
town keeping watch on the bridge. No­
thing further transpired during the 
night, and about 2 o’clock to-dav Mac­
kinon, accompanied by Mr. Clark and 
myself, started back along the track on 
the handcar.
, “ Nobody at all answering the de­

scription was discerned until We ar­
rived within a mile of Northfolk when 
on turning a bend we obeerved two per­
sons hurriedly leave the track and turn 
into the bush. The handcar was run 
right past the place at which they had 
entered the hash and round the next 
bend, after which we returned through 
the bush, keeping our gone >at the ready 
in case of emergencies. Finding nothing 
after some delay we determined to re­
turn on the handcar for a little way 
along the track.

DECEIVING THE INNOCENT. ■
Winnipeg, June 28.—(Special]—Up­

wards of one thousand immigrants ar­
rived in the city on Sunday, including 
850 Galicians and 150 Germans. As they 
had some cases of scarlet fever among 
them they were shipped off to their loca­
tion at Yorktown without being allowed 
to remain in the city. They could not 
understand the desire to ship them for­
ward bo quickly, and some interested lo­
cal parties who could speak their lan­
guage getting among them, circulated 
the story that at Yorktown they would 
all be frozen and starved.

A discriminating duty on the skins of 
female seals has been suggested to the 
Treasury officials as a means of arresting 
their slaughter in the waters of the 
Northern Pacific. It is thought that if a 
duty of twenty per cent, were levied on 
the male skins and forty-five or fifty per 
cent, on the female the importation of 
female skins would cease, and the motive 
for killing them at sea would be largely 
diminished.

We think 1897 will pass into history as 
a year specially remarkable for freak 
legislation, and therefore we do not see 
why a particular duty, on female seals, 
or a tax on female wearers of female 
seal skins, should not pass in the 
crowd. Such a duty would doubtless be 
a good thing, and therefore many 
unite in an endeavor to push it along, 
and the further they push it along the 
better they will like it ; but unless the 
bill providing the duty is carefully 
drawn and extremely specific in all its 
statements* embracing every possible 
view of the question, it will result 
in a double hardship for our 
worked custom house appraisers and 
other officials, and might 
worry the courts with an excess of busi­
ness, for with a duty of fifty per cent, on 
female sealskins, and a duty, as at pre­
sent, pt thirty pe 
ed furs, the En

BLACK BOTTLETARIFF REVISION.w . It Washington, June 28.—The senate 
made good progress an the tariff bill to­
day, and disposed of the paragraphs re­
lating to hides, which have been the 
source of much controversy. As finally 
agreed upon, the duty on hides is placed 
at 20 per cent, ad valorem, in place of 
1% cents per pound, as originally report- 
by the finance committee.

On the iron ore paragraphs the pend­
ing provision gaye a duty of 40 cents per 
ton on iron ore, including maganiferons 
irqn ore and the dressed ore residnm 
from burnt pyrites, with a proviso re­
lating to the account to be taken of 
moisture in weighing the ore. Mr. 
Allen offered new amendments, which 
were agreed to, adding to the first clause 
of the paragraph as reported. Magnese 
ores, $1 per ton ; also Basic slag, ground 
or nngroung, $1 per ton.

Mr. Allison proposed a substitute for 
the paragraph relating to cattle, as fol­
lows : Less than a year old, $2 per head ; 
on all other cattle, if valued at not more 
than $14, $3.50 a head ; valued at more 
than $14 and not more than $26, 25 per 
cent, ad valorem ; valued at more than 
$25, 30 per cent, ad valorem.

The substitute was agreed to.

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Rakes. LULU ISLAND CROPS. mm[From Our Own Correspondent.]
Vancouver, June 29.—A Colonist re­

porter visited Lulu Island yesterday to 
inspect the crops and get what informa­
tion he conld in regard to the outlook 
from a farmer’s standpoint.

Number 3 road was taken. Along this 
highway for miles the crops looked very 
thin and there were hundreds upon hun­
dreds of acres of land lying idle. The 
peat in this land (which has not yet been 
under cultivation) has to be worked out

We are willing to base British Colum­
bia’s claim to Federal aid to the extent “ 
above mentioned upon the correctness of 
the following proposition, to be deter­
mined by any three persons, one to be 
chosen by the Colonist, one 
by the Globe and one by the Fed­
eral government : If the Federal 
government will grant aid forthwith 
or give such a pledge of aid forthwith, 
not to exceed $8,000 per mile for the con­
struction of 1,000 miles of railway in 
British Columbia, it is demonstrable 
beyond any reasonable ^tonbt that 
within eight years after the completion 
of these railways, or in ten years from 
this date, the additionaljcontributions of 
British Columbia to the federal revenue, 
due to the increase of business and 
population resulting from such railways, 
would more than recoup to the federal 
government the whole principal and in­
terest of such aid. •

It is because we feel satisfied that the 
above proposition is wholly true, that 
we have very little patience with those 
persons and those papers, who refer to 
railway construction in British Colum­
bia as ■ though it were an eleemosynary 
proposition. We had hoped that the 
Globe had broadened its views on the 
matter of railway construction in this 
Province. When the Minister of Rail­
ways went home last fall he told the 
people that in British Columbia lay the 
future of Canada, and the Globe and the 
other Liberal organe applauded this sen­
timent, which was the concentrated 
truth. Now another theme is the 
burden of the song of these papers. We 
are now told that the older pro­
vinces will grant us reasonable 
aid. The Globe seems unable 
to rise for any length of time above 
the picayunishnees of old Grittiem. It 
would perhaps be impertinent to ask if 
the sadden cooling off on the part of our 
Toronto contemporary has anything 
more than a merely coincident relation 
with the granting of a subsidy to a line 
that will enable the Crow’s Nest coal 
mines to market their product. The 
coincidence may, however, be noted for 
purposes of future consideration.

THE DAILY COLONIST. 

Published Every Day except Monday When news reached this city of the ac­
tion of Hon. D. W. Higgins ÿi declaring 
himself in opposition to the Provincial 
government, the Colonist suggested to 
hiih the expediency of taking into con­
sideration the propriety of resigning his 
Beat in the Legislature and appealing to 
hie constituency for an endorsement of 
his course. This idea has found expres­
sion in all parts of the Province, and 
from no quarter more strongly than 
from the Opposition press. We quoted 
from the Inland Sentinel’s remarks yes- 
terday. The Revelstoke Mail asks:
“ Ought he not as a matter of course to 
go to hie constituents? ” The Welling­
ton Enterprise thinks “ he owes it as a 
duty to his constituency to at once re­
sign the Speakership and his seat, and 
appeal to the electorate of Esquimau to 
pass a verdict on his conduct ”

The Rossland Record casts a glow of 
light, of a eertain variety, on the case by 
saying that Mr. Higgins “ was not elect­
ed a member of the Turner Govern­
ment.” This is a somewhat needless 
denial, as no one ever said he was. . 
The Record adds that 
elected a supporter of the Davie Gov­
ernment, and apparently would have the 
inference drawn that he was not thereby 
pledged to support the present adminis­
tration, The Rossland Miner takes the 
same position. These statements are 
based upon an interview with Mr. Hig­
gins. The case thus sought to be made 
out in excuse of Mr. Higgins is very far­
fetched. If he was elected as the sup­
porter of any particular individual he 
stood upon a very much lower plane 
than his fellow members. The general 
understanding of the political situation 
was that Messrs. Robson, Davie, Turner 
and the gentlemen who supported them 
in the last house, represented a certain 
line of policy. He knew perfectly well 
that if he had taken any other position 
he never would have been elected, cer­
tainly nbt by acclamation.
