“Bovernment of Pekin Will Grad]
ually be Handed Over to the
Chinese.

Pekin, April 20.—The generals of the
.powers heid a conference this morning
o consider the question of the withdraw-
al of the troops and decided to witness
a note to the niinisters informing them
that, when the ministers are able to an-
mnounce the lump sum as indemnity, and
the Chinese have agreed to the principle
of payment, arrangements will be possi-
ble for withdrawal.

The other matters discussed were the
banding over of the administration of
Pekin to naval officials and the plan for

. the command of the legation guards, as
to whether the command should be cen-
tred in one officer or each detachment
should be independent.

Regarding the government of Pekin,
: it was decided to allow the Chinese grad-
ually to assume more control until the
<civil government was entirely in their
hands, the military only exercising pas-
sive supervision.

The Germans were virtually caught in a
< trap near the Ku Kiwan pass. A detach-
ment of 80 had forty-five casualties,
while the Chinese losseés are said to have
been nominal.

En Route to
Pacific Coast

President McKinley Leaves Wash-
ington on His Way .to
the West.

Bristol, Tenn., April 20.—The first day
of the President’s long tour to the Pa-
cific Coast lay through an historic sec-
tion in Virginia across the valleys of the
Rapidan and James in sight of the homes
of Madison and Jefferson, up past the
peaks of Otter into the picturesque Blue
Ridge mountains. The Tennessee line
was reached jat 10:50 to-night, with the
arrival of the train at Bristol. The route
as far as Lynchburg was over the South-
ern railway. There the train was shifted
to the tracks of the Norfolk & Western
for a short cut to Bristol, where it re-
sumed its flight over the Southern road.

The Presidential party received a flat-
tering ovation from the time the train
left ‘Washington. Large crowds assem-
bled at every station, the country side
and cross roads each had its little group
of waving watchers straining their eyes
to eatch a glimpse of their chief magis-
trate as'the train whisked by.

Mr. W. A. Ward Returas from a
Successful Business Trip
to England.

W. A. Ward, who has been absent in
England for the last three months, ar-
rived home Sunday evening, and seen
by a Colonist reporter yesterday, ex-
pressed himself as well satisfied with
the results of his trip and also as to
the business outlook both as regards Bri-
tish Columbia and the interest taken
in its affairs in the motherland.

“Of course;” said Mr. Ward, “I was
not particularly interested in mines, but
during my stay, I heard a great many in-
quiries as to the different propositions.
But the English people are not buying
mining shares at all just now as owing
to the unusually low price of Consols
people who have money to invest are
buying that form of security. While
the interest is low, only 236 per cent,
still a short time ago these securities
were-at a premium of 6 per cenf. and
with large war expenditures provided for
the price is sure to go back again to 106
and this at no very late date.

All the talk about the flow of English
money to this province having been
diverted to East, and other portions of,
Africa, is very largely a mistake, as
few, if any, companies are being floated
just now. The new Companies’ Act
lately passed in the British house of com-
mons, has had the effect of checking the
otherwise almost reckless flotation of
companies as the responsibilities now
resting on' directors and others render
them personally liable to every share-
holder for any mis-statement or Haws in
the prospectus of a company, ]
‘‘Besides this the record of such un-
fortunate fiascos as the Golden Cache,
the Golden River Quesnelle, the Klon-
dike Corporation, as well as various per-
sonal syndicates, has effectually put a
stopper to any taste for *‘speculation”
in mining matters. - What the British
capitalist wants is mining property that
can pay dividends, and the other things
being equal, the bigger the price the bet-
ter the prospect of floating it. As an
instanee, I might mention the fact that
an HEnglishman in whose' company I

not materially advanced, there is little
or no salmon in stock. This is accounted
for by the fact that wholesalers and re-
ltailers have been impoyting l}qge quan-
tities of tea and sugar in anticipation of
the lately announced changes in the fis-
cal policy of the country, with the effect
of concentrating attention on other lines
to exclugion of  tinned goods. But as
soon as these surplus doads have been
lightened and the ordinary demand for
salmon returns, prices are bound to take
an upward move.”

THE GREAT
BLUE HERON

New Race of the Bird Named
“After Provincial Museum
Curator.,

A bulletin. by Frank M. Chapman,
published by the Amenican Museum of
Natural History, says:

“An ethnological collection brought to
the American Museum of Natural His-
tory from Queen Charlotte Island, B. C.
by Dr. Frank Boaz, in 1888, contained
the heads and mecks of two great blue
herons .so remarkable in their intensity
of color as to suggest that the great blue
heron, like many other Northwest Coast
birds, had been affected in color by the
humid climate of that regioxn, :
“Since the date mentioned, thercfore,
a complete specimen of the great biue
heron from the Northwest Coast has
been @ desideratum which we hav: iried
until the present time, to secure jn vain,
In April, 1900, however, Mr. John i"an-
nin, .the well known curator 67 the pro-
vincial mugeum at Victonia, presented
the muséum with an adult great blue
heron from Vancouver Island, but as
this bird, on comparison with the Qieen
Charlotte Island heads and necks, ¢vid-
ently did not represent the estrome de-
velopment of the Northwest Coast form,
it was deemed advisable t> uwuit the
receipt of further matsrial before at-
tempting to characterize a new race.
This material has now been reeceived in
the shape of an adult specimen’ collect-
ed in February, 1901, at Skidegate,
Queen Charlotte * Island, by John R.
Swanton, of the Jesup North Pacific
expedition, whose serviees in this connec-
tion were enlisted through the kind co-
operation of Dr. Boaz. This specimen
fully. confirms the suspicions aroused by
the heads and necks previously mention-
ed, and, together with them and the
Vaneouver Island example, shows the
great blue heron of the Northwest Coast
region, from at least Victoria northward,
to be a strikingly differentiated form,
whiech, in recognition of Mr., John Fan-
nin's services to the zoology of the re-
gion it inhabits, I propose to name
Ardea herodias fannini, subsp, nov.,
Northwest Coast heron.”

THE BOER LOSSES.
Views of Surrendered Commandants.

‘What is the total number of men
who from first to last have fought in the
Boer commandoes? The estimates range
from 25,000 to 120,000, the two extremes
being equaliy ridiculous.
With the object of having some light
thrown omn this matter, your correspon-
dent recently had a talk with Piet De-
wet. He said: ‘““We never counted By-
noners or foreigners who were killed, and
this accounts for the figures published of
our losses in the earlier stages of the
war by Paul Kruger in Pretoria. We
will never know how many we lost, but
I should say not one-third as many as
the British.”
Advoeat Cleaver, erstwhile state pro-
secutor at Pretoria, was more communi-
cative, He surrendered after Diamenad
Hill, but he is thoroughly anti-British,
and is talking about seiltling in Ameri-
ca when he leaves his prison. He is a
barrister of one of the London. Inns.
‘When spoken to on the subject of the
Boer forces, he said: ‘“No man—not
even Paul Kruger—knows how many men
we have armed in this war, Although
we never had more than' 40,000 in the
field at one period, we have had from
the firet,. I should say, about 60,000,
made up of 30,000 Transvaalers, 20,000
Free Staters, 6,000 Cape and Natal
Dutch, and 4,000 foreigners.”
‘When asked about the Boer losses, he
said, almost savagely: “Of course, we
have lost heavily. Our deaths from shot,
shell and bayonet have been a8 large as
yours, but, thank God! we had little en-
teric ‘and no deaths from exposure.” He
attributes this immunity partly. to the
fdct that the Boers were in their own
country and partly to the dislike all of
them have to drinking water. Whenever
and wherever possible, the Boers made
coffee, and when that was not avaijlable,
they would boil the water before drink-
ing it. ¢

In the boom of
rather less than two years ago, specula-
tion in Montreal assumed extraordinary
proportions, and not only did men of
large means and business experience
speculate heavily, but the young girl in
good society gambled away her pin mon-
ey and the petty clerk behind a counter
risked his savings in the purchase of War
Bagle at the time that stock was stand-
ing at the enormous premium of nesrly
four hundrad per cent.. Indeed, so mad
were the times that the chartered banks
were advancing fifty per cent. of the
purchase money on War Eagle to those
accustomed to buy on margins and one
important institution lent, I am informed,
nearly six hundred thousand dollars on
these conditions. These deficiencies have
to be made good and numbers both in
Montreal and Toronto have been ruined
in the proeess. It is estimated that the
loss from mining speculation in the last
two years does not fall far short of
twenty million dollars. We have wit-
aessed in fact another South Sea Bubble
in miniature, and as then so now,the few
good and substantial undertakings suffer
equally the evitable collapse. TUp to the
present time the investment of Eastern
Canadian capital in British Columbia—
not in mining stock, but in actual min-
ing development-—has been:quite as great
as the investment from Great Britain,
and the most disastrous effect’ of the
panic in stocks, is that 'practically no
capital is now available from ‘the East
for the prosecution of actual and legiti-
mate mining undertakings in the prov-
ince, and to this in a considerable degree
is assignable the depression ' and bad
times in the conntry notwithstanding the
largely increased produectivity of  the
developed mines. ~That confidence will
ultimately be restored is of course abso-
lutely assured and it is equally certain
that even before this takes place a sharp
recovery is to be anticipated in the prices
of such stocks as Payne and Centre Star.
Granted even moderately fair conditions
this year our mining progress will be a
sufficient justification of its real and per-
manent importance, and ' the ‘opportuni-
ties for legitimate investment will again
present themselves favorably to far-see-
ing Hastern capitalists. 1t will, however
be long before their is another mining'
stock boom, and the longer it is delayed
the better.

PRESENT CONDITIONS OF LEAD
MINING.

Referring to the suspension’ of opera-
'tions at the St. Bugene mine, tne Moyie
| Leader expresses the opinion that the

low price of lead is due to the fact that
American smelting and refining com-
pany have 70,000 tons of lead which

they can throw on the market at any
| time, - The pri¢e of lead is not 'ikely to
rise until this surplus is worked off.
The fall in the Londoa prices is said to
be due to the heavy shipments from New
York. It seems that the American Smel-
ting and Refining Company in making
contracts with the mines stipulate that
75 per-cent. of the product is to be paid
for at New York prices, and 25 per cent,
at the London price. This accounts for
the shipments to London at a much low-
er price than the New York price.

Another journal published in the great
Idaho lead mining centre, the Coeur
D’Alene, sums up the sitnation as fol-
lows: *“Some may ask why the neces-
sity for a reduction of the normal output
of lead? Those conversant with the rel-
ative history for the past year will make
answer that the ‘“necessity” lies in the
fact that the smeltermen and mine-own-
.ers have quite properly resolved to un-
horse American lead brokers much in the
same manner that the copper eomhine
ronted the copper brokers, and in this
effort they have aroused the malicions
anger of the affected brokers. who. in
the effort to retaliate, have labored to
“kneck” nrices by declaring to the lead
trade—jobbers, manufactiirers: and re-
toilers—that the prices of lead was cer-
tain to drop, and advised to buy sparing-
ly, which advice has beén followed ‘to
sich an extant that hoth manufacturees
and jobbers not only find themselves the
dupes of false prophets, but in danger
of being unable to meet the demands of
any army of impulsive patrons. These
facts serve to explain why the supply of
both erude and refined lead is greater
than the demand. While the lead brok-
ers have mnot entirely abdicated, it is
certain they are about to be forced into
a merited and everlasting retreat. . Thew
have long juggled the price of lead to
their own advantage. and the wonder is
that producers and refiners did not uttér-
ly destroy their mischievous avocstion.
years ago., The demand for lead will be
as_strong as . formerly ere the general
poblic realizes the reasouns. therefore.”

Notice is hereby given that all the unre-
corded water In every river, stream or
lake situated within a belt lying between
the 49th and the 55th parallels of north

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Legislative Assembly,
Monday, 29th April, 1901,

The Speaker took the chairat 2:30.

Rev. Mr, Sweet offered prayer.

Mr. Curtis rose to 4 question of pri-
vilege, ' ‘He read from the Province of
April 25th and complained that it mis--
represented his position on. the railway
policy.

Mr. Martin said’ Mr. Curtis’ attempt
to make an ex parte statement was not
allowable. If such a practice was per-
mitted there would be no end of personal
explanations.

THE BUDGET SPEECH.

On rising to. make his budget speech,
Hon. ‘Mr. Turner was greeted with pro-
longed applause. Mr. Turner said:

Mr.  Speaker. in proposing the motion
for going inte committee of supply, I
shall briefly discuss the public accounts
up to 30th June last. The estimates of
revenue and expenditure for that year
were not made by the present govern-
ment, though one of our provincial news-
papers has made a singular though per-
haps excusable mistake of blaming the
present government for the inaccuracies
in ‘those aceounts. The paper I refer to

is the Vancouver World; in its issue of
22nd’ February last it says:

“ Tt is very easy to see by the accounts
presented to the legislature that last
year was one of elections; the expendi-
ture under the head of public works
largely ‘exceeded the estimates. It will
be remembered that after: the Dunsmuir
government got into power it authorized
the construction of a good deal of public
works in 'mining and other districts
where it was not quite sure of the sup-
port of the members. : The result is
seen in the figures before us. The ‘esti-
mates for the fiscal year ended 80th
Jupe last. contained .the .item, “Works
and Buildings, $49,050’; the actual
amount spent was $108,055, or more
than 100 per cent. excess. For roads,
streets and bridges, $268,560 was placed
on the estimates, ‘while the amount ex-
pended’ was $323,328, ete., ete. There
was no less than $55,020 spent in the
districts on roads, streets and bridges

without the sanction of the legislature,.|

Needless to say, Vancouver got very
little' of this, 'ete., ‘ete. . On' 'the other
side the estimates were away off. Free
miners’ certificates and mining receipts
were below the estimates, while owing
to the energetic action of the predeces-
sors of the present government, timber
royalty colleeted made = &' rTespectable
sum.

as the estimates of the various sources
of revenue were very far out. ‘The
taxes did not produce the sum estimated
by $70,000; but timber royalties and
mining receipts came to the resene, pro-
ducing’ farimore ' than the estimates;
The total result, however, was that the
expenditure- for the year.was.
in excess of the revenue.  This is worthy
of consideration, the large dncredse to
the debt having been made by the party.
that at all times-and in all places had
denounced the present government party
for expending extravagantly; - but! the
most striking thing in connection with
this expenditure is that so little of it
was for publie works. . /The amount for
all public works, roads, streets, etc., was
only . $444750, while the amount ‘for
publi¢ works, ‘etc., in 1898 made by’ the
party now agdin in power was over
$800,000 under - the -estimates preseated:
to the house by myself; = while, too, the
amount in 1897 was $§570,000. 1t is
evident from this that .the party mow
represented by thq oppesition is net. 8o
much impressed s with the impertance of’
opening up and developing province
by public works as isthe present govern- -
ment.  This’is shown by the estimates
made by the latter forf&:e’ eurrent: year
to June 30 next, in which the public
works vote ‘amounts - to: $677,000;.
cating the determination of the govern-
ment to carry out thé old policy of de-
veloping the resources of - the province
with the  discretion which:: has  been
tested and proved by results to be .so
successtul.

Now, turning to the acconnts: for the
present or current year, the estimates of
receipts to June 30 mext are $1,757,239,
and the eﬁgenditure for the same period
is $2,351,871. 'These are Tikely to be
very closely approximated, «as is evi-
denced by:the accounts . for  the half
year to the 31st December last, as the
greater amount of expenditure is made
in that half, while most of the revenue
comes in during the last half of the year,
‘We must. consider that in the first half
of the year the  expenditure is very
large, while the revenue s collected in
the last half—i, e, up to June 30. The
statement referred to Is, ‘therefore, not a
fair criterion of the revenue and exper-
diture of the year.

But the matter we are most interested
in to-day /i the budget for:the coming
year, beginning the 1st of ' July mnext,
Turning to the estimafes, we wsee that

The other increages are of  small
amounts, "and call * for ‘no - comment.
There are, however, two other heads
showing large inereages, namely: - Suc-
cession. duty, $75,000; and Chinese re-
striction, $100,000. A considerable part
of the former, we have reason to believe,
will be paid early in July; but the Chi-
nese vestriction tax is based on arrange-
ments with the Dominion government,
and should the province succeed in ob-
taining what is, I think, its fair claim,
this amount may be further increased.
On the other hand, if we do not succeed,
it may mnot realize the fall estimate.

Now, turning to the expenditure side
of the estimates, we find the amount es-
timated  to be $2,475,385, eor $256,867
more than the expenditure for the pres:
ent year. Of this, $88,650 is under the
head of public debt for increased inter-
est, " Under civil government salaries
the increase is $29, Of this $7.360
arises . prineipally. from: small, additions
to salaries of officials who have been
long .in the - service, and to whom in-
creases' are ‘but just. - The balance is in
connection 'with new ‘offices that have
become . mecessary in . the Boundary
country, in Nelson, in Atlin, and for
two boiler inspectors. . Public  institu-
tions, including the insane asylum and
provincial home, show anincrease of
$6,880, though there is an actual de-
crease for the lunatic asylum, owing 'to
a revision of thé management,

Hospitals and rcharities are put down
for $17,000, showing that gradually the
wants of sufferers in all parts of the
province are being provided for. Under
education there is an increase of $42,567.
Against this, however, is to:be placed
the revenue tax from the eities after the
1st of January mext.

The other limes of expenditure are ap-
proximately the same as for the present
year, except certain increases for the
aid of agriculture. The principal in-
crease, however, for the year is wunder
the head of public works, for which
$804,641 is provided. 'This is  about
$140,000 over the present yéar, and mare
than double the vote passed by the late
government for last year, The whaole
shows * an  estimated expenditure of
$334,584 over the revenue,

This brings me to the point at which 1]
propose to consider our financial position
at the present time, and up to-June, 1902,
after these large expenditures have been
made. i ;

This government practically took over
the accounts on 30th June-last. At that
date all the loan raised in 1899 had been
expended, and when we actually assomed
office there were really no funds. Sev-
eral considerable amounts incurred pre-
vious to that date having had to be paid
from the revenue of the present year.

I' will not criticise at length the policy
of ‘my predecessor in issuing only half
the loan he was aunthorized to do in 1899,
I do not know why he acted in that max
ner. It was a most favorable time for
floating a loan in London..

There is another asset which we have
to consideér in our balance sheet; we have
an asset of 021 owing to the prov-
ince by the Dominion; there are also the
securities under the dyking debentuyres
and the sinking funds lying in London
where the latter amounts to about $850,<

This is the best of evidence that the
province has a good security to offer for
loans raised for legitimate expeunditure in
public, works. It has in process been
clearly demonstrated = that our. public
works of development have resulted in
increasing the revenue, and teaches us
that' we 'should so legislate as to make
the gseets of the province productive
of more revenue. The government is con-
vinced thdt this can only be done
by opening up and developing the prov-
ince.

To show how effectively this  policy
has been we need only turn to the pages
of our history. In 1893-94 our total rev-
enune was $826,60. It is now $2,140.
751, an increase of over 150 per eent. in
eight years, In 1893-94 the expenditure
was $1,594,000; it is now $2,475,000, an
increase of a little over 50 per cent,

At this rate the:revenue in ten years
time will be ‘over six millions, and the
expenditure will ‘be only four millions.
It is well here to consider revenmne and
expenditure from another standpoint, viz.,
what'ig the relative cost of running the
province now, and say ten  years ago.
Civil government and administration ot
justice salaries cost in 1893-94 $270,200,
or 33 per cent. of the revenue. They now
cost. $375,000,.0r not quite 18 per cent.
of the revenue. The cost of running the
country has inereased about 38 per cent.
while the revenue has increased 150 per
cent. "

I think, Mr. Speaker, that what I have
said is only a fair statement of our af-
fairs, up to the 3ist of December last.
I might havesdrawn a much mere opti-
mistie picture of the future as in-consid-
ering future progress I have only taken
it at the rate of the past, whereas, we
all know, that in a new country, and es-

there be advancement, it must, in the
nature of things, be cumnulative. That
is to say, that every one of the resources

- I have alladed to assistance to
agriculturists and I should like to be
able to announce that plans were ready
providing for the placing of settlers on
blocks of land in the prévince.

I must here refer to what appears to
me to be a remarkable fact in the public
affairs of British Columbia, and the fact
is this, that the. expenditure for public¢
works, hospitals and charities, agriculture
and free education, is, I believe, in this
province, greater in proportion than in
any other Britisi province or ¢olony; and
this fact must eventually result in great
advancement and increase of population.

It is evident from:' what I have en-
deavored 'to show, that ‘it is of the ut-
most importance to keep up our reventue;
there are suggestious-on all sides of re-
duction in taxation. Great pressure has
been brought on the government to mod-
ify the mineral tax in. order to relieve,
it is said, the heavy charge on low
grade ores arising under it; bat on the
other hand, strong complaints are made
that it bears harder on the high grade
ores, as the cost for mining high grade
ore is much higher than the cost of min-
ing low grade—in some high grade propo-
ditions going up to $25'per ton for min-
ing—and the cost of mining is not deduct-
ed ‘in the asséssor’s valuation. Whilst

erected, probably the most beautiful pub-
lic buildings in Canada. I have geen in
the same time the revenue grow from
half a million to two million and a quar-
ter, and the expenditure in free circula-
tion alone from $90,000 to $370,000.
These are a few only of the changés dur-
ing my legislative career—~there have
been many in this house. I miss many old
friends from both sides. = It is impossi-
ble for me to refer to these matters, Mr.
Speaker, without being much moved in
contemplating even the probability of
saying farewell to the many friends of
my legislative and executive life, to you,
Mr. Speaker, to my valued friendsi and
colleagues in the govermment, and to all
members on both sides of the house, who
have treated me with constapt courtesy
and consideration.

I can assure you, sir, that should the
course of affairs make it necessary for
me to leave active public life in British
Columbia, I shall always, to the end ot
my'days, give heart and soul in the en-
deavior to promote the welfare and pro-
gress of this magnificent province and
this city, so long my home. {Cheers and
applause.)

Mr. Brown said he did not propose to
criticize the statement of his hon. friend
the minister of finance. He believed
in looking upon' the brighter side of the
shield and in assisting in the grand work
of developing the province to the best
of his ability. He took exception to
Mr. Turner’s attempt to father on the
opposition the remarks of the Vancouver
World. He did not hold himself respon-
sible for the vaporings of any newspaper.
He explained away the charge of extrav-
agance against the late administration
by 'peinting out that he and his friends
did not come into power till after the
bulk of the expenditure had been made.
Mr. Martin should have the eredit of
creating an increase of revenue so far
as‘the mineral royalties were concerned.
He agreed with Mr," Turner’ that the
government should be hold ‘enough 'to
face the expenditure for public works,
but the expenditure should bé made with
eare, so that no money shonld be wasted
on unnecessary works. On 'the whole
he regarded the statement of the finance
minister as a fair and reasonable one,
with. which little fault could be found.
He hoped the province would secure a
larger share of the Chinese head tax;
the province did not get fair treatment
from' the Dominion in that case as well
as many othhers.

The extra expenditure incurred by the
appointment of new government officers
should more than be balanced by the
extra revenue which those officers would
collect. He would not attempt to fore-
tell the effect of the changes in the asy-
lum for the insane at New Westminster,
but hoped they would have a beuneficial
tendency. It was gratifying to hear that
there would be no immediate oceasion for
borréwing additional money as the prov-
ince had sufficient to meet all charges
of interest, sinking fund, ete. He did
not agree with the hon. gentleman in
classing roads, bridges and public build-
ings as assets, although roads, trails
and railways, by opening the country to
settlement and . development might be
considered indirectly as assets. Neither
did he consider the capital amount due
the province from the Dominion as aa
asset, it would be bad finance toask the
Dominion to pay over that money so long
as it paid inteflest at b per cent, =~

Taking up the question of adjusting
the taxation on high and low grade ores
Mr. Brown said the subject required the
most careful consideration to ensure jus-
tice to all converned.

It was acknowledged that Hon. Mr.
Turner was a friend of the farmer and
there was no better method of assisting
the agrieultural industry than by pro-

He concluded by assuring the Hon.
Mpr. Turner. that if he were abont to
retire from active political life he would
carry with him the friendship and good
wishes of every member of the house.
(Applause.) ;

Mr. MePhillips would not have consid-
ered it necessary to speak had it net
been for the coneluding remarks of the
hon. the finance minister. ‘It was grati-
fying that the opposition had no fault
to find with the finaneial management of
the province.

Mr. Martin interrupted, claiming that
the opposition ~had forced the .govern-
ment to recede on the revenue tax bill.

Mr. McPhilips pointed out that in that
instance the government had ‘ntraduced
the measure reluctantly and had acgui-
esced to the unanimous desire of the
house in taking power to withhold put-
ting the act in force unless conditions
actually called for the’ increased tax.
He ecomplimented the government on the
broad minded - policy of -development,
which proved. that they held the inter-
ests of the provinece.as their chief aim,
and had the imménse potentialities which
it ‘possesséd’ constantly before theireyes.

Mr. McPhillipy paid & nigh ‘tribufe to
Mr. Turner’s worth as a public man;
eunlogizing him"for the valuable sérvices’
he had rendered the province, and re-
gretfully referred to the fact that the
counntry  was--about--te- lose .his. strong
personality from its councils.-(Applause.)

Unless he was misinformed there were
large deposits of iron on Vangouver Isl-
and. Why had 16t the government taken
steps to havye it developed? Thete would
be no trouble to get capital to work
those deposits, it matter was taken
iz hand. The Do n subsidy on iron
and steel 'production should encourage
capital, but that might be withdrawn at
any time*and British Columbia’s chance
to develop her deposits would be largely
lost. Continuing, Mr. Curtis pointed out
the great posslbiilties of Vancouver Isl-
and as a steel producer, and showed the
immense trade that might be built up
with India, Australia, Japan and China.

Mr. Curtis went on to ecriticize the
administration for their alleged lack of
enterprise in not encouraging the utiliza-
tion of water powers. He also found
fault with the price of coal, and suggest-
ed that the government should fix a max-
imum price, as the Dominion had done
in the case of the Orow’s Nest Coal Co.
He asked Homn, Mr. Dunsmuir what he
would furnish coal at, to which the Pre-
mier replied, ‘“the same price.”

Hon. Mr. Dunsmuir' explained that the
C. N. C. Co. had only to put the coal on
the cars, whereas the Waellington Col-
liery Co, had to' maintain' the railway,
docks and other works, as well a8 mine
the coal.

Mr. Speaker left the chair at 6 o’clock
and the house adjourned till 8:30 p. m.

NIGHT SITTING.

Mr, Curtis resumed his arraignment
of the general policy of the government.
So far he had not touched upon the es-
timates. He took up the gquestion of
the 2 per cent tax on ore, arguing that
the tax should be on the net profit de-
rived from the ore, and not on its value.
In some cases where the ore cost $35
to mine, ship and treat the miner only
made a profit of $5 to the ton, whereas
he paid on the whole value, In the
case of high grade ores the same anom-
aly existed. He hoped ;the hon. the
minister of finance would adjust this tax
before retiring from office. To make
mining in the province pay it was neces-
sary to secure capital to develop the
mines, and to secure capital it was ne-
cessary to advertise our mining resour-
ces, He cited Colorado as an example
of what might be done in the way of
mining development. If the government
nursed the industry dnd did not kill it
with taxes Southern British' Columbia
ought in ten years to produce one hund-
red million dollars annually, but he
feared that result = would never be
brought about by the present government
It was reported that certain parties
were ‘considering the feasibility of es-
tablishing a refinery iat the Ceast. That
would require direct and cheap transpor-
tation from the interior and a cheap sup-
ply of coal and coke, He hoped the
government 'would . endeavor fo secure
the establishment of that important in-
dustry. He did not believe London the
best place to adwvocate British Colum-
bia. He would be glad to see the prov-
ince represented at Buffalo as the United
States was the country from which we
must look for capital to develop the
mines. Nothing was being done to ad-
vertise British Columbia.

Mr. Turner said booklets and pamph-
lets were being sent out every month.

Mr, Curtis said he did not refer to ag-
ricultural bulletins, but to advertising
the provinee abroad. Mr. Gosnell’s
Year Book was a valuable vélume but
not the kind of advertisement required.
' ‘He would advocate the sending out of
exploring parties to examine every part
of the province and report unon its re-
sources. Too little attention was given
to the interior districts. = He charged
that partiality was shown to some dis-
tricts at the expense of others. ' .

Mr, Turner—You should be ashamed to

- He was not ashamed and he would re-
peat his statement. People were clamor-
ing for a railway  from the Coast to
Kootenay, and the government were deaf
to the ery. ;

The revenue of the province was nearly
one half as large as that of Ontario, and
it was well worth enquiry as to what
value the province received for the large
expenditure. |

Hon. Mr, Turner and Hon, Mr, Pren-
tice reminded :Mr, Curtis that Omtario
municipalities: were practically self-sus-
taining, ‘and that Ontario spent $4,000,-
000 annually on education alone. It was
absurd to eompare the revenue of the
two provinces.

Mr. Curtis congratulated the govern-
ment on the administration of the lands
and works department, which was the
most satisfactory branch of the govern-
ment. He hoped the hon. commissioner
would bring down a practicable measure
regarding the pulp industry, ' He com-
plained that large areas were locked up
which should be thrown open to settlers.
These reserves had been made some time
ago, but they should mow be opened to
settlers. i ‘

My, Brown had intimsated that he (Mr.
Curtis) was ad indefinite article with
regard to the opposition. He would like
to explain his position, 'which he pro-
ceeded to do as follows:: . ;

I'am ds strongly as ever in favor of
the platform’laid down by the Martin
government, - : .

the company. The term for which this
2 per cent. shall be paid is left open fo:
negotiation with the government. Thq
company says that the eastern end of
the reute is already surveyed and that
the men are ready to take the field and
begin the survey on the western end at
once. The contractors and sub-contract-
ors are also prepared fo go to work im-
mediately. The company says that if
the government delays a decision until
later in the season, it will be impossible
to begin work this year, as the engineers,
contractons and others will be set
to work on the Mackenzie & Mann roads
in Manitoba and elsewhere.

WILL PURCHASE
SUPPLIES HERE

White Pass to Furnish Their Ves-
sels From Victoria and
Vancouver.

Mr. E. ‘B. Hussey, of Seattle, purchas-
ing agent of the White Pass road, and
Mrs. Hussey are spending a day or so
in Victorid.  Mr, Hussey has just been
in Vancouver, where he placed an order
for suppliés for his'company’s new line
of steamers on the Yukon. It is the
intention of the company to purchase all
the supplies necessary fo rthe vessels here
and in Vancouver dividing the orders
as equally as‘possible. It would be poss-
ible to 'buy some lines on the Sound
cheaper, even ‘taking in the duty, but as
the trade is rly that of the British
Columbia ci the company will get the
supplies here.. In some lines of canmed
goods, notable vegetables the Canadian
brands are about on a par as to price
with the United States articles, but Mr.
Hussey finds on enquiry that the brands
of such fruits as peaches and pears that
are carried bere. are Californian goods.
Much of the cured meats and all the
canned meats are United States brands
so that these might have been bought in
Seattle if the company had not decided
}o place the orders on this side of the
ine,

Mr. Hussey says he saw in Seattle
last week in the company’s office photos
which had just been reeeived showing
the ‘advance made in the rebuilding of
the three steamers taken North recently
They were well on the way to comple-
tion, and as the photographs were taken
ten days before he had seen them, the
boats must be nearly finished by this
time. Ome of the chief features of the
new vessels will be that they will be
equipped with cold storage facilities and
the company is also erecting at Skagway
a cold storage plant which will enable
the shipment of fresh meats, fruits, vege-
tables and dairy produce.  The Topeka's
cold storage plant is to be enlarged and
the Spokane, the new Northern steamer,
now,, being built at San Francisco, is to
have: a. complete cold storage arrange-
ment, and the City of Seattle and other
vessels in the Northern trade are also
to instal cold storage, so that it will be
possible for Dawsonites to have in the
very.freshest form all the delicacies of
the season.

PASSING OF CHIEF MAQUINNA.

One of Most Noted Indian Chiefs of the
Coast is Dead.

News was brought by the steamer
Queen City of the death of one of the
most noted Indian chieftains of the proy-
ince, Maquinna, chief of the Nootka In-
dians, of the West Coast of Vanceuver
Island. Maquitna is dead in the 65th
year of his age, and because he is gath-
ered to his fathers the illahees and rans
cheries of the Coast aré wrapped in sop-
row. There is weeping and wailing at
Friendly Cove and on Nootka Sound,
and elsewhere on the Coast signs of sad-
ness are prevalent. At the illahees gvey |
which the dead chieftain reigned ' at
Nootka night and day there was'a wail-
ing cry from the huts, and the Indians
were dancing their sorrow dance and
otherwise mourning their dead chief. On
a point looking ‘out to ‘Sea they have
erected a large cairn, the totem, from
which they hold the spirit of Maquinna
is to look out .to sea.

Maquinna was an hereditary chief of
the Nootkas, the descent being traced
on his mother’s side, according to Indian
custom. He was the grand-nephew of
the Chief' Maquinna of 'Capt. Vaneou-
ver’s time—the Maquinna who §6ld Van-
couver Island to Capt. Meares in 1788
for a few sheets of copper and a few
bottles of whiskey, and the Maquinna
who led the massacre of the crew of the
ship Boston, and pillaged and burned
that vessel.

The officers and
men, who are well paid, spend their sal-
aries here, but although this is a goodly
sum, it is as nothing to the amount paid
out as a result of the work done on the
fortifications and providing. accommoda-;
tion for the men and stores. Some in-
teresting- figures have been prepared in
this respect and they are absolutely re-
liable so they can ‘be used with con.
fidence. But before going into the finan-
cial ‘aspect of ‘the quéstion it might be
mentioned that the figures kept at the
naval hospital since it was erected in
1854 show that this station is a yery
healthy one. ' The percentage of sick on
the North Pacific station, according to
these figures; is 2 4-5, while on the China
station it is 916, or about four times
greater.

Taking the navy first' it will be seen
by the following figures that tne pay of
the officers and men on the ships alone
is over half a million dollars annually,
while the cost of the navy yard and hos.
pital increases this sum by over a quar-
ter of a million, making it in all over
three-quarters of a million.

2. Upon the council as the local board of
health determining whether upon com-
plaint or upon their own initlative. that
the existence and state and condition of
the mud flats constitute a nuisance danger-
ous to public health, we think the work of
filling and levelling and acecessory works
may be carried out by the council at the
expense of the munieipality, (such syorks
as may be necessary to remove the nul-
sance.) : }

3. Upon the ecouncil receiving a. petition
In accordance with Section 80 of the M. C.
Act, the moneys necessary to carry out
the work can, we think, be borrowed by a
by-law which must recelye the assent of the
ratepayers, as the cost Is mot/ proposed. to
be defrayed out of the current annual rey-
enue. ‘

4. To enable the council to carry ont the
wishes of the petitioners mentioned in the
petition of the 13th’ April an amending sec-
tion to section 50 shonld be sought from the

The old Maquinna was also responsi-
ble for the massacre of the erew of the
Boston in 1808, and fcr the murder of
seven men of the ship Manchester in
1802. The Boston, an American ship,
had anchored in Nootka Sound off Ma-
quinna’s village, and the chief went on
board. - He was given a fowling piece,
and a few days later brought this on
board and said it was' no geod. Qapt.
Salter, in' 'a rage, took it 'from him and
throwing it  into the cabin, called him
a lar., massacre was planned in re-
venge. Maquinna and his Indians came
on board apparently on friendly terms,
and held a dance, the chief and others
having the huge siwash masks on, and
otherwise regiled in dancing = costume.
Suddenly he gave a signal, and the In-
dians ‘fell ‘on the ship’s erew and mas-
sacred them, rafter a short fight. 'Two
alone survived, W. F, Jewett, the armor-
er, and-J, Thompson, sail maker, The
heads of the other 25 were cut off and
laid in a row ¢n the quarter deck, for
the survivors to identify. Jewett and
Thompson ' remained with the Indians
two years. when'théy were taken off by
the brig Hope, the master of which had
received one of the many letters Jewett
had sent off to passing ships.

The murder of the seven men of the
Manchester took place the year before,
They left the ship and went ashore to
the Indians, with whom they remained a
short time, and then attempted to desert
1o the Wicanninighs, - Midquinna secured
them and killed them ~Y in a horrible
manner. "' !

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‘was quite willing to bring down' the
papers. It was ‘true that applications
for petitions of right had been made. It
was also true that previously he had
asked the companies to bring the ques-
tion before the courts, but they had ne-
glected to do so. It was easy for mem-
bers to say that these companies were
not liable to pay timber royalties, but
he held that they were, and it was the
duty of the government to collect the
royalty and to put to rest any possible
doubt as to their liability by passing con-
firmative legislation.

Mr. Martin did not understand the
Hon. the Attorney-General’'s argument.
If no barrister could be found to express
a doubt as to the liability of the railway
companies to pay this royalty, there was
no occasion for the act recently assent-
ed to. There must have been a doubt
or the companies would not have asked
for petitions of right and which the At-
torney-General neglected to grant. In-
stead he had brought down a bill to up-
hold his own opinion. Mr. Curtis was
reasonable in his contention. Either the
companies were or were not liable, and
they should have an opportunity of prov-
ing their standing in ‘the courts. He
held that this and the . P. R. lands
case were exactly parallel. The C. P. R.
understood and the country understood
that their taxes. would begin from the
date of the contract, and not from the
date of the crown grants, but the com-
pany thought proper to put another in-
terpretation on the law, and the Domin-
ion .parliament declined to attempt to
force an jssue through legislation. If,
as the Hon. the Attorney-General con-
tended, the companies were liable under
the subsidy acts, he should have had no
hesitation in granting fiats .and allow-
ing the courts to decide the question.
He believed in inforcing the rights of
the province, but he did not believe in
legislating people out of their rights,
which was- confiscation of . the worst
kind. FHe had been asked to legislate
against the E. & N. Railway Company,
but he had answered that there was a
confract with the Dominion which
could not be violated.

Mr. Hunter asked if there was any
specific statement in any of the railway
acts under discussion that they were ex-
empt from timber royalties, as was spe-
cified in the E. & N. Railway Com-
pany’s charter.

In answer to Hon. Mr. Eberts, Mr.
Martin acknowledged having collected
timber royalties from the British Colum-
bia Southern Railway Company, under
the }aw then in force, but he had grant-
ed the company a fiat when they asked
for one.

Hon. Mr. Eberts said Mr. Martin had
not granted a fiat, at least he could find
no record of one.

Mr. Gilmour complained that he had
had an amendment to.offer to the bill,
but it had been passed during his ab-
sence from the house. He thought the
companies should pay royalties, but he
thought the courts should be allowed to
determine their liability.

Mr. Curtis approved of the collection
of royalties, but the companies should
be allowed to;test their liabilities in the
courts. Supposé the act were disallow-
ed and the question were eventnally de-
cided in the eourts in favor of the com-
panies, in what position would the gov-
ernment stand? He warned the Premier
that in time to come a government might
pass similar legislation affecting the B.
& N. railway.

The resolution then passed.

The whole ‘trouble was caused by the
Cariboo Consolidated Mining Company,
whose works had undermined the river
banks. He did not wish to detract from
the importance of the company or to
appear hostile to it, but he thought it
rich enough to assume the liability for
the damage it had caused. The Hon. the
Chief Commissioner had no right to
spend the public money on this work.
He would also like an explanation of the
expenditure of $4,000 or $5,000 already
without tender,

Hon. Mr. Wells said in the first place
it was expected that the cost of  the
work would not cost more than $4,000 or
$5,000, and the work was urgent as the
town was in danger of being washed
away.. He hoped the estimated cost
would not be reached. The work would
likely be done for much less, but he
thought it well to provide against possi-
ble contingencies,’ The superintendent
in ¢harge of the work had done his duty
most efliciently.. He had no. repert .as
to the cause of the damage.

Mr. Hunter pointed out to Mr. Martin
that before the Cariboo. IConsolidated
Mining Company could be held respon-
sible it would have to be shown -that
they -had - done -something . -which - they
had no right to do. e ;

Mr. Rogers said the river banks at
that point had ‘been washing away for
years, He would uot say that the fault
lay with the mining company.

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WEEEKLY WEATHER SYNOPSIS.

Victoria Meteorvlogical Office,
April 24th to 30th, 1901.
At the commencement or the week a gen-
eral rise of barometric pressure took place
over the North Pacitic siope, the low area
having moved eastward to Naskatchewan:
cloudy weather and higher temperatures
prevailed and light rain fell along the
Straits and Sound. On Thursday indica-
tions appeared of an ocean disturbance off
Vancouver Island, and the pressure gave
way over the province. On FKriday high
barometer areas centered on the Californian
coast and in Carlboo, the low area of Thurs-
day intervening between them on the Brit-
ish Columbia coast. But little ratn fell,
and frosts were ‘reported, those in' Californ-
ia being bheavy. By Friday night the dis-
tribution ptmospheric pressure became
very irregulal and- unsettled, and on Sat-
urday the baromecter becaise low from Van-
couver Isldnd to California and Utah, at the
same time a belt of high barometer overly-
ing the upper part of the province and ex-
tending across the Rockies into the Ter-
vitories; 'showers were general and light
occurred at vamsu3 :tations. By
Sunday the barometer continued steadily
falling, and to the close of the week the
pressure has continued abnormally low over
this entijre western region. In the North-
west the high barometer area developed
and maintained its position until Monday
niglht, when it began to give way before the
eastward movement of the low area. With
the exception of a moderate local south-
easterly gale on Sunday for which signals
were displayed at Victoria, the winds have
been moderate and the rainfall, though very
general, has not been excessive. Tempera-
tures have been seasonable, and so far very
little damage appears to have been caused
by the frests in the adjoining states. Sev-
eral thunder storms occurred in the North-

At Esquimalt

Released from William Head
Yesterday Morning After Be-
ing Disinfected.

H. M. 8. Condor arrived at Esqui-
malt yesterday morning, having been s
leased from quarantine after the ship
and her company had been disinfected.
She is now at anchor at Esquimalt, with
the Amphion, Icarus and the destroyers,
the smokestacks of which are being
lengthened.

The Condor sailed from Portsmouti
on November 13 and called at St. Vin-
cent December 1, Pernambuco Decem-
ber 14, Montevideo January 4, Valpar-
aiso February 4 and Coquimbo on k'eb-
ruary 9. At this latter port the Pheas-
ant was found anxiously awaiting(her
relief, and she sailed next morning
homeward bound. The Condor left Co-
quimbo on February 20 for Callao, and
thence on her way to Panama she cail-
ed in at two Colombian ports, Tumaco
on March 11 and Buena Ventura on the
13th. TUnfortunately yellow fever is
nearly always rife in these two places,
and before the Condor had been ten
days at Panama it broke out on board.
Lieut. Winthrop was the first case, fol-
lowed at an interval of two days by a
young seaman, and it was decided to

The cause of yellow fever has not, up
to _date, been definitely agreed upon, but
it iy an endemic complaint, and is rare-
ly found outside the infected districts;
Un removal from the infected districts
t!}e attacks become milder, and as a ruls
disappear when the mean temperature
drops below 68 degrees. The Symp’oms
may be briéfly described as follows: Sud-
den high temperature, with vis'out
headache, followed by constant vomit-
ing and great pain, with a rapid dabiiity
and much depression of the patient. ¥ «]-
low fever is supposed by many to come
as the result of inoculation by a certain
kind of mosquito found in swampy, trop-
ical countries, and to some extent this
cause would appear particularly appro-
griate to the cases landed from the Con-

or.

When sailing from Tumaco the ship
grounded and aftér getting off had to
remain at anchor for the night in tho
channel. During the night numbers of
mosquitoes flew on board from the m:un-
grove swamps on either side of the chsn-
nel, and officers and men who were sleep-
ing on the upper deck were badly bitten
A night at anchor was also spent ats
Buena Veoeniura, the next port of ecall,
and similarly here, numbers of moesqui-
toes paid visits to the ship.

From the time of leaving Callas on

on March 28, no leave was given to the
men at all, but bathing parties waat. or
several nights to the Island of Perico,
which is about three miles from Pan-
ama.  Some officials and natives cume
off to see the ship at both Tumaco and
Buena Ventura, and were on bhoeard
about an hour.

The Condor arrived at Acapulco on
April 6, and was of course in gnarantine
the whole time there, but coal and fresh
provisions were allowed to. be sent
alongside the ship. The Admiral was
due' at Acapuléo on the same date, but
as no Warspite arrived, the ship sailed
on April 9 for Esqn.hnajt, in compliance
with a special admiralty telegram. Be-
fore leaving Aecapulco news by telegram
was Teceived from the consul at Pan-
ama reporting that one of the patients, a
stoker, had died, but that the others
were doing well.

Duriug the passage from Acapuleo to
Esquimalt fine weather with steady
head winds of moderate force and slight
sen were experienced as far as Cape
‘Concepcion. From Cape Arguello to
Cape Mendocina strong northwesterly
winds, with considerable sea, were met
with, and the distance made good for
four days was only 370 miles.

Maquinna had visited Hesquoit ang
Chief Michel there, and the Hesquiot
tribesmen had insulted him. He had not
been received as a chief should and on
saying so he had been told that he was
no chief at all. Going back to Friendly
cove he sat beside the drift wood fire i
h;s illahee, and for two days and two
nights he sat there without eating and
thqught of a revenge to take on the Hes-
quiots. His “sick tum-tum” remained
with him, as he said to one of the seal-
ing captains to whom he told the story,

He wanted to take his fighting men up
to Hesquoit, burn their village and ki
some, this.would not do, for if he had the
“King Geéprge men” would send up a
warship and he and his fighters would be
taken on board and his village burn per-
haps, Then he thought of other ways,
but none were suck as would cause hin,
to have a “kloosh tumtum” instead of his
“sick tumtum?”, until at last he thought
of “making the Hesquoits ashamed”.

Maquinna then sent out among his
tribesmen and found how many sea-otter
skins they had in their huts. Some had

as many as three hundred, and altogether

there was a large number, for then the
sea-otter had a small rookerie near
Nootka. As the otter skins represented
a value of from $500 up, they were quite
valuable, and that the tribesmen gave
them up willingly when ‘Magquinna call-
ed upon them to potlach them, speaks
volumes for his power as chief. They
were “potlatched” thdugh, and Maquinna
and a flotilla of canoes containing his
tribesmen went to Hesquiot.

Arrived at Hesquoit the canoes drew
up in line off the beach and Maquinna
called to Chief Michel who had gathered
with his tribesmen on the beach. Then
taking up a sea-otter skin, Maquinna
took a knife and deliberately ent it into
shreds, and threw the pieces away.

Michel did likewise, but the Hesquoites:
had by no means as many sea-otter skins
as had the Nootkas and soon their skins
had been exhausted and Michel could
not. follow Maquinna as he destroyed the
skins. He however took a bear skin,
but as this was by no means as valuable
a skin as the otter skins, the honor was
all to the Nootkas and they taunted the
Hesquoits. At last, after Michel had
broken a war canoe or two and destroy-
ed other property, and Maquinna had
continued destroying the sea-otter skins,
Michel was forced to admit that he and
his tribe were ashamed and the Nootkas
had won the day. They had made the
Hesquoites ashamed. that done peace
was soon made, but as he who destroys
the most property is the chief among the
siwashes the Nootkas had won the day,

DISAPPEARED.

Inguiries Respecting the Whereabouts of
W.. 7. McLeo_d, Insurance Agent.

The disappearance of Mr. W. J. Mec-
Leod, a guest at the Allan house, be-
tween February 25 and 28, is causing
his friends no little apprehension, says
the Rossland Miner.

There weére new developments yester-
day when Mr. J. H. Broek, general man-

ager of the Great West Insurance Com-
pany reached the eity and instituted in-
quiries, whieh thus far have proved
fruitless. Mr. Mcleod was an agent of
the company and did considerable policy-
writing here and at Nelson.

The missing man always stopped at
the Allan, and ' as he was a frequent
visitor his going and coming were &o
frequent that his absence was not noted
until a day or two after he had disap-
peared, when it was found that he had
left most of his baggage and all his pri-
vate papers behind., He ‘always paid his
bills and was guiet in his behavior.
