O'Donnell dogged Carey from London,
Both ssiled on the steamer Kinfauns
Castle. The government havs little doubt
that Cirey was followed from Dublin,
They believe the fenians took the most
elaborate measures to prevent his escape.
According to the latest accounts the wur-
der  oocurred at sea, Carey was
mot killed outright but died shortl
after he had beer shot. O'Donuell
surrendered quietly. He was put in irons
-and surrendered o the police when the
Melrose arrived at Port Eiizabeth.

Carey was travelling under the name of
Power, His family were with him, Carey
embarked at Dartmouth, From Madeira
he wrote to the authorities describing the
voyage, He said he had shared in a con-
versation in which the invincibles and the
miscreant Carey were especially denounced,
H , said he intended to forget that Ireland
uver existed,

Later advices show that Carey was shot
while landing from the Melrose at Port
Elizabeth, O'Donnell was arrested,” The
Government had taken special and expen-
sive measures to Carey.

The news of Carey’s death has caused
msny exhibitions of delight on the streets
in Dublin.

The Wide Range of English Law as Illus-
trated in the Mercer Case.
From the London Times.

strongly contrasted in every circumstance
of their character and origin as to derive an
added interest from their juxtaposition,
If it be true, as may plausibly be
maintained, that the bistory and charagter
of a polity are nowhere more clearly
written than in its legal system, the
people of this country may look with
pardonable pride upon a tribunal which
turns from eousidering a case arising out of
the English vonquest of Bindostan to one

ada, Other nations are great in their
various ways, but none can show such a
record of far-reaching influence and ardu-
ous effort as is implied by that simple collo.

farthest ends of the earth asking for
final decision of cases arising under
and governed by local law. The
Canadian ease in its legal form has a some-
what complicated and forbidding aspect,
but the question at issue is capable of simple
statement. It is whether the right of the
crown vo escheats in Canada has devolved
ugon the dominion or upon the province.
There is no guestion upon either side as to
the original tenure of Iand granted to set-
tlers in nger Canads. It is held of the
crown in *free and common socage,” as
that tenure was defined in the reign of
Charles II., whey it superseded the feudal
tenures, to the gréat advantage, as our mo-
dern land theorists contend, of the nobles
osod the great loss of the realm,
Escheat, however, is an incident
of feudsl tenure which was mot
abolished, and henee it domes that when a
tensat dies in Oanads without heirs his
land reverts to therepresentative of the Fng-
lish crown. The Oantario courts decided
that the province is entitled to the ‘‘casual
profit” thus accruing to the superior, The
supreme court of Canada reversed this
decision, declaring the government of Can*
ada to be the lawful heir of the rights of
the crown, The judical committee, after
mpoh nice balancing of conflicting consider-
ations, has decided in favor of the province
of Ontario, The point, it will be seen, is
a sufficiently curious one, were it only for
the way in which it illustrates the contin-
uity of law, and the remoteness of the causcs
ghloh operate in the ordinary affairs of the
ay.

¢ BY THE BARTHQUAKR, !

One Thousand People Wounded—Sueccor
ing the Survivors — Heart-Rending
Scenes.

Narres, July 30,—Prof. Palmieri, direc-
tor of the meteorological observatory on
Mount Vesuvius, states that the disaster on
the fsland of Ischis was not due to earth-
quake, but to a subsidence of the ground,
The scenes here are heart-rending. The
hospitsls are crowded with wounded, sud
the dead-houses are filled. The bodies of

several N tan ladies have been recov-
ered frow rainte, ¥ive hotses remain
standing at Casamicciola, ;

There were many women and children
among the victims of the earthqake, Fifty
wooden huts will be built for the survivors,
The municipal anthorities are sending re-
lief to the island and doing sll they can to
alleviate the distress, Most of the corpses
recovered are so discolored by dirt that
even after being washed the features are
unrecognisable, All the polite fotce of Cas-
amieviols was killed. A boat has arrived
contlinmf the bodies of 24 infants,

Of the foreigners stopping at Casamicciola
only those af tbebih‘e:dm were saved. ]
survivors were obliged to the night in
darkness without daring top.:on, evsn to
assist those calling for belp beneath the
ruins, There is little hope that the latter
are still alive, According to the latest esti-
mate B000 persons perished, Three soldiers
searching for victims were fatally injared,
Subscription lists have been opened througha
cut Italy for the distreksed,

It is now stated as certain that four thou.
sand ms perished on the island of
Ischia. T'he stench from: desd human beings
and animals is almost unbearable, Several
men and women were" ftéscued from the
ruins this morning. Many more might
have been saved if a larger force of rescuers
had been available earlier. Many persons
were heard groaning duering the night and
were dead before they could be reached.

The survivors say 37 persons are entombed
in a room in the hotel Piccols. Count Zer-
gardi after three hours of éxhausting labor
rescued 11 persons, bt failed to accomplish
the principal object of his efforts, the saving
of his sister. The play at the theatre on
Saturday night was a burlesque opening
with an earthquake scene.

Romr, July 30.—The newspapers appear-
ed to-day with mourning borders, Many
reople injured in Ischia will be cripples for

ife. The dead at Forio number 800, at
Laccoameno 500, at Fontans Serraro 200.
Twenty-four children perished in the Miseri-
cordia asylnm, The king and queen have
subscribed 100,000 lire, and the pope 25,000
for the sufferers.

Two thousand soldiers are digging in the
ruins and had saved a thousand iives up to
midday on Sunday and exhumed twenty-
four persons alive on Monday.

They are con-
fronted with the appalling fact that ome
company—we might rather say one man,
for Jay Gould is, in fact, the Western
Union—has the power to cripple all the
financial an1 commercial operations of this
continent, and to stop all the sources of
rapid intelligence in an instant., The peo-
ple are waking up to the danger of allowing
such tremendous power to rest in the
hands of a few men, to be used by them
solely for their own selfish purposes.

As the time approaches when the present
fleet of upper iake steamers, running bs-
tween ports of the Oatario peninsula and
Thunder bay, is to be augmented by the
splendid new vessels now buildiag for the
C P. R, theimportance of our great north-
western water-stretch becomes more evident
to everybody. The truth is that, once a
sufficient number of vessels thoroughly fit
and suitable for the Lake Superior voyage

JAMES CAREY’S FATE.

Nobody will be surprised at the death of
the 1rish informer Carey, nor at the tragical
manner of it, There was of course the
possibility of his outwitting the dire pur-
suers, who were constantly on his track for
his blood, and obseuring himself long
enough to deceive the world of his identity,
and to live down the memory of his crimes;
but such a life must have been to him at
best a weary burden.

No one can say that Carey’s fate was un-
deserved, even though the hand that
struck him down is none the less that of a
murderer, He was equally cuilty with bis
comrades who expiasted their crime
with their lives; he only escap-
ed their fate by adding ¢o
assassination the other base crime of
treachery, oue of the unhappy devices of
which the law does not disdsin to avail
itself for the detection of criminals. Stung
by this ast, his relentless avengers have
taken his life. Thus has blood followed
blood; but let us hope that with the due
vindication of the law upon O’'Doonell the
last scene of the dreadful Pheenix park tra-
gedy will have been enacted. Let us hope
that all true friends of Ireland will hence-
forth scorn assassination as a political
method, as despicable as it is ineffective,
and more and more realize the potency of
peaceful constitutional agitation by means
of the ballet bex, the hustings and the press,

All this finely-detailed story was kmocked
on the head yesterday by a brief cable de-
spatch announcing that going on a South
African cosst stesmer from the Cape to
Port Elizabeth he was shot dead by a fel-
low-passenger named O’Donell.  While
rumor was locating him in Montieal he
was mapy thousands of milrs away on the
other side of the globe,

Carey’s fate will be s w.rning to inform-
ers, wa should say, to Irish informers, at
all events, Legally O'Donell (if that be
certainly his name) is gnilty of murder ;

mw ! If, as the despatch indicates, Carey
w.i: shot on board the steamer, O'Donell
could not possibly have escaped arrest ex-
cept by trusting Limself to the doubtful
chances of a jump overboard ; and that
would surely have been mentioned had he
tried it, What the South African suthori-
ties are likely to do with him we shall very
shortly hear.

STRIKES AND POSTAL-TELE-
GRAPHY.

To the Bditer of The Werild,

S1r: The telegraph operators’ strike seerus
to have developed in some sanguine minds
s new form of faith in the ability of govern-
ments to engage successfully in business
competition,  This phsse of thonght limite
itself at yresent to the ides of postal-tele-
graphy, ignoring, or rejoicing in, the corol-
lary of new prizes for office-seekers which
must then ensue, and the furtaer spread of
political corruption by so much as politicsl
patronage is thereby incressed. These en-
thusiasts, for the good of humanity snd tke
good of the party in power, urge as a con-
sideration in favor of postal-telegraphy, the
successful work done by the postoffice de-
partment; and it is f that the cases
are not atall ilel. It is one thing to trust
s government official with s sesled letter,
by whom sent he knows mot; but
it is quite amother thing to en-
trust an o message to a whole
series of officials, some of whom will me-
cessarily be mere 1ads, under the centrol of
others whose bidding they must heed if
they hope for preferment. Until the poli-
ticsl stmosphere attaics 8 mach higher de-’
gree of purity thas prevails st present, the
public—sye, even the extreme ‘‘party”
men—will ocontioue to prefer their tele-

raph work done by com or indivi-
5.;.;. whose interests lie ,eatirely in serv-
ing their cnstomers well and honestly,
whose servants do not attain their positions
through politieal = patronsge — comipanies
who are well aware that to ‘“‘fleece” the

ublic outrageously in the matter of rates
z certsin to result in ;llo formstion of op-
position compsnies. For mo government
dare refuse .p::‘wkr tos uoogd, s third,
or s fourth telegraph oy should there
arise a just snd reasonsble public outery
agsinst monopoly.,

Nor is it the business of »
government to enmter into competition
with its subjects in matters of business,
If a needed service eannot be sdequately
performed by private enterprises in matual
competition, or the fesr of i#, under equal
laws, then indeed ionrnmont may snd
ought to step in ani do the work for the
whole people, charging nc rate whatever
for the special service, but adding its cost to
$he geseral burden of saxation to be borpe.
Precisely ss tolls sre being abolished on all
roadways, so it must and will come that the

servioe, it it is to remain as s govern-

rate for the letters earried. Every man,
woman snd child benefits directly or indi-
uctlﬁb‘y the postal service, by then
should its cest be defrayed by a special
tax levied upon each letter any more than
the cost of road-muking should be charged
upon spy vehicle passing over them? If
we are prepared to apply this view of gov-
ernment ‘‘roads” to government ‘‘rail-
roads,” there may be something to be
said in favor of *“‘government railways”
8s & service which all peed in this
age, which therefore should be performed
equally for sll, at the cost of a!l, distributed
pro rata in the same manner as the general
taxation. Teclegrapby as yet hardly comes
under this category. .It is chicfly a ne-
cessity in business circles, who may bs Jeft
to pay for it and can be safely left to maa

e it as & business enterprise. [ may,

T time, outgrow this sta’e, but the
time is not yet. Until then its absorp ion
into s governmeut depsartment wouid be &
hindrance to progress in inveation and
sdaptation, as those coversant with the
subject will admit has bsen the case in
Great Britsin, The inveator who mus’
butt sgainst officisl red-tapeism and siu-
pidity ere he can even attain s hesiing is
apt to take his wares elsewhere, Let us
ask ourselves, bad railways at their first in-
ception been momopolized as a government
service would they bave been as rapidly
perfected or extensively used as mow.

Do the telegraph operators eagerly long
fer postal telegraphy ? If so, let them
compare the wages they now riccive with
the rates paid to cheir brethern in Eoglaad.
Had they dome this before striking, and re-
fl cted how readily their places might be
supplied from the overplus there, they
would bardly have listened to the mis-
leading counsels of a foreign brotherhood, at
least uotil our boasted ‘N, P.” had been
equalized 80 as to impose a heavy protec:
tive duty upon the importation ef foreign
labor, Either let us have . absolute “‘free
trade,”” both in merchaniise and labor, or
else sn equsl “‘protection” alike to native
manufacturers »nd those who mske them.
This is the lyncb-piu of the **N, P,” which
was—perhaps purposely—left out, and the
lack only discovered when the camber-
some machine has traveled a bis.

Freedom to trade in goods, to select any-
where whatever commodities are found to
be most, useful and obtainsble by exchange
is one man’s inslienable ‘‘right,” co-equal
with the “right” of each man to sell
his own labor in any merket
where it is most in demand, or
to hirethe labor of others with their free
consent, ‘‘Combinations” to prevent the

Both
forms of attempted “‘protection” are inimi-
cal to the preservation of individual free-
dom. Eaotered into at first with the sim
tyrannically to restrict the equal liberty of
others outside the ‘‘ring”—whether that
*ring” be a nation or a trade union—such
ostensible ‘‘protection’ is far more reslly s
tyrannous interference with the individual
‘‘righta” of those within it,

Such efforts ever will, and always do,
fail of success, because they are totslly
contrary to the eternal laws of that Evernal
One who ever seeks to preserve to man his
indiviiual freedom. Homen laws, 0
based, although voicing forth thus the
will of & majority, ' are therefore
writven in sand. Foundstionless
they fail to maintain themselves before the
first stormy wind of public outery for equity.
The best, the only, protection to labor
against oapital will be found in the jealous
guarding by each of his individual 1cedom

OUR LACROSSE COERESPONDENT
RETURNS FROM FARKE.

Having Loaned His Guide-Book He is Mum
on What He Ssaw—The Team Turning
Thelir Thoughls Homeward.

NEwcAsTLE-ON-TYNE, July 14, 1888,

DeAR WoRLD: About ten - days ago 1
chanced to read somewhere the 'maxim,
“All work and no play makes Jack a dull
boy,” and it struck me that Jack snd I
were similarly constituted so I voted my-
gelf a holiday. and went to Paris, I am
sure the readers of The World have been
anxiously waiting to hear from me and 1
must apologise to them and promise reform,
Unfortunately just at the preeent mo-
ment the correspondent of the Mail has
possession of my guide book and volume of
poems and is locked in his room making up
a letter, so I cannot inflict upon you the
flowery description of Paris and other
French cities that 1 had intended. The
most lasting impression made upon my mind
by the trip was the marine portion of it,
It I have to cross sgain from England to
France or vice verss, they can’t build that
tannel too quickly. :
And now to get back to the affairs of the
Canadian lacrosse team. On Saturday,
Jupe 30, we played our first match in
Sheflield on the Bramall Lane grounds, and
on Monday following played at the same
place, Both matches were attended by
very large crowds, and the game seemed to
take exceedingly well. Tnere is a lacrosse
club in Sheffield and they had a match
with the Indians on Saturdey after our
game was over. The play was of the
species known as ‘‘Rag,” and was great fun
for the onlcokers, I noticed several of the
Indians with black eyes afterwards and ex-
pect it wasn't quite such good fun for themn,
On Monday evening the team accepted
an invitation to visit Cammell & Company's
iron works, a place where 7000 hands
are employed. We have had many warm
receptions but this one was decidedly hot.
From the religious conversation indulged
1n by the boys on their way back to the
hotel I judge that the sights they had wit-
nessed had made more impression upon
them than the perusal of Dante’s Inferno
would.
We played in Harrogate on
ternoon. It had been raining sll day and
the ground was like a marsh. The game
reminded us all very forcibly of a certain
championehip match a few years ago, when
both teams at the close of the game were
clothed in a uniform of mud.. At the re-
quest of the club in Harrogate we agreed to
repeat the dredging again in the morning
following. The ground was i a little better
condition and we had a good game. The
same evening we played again at Leeds, It
rained during the match and we were a very
washed out crowd at the finish. Eight of
the Indians after the close of the play with
us gave vhe Leeds club a practical illustra-
tion of “‘lacrosse and how to play it."”
On Wednesday we played at Dewsbury
on aground over 600 feet above the town,
It was like playing on the citadel at Quebec.,
The Indians gained a victory there princi-
pally on_account of the roughness of the
tield. Friday at Bradford some people who
had no doubt seen the Indians win at
Dewsbury backed them to win agan and
paid them to play hard. The game was a
very rough one and the Inoians got the
worst of it. We won 5 games to 4 and then
played the Bradford cluba gawe, beating
them easily.
On Saturday we played at Wakefield on
a very good ground and before a large
crowd. The Iodians had a match with
the Wakefield club, the holders of the
champion flags for Yorkshire and polished
them off in the usual way. Leaving Wake-
field late on Saturday evening Liverpool was
reached about 2 o’clock Sunday morning.

A Chapter of History.
From the London Times.

The modern spirit of toleration, mingled

with 8 good deal of indifferentism, is re-

pelled by the hot zeal which is kindled by

the stirring strains of ¢ Boyne Water,” by
toasting  *the ' glorious, pious, and im-

mottal memory” of William III., and by
brandishing orange flags in the faces of Roe
man catholic descendants of the seldiers of
James, Historically, however, the protest-
ant and Saxon colonists of Ulster have no
reason to be ashamed of the chapter of his-
tory which- was_ practically closed by the
battle of Aughrim, The victory may
have been abused, its frnits way have
been misspent and wasted, but what if
it had been a defeat? The tyrannical
policy of protestant ascendanoy was ruinous,
bat iato how much deeper ruin would the

sucoess of James and his Irish adherents and
French suxiliaries have plunged the two
countries? It is somewhat remarkable that
the Englishry of Ireland should have chosen
the auniversaries of the battles of the Boyne
and of Aughrim, the lst and the 12th o

July, as the dates specially consecrated in
the calendar of orangeism, Those trinmphs
were won mainly by foreifn arms, At the
Boyne it was to William in person sand to
the gallant Schomberg that the chief share
of the glory fell. At Auﬁhrim the Dutch
Ginkell and the Huguenot Ruvigny divided
the honor of the achievement which shat-
tered the Jacobite cause in Ireland, Yet
the colonists of the *‘Black North! are able
to point to deeds still more ° glorious,
because sccomplished with inferior means
aod in presence of-greater dangers, It is
doubtful whether ~ the battles of the
Boyne'and of Aughrimwould ever bave been
found—at

victory of the Euniskilleners, led by a
Wolseley, st Newton Butler. But these
critical c»perﬂ.imui priceless as the results
were, could not fail to be overshadowed by
the more decisive campaigas of the succeed-
iog years. When orangeism, as & political
organization, was called into existence, the
struggle between Jacobites and Williamites
had passed into the phase of legendary
vagueness.

French revolution, shortly after a faction
tight on a great scale between the ‘‘Pee -0’-
Day Boys” aod the Defenders, popu arly
known as the battle of the Diamond, Then,
it was that the anniversary of Aughrim ob-
 tained the most prominent place, among
the festivals of Irish Protestantism, that
“Boyne Water” became the war
song of the Saxon colonists of Uls-
ter, and that the memory of William of
Orange, one of the coldest and Jeast
passionate of statesmen, was chosen to reB-
resent a form of zealotry with which he
would have had no sympathy, The aonals
of orangeisws during the present century are
not pleasant reading for those who desire to
see the extinction of traditional feuds, and
especially of sectarian sntipathies, But we
bave to deal with the facts as we find them,
and smong much that is coarse and repellent
in the doctrine and practice of orangeism
we are bound to admit that' its vitslity is
a proof of the intense and deep-seated
loyalty of the protestant element in Ulster
to the British connection. We are not pre-
,ared to acknowledge that the resnlt of the

onaghsn election has disproved the ex-
istence of feelings which have been so
thorongbly incorporated with the life and
character of the sturdy yeomanry and
shrewd men of basiness of the ‘“Black
North.” At all events, we are inclined to
wait for corroborative evidence before as-
senting to the couclusions which Mr, Par-
nell and his psrty wéuld have us draw from
that event,
