Thoe Customs Law,

On motion that the House go into Com-
mittee of Supply Mr. Holton offered
an amendment dealing with the adminis-
tration of the customs law.

He moved a resolution declar-
ing the expediency of amending the Customs
Actso as to relieve the honest . importer
from danger of oppression, and providing
in case of persons charged with' violation
of the law that no one shall be subject to
fine or forfeiture except after a fair and
public trial, and that no officers making-
seizures shail participate in fines impmﬁ
for offences for which such seizures are
made. '

Hon. Mackenzie Bowell admitted that
there was room for much diversity of
opinion as to how the Customs law should
be carried out, but he objected to the nature
of the specificcriticisms justmade. He denied
that he had sanctioned the receipt by cus-
toms officials of remuneration irom im-
porters except pay for work Yerfqrmed by
the importer's request outside the nsusl
office hours. He showed that every
who considered that his goods had bgen un-
justly scized now got an oppol nity of
taking his case into court if he asked for it,
but that it would be inexpedient for the
Government to take every case inito court,as
there were about 1100 seizures in a year and
meny of these of a very trivial character.

He defended
Limself with a stick or cane, which suhsequent
evidence went to show was tour feet long and
three-quarters of an inch in diameter. He
alleged that the defendants kuocked him
down, struck him and kicked hun. In the
affray Lis nose was brokeu. Dr. Charlton,
County Constable Graw, Mys. Patterson and
Mr. Putterson wers also called for the pruve-
cution.

Awmong the witnesses for the defence, James
Jarvis, the ex-constuble’s father, was called.
Mr. Murdoch asked bim what character his
son had borne in the past. Torthis Mr. Irving
objected, but the witness beiug somewhat
deaf, Mr. Murdoch could mnot cheek
the inevitable answer, which  was of
course favorable to the defend.nt. Deputy
Chief Stuart said that durmng the eight or
nine years Jarvis had been on the force, with
the exception of the last three or four
months of his service, his character had been
very good.  Inspector William Ward, of No.
2 Division, was also called. The defendant’s
character as & policeman, he said, had been
fair. There had been reports against him in
that capacity, but he did not think they
would affect his character as a private citizen.
He had been dismissed from the force for
being under the influence of liquor, and, the
Inspector added with great reluctance, for
being found in a disreputable bouse. The
jury was out about an hour, and then brought
in a verdict of guilty, with a strong recom-
mendation to wercy as to Daniel and Lewis
Jarvis.  With respect to the chdrge of
larceny against- the defendants Mr. Irviog
said the Crown would offer no evidence.

,which are but the natural and logical outcome
of the present relations of Stateand Church in
the Provinco of Quebec will not briog about
religious equalily in that Province.

That thie Constitution of Cannda should be
so amended that it shall be unlawful for any
Province to establish or maintain & State
Church or confer special powers ‘on any
religious body or any of its members as such,
and it is the duty of the Government and Par-
liament of the Dominion 10 obtain such amend-
ments to the Act of British North America as
will carry these changesinto effect.
