I'have not on behalf of myself, partner or 
agent, any interest, directly or indirectly, with 
any contract with the municipal corporation.

Mr. Wallbridge promised to establish all 
this ground, and commenced an argument 
which lasted nearly five hours.

In our last issue we deplored the loss to 
Canadian Literature of the late Professor 
K. L. Jones. We now mention with regret 
the death of the well-known- Canadian poet 
and novelist, John Talon Lesperanoe. Some 
years ago Mr. Lesperanoe, under the 
pseudonym of “Laclede," contributed a 
series of brilliant literary articles to The 
Montreal Gaaette, of which he was for a 
time one of the éditera He was at different 
periods editor of The Illustrated Canadian 
News and The Dominion Illustrated.

Lesperanoe has been a power in Canadian 
literature.

His wt*s » constructive influence, and many

About Assignees.
In relation te tbs winding up of insolvent 

estates we are feat approaching a condition 
of things which to honeet and right-minded 

deplorable. Our province Is 
flooded with men professing capabilities as 
assignees (aa their circular» and advertise­
ment» read) quite sufficient to render them 
eligible for Finance Ministers, but which 
professors have shewn of late too much foad- 

for absorbing the whole of the assets of 
estates which cheek has enabled them to 
clutch end then quietly leaving the country. 
Within a short period Toronto has furnished 
no less than three such examples, and the 
time has "arrived when our merchants can 
fittingly stop to consider bow it is that such 
upstarts, without character, reputation or 
capability, can secure oootrol of the estates 
they invariably plunder. We have been 
reared on the supposition that the capable, 
the honest and the efficient man will always 
be preferred to the adventurer, but it cer­
tainly seems now as it this supposition waa 
only a supposition. There are men who 
have done duty as assignees amongst V» for 
years and whose names are unemirobed and 
clear, and yet these men seem to obtain only 
about one half the loaf, aa it were, of the as­
signments.

We are aware of the fact that our mer­
chants era described by oar lawyers, our ac­
countants and our assignees as like unto peas 
on a hot griddle: Changing from one lawyer, 
or accountant, or assignee to another with 
sleight-of-hand kind of rapidity, allured by 
the new practitioners’ pretentious announce­
ment of speedy work and small charges—the 
nimble sixpence racket—-without looking far 
enough ahead to see that among our as­
signees, for instance, the honestfand capable 
man shows up all his transactions and pays 
over to creditors the funds he holds in trust 
fpr them—while the other class coyer UP all 
they can with the darkness of night, and 
when by loud protestations they fail to se­
cure fresh business they leave.

Of course we understand that assignees 
are supposed to be abopt a# well paid for 
their services aa most meo—end in this re­
gard we would say that persons holding posi­
tions of trust, like them, and fulfilling 
their duties Intelligently and honestly are 
entitled to good pay because of their respon­
sibilities; and in construing the meaning of 
good pay we have looked for light to the 
records of what is done in this line in Eng­
land and Scotland and we are free to admit, 
and at the same time we are sufe that our 
announcement will, be wondered at by onr 
merchants, that the pherges et our assignees
_that is the responsible ones who furnish
creditors with correct accounts of their re­
ceipt, and disbursements and tees-r!» as low 
e# any reasonable man would desire. The 
charges of such Ontario trustees is within a 
decimal of one-third what the charges of 
the official liquidators of England and Scot­
land amount to, from which the inference is 
fairly drawn that our responsible assignees 
are not too well paid, to say the least of It, 
and that $be charges by this class of men 
have been lowered to meet the competition 
of men who profess everything, pay nothing 
and now and then “get out" in response to 
the ill-advised demand of our merchants 
who jump around from one man to another 
—searching for the unknown who will be 
honest and Just and charge next to nothing 

‘for his services and responsibilities. Herein 
are our merchants foolish.

Lat us look a little further. Human na­
ture is human nature. If an assignee does 
well by his clients, Is honest, capable aui 
expeditions, and is therefore respected, 
praised and encouraged, bis efforts are stimu­
lated; but if he is slighted on the first 
sion for anew, untried man—because of that 
new man’s lend protests of unequaled 
though untried skill—surely the best means 
of encouraging honesty and fair prac­
tice is loaf in the chimerical search for 
the impossible. The best way to secure 
good service is to help those who work for 
you, by counsel, advice, by loyalty. Choose 
the man whom you know to be just. Choose 
him caret oily and then stick to him until 
you find that he is incapable.

The Ottawa Mayoralty Case.
Mr. Justice Mac Mahon on Saturday made 

an order in the Ottawa quo warranto case on

Christian Guild.
As considerable misapprehension seems to 

exist in various quarters regarding the pro­
ject for a union building for woman’s work 
in our çity, considered by the various socie­
ties now more than a year ago, it has been 
thought advisable to make public a state­
ment of the action of our association with re­
gard to this scheme. At the regular month­
ly business meeting held in tbe month of De­
cember, I860, a deputation from the Women’s 
Christian Temperance Union waited upon 
us to lay before our members a plan for a 
union building for women’s work, such build­
ing to include facilities for the requirements 
ot the different societies. Three bodies were 
specially mentioned, namely: tbe W. C. 
temperance Union, the W, Ç. Association 
and tne Y. W. C. Guild. That same eve, 
wiuie the deputation remained, mauy of our 
members expressed their hearty approval, 
and a committee of seven was appointed to 
meet witu committees from the other associa­
tions to consider this subject.

In the meantime the scueme was laid be­
fore other societies, aud on Feb. 3, 1800, 
about eight weeks subsequent to the visit of 
the deputation, we were notified that a con­
ference would be held on the evening of tne 
16tn, and our secretary was requested to in­
form the committee appointed oy us a few 
weeks previous that a meeting of tne com­
bined committees would be held on this date. 
The conference was held. Tue W. U. Asso­
ciation has since made public in the last 
annual report of tnat body, issued in April, 
1500, the reason wny they did not accept this 
plan. At the conference all the delegates 
worn the Young Women’s Christian Guild 
expressed themselves as favorable to the 
project, stating most emphatically that the 
advantages would outweigh the disadvan­
tages. A few of the delegates from tne W. 0. 
temperance unions, notauiy the representa­
tives of tne Young vV omen’s Canstiau Tem­
perance Union, favored the plan; others 
were uudecUed or opposed. Then the 
matter came up in the respective societies for 
a final consideration .and conclusion, since 
whicn time the guild has never heard offi­
cially a word oi a union building nor the 
reason why the plan was abandoned.

to-day over their private wire from W. G. Mc­
Cormick & Co. of Chicago: The wheat market 
this week has developed two distinct types of 
scalpers on a large scale. The first are bulls who 
are buying wheat on the strong caoles and the 
damage to foreign crops, and who believe this 
damage great enough to make a demand uot 
only for the present crop of wheat but 
next crop, even though it may be a large one. 
This party have bought on a large scale when­
ever May struck 101. The other faction are 
equally large scalpers, and believe that having a 
large crop in prospect our present price dis­
counts any demand that we may have from 
abroad, especially as the very large receipts we 
are having every day indicate the present crop to 
have been larger than was estimated. This party 
have been heavy seilers whenever May approach­
ed 103. Between the two the market has 
confined to narrow limits and its activity 
tailed. Cables to-day were lower in Liverpool 
and Berlin, while French markets were quoted 
firm. Farmers’ deliveries in the United Kingdom 
show an advance over last week’s prices of 1^4 
shillings. The Odessa stocks show up very light, 
being only 300,000 quarters. Bradstreet reports 
large exports from the two coasts amounting to 
2,700,000. Both the corn and oat markets have 
been fancy deals, and with the very light stocky 
which are here the bulls have had no difficult^ 
in rushiug prices up to suit themselves. The 
cash demand continues large and absorbs all 
arrivals. The provision market has become 
of the most sensational on the floor, showing at 
times great excitement and wild fluctuations in 
spite of the heavy stocks. The outside specula­
tors have been able not only to rusn pi 
but to sell heavily at the advance. The 
the week show s about the highest prices, 
see no letting up in the excitement.
