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NUTE AND COMMENT

Six perfectly good submarines are
gaid to be awaiting a purchaser in
San Francisco. It is expressly under-
stood, however, that the buyer must
come from a country which, for the
moment at least, is not at war.

Farmers' co-operative associations

It}
is in this way that the autocracy
controls our legislation.

It pays to ground the wire fence
to pratect stock from lightning, ac-
cording to ¥rank M. White, of the
University of Wisconsin.

He points out that the
Germans have ewidently no more
understanding of chivalry than a
cow has of mathematics,. = He sug-
gests that the narratives of torture
of prisoners be printed and distribut-
ed to the soldiers and so rouse them
to fury against the Huns. He thinks
that this will result in a practical
advantage which the Germans will
be not slow to recognize.

DEATH FOR SWEARING.
e e :
Profanity In the Early Centuries Was
a Capital Offense.

Relieving ‘one’s mind in a profane
way used to be a costly proposition.
In the ninth century Justinian pun-
ished swearing by death. By the stat.
utes of Donald VL and Kenneth IL
the mnorth Briton had the offending
member cut out when the tongue ram
riot, Phillp II. of I'rance ordered those
guilty drowned in the Seine, and the
council of Constantinople excommuni-
cated any one that swore heathen
oaths,

In 1551 a man could swear in Scot-
land for 12 pennies per cuss. The
higher you were in rank the more you
had to pay for the privilege of oaths.
Perhaps it was figured that the coms-
mon people should be given wholesale
rates.

By an act of the sixth and seventh
years of the reign of William and
Mary servants, day laborers, common
soldiers and common sailors were fined
1 shilling a swear; others were taxed 2
shillings. The swearing schedule in
the household of Henry I. was 40 shil-
lings fine for a swear word by a duke,
20 for a lord, 10 for a squire, 3s. 4d. for
a yeoman and “a page to be whipt.”

The law that provided fines for
swearing led Jonathan Swift to hia
prospectus of the “bank of swearing”
during the speculative craze at the
time of the south sea bubble. This
bank was to have a monopoly of col-
lecting the fines of those who swore,
and Swift said: “It i1s said there are
2,000,000 in the kingdom (Ireland), of
which 1,000,000 are swearing souls.
There are an estimated 5,000 gentle-
men, and every gentleman can afford
to swear one oath a day, which will
produce 1,825,000 oaths a year, or £91.
250.”

In 1592 at Aberdeen the councl}
naively told the head of the house to
have a box placed for the collection of
the fines imposed upon the household
for swearing.—Chicago Tribune,

HOW TO START A CANCER.

Some Very Common Practices It Would
Be Well to Avoid.

An English scientist, interested in the
attempts to conquer cancer, suggests
the following methods by which a can-
cer may be produced:

“It is not easy to produce a cancer
artificially; nevertheless, if you ftry,
enough you will succeed sometimes.
Encourage your patients to smoke clay
pipes with the varnished ends brokem
off or to retain sharp edged stumps of
teeth in their jaws, and you may fair-
ly expect now and then to witness the
de mnovo production of cancer. The
same end may be attained with yet
more certainty should you have it in
Yyour power to select cases for the ex-«
periment in which there already exists
some local evidence of chronic irrita-
tion. For instance, you may tell a pa-
tient who has a little wart or an ir-
ritable crack in his lip that he may go
on smoking and amuse himself by
picking off the crust whenever he has
a little spare time 'and come to you
again in six months. This is a very
certain method. In another instance
you may assure a man with a littla
pimple near the angle of the eye that
it is of no consequence, not worth am
operation, and advise him to apply cold
cream. In a year or two's time he will
probably be able to show you a very,
interesting example of rodent ulcer (&
form of so called skin cancer).

It is obvious that the Englishman
who suggests these methods does not
offer them in the hope that they will be
followed, but quite the contrary. He
might have added that although “it is
not easy, to produce cancer artificially,”
it is still less easy to cure it, artificially,

| or otherwise. Indeed, the fight against

cancer has been one of the least sue«
cessful in the whole category of med-
ical battles. It is also one of the oldesty

During the debate on the budget
in the Legislative Council of India,
the vicerory, Lord Hardinge, made
the gratifying announcement that all
signs pointed to an unusually large
surplus of wheat this year available
for export. In order to prevent any
interference with prices through
gambling operations the Indian Gov-
ernment has fixed minimum prices
in the dependency, and has further
assumed control of the export trade,
which is expected to yield a consid-
erable margin of profit. That profit
will probably be devoted to the de-
velopment of agriculture and the
benefit of the agricultural classes.

The conduct of the Indian troops,
who have been employed not only in
Europe, but in Africa, Bgypt and
Mesopotamia, has been everywhere
excellent, and the loyalty displayed
throughout the whole Indian Empire
has been wonderful beyond expec-
tation. India will certainly partic-
ipate in the changes that will attend
the close of the war. That these
will mark another stage in the de-
velopment of the imperial ideal is as
certain as is the fact that it will be a
movement towards greater self-gov-
ernment and closer co-oparation. In
his speech the viceroy threw out an
indication that the rich region of
Mesopotamia would form an admir-
able field for Indian colonization.
Its climate is very like that of the
northern Punjab, and its potential-
ities are very groat.

Obituary

Donald Sutherland, whose death occur
red on Thursday, 15th inst., was born in
Argyleshire, Scotland, 1 1840. His
father, Alexander Sutherland, a college
graduate and teacher, died in 1842, and
his mother, Elizabeth Hamilton, with
her two children, came to Canada in
1848, settling in the township of Darling-
ton, Durham county, where they remain-
ed four years. Here Mrs. Sutherland
taught a private school to support herself
and children. While living here Mrs.
Sutherland was married to Peter McCal-
ium and went to livé in Erin, Wellington
county.

In 1854 Mr. McCallum and his family
cams to Bosanquet, settling on lot 65,
I.R.E. Here Donald grew to manhood
and took an active part in all pioneer
work, chopping 100 acres of timber in
four years and attending eighteen log-
ging bees in three weeks. For fourteen
years he was engaged in making oak
staves, after which he settling on a bush
farm at lot 15, con. 8, Plympton. Here
he lived for ten years and then returned
to Bosanquet, settling on lot 14, con. 15.
In 1888 he sold his farnn in Bosanquet
and purchased 22 acres, lot 2, con. 7, in
the township of Brooke. In 1898 he re-
turned to Bosanquet, settling on lot 11,
con. 11, which he farmed until 1901,
when he retired from tarming. He then
accepted the agency of the Fast Lambton
Fire Insurance Company for the district
of Bosanquet and West Williams, a posi-
tion which he held unt:l 1908, when he-
signed. About foar years agb he moved
to Forest, where he has since lived.

Mr. Sutherland has always taken an
active part in public affairs, served on
the council boards of Bosanquet and
Brooke, being~-deputy-reeve and county
councillor tor Brooke for seven years. In
poli ies Mr. Sutherland was a staunch
Libural and was a tower of strength to his
party in the many campaigns in which
he took part.

By the ceith of Donald Sutherland
Lambton loses one of her greatest citi-
zens. A man who, by his integrity and
unselfishuess, won the respect and esteemn
of all who knew bim.

In 1866 he was married to Janet Green-
lees, of Plynipton, who survives him. To

MUSIC AS A TONIS.

It Is Good Not Only For the Body, but
For the Soul as Well.

| Mo what are the beneficent effects of
music due? Darwin, who never rested
until he could explain a thing, if it
were explainable, could nevertheless
no more explain why musical tones in
a certain order and rhythm afford
pleasure than we can account for the
pleasantness of certain odors and

: tastes. “We know that sounds more
! or less melodious are produced during

the season of courtship by many in-
sects, spiders, fishes, amphibians and
birds.”

After all, says the Journal of the
‘American Medical Assoclation, we need
go no deeper for an adequate explana-
tion than that influences, such as mu-
sic, which are agreeable are therefore
salutary, and music is agreeable be-
cause its component tones are regular,
periodic vibrations, even auditory
waves, precisely so many to each note,
being in this regard unlike noises,
which are irregular, dissonant, conflict-
ing vibrations, Sound waves impinge
on the hearing sense, whence the per-
ception is conveyed to the brain.

The benignant influence of musie
physically is by the transmission of its
influence from the cerebrum through
the sympathetic system, which directs
the various organs. Thus not only is
music physic for the soul, dissipating
mental depression, soothing psychic
perturbations, but this influence may
also enhance nutrition, further diges-
tion (as by the “liver music” of the
French) and restore organic equilib-
rium. Indeed, the entire working of
the human mechanism, physical and
mental alike, may be lubricated by a
stream of music, which art and sci-
ence should therefore hage-a place in
the medical armamentarium.

BRILLIANT CHARGE BY
CANADIAN TROOPS

Twenty-two Officers Killed, 58 Wounded
in Battle on Western Front. Can-
adian Casualties Will Probably
Total 1,000.

1915

Ottawa, April 25.—Canada has received
her first great casualty list from the
fighting at the front. It records the
death in action ot twenty-two offlcers,
including three Lieutenant-Colonels. In
addition, fifty-eight officers have shed

their blood, and are on the list of wound-*

ed. This, it'is to be noted, is not a com-
plete list, and there is no record so far of
non-commissioned officers killed or
wounded in the heavy fighting of Thurs-
day, Friday and Saturday, which is still
going on. The British estimate is ten
men to every officer. This would bring
1165 total of Canadian casualties up to
800.

Judging by the lists, the whole Can-
adian division was engaged in the great
battle, though no mention is made of the
15th, commanded by Col. J. J. Currie,
All the others have their toll of dead and
wounded to announce. But there is no
mention of the artillery, with the excep-
tion of the Montreal Heavy Battery,
which the Canadians were said to have
lost and then recaptured. There are no
officers connected with the battery men-
tioned in the casualty lists. The Ger-
mans report the capture of guns and
Fnsoncrs, and some anxiety is therefore
elt here as to the Canadian light artillery,
which must have been placed between
the heavy battery and the trenches.

The fight wasa terrible one, and though
Canadians suffered heavily, there is every
indication that the division covered it-
self with glory and acquitted -itselt in a

gallant manner, All day long messages
of congratulations have been coming in
to the Prime Minister and the Minister
of Militia, testifying in unqualified terms
to the splendid part which the Canadian
troops played in the action. g

Three Majors, eight Captains and
seven Lieutenants are dead on the field
of honor,

The list of officers killed and wounded
is yet incomplete, and the hst of non-
commissioned officers and men has so
far not been received regarding the des-
perate fighting around Ypres.

DUST AND MUD
OR OILED STREETS

The Latter Far Superior, Costing Less
and More Sanitary

Evidence showing  the superiority oi
oiled over sprinkled streets accumulates,
and leaves no room for doubt as to the
wisdom of the Council in making a
change from the heretofore inefficient
system of. street sprinkling. A gentle-
man who has had experience with oiled
streets in Kansas City, Toronto, Barrie
and other places, and whose judgment in
the matter may be thoroughly relied on,
gives the following cogent reasons for
oiling the streets as a result of what he
saw in the places named. He says :—

1. Macadam pavements, if oiled, are
better and less dusty than asphalt,

2. Are also less costly to keep tree
from dust, as asphalt must be frequently
flushed at considerable cost.

3. "Oiled roads save the roadbed, the
oiled dust serving as a cushion.

4, In watered roads it is always dust
or mud, and crossings are dirty.

5.  And every time the road is scraped
it 1s part of the original roadbed material
which is carted away and will have to be
again replaced later, at a cost which is
rarely thought of.

6. Oil should not be put on the cross-
ings, so that for pedestrians there are
always good, clean crossings with oiled
roads.

7. Oiled roads only require woiling two
or three times annually and the cost as
against well-watered roads is very little
greater than the water process. If time
of men and teams, and the cost of upkeep
saving is figured, the oiled road is cheap-
er.

8. Then with oiled streets we do not
breathe dust and manure into our lungs
at every breath. This is the greatest
cause of catarrhal and bronchial troubles,
and costs the community thousands of
dollars annually.

9. Oiled roads save cousiderable also
from saving of wear and tear on clothes,
carpets, hopsehold Jeffects, upholstery,
and considerable trom damage to mer-
chants’ goods.

10. Oiled roads are cleaner, too, for
the person, as the dust of ordinary roads
penetrates to the skin,

11. Then the feeling of cleanliness,
with oiled roads, as compared with
watered ones, is worth considerable and
saves the irritation caused by uncomfort-
able clouds of dust,

12. The sidewalks can also be cleaned
with little trouble when roads are oiled,
but are always dusty or muddygother-
wise.

13. Whenever steadily tried out, the
people will not consider any return to
watered roads, as the slight smell caused
during the first few days after oiling is
not bad and soon passes off.

14, Places, such as the lake shore
road between Toronto and Mimico,
where a superb water front was a curse
because of the dust, and where automo-
mobiles in passing could not be seen for
the dust they raised, is now pat:onized
by thousands every day, the oil keeping
the dust down, [so that autos passing at
25 to 30 miles an hour do not raise the
dust more than a few inches, and it falls
heavily to the ground immediately they
have passed.

Sergt.-Major Owens Wmtes His
Colonel

Watford, April 22,—The following is a
letter received by Lieut.-Col. R. G. C.
Kelly, 27th St. Clair Borderers, Watford,
from Sergt.-Major Arthur Owens, 1st
Battalion, 1st Brigade, late instructor in
the Scots Guards :

April 6, 1915.

Dear Colonel: Still alive to tell the
tale. The boys from Watford are very
fortunate up to the present, no casualties
amongst them, I have never been away
from the battalion since its formation,
and I can assure you, that stories told in
Toronto papers, with reference to the
charges we made and the trenches we
took are false. This does not refer to
the Princess Pats, who are with another
division, and we don't know what they
are doing. Our casualties are caused by
snipers, and going to and from the
trenches, which, of course, is done in the
dark,

With reference to the battle at Neuve
Chapelle, we were in the supports and
were very heavily shelled, but the im-
provements we made in our trenches and
dug-outs made ys safe. . Of course you
know the idea of this heavy shelling was
to prevent us from reinforcing the firing
line, but I can assure you the British
casualties were very heavy.

Colonel, I had a very close call the
other day, after leaving the trenches we
go back a few miles for four days, which
comes under the heading of rest, but in
reality consists of route marching, trench |
digging, bayonet fighting, etc. 1 went
out of the barn to shake my blanket and
a shell dropped about six yawds from me,
as luck happened it did not explode ; it
went into the ground about 10 feet. We
dug it out and found it to be a shrapnel ;
it must have been defective.

I am afraid when the hot weather sets
in instead ot fighting Germans we will be
fighting disease. Already the mos-
quitoes are beginning to swarm the

bodies, which are just merely covered, is
very offensive,
