Friday Last.

The entire population of this district,
especially those in town, have been
spencing some very anxious days since
Sunday last when it became known
that Capt., Mansell R. James, one
of the town's deservedly popular
young men, lkad been lost trace
of, together with the Sopwith Camel
scout plane in which he was returning to
Atlantic City from Boston, haying made
the going trip in record time. About
everything that is known regarding the
matter will be found in the following
despatches,

Toronto, June 1.—No word has yet
been received of the fate of Captain
Mansell R. James, of Watford, Ontario,
formerly of the Royal Air Force, who
has been missiry since Wednesday,
when he at:empted a flight from Atlantic
City to Boston and return in competition
f 12 Pulitzer $5,000 Aviation Trophy.
Wrih 11; cousin, Lieut, Allan L. Clark, of

0¢ 1leele street, New Toronto, also a for-
wer Ry A. F, pilot, he was an eatrant 1n
the competition for the big prize.

In reply to a telegram 1o the Pulitzer
Company, New VYork, City information
was received that Capt. James is still
missing, while at Lieut. Clark’'s home it
was stated that similar informat'on had
been received from him yesterday after~
noon over long distance telephone,

Captain James is reported to have
made an excellent flight from Atlantic
City to Boston on Wednesday, us‘nga
Sopwith Camel Scout plane, but on the
return trip, mistaking the Boston and
Albany Railroad for the New Haven, he
landed Wednesday night not far from
Pittsfield, Mass.,, where he stayed.
About 11 o’clock Friday he started again
from Pittsfield for Atlantic City, intend-
ing 1t i3 understood, to alight at Havel-
hurst or Mitcheil Field, Hampstead, to
refuel. He failed to arrive at either field,
Since then nothing has been heard ot
him,

Lieut. Clark intended to start on
Saturday for Cleveland, providing Capt.
James was ready to accompany him, and
to continue f.om the'e to Detroit and
back to Toronto, He 1s at present at
Atlantic City anxiously awaiting wordas

EMBLEM OF THREE COUNTRIES

British “Union Jack” Dieplays Crosses
of England, Scotland and Ireland
in Combination.

The term “Union Jack” is applied to
the national flag of the British empire,
It consists of three crosses combined,
on a blue field, viz.: the cross of St.
George for England, of St. Andrew for
Scotland, and of St. Patrick for Ire-
land. The original English flag was
St. George’s cross, red on a white
field; the flag of St. Patrick, red on a
white field, and the Scottish flag was
St. Andrew’s cross, white on a blue
field. History says that the united
crosses of England and Scotland were
first used on the flag in 1606 by order
of King James, when sovereign of the
two countries. By his order the two
crosses were united in such a manner
as to preserve the distinctive outline
of each, also, by means of a white bor-
der, the original color of the Scotch
flag on a blue ground. In 1801, on the
legislative union with Ireland, the red
cross of St. Patrick was added in such
a way as to outline and preserve its
individuality with that of the others.
As now constituted the cross of St.
George is much wider than the other
two and seems to dominate them, but
they are nevertheless distinctive and
individual, while the white border of
each is a reminder of the original
white flag of Scotland. The proper
designation of the flag the great
union, or simply the union. -Union
Jack is a nickname. Technically it
is only a Jack when flown on the jack-
staff of a ship of war. It is suggested
that the name probably came from
that of the Stuart king, King Jacques,
which King James always signed.

FAITH IN DREAMS

Lives Saved by Following Dream

Warnings.

The faith 6f some people in dreams
is strikingly illustrated by the story
of Mrs. Fry, of Lewes, who, although
repeatedly ipformed by the War
Office, the commanding officer, and
the chaplain of his company that her
son was killed fifteen months ago,
steadfastly refused to believe he was
dead, simply because she dreamt he
was alive.

Constant dreams of her son buoyed
up her hopes, and she expressed her-
self as in no way astonished when at
last she heard that he was a prisoner
in Germany.

Tey-days before the Titantic disas-
ter the Hon. J. C. Middleton, vice-
president of the Akron-Canton Rail-
way in Ohio, who had booked a
passage on the ill-fated liner, dreamt
he saw the ship capsize in mid-ocean
and a lot of passengers struggling in
the water. The following night he
dreamt exactly the sam> thing, and
this so impressed him that he decided
to cancel his passage.

Myr. Melton Prior, the famous war
correspondent, once told the writer
how, on two occasions while in
Africa. at the time of the Zulu War,
he dreamt that he saw hiwself shot
and witnessed his own funeral.
Later at Durham, he received a
letter from his mother stating that
she had had a precisely similar dream,
and begging him not to go with a cer-
tain expedition. The coincidence so
impressed him he obtained a substi-
tute, who was killed with the rest of
the members of the expedition.-

A Remarkable Record

Wilford G. Oakes of Patten, Me.,
who returned home after a remark-
able record of service in the war as a
member of a Canadian artillery regi-
ment, had the experience, near Cam-
brai, of viewing his own grave, or
that which was s0o designated, with
the name inscribed on a rude slab
over the last resting place.

FORAGE GROPS FOR PIGS

Raise All the Dairy Calves You
Possibly Can.

We should Strive to Double Our Cow
Population In the Next Ten Years
—More Immediate, and Larger
Cash Returns, Secured by Sale of
Milk Than of Cream Where Loca-
tion Is Favorable,

(Contributed by Ontario Department of

Agriculture, Toronto.)

OR the farmer who is raising
hogs, one of the greatest
problems is summer pasture.
A new luxuriant growth of

green grass i8 soon eaten off when
the dry hot season comes and it is
just at this time when the stockman
needs some form of succulent feed
for his stock. When the stock are
running on pasture they are getting
back to nature and there is nothing
like good green feed as a conditioner
for the animals.

As for forage crops in this coun-
try alfalfa and rape seem to give the
best results, although anything that
will produce a good green growth in
a dry season is all right. Wherever
alfalfa will grow it gives the best
kind of permanent pasture for pigs,
as there is no danger from bloat as
is the case of sheep and cattle.
Alfalfa provides pasture for a great-
er length of time than any of the
grasses and is green and succulent
even when red clover has become
somewhat dried and woody.

Heavy pasturing of alfalfa is not.

good for it and consequently the
number of animals allowed to pas-
ture on it should be restricted and
the plants should be allowed to grow
up and be cut two or three times a
season. Pigs, fed corn alone on al-
falfa pasture, make fairly satisfac-
tory gains since the protein in the
alfalfa helps to balance up the de-
ficiences in corn, although for best
results a little of some nitrogenous
concentrates should be fed. Red
clover in the country gives very ex-
cellent results as a pasture for pigs,
for the reason that it can be grown
in a great many localities where
alfalfa cannot be raised at all and
consequently it’s great value. At one
of the Experimental Stations in the
States, red clover was inferior only
to alfalfa, while at another it was
found that it was surpassed only by
alfalfa and rape.

As an annual pasture for swine
nothing surpasses rape. It can be
sown both early and late in the sea-
son and as a consequence forage may
be provided for at any time. To get
the best results from rape, it should
be sown in the spring and allowed
to obtain a height of twelve to four-
teen inches before turning the ani-
mals in. Care should be taken not
to allow the plants to be eaten off
too closely as the young plants do
not get a chance to recuperate. To
guard against this it would be wise
to provide a second plot where the
animals could be turned in for a
time. Rape is also grown in con-
junction with oats or with oats and
field pease, and some authorities
rank rape and oats next to alfalfa
and red clover for pig pasture.

For young pigs in pasture it is
not wise to force them to subsist on
what they can get. They should be
fed a little grain. Pigs that are be-
ing pastured for the purpose of fat-

Shall I Rear Dairy Calves In 1919?

In brief, raise all the heifer calves
for which there is feed, labor, and
stable-room. More and better cows
are needed in Ontario. The number
of milk-cows in the provinece has re-
mained stationary at about one mil-
lion, for a good many years. There
is no good reason why this number
should not be doubled in the next ten
years, but it can be done only by
rearing or buying. Buying cows is
expensive and risky. It is a far bet-
ter plan to raise cows. This means
that all the best heifer calves should
be saved for future cows. As it re-
quires from three to four years to
change calves into cows, in order to
double the cow population in ten

| years, making allowances for neces-

sary discards, we need to begin right
away, in order to attain the desired
object.

The average numbeér of cows per
100 acres of farm land in Canada is
but two, whereas in Denmark it is
fourteen, and in Holland sixteen. We
have a_long way to go in rearing
cows, before we have anywhere near
the number which are found in the
best European dairy countries.
There is but one economical way to
attain this result, and that is by
raising practically all the heifer
calves dropped during the next ten
years and as many pure-bred calves
of excellent ancestry, as may be re-
quired for breeding purposes.

shall I Sell Milk or Cream?

This will be determined to a large
extent by the character of the farm-
ing cperations. If the need for
direct, quick cash in largest amount,
is great, then selling milk will best
“fill the bill.”” On the other hand,
if the dairy farmer can afford to wait
for, the. slower returins from cpeam

and Iive-siock, ana parucurarliy 1r ne
desires to improve or maaintain soil
fertility, then selling cream is to be
recommended.

Nearness to market is another
factor. Where the dairyman is near
a small town and had the time to
“peddle” milk, he can make more.
money out of his cows than by any
other system. At ten to twelve cents
a quart, a good cow will return from
$250 to $300 per year for her milk.
When this is compared with $100 to
$150 per-cow, where cream is sold,
or milk sent to a cheese factory or
condensery, we see what a decided
money advantage there is in selling
milk to customers direct. — Prof.
H. H. Dean, O. A. College, Guelph.

Extravagant Use of Straw
The use of at least a limited
amount of bedding for beef cattle is
advisable, but the extravagant use of
straw, coarse hays, etc., for this pur-
pose should be discouraged. All such
roughages that are to be used for
bedding, either for fattening or
breeding animals, should first be of-
fered them in the bay rack and that
which is refused used for bedding.
If stover is fed the stalks, while
somewhat difficult to handle, make
gatisfactory bedding material and
should be used for this purpose
rather than burned or otherwise dis-
posed of.
