The North Mountain.

This portion of Nova Scotia has been
long recognized as a geological puzzle, the
metamorphic trap rocks—amygdaloid and
columnar—piled in enormous heaps upon
the newer sandstones, and form an almost
impenetrable barrier against the turbu-
lent waters of the Bay of Fundy. These
traps abound in minerals which are
found in pockets and generally distributed
in fragments, so much so, iadeed, that true
deposits in beds or lodes have been sup-
posed not to exist. Recently this puzzle has
been increased in intricacy, if reports which
now reach us are true, and we have no
reason to doubt their accuracy, that beds
of red hematite iron ores have been found
on the Ruggles, or Phinney mountain, so-
called, in Wilmot, and that beside these,
indications of coal were found present as to
induce parties to bore for it. The latest
reports from this district affirm that two
small seams were met within thirty feet
from the surface, and the boring has been
continued. The result of the work, so far,
confirms the opinion of those who thought
coal might be found in that region, but
whether that valuable mineral will be found
remains to be proven. It is possible that a
fissure may exist in the sandstone, which
usually overlies coal, through which frag-
mentary veins have been thrust upward,
but it must be confessed this supposition
seems to be improbable in the face of the
late Sir Charles Lyall who fixed the thick-
ness of this sandstone at 14,000 feet. How-
ever this may be, the boring now com-
menced and being prosecuted will deter-
mine whether ours is to be a coal-producing
couiity or not.

fruit is large and particularly exposed to
danger from winds, may in one shart hour
precipitate to the groand hundreds of thou
sands of bushels of the choicest fruits, ren-
dering them well-nigh valueless. But sup-

1

ing all these evils to be tided over, |

there is still a formidable obstacle to en-

counter ; the crop may be too large for the

state of the market, or in other words,
countries that compete with us in fruit
raiging may have so abundant a crop that
the prices may be rendered unremunera-
tive. Such is a frequent experience, and
even the case only a couple of years ago,
when many cargoes of choice apples did
not sell for enough to pay freight and other
expenses. One froit grower in these parts
was under the necessity of drawing a hun-
dred dollars from his bank account to make
up the deficiency; rhat is, he sold his
apples by paying a bundred dollars to get
rid of them.

In view of all this and more, although it
is pleasant to be informed of bright pros-
pects and to contemplate the picture of
trees laden with luscious and golden fruit,
and to behold in anticipation the golden
sovereigns coming in return for care and
labour and expense, yet we would be wise
to remember that blossoms are not fruit,
and that although the trees are now as
lovely as they have been depicted by the
most enthusiastic of our amateur inspectors
and prophets, yet it is not too late t%r the
occurrence and operation of adverse in-
fluences, that may militate most seriously
against an abundant and enriching crop.
We will be wise, therefore, to cultivate
moderation in our expectations, and not
rely too confidingly on the promises of a
magnificent fruit harvest ; at least, it would
be as well for us not to purchase a costly
farmr or build a splendid house on the
strength of them. A mortgage or some
other such ungracious interloper might as
the result obtrude itself dpon our privacy
and remain an unwelcome visitor for many

and regretful years. CAVEAT.

The
modus vivendi is criticized altogether. The
point insisted on is the colony’s right to
legislate for the French shore, which the
French deny. Great indignation is ex-
pressed because Great Britain’s right to the
sovereignty to own soil is virtually cou-
ceded to the French. Attention is called
to the treaties as merely giving the French
concurrent rights to fish with British sub-
jects, not an exclusive right, and the use of
the strand during the fishing season only for
the purpose of drying their fish. Codfish
only was contemplated nt the time of the
trealy, not lobsters. The address shows
how the treaty operates’ to prevent the
settloment and development of the valuable
country adjacent to the French shore ; and
claims that the French assumptious of the
right to preveut atcess to develop the in-
terior of the country arve entirely unwar-
ranted. The French have no right to pre-
vent the erection of permauent siructures
ou the shore, except tish houses, under the
treaty. The French » commitied re-
peated violatious of the treaty in permit-
ting the island of St. Pierre to becowe a
nest of smugglers. The next mail to Kug-
land will take the dddress to the Queen.
THE PREMIER’S VIEW.

Sir William Whiteway, the premier,
when asked his opiuion as to the eifect the
address would have on the Imperial Govern-
ment, said: *“ It is impossible to say. We
have been appealing for years to the home
country for a remedy without much effect,
but the present remonstrance is very strong
and might convince the Colonial office that
affairs are rapidly growing unbearable.”

It isadmitted that the Bait act this
season is a failure so far as being a retalia-
tion upon the French is concerned, because
the act is not enforced. It is very difficult
to prevent the smuggling of bait across to
to St. Pierre from Placentia Bay, only
about fifteen miles distant, but Sir William
Whiteway said that if the bait law could
be enforced by a patrol of fast cruisers it
might do a great deal to induce the French
to sell out their right. Arbitration is ‘the
only remedy short of war, which is not at
all likely. The difficulty is to get France
to consent to arbitrate.

—The Forth bridge, recently completed
after some seven years' labor, deserves
to be classed among the wonders of the
world. The total length is one mile and
1,005 yards ; height, from base of deepest
pier to top of cantilevers, 450 feet, (making
it the loftiest bridge in the world,) while
the two longest spans are each 1,700 feet in
length. At the Board of Trade tests on
the 18th of February last, trains of 47
waggons, each loaded with pig-iron, and
weighing 1,800 tons, were run across with
scarcely perceptible effect. To secure this
wonderful stability all that engineering
skill could devise has been employed, foun-
dations were sunk 91 feet below high water,
and 51,000 tons of the best steel have been
used, every piece of work being subjected
to the severest trials before being passed.
The Brooklyn Bridge is considered a great
achievement by our friends over the border,
but even they will acknowledge that it
sinks into comparative insignificance beside
this giant, which, with its enormous com-
plications of steel tubes and framework,
uplifts the three tremendous cantilevers
into the air. . The work was formally
opened by H. R. H., the Prince of Wales,
on Tuesday, March 4th.

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The Food Treatment for Insomnia.

Dr. Eggleston says that most students

and womeén who ave troubled with insomnia
are dyspeptie, and he has found it easy to
successfully treat such cases without medi-
cine. They are instructed to eat before
going to bed, having putaside work entire-
ly, at least an hour before. If they arve not
hungry, they should simply be instructed
to read ; and ‘if they are hungry they
should eat what they want. A glass of
wilk and biseuit is sometimes all that can
be taken at first, or a mashed potato but-
tered. In a short time the night appetite
will grow, and the appetite will then need
no particular directions, If possible, the
night meal should be takenin another room
than the sleeping apartment, and for men
i the city it will be found advantageous to
go out to a restaurant. Theidea of going
out for something to eat and having to wait
a short time for it will excite the appetite.
Before cating however, a bath should be
taken ; I much prefer cold or cool baths,
which should be given with a sponge or
stiff brush, and the body thoroughly rubbed
off with a coarse towel afterward. The
bath need not be more than five minutes in
duration. After the bathing and
rabbing, or after eating, amoderate amount
of exercise should be taken. For this a
few minutes with Indian clubs or dumb-
bells is sufficient. Further than this the
patient should go to bed at the same hour
every night, and arise at the same hour
every morni There is a popu-
lar superstition that grown people should
not eat immediately before going to sleep ;
that it will give them indigestion or night-
mare, or both. Dr. Eggleston cannot see
why adults should be so very different in
this resy from babies. We know that
young children awake at night, and must
have something to eat before they sleep
quietly ; and some children actually fall
asleep with a nursing bottle leaking into
the mouth. It may be true that digestion
is carried on slowly during sleep, and that
the digestive function is less active, but
here one need not be in a hurry for the
completion of the operation. The average
person should be in bed seven or eight hours
enough for digestion of almost
anything edible. In our American life, he
thinks, the digestion carried on through
sleep probably has the beiter chance for
thoroughness.—Journal of the American
Association,

In the best-managed hunting and posting
stables it has been discarded, and in conse-
quence there is little or no mud fever and

the ancient rule they were enormously
prevalent. The custom is to be strongly
deprecated, but it is well always to render
areason for the faith that is in you ; there-
fore, let us consider how these things can
The same principle applies whether the
animal be a hunter or a cart horse—both
are much exposed to mud and dirt. Some
soils have particularly irritating properties,
and cause inflammation of the skin, des-
quamation of the cuticle, loss of hair, and
cracks and chaps of the parts most exposed
to its influence. Clipping the hair from
the legs aggravates the matter, because the
thick hair, to a great extent, would pre-
vent actual contact of particles of mud,
sand and manure with the skin. It nat-y
urally acts as a kind of percolater or filter,
passing the liquid but rejecting the solid
particles,
Baut if the legs are allowed to remain un-
clipped, and yet are washed, the effect is as
bad or even worse. The washing is invari-
ably performed in a perfunctory fashion,
the legs are superficially clean, but the
mud is washed into closer contact with the
skin, Even if the washing is thoroughly
carried out there yet remains the difficulty
of drying, and there are many .attendants
who have not the necessary time, and still
more, who lack the inclination to rub them
dry before the animal is left.
The extremities have invariably a weak
circulation, they are farthest away from
the center of blood supply, and there is in
consequence always a tendency to be cold,
unless duriug movement ; therefore it is
obvious that leaving the hair wet must still
further aggravate the matter by chilling
the skin, lowering its vitality, and dispos-
ing it to disease. This is no fancy picture
—no attempt to introduce a system found-
ed on pure theory; the practice confirms
it, for horses apparently neglected are far
more free from the three curses of the
stable—mud fever, cracked heels, and
grease—than are many animals that are
supposed to be more carefully tended.
It is not, however, necessary to go to the
extreme of letting the animal stand in its
mud all night ; he can be cleaned just as
effectually as by washing, only that more
labor is involved—a fatal objection in too
many cases. When the horse comes in wet
and dirty remove the thickest of it'with a
scraper, and either twist up the legs in hay
or put on a proper set of flannel bandages.

Care of the Invalid.

The quarters of the invalid should be
kept well ventilated, and when not possible
to open the windows some agreeable disin-
fectant should be used. Any druggist will
put up the following mixture, and it is in-
expensive and very effectual: Take one
and one-half parts nitric acid, in thirty
parts of water. Add ten parts of oil of
rosemary, two and one-half parts oil of
thyme, two and one-half parts oil of laven-
der. Bottle the mixture, and shake well
before using. One or two gpoonfuls should
be used at a time, according to the size of
the room. Pat it in a porcelain cup and
allow it slowly to evaporate. The odor is
grateful to the invalid and the preparation
is far preferable to carbolic acid and tur-
pentine which are often recommended. Ice
is a wonderful comfort to the sick, espec-
ially those burning up with internal fever.
Years ago, ice, cold water and even milk
were denied tofever patients. Swallowing
ice freely, in small lumps, is the principal
remedy for inflammacion of the stomach.
Stewed prunes are a specific for the same
disease, being cooling in their effects, and
acting us an internal cooling poultice. In-
flammation of the brain and kindred head
troubles, headache, and all inflammations
are relieved by the application of pounded
ice, in a linen bag., Many kinds of sore
throat will.yield to the persistent use of
ice, allowing the pieces to melt slowly in
the mouth. It is safe home treatment for
any inflammation to use ice till a physician
can be brought, and for any pain it is help-
ful and safe to use hot wet cloths, till med-
ical aid arrives.

A bottle of ammonia and a bottle of spir-
its of camphor should always be kept where
they can be brought out at a moment’s
warning, in case of fainting or aeccident.
How often these remedies are in the house,
yet no.one, in an emergency, knows where
to find them! Have a place for linen
pieces and flannels, for any anexpected call
or need.

Eggs, poached or boiled, are frequently
allowed the sick, for they are nutritious;
and, if the patient will take them raw, they
are a powerful tonic. A more appetizing
form is to beat the white to a stiff froth,
add a large teaspoonful of powdered sugar,
and beat more, then add the y.k of the
egg and beat again, and lastly add half a
tumbler of milk, and three spoonfuls of
wine. It should be sipped slowly. A little
grated nutmey added gives variety.

““ Boston crackers,” split open, toasted,
dipped an instant in boiling water, and
then smothered in sweet cream, with a
pinch of salt, are tempting io a convales-
cent.

Raw oysters, with plenty of lemon juice,
salt and pepper, will sometimes relish when
nothing else will. Acids are very apt to
be acceptlable to the sick, in alinost any
form.

Cream toast is often inviting to them,

and oranges cut up and sugared are relish-

{ed. All foods and drinks should be ap-
proved by the attending physician, but
without medical care one should exercise
his own reason and common sense.

Beef tea, mutton and chicken broths all
are supposed to know how to make, to ex-
tract in all its strength the juices of the
meat. A bit of chicken breast or a broiled
bird will often please a sick person, when
unexpected especially. Trifles often assume
a good deal of consequence to those who
are ill and dependent.

PreserviNG FExCE Posts.—Waldo F.
Brown suggests in Farmer’s Review that the
end posts, which must bear the strain of
stretching the wires, be set with concrete.
It will take but a few cents’ worth of
cement toa post, and will make it perfectly
firm at the bottom, and also more durable
than if set in the clay. It is almost im-
possible to set posts firm enough so that
they will not yield to the strain when the
land is wet and soft, but by digging a hole
fifteen inches square and pounding it full
of coarse cement grout around the post it
will give base enough to the post to keep
it in place.
