Live Stock Notes.

I keep a box in one corner of the feeding
floor in which I keep salt and wood ashes so
that all of the hogs can get what they want,
and the fact that it needs replenishing every
Jittle while shows that they eat it. If there
are any contagious diseases in the neighbor-
hood I add a little copperas, mashing it up
fine and mixing it with the salt and ashes.

No supplemented food is better than
ground oats as a help in developing the hei-
fer calf. As soon as she begins to eat hay
she should have a little night and morning,
fed dry. Begin with balf a pint of feed, or
even less, and gradually increase the quan-
tity until bossie will take a pint at a feed-
ing. Keep her thrifty and growing. A
calf once stunted by insufficient or improper
food will never make as good a cow as she
would otherwise have heen.

Sheep are labor saving stock, as they as-
sist themselves, and cause bat little expense
in the labor of management. They also
perform labor for the farmer in clearing off
weeds and undesirable grasses, as well as
manuring the soil, spreading their droppings
evenly over the surface of the ground, and
treading them in with their feet. . It is an
old expression that the foot of the sheep is
gold to the farmer.

— When young animals are tb be retained
until matured for breeding purposes it is of
no6 advantage to force them in growth. too
rapidly. Steady improvement, gaining pro-
portionately to age, and a moderate allow-
ance of just sufficient food to keep them in
good condition, is more 1 than to
‘allow too much.

—Ground wheat, when used with cooked
turnips, carrots and small potatoes, will in-
duce rapid gain in stock. Variety of feed
is also necessary in order to promote the
thrift of the animals, Keep them in good
appetite. ; !

A Wonderful Farmer.

The Montreal papers give a description of
a new and curious agricultural machine ex-
hibited in that city recently. It is called
the Romaine Modern Steam Farmer, and
appears destined to inaugurate a new era in
farming. The machine, it is claimed, will
plough, harrow and seed the ground in the
spring and reap and thrash the grain in the
fall. It issupposed to do all the work of &
farm, so as not to require horse flesh and
oats at all. It is intended for large and flat
farms and one machine will cultivate from
fifteen hundred to two :housand acres in &
season. This machine when complete is
thirty feet by twenty feet in dimensions and
six feet high, and is run by an engine on the
upper side. The tatal weight is thirteen
tons, but the machine is kept on the surface
of the ground by eight rollers, each eigh-
teen inches wide.

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—TaE Temperance feature of the by-elec-
tion in London, Ontario, held on the 2lst
inst., is being discussed with much ‘interest
in the press of that proVince, and various
conclusions are being drawn from the result
which, if at all accurate, would be likely to
influence the minds of politicians in dealing
with the question of temperance hereafter.
A few months ago at the general election
that constituency returned Hon. W. R.
Meredith, leader of the opposition, by a
majority of over two hundred. Last week
when a by-election took place in the same
constituency, to fill the seat left vacant by
the appointment of Mr. Meredith to the
Chief-Justiceship of Ontario, it returned a
supporter of Sir-Oliver Mowatt by the large
majority of eight hundred. This isa change
of a thousand votes in the short space of a
few months.

The defeated candidate was a total ab-
stainer and a pledged prohibitionist. His
opponent was neither. The one made pro-
hibition a prominent partner of his canvass;
the other refused to pledge himself upon the
question. The newspapers are now arguing
that the stand taken upon the temperance
question by the one lost him the support of
the entire liquor interest of the constituency,
while, as is generally the case, it did not
gain for him any assistance from the
temperance people in the party opposed to
him. They contend that people will talk
temperance and vote: yes, when a plebiscite
is taken and there is no political interest at
stake; but when it comes to the heat of an
election, in nine times on’ of ten these same
people forget all about prohibition and vote
for their party. There is no doubt much
force in this contention, and while it is so
the friends of prohibition can never expect
the politicians to treat their demands with
any very great degree of seriousness.

There were, it is true, other elements in
the late contest in London which largely
helped to influence the election and bring
about the result. But that the stand he
took on the question of prohibition did the
unsuccessful candidate much more harm
than good, there seems little room for doubt.

The result is likewise important in a poli-
tical sense, as this change of two votes gives
Sir Oliver Mowatt a clear majority in the
legislature over both the oppsition and
patrons of industry combined, where form-
erly he would have been in a minority of
one, after electing a speaker. By this elec-
tion, therefore, Sir Oliver is delivered out of
the hands of his enemies, and relieved of the
necessity of yielding to the somewhat erratic
and visionary demands of the patrons of ia-
dustry.

—The local legislature of the province of
Qaebec is now in session, having met for the
despatch of business on the 20th inst. The
feature of Quebec’s local politics which at-
tracts most attention is the management of
the finances of the province. The estimated
expenditare during the coming year is $4,-
941,608, of which amount $1,527,296 is for
interest on the public debt. Thus it now
takes nearly one-third of the entire income
of the provinze to pay interest,.a state of
things which has been brought about very
largely by the extravagance and corruption
of previous governments. And the present
government does not seem to be as eeonomi-
cal as its members professed to be when ap-
pealing to the people at the time of the last
general election. For example, they pro-
pose to spend during the coming year no
less than $565,940 in the administration of
justice. That is an amount nearly equal to
the entire revenue of Nova Scotia. What
service it pays for in addition to that of
prosecuting criminals, we do not know, but
in this province we pay less than3§5000 a
year for criminal prosecutions, and our pop-
ulation is about one-third that of the pro-
vince of Qucbec. Either their machinery
must be much more expensive than ours or
the proportion of criminals is higher there
than with us,

Premier Taillon is just now engaged in
the task of reconciling his English support-
ers in the House to the terms of a new loan
made in Paris a few weeks ago, at what
seems a ruinously bad rate for the province
This loan was made against the advice of
the treasurer of the province, Hon. Mr.
Hall, who in consequence immediately re-
signed. In this sction Mr. Hall had the
sympathy and support of all the English
speaking members of the House supporting
the government, and the premier has thus
far been unable to secure an English speak-
ing colleague to take Mr. Hall’s place, the
government being now composed entirely of
French speaking members.

—THE attention which the Prince and
Princess of Wules, and their son, Prince
George, are just nmow receiving from the
young Czar of Russia is excitting the jeal-
ousy of the rulers and statesmen of coni-
nental Europe. In disposition the Czar is
said to resemble his mother, who is a sister
of the Princess of Wales, while in personal
appearance he is the image of Prince George
of Wales who is his cousin. Moreover, he
is said to have a strong liking for his Eng-
lish relatives, and the attentions he has
shown them during their present visit to
Russia have been so marked that the mat-
ter is being seriously discussed by the cabi-
nets of Europe. Great Britain and Russia
have long been regarded us enemies, whose
interests conflicted more than even those. of
Franceand Germany. If the accession of the
youag Czar leads to a better feeling between
those two nations, or, it may even be, to a
friendly alliance, it would surely be a happy
omen for the future peace of the world.
The prospect for such a result, so greatly to
be desired, will be greatly strengthened by
that other event to take place in afew days,
—the marriage of the Czar to the Princess
Alix, a grand-daughter of Queen Victoria.

Handsome Fruit Yield.
As an instance of f.h:dyroliﬁc yield of our
fruit trees, where the advantages of soil and
climate are suppl ted by ful and
wise cultivation, our attention has been
called to the productiveness of one or two
apple treesin the orchard of Colonel Starratt,
of Paradise.” ° .

One tree in particular of which the Colonel
showed us a hotogru?h. with a sample of
the beautiful fruit, is of the Blenheim Orange
or Pippin variety, and harvested this year
ten barrels of apples. It is a large tree of
handsome form, well balanced and well laden
with a delicious, high-coloured fruit. The
fruit was packed immediately on being taken
from the tree by Mr. Bernard Spurr, of
Paradise, whose long experience in apple
packing has made him an expert in the busi-
ness. g“our barrels were put up as ‘‘extras,”
five as number ones and one as number twos.
Of the extras, eighteen, nineteen, twenty
and twenty-one apples placed the respective
heads, the bottom ends being also faced and
pressed with a screw-press.

They were sold in London on the 7th inst.,
bringing 22 and 20 shillings per bbl, the
tree realizing within a few cents of $35.

He has also a Ribston Pippin tree stand-
ing 60 ft. from the above mentioned Blenheim
which bhas brought him $20 this year, the
fruit being sold in London on Oct. 19th last.
Also a King Tompkins tree at a distance of
110 ft. from first, giving him $15 in London
by same shipment; a total product of $70
for the three trees, which must be very satis-
factory when fruit is ruling low as this year.

Capture of Port Arthur.

DEFENDED BY 20,000 CHINESE—CIHINA MAK-
ING OVERTURES FOR PEACE.

London, November 24.—The Central
News correspondent at Shanghai says the
fall of Port Arthur bas created great ex-
citement in Shanghai. News of the capture
of Port Arthur by the Japanese was brought
from Che Foo yesterday by a British steam-
er. No details of the fight have yet been re-
ceived, but all agcounts agree that the Chi-
nese fought gallantly and desperately. Some
of the officers and nien in the forts refused
to sarrender and were cut down by the Jap-
anese, he Star publishes a despatch say-
ing Japanese torpeda bogts engaged the

tion of the forts while the troops closed
around the forts at the rear, Then _the
torpedo boats made 2 sudden and ocontérted
dash and succeeded in geting inside the har-
bor. The Japanese artillery in the rear
kept up a continuous fire upon the Chinese
forts, and the infantry made a succession of
a:tacks upon the outer defences, which they
captured after the first onslaught by the Jap-
anese. Chinese troops became panic strick-
en and fled. A despatch to the Central

»—+Rews says the real fighting at Port Arthur

began Nov. 20th in the third pass, the vil-
lage of Shuisse Ying having been captured
Nov. 19¢th. Another despatch says the
British warship Porpoise brought news of the
battle and fall of Port' Arthur to Che Foo.
The Shanghai correspondent of Central News
says it is éstimated 15,000 to 20,000 Chinese
troops defended Port Arthyr.” It s suppos-
ed that two Chinese warhips were also at
Port Arthur. The foreign office has received
a despatch from the British minister at Tokio
confirming the retmrt of the capture of Port
Arthur, The Globe’s Shanghai despatch
says China has sent a special agent to .rapun
with instructions to accept any terms of
peace except the cession of any portion of
China proper to Japan.

Church of England Conference.

Hewp At St. Jonn's CHURCH SCHOOL-
HOUSE, St. JoHN, 13TH AND ldTH
oF NOVEMBER, 1894.

Mg. Epitor,—I have much pleasure in
senaing you u little sketch of the doings of
the Church of Kngland Council, held here
during the past week. - To say that the in-
terest and sericus earnestness manifested by
this gathering was very great hardly gives
an adequate idea of the spiritual and solemn

phere of the This Council
was'a timely protest against the Romanizing
tendencies which have been developing very
rapidly for some time past in the Anglican
Church.

The Rev. J. deSoyres, from the text,
“ Where two or three are met together, ete,”
preached a preparatory sermon to his congre-
gation on Sunday last. In this sermon the
leading ideas were: 1st, the physical, the
union of wills; 20d, the ** spiritual demos-
racy " of such an occasion.

On Monday evening the service of the
Conference was held in St. John’s Church,
at which the Rev. W. Hamelon, M.A., of
Charlottetown, preached the sermon: text,
“ Earnestly coutend for the faith,” etc.

He said the increasing importance of a
vindication of Evangelical churchmauship
was due to the fact that sacerdotalists are
becoming less and less tolerant of evangelical
principles, and are even beginuing to chal-
lenge their right to a _representation within
the church at all The sacrifices of
the mass, with all its attendant vestments,
lights, suricular confession with all its conse-
quent sacerdotal influences, loosening family
ties of God’s institution, prayers for the dead,
and even mariolatry itself included and de-
fended; and what is the teaching that centres
around and underlies the extravaganot rever-
ence paid to all that is connected with the
admiuistration of the holy communion? The
one offering of the body of Jesus Christ upon
the eross voce for all, is, by a perpetually
iterated representation in the Eucharist, at
least implied fo have been insufficient for the
putting away of sin, and the sinneris drawn
uside from a saving faith in the word which
testifies of that finished work, to a supersti-
tious confidence in a carnal participation of
the consecrated elements. The name priest
has one sanction in'the New Testament as a
sacriticing medium. Not once in the New
‘Testament is the Lord's table spoken of as
an altar, not once is that sacred flesh regarded
as sacrifiee.

»¢ Bishop Kyle says: * You cannot condemn
and unchurch Evangelicals without con-
demning the Reformers at the same time.
Sacerdotalists are anxious to get behind the
reformation and to introduce the doc
trines and practices which were deliberately
rejected at that period which the present
archbishop of Canterbury regards as the
greatest historical event in the history of the
church.” Evangelical principles have their
natural and necessary outcome in a godly
and a christ-like life. The high church in-
novations have an acceptance by those who
frequent the theater, the race-course and
the ball-room.

Qo Tuesday mworning, at 9 o'clock, the
Holy Communion was celebrated. The con
ference then began its session with Rev. J.
deSoyres in the chair, After the reading
of a number of letters of regret at inability
to be present, of sympathy towards the cause,
ete., the discussion began by the Rev. G. E.
Lloyd, of Rothsay, reading a very instruc
tive paper by Canon ()’'Mere, of Toronto, on
the aims and work of the Canadian mission-
ary society. Mr. Lloyd strongly advocated
the claims of this society in that it was
Evangelical in its aims. i‘le could not sup-
port anything which translated men by a
short cut from the communion of the church
of England to that of Rome, Upon this pa-

r addresses were delivered by the Rew,

Ir. Sampson, Revds, F. Almon, Hamlyn,
Hague, Messrs. Millage and Jarvis, all urg-
ing the claims of this missionary society in
particular.

A very large gathering assembled in the
afternoan o hear the disgussion upon *‘ The
Actitude of Bvangelical Churchmen towards
Ritualism and Sacerdotalism.” The first
paper read was an admirable one from the
pen of Rev. Canon Henderson of Montreal.
* What should be the attitude of evangelical
churchmen towards sound doctrines and
rityal advance,” was the question he under-
took to apswer. Their attitude might be
regarded as the result of the combined exer-
cise of the following lines of duty, viz., those
of leariers, stewards, watchmen. They must
learn to know that the difference between
the evangelicalists and sacerdotalists were of
a serious and vital nature, which ought not
to be overlooked. They must be brought to
understand the importance of the decision of
the question whether Christ shall be of any
uee Lo us as a Saviour, or whether He shall
peofit us nothing.

As stewards of sound doctrine it becomes
our duty to preserve it as a sacred deposit of
inestimable value, and to see that it was
ueither inereascd or diminished, commuted
or adulterated in avy degree, Remission of
sins, e. g., was not to be changed into re-
missability of sins. Salvation was not to be
translated ixto suyeublé position. Nor was
faith to be inade e;luivﬂlcul to faith and
works as the instrumental cause, much less
the ground of our justification before God.
WWagch ngainst the slightest departure from
the truth of the gospel, whether it was in re-
spect to the nature of the church, or the
atonement, ar the sacraments of the grace of
God, or any other fundamental doctrine.
If, with a strange infatuation, we attempt
to envelope the glorified humanity of our
ascended Lord with a bare covering cf ma-
terial bread and wine, what better were we
than the childish Israelites of old, who at
the instance of Aaron worshipped—not the
calf—the Lord of Sabbaoth through the
golden calf and called down upon themselves
in consequence the heavenly punishment.
On ceremonies the prayer book instructs.
“¢ Christ’s gospel is not a ceremorfial law as
much as Moses’ was, but it is a religion to
serve God, not in bondage' of the figure or
shadow, but in the freedom of the spirit.
prayer-book without the acts of utiformity
is a8 incomplete as a prayer-book minus the
order for morniug and eveping prayer. It
forbids what it daes not authorize. Why
should not the congregation stand when the
clergy enter! The prayer book forbids it.
Why should they not turn to the east in the
creed] Why not repeat the Sanctus in part
only? Why not adopt the eastward position?
Because the prayer-book forbids what it does
not authorize.

The Rev. W. P. Noble, the rector of Trin-
ity church, Quebec, followed with a paper on
the same subject. He said ritualism was
almost too trifling a thing to talk about. In
the face of the needs of our mission work it
was folly for men to quarrel about colored
stoles, crosses, candlesticks and flowers.
Ritnalism was Christless priestcraft, sub-
stituting another sacrifice for Christ, and
presuming to kring the Creator down from
heaven upon their altars.. Was sacerdotal-
ism and ritualism compatible with continued
membership in the church of England?

The afternoon session of Wednesday was
the meeting of the session, for this was to be
the Symposum on Christian Union. The
leading paper was from Rev. Canon Sheraton,

.D., the principal of Wyecliff college, en-
titled ** The Catholic Churzh and Christian
Unity.” The learned gentleman first called
attention to the longing for christian unity
80 significant among the religious phenomena
of theday. Still the obstacles to the organic
union of the churches are very great, viz,
sectarian pride, denominational interest. In
the church of England thers are two oppos-
ing theories, the Sacerdotal apd the Evan-
gelical, the one making the essential naggre
of the church to consist in what is et®hal
and visible and the other in what is spiritual
and ethical. The writer showed how the
sacerdotal theory of the church confounds
unity with conformity, instancing its one

plete and self i embodiment the
system of the church of Rome. There is
secured threugh the Roman Communion a
magnificent unity of purpose and of action,
but in reality it is only the appearange of
unity maintained by the dea.d?y process of
repression and restriction. That which is
not necessary for admission into the fellow-
ship of the saints in heaven cannot be neces-
sary for admission into the communion of
the saints on earth. We must cultivate a
wise discrimination between things essential
and apply the wise maxim, *“ In things neces-
sary, unity, in things not necessary, liberty,
in all things charity. The proper course to
take to secure ultimate reunion is, first, recog-
nition, second, co-operation, then federation.
The Church of England possesses a splendid
vantage ground as the unifier of Protestant-
ism if she holds fast to the reformation
settlement. Let us have the courage of our
inions, let us cherish love and brother-

hood towards all Protestant and Evangelical
churches, and let us seek fo realize in all
their ?urity and power these Evangelical
Catholic principles, the only secure and
sufficient basis of a reunited Christendom.
Rev. W, Hamlyn, of Charlottetown, fol-
lowed with an interesting paper on the rela-
tion of the Church of England to other de-
nominations. There was much going on
around us at the present time to show us the
sinfalness of sectarian exclusiveness, and the

power that would come to the whole united
church and the blessing that would come to
the world if all Evangelical Christians would
be willing to work heartily together. Look
at the encouraging fact of the existence of so
many societies, both missionary and philan-
thropic, that were worked upon an entirely
unsectarian hasis, and the still more encour-
aging fact that God had set His seal of ap-
proval by the outpouring of His divine
blessing.  If we congult_the formularics of
the Church of England we gather from them
by implication what was the attitude towards
other denominations that she would have her
sons adopt, for we found that so far from
unchurching all who were beyond her pale,
and handing them over to the uncevenanted
mercies of (iod, as some were doing, she dis-
tinctly recognized them as forming an in-
tegral part of the Church of God, which was
defined in the 19th article. Let us not wait
until we grow strong before we co-operate,
becanse we need each others help to grow
strong together. May God hasten the day
when shoulder to ehoulder, the thrill of vic-
tory along the mighty. ranks, all Christians
shall march together under the banner of the
captain of their salvation.

Rev. Dr. McRae, of Si. Stephen's (Pres-
byterian) Church, thanked the,rector of St.
John’s for the invitation to be present to
discuss the great [question ** Union or Re-
union of Christendom.” The Pope himself
had been moved to publish an encyclical on
the topic, and for the first time christiuns
were addressed as brothers by the head of
the R. C. church. Our differences were so
slight that it should in time come about. In
1873 there were 125 different sects in the
Brivish Isles; 1893 there were 270. The
Buddbists and other sects were sueering at
our christian missionaries, It was time to
put our house in order. The Charch of
Eogland and Presbyterians were ugreed as
te the scriptures and practically as to creeds.
With the elimination of some little things
the church form of worship would be accept-
able to him. The book of prayer might well
become that of the world. It was second to
none in impressiveness, We were one as to
our aim. We are all desirous of the produc-
tion of the same fruits.  There was no diffcr-
ence in the way the minister weunld point the
siuner.. The christian churches ought to be
able to federate in mission work at home and
abroad. They should strive for something
more than an iuvisible union. The uuion
should be in faith and communion in repent-
ance and othier graces. Very earnestly did
he pray for the growth and spread of the
evangelical branch of the Church of Kogland

The Rev. Mr. Paisley spoke in behalf of
the position of Methodism towards union.
It was a pleasure for him on this occasion to
speak of the good the Church of England
had accomplished for the Master. The
Methodists were always ready to go forth
with the clergy of the other evangelical
churches to do battle for the Lord. When
she saw brethren ditfering from her on some
points she was still willing to reoogrize
them. But to be candid, the Methodist
church did not see harmony and unity in the
Church of England. She saw the grand
party of evangelicals, and if all churchmen
were like that she wonld gladly grasp them
by the hand. The Methodist Chure
not willing to accept the historic cpiscopate
as she uanderstood the expression. - The
logical ontcome of that was the Church of
Rome. He was glad, however, to meet the
evangelicals, and they would be welcome to
occupy the Methodist pulpits. He hoped
soon 1o see the Preshyterian charch and the
church to which he belonged clasp hands,
Union with the Charch of England might
later. He was much pleased with
pal Sheraton’s paper.

ev. J. A. Gordon, Baptist, was glad tiat
he had come to explain the position the Bap-
tist church held on this subject. The Bap-
tist church demands a regenerate member-
ship. Religion is life. It establishes an
intercourse hetween (iod and man.

Tea shonld be used as soon as it-ig opened.
Housekeepers should buy it in mail quanti-
ties and always keep it airtight in a dry
place, Tea a year or two old depreciates
greatly in value.

Tea should be drunk from two to five
minutes after it is made. It is not neces-
sary to let it steep.

The Chinese put the dry leaf in the cup

_ and pour the fresh water just at the boiling

point over it. The sap which is secreted in
the stemmy structure of the leaf is all that
is good. This exudes in from two to five
minutes.

If allowed to stand longer the chemical
quality in the leaf destroys the flavor and
renders the tea indigestible aud injurious.
As for the woman who has her teapot stand-
ing on the stove all day and takes a cup
whenever she feels weary, according to tea
men, it is a special dispensation of providence
that she does not drop dead on the spot.

In China and Japan the work of cultivat-
ing and preparing tea for the market de-
volves principally upon the women. Tea
grows on bushes from three to five feet high
in plantations similar to cotton. In form
the leaf is similar to the smaller petals of a
rose.

For the arduous labor of picking, drying
and rolling the tea leaf women receive from
10 to 20 cents a day. The cultivation of tea
has been tried in the southern part- of the
United States, but owing to the'small wages
paid Chinese laborers, we cannot compete.

One of the interesting features of China
to tourists are the tea houses. They are
little, one-roomed buildings. Chinese dra-
peries, screens, lanterns and fans form the
principal decoration. The low tea tables
are covered with Chinese paper and the ex-
quisite caps and saucers would gladden the
heart of a curio collector.

They are usually presided over by » ma-
tron and her several daughters. They all
know a little Eoglish, and are extremely
polite. When a stranger appears on the
threshold the daughters immediately sur-
round and fan him, while the mother bustles
off to make a cup of tea. He is not asked
if he wants it—that fact is taken for granted.
Ii he hesitates and does nat drink it as soon
as it is handed to him, in very attractive
broken Eaglish they urge him to drink it
before it spoils.

The ouly teas which have at all the stim-
ulating effect ascribed to alcohol are the
Congou, Ceylon and India teas. Of course
they are made of more than the ordinary
strength. Americans do not drink tea as
strong as they do in England. In China,
where it is the national beverage, they
drink it in smaller quantities and oftener,
and without milk or sugar. Putting rum
and cordials in tea is a thoroughly European
and Anterican idea, and would impress the
Chinaman, if he were familiar with that
flavor, of ** painting the lily.”

The purest teas are Qolong and Congou.
There is a little coloring matter in green tea,
but not enough to be injurious. - For theiy
own use, howeyer, the Chinese never color
their tea. For the very best quality one

~-sioild not.pay more than $1 a pouad. More

is a fancy price.

1t is very interesting to watch a tea taster
at work. He is seated before a round re-
volving table, on the edge of which are sev-
eral dozen cups. At his feet is an enormous
fonnel shaped cuspidor. Iuto this he spits
the tea after tasting. For a tea taster to
ever swallow the tea-is an unheard of thing.

In the center of the table is a pair of
scales. A nickel 5 cent piece is the omly
weight used, its balance being the regulation
quantity of tea used for each cup. Two
cauldrons of boiling water splutter on a gas
stove.

Turniog the table around, the taster in-
vestigates each cup in turn, He decides
upon their respective values and quality by
the fragrance, the brightness of the leaf, its
formation (the smaller and closer the better),
the color and taste of the tea.

So accurate do these men become in their
judgments that they can frequently pick out
the different brands used in a cup of mixed
tea.

The Mud Bath Treatment.

There is nothing particularly enticing in
the sound of ““mud baths,” and those who
have tried them at Homburg and other
places find them not agreeable as experien-
ces, however efficacious they may be as a
treatment. At nost spas the processis sim-
ply that of pouriTg mud into one’s bath, but
at some Italian Yaths to which the fashion-
ably sick are turning, a traveler who has
taken them finds that they are quite differ-
ent. The mud, ina very hot and almost
dry form, much of the consistency of brick
clay, is zpplied locally to those parts of the
body which are affected. The patient lies
on s®straw bed, on which is placed a sheet.
The attenant having ascertained the suffer-
ing parts daubs them to the thickness of
several inches with the mud. The invalid,
covered with a hot sheet or blankets, lies
for half an hour, prespiring freely, then gets
into a hot sulphuar bath, is thoroughly cleans-
ed, rubbed dry, and returned to a bed arti-
ficially watmed, where the perspiration con-
tinues for an hour or so longer. This treat-
ment is repeated almost every morning for
about twenty days, and is of great value in
all manifestations of rheamatism. The mad
is dug out of a mountain a few miles from
the spa, and brought to the establishment
and allowe | to soak for several years in
tanks of boiling sulphur water until requir-
ed for use. :

How to See Cataract in Your Own Eye.

The following simple method enables a
patient to see a cataract in his own: eye and
note its growth and development, probably
better than any occulist can observe it for
him.

Cataract is said to be due to the gradual
deposition of oxtlate of lime in the substance
of the crystalline lens, at first in small
spots or streaks, sometimes in one part and
sometimes in another. The deposit gradual-

MY increases until it penetrates the whole of

the lens, causing blindness. The remedy,
then, is to remove the lens, and after there-
m»val the patient needs a substitute in the
form of a highly magnifying spectacles.

All that is necessary to enable a patient
t» see his own cataract for himself 1S a piece
of card and a needle—a visiting card will do
very well. Pierce a clean round hole near
the middle of the card and hold the card up
to the light close to theeye looking preferably
in the direction of a piece of bluesky. With
the card near the eye, the patient will not
see the small hole pierced by the needle,
bat he will see a comparatively large
large faintly illuminated field with his catar-
act projected uponit. Heis, infact, observ-
ing the shadow cast by his cataract on the
ratina at the back of his eye. With a small
puncture in the card the shadow so thrown
is comparatively sharp. - Bat with a normal
eye an evenly illeminated field or clean disk
will be seen. The patient may thus map
down his own cataract, and settle for him-
self whether it is extending and whether he
will have an operation or not. None of the
occulists T have seen have known of the
method, and there may, consequently, be
some advantage in making it public.

Why They Struck.

It has been customary for many people to
consider the southern laborer as slow; lazy
and shiftless, yet a writer in the Engineer-
ing Magazine says that no stranger could
enter one of the mills or pass a day in the
pine-timber woods without being surprised
by the vigor with which work is performed.

Work has become an instinct; the laborer.
knows but four conditions—eating, sleeping,
working and, after pay day a carousal, or
absolute idleness.

A curious story of a strike is told at ome
of the mills. The hours of labor are long
from dawn to twilight. In the winter the
hours are fewer, but in summer the saws are
buzzing and the whole community alive and
at work before the sun has touched the tree-
tops. *

A northern foreman of philanthropic prin-
ciples took charge of a certain mill, and sor-
rowed within his heart for the poor fellows

wearing out their lives with canthook and-"~

saw. So he decreed that from seven o’clock
in'the morning to six in the afternoon should
constitute the labour of a day.

There was a murmar in the camp and in
two days there was a general strike. Called
upon for reasons, the spokesman stated the
case of the men:

“ We all jus’ doan like dis yar gwine ter
wuk at seben o'clock. Wha's the use ob
sittin’ aroun’ fer two hours in the mawnin’
’fo gwine to wuk? We jus’ain’ gwine to stan’
it, dat’s all.”

So the strike was declared off by the
superintendent agreeing to allow all hands
to go to work at dawn and keep at it as long

as they could see.
