For

the ])hysician should l)c the minister of hope and comfort to the sick ;

that, hy sn(;h cordials to the drooping spirit, ]\e may sniooth the hed of

d«'ath, revive expiiing life, and counteract the de])ressing intluence of

tiiose maladies which often disturh the tranipiility of the most I'esigni.'d

in their last momcuits. 'J'he life of a sick person can be shortened, not

only Ijy the acts, but also l»y the words or the manner of a j)h3'sician.

It is, therefore, a sacred duty to guard himself carefully in this respect,

and to avoid all things which have a tendency to discourage the ])atient

and to depress his spirits.

."). A ])hysician ought not to a))andon a patient because the case

is deemed incurable; for his attendance may continue to be highly

useful to the patient and comforting to the n^lativcs around him, even

in the last period of a fatal mala<ly, by alleviating ))ain and other symp-

toms, and by soothing mental anguish. To dccdine attendance, under

such circumstances, would be saci-ificing to fanciful delicacy and mis-

taken liberality that Tuoral duty which is independent of, and far

superior to, all pecuniary consideration.

(). Consultations should l»e pi-omoted in ditlicidt or protracted cases,

as they give rise to confidence, energy, and more enlarged views in

practice,

Si rt 11,11 I. — Dtttli .•< for III) fiiijiporf nf' /irnj'f^ssioiia/ rharnctfr.

I. Mvery individual on entering the iirofession, iis h<' Iteconies

therohy entitled to all its privileges and ininninities, incurs an obligation

to exert his Itest abilities to niaintain its dignity and honor, to exalt its

standing, and to extend the Itounds of its uaefulnoss. He should, there-

fore, observe strictly such laws as are instituted foi" the govc-nincnt of

its mendfcis ;— should avoid all contumelious and sarcastic irmarks

relative to the faculty as a l)ody ; and while, by unwearied diligence, he

resorts to every honoralde means of enriching the science, lie should

entertain a due respect for his seniors, who have; by their labors brought

it to the elevated condition in which he finds it.

'2. Thcie is no pi'ofession from the members of w Inch gi-eater jmrity

of character ami a higher standard of moral excellence is ref|\iirc<l than

the medii-al ; and to attain such eminence is a dtity eveiy physician

owes alike to his y)rofession and to his patients. It is due to the latter,

as without it he cannot command their respect and confidence, and to

both l)ecause no scientific attainments can compensate for the want of

(correct moral principles. It is also incumltent upon the faculty to be

temperate in all things, for the ])ractice of ])hysic rc(jviires th»^ unremit-

ting exercise of a clear and vigorous understanding; and on emei'gencies,

for which no jjrofessional man should be unprepared, a steady hand, an

acute eye, and an unclouded head may be essentials to the well-being,

and even to the life, of a fellow-creature.

8. It is derogatf)ry to the dignity of the profession to resort to public

advertisements, or ])rivate cards, or liandbills, inviting the attention of

individuals aflFect(;d with particidar diseases, or diseases of special

organs, publicly oflering advice and medicine to tlie poor gratis, or
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j)roniiRing radical euros ; or to publish cases and operations in the public

])i-ints, or sutler siu;h publications to be made ; to invite laymen to be

present as spectators at operations, to boast of cures and remedies, to

})reHent ccrtiticates of skill and success to the genei'al public, or to })er-

form any other similar act. It is further highly im|)roper for medical

men todis|)lay their names outside public charities, or public buildings

;

also that the posting of bills oi' circulating of dodgers under any circum-

stances be prohibited. These are the ordinary ])ractices of empirics,

and arc highly leprehensible in a regular physician. In (;ase, however,

of a pliysician or surgeon conuiuMicing the practice of his ))rofession, or

removing to another locality, a simple aiuioinicenu'nt l»y an unobtrusive

card in the inil)lic prints is unobjectionable. Also, that specialists come

undei' the same rules regarding advertising as general practitioners,

4. Ivpially derogatory to professional character is it for a j)hysician

to hold a ])atcnt for any surgical instrument or medicine ; or to dispense

a secret Nostki'.m, whether it be the composition or exclusive property

of himself or of otiicrs. For if such nostrum be of real efficacy, any

concealment I'cgarding it is incfinsistent with l)eneficence and profes-

sional lil)erality ; and if mystery ah»ue give it value and importance,

such craft im[)lies either disgraceful ignoraiu;e or fraudident avarice.

It is aho reprehensible for pliysicians to give certificates attesting the

efficacy of patent or secret or j)roprietary medicines.

S'cfioii .'.— Pi'fil'i <-^i(>ini.' S( rrir( s of Physifiaiis to (arh otjirr,

1. All i)ractit loners of medicine, their wives, and their children

w bile tnider the paternal care, are entitled to the gratuitous services of

any one oi- nunc of the faculty residing near them, whose assistance may
1)0 desired. A |>hysician afllicted with di.sease is usually an incompetent

judge of his ow n case ; and the natural an.xiety and solicitude which he

experiences at the sickness of a wife, a child, or any one who, l)y the

ties of consauguinity, is rendered pecudiarly dear to him, tend to obscure

his judgment, and produce timidity and irresolution in his ])i-actice.

Under such circumstances medical men are peculiarly dc])endent upon

each other, and kind olfices and professional aid should always be cheer-

fully and gratuitously aflbrded. Visits ought not, however, to be

obtruded otliciously ; as such unasked civility may give rise to end)ar-

rassment, <>i interfere with that choice on which confidence depends.

But if a member of the profession, whose circumstances are alfiuent,

request attendance, and an honorarium be olfered, it need not l)e

*'
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declined ; for no peouniarv obligations ought to 1)p imposerl which the

party receiving it would not Avisli to incur.

ARTICLK 111.

OK THIi I)rTIP:s OK I'llYSH'IANS AS Hi;s['E<TS VK'ARIOfS OKKK'KS.

1. ^^'llon a nienihcr of the profession shall officiate for another he

.shall receive regular fees for such attendance, subject to any arrange-

ment which nui}' exist between them.

ARTICLE IV.

OK THE Dt'TIKS OK niVSICIANS IN RE(iARl) TO CONSULTATIONS.

1. A regular medical education furnishes the only presumptive evi-

dence of professional abilities and requirements, and ought to be the

only acknowledged right of an individual to the exercise and honors of

hi.s profession. Nevertheless, as in consultations the good of the patient

is the sole ol)jcct in view, and this is often dependent cm personal confi-

dence, no intelligent regular practitioner who has a license to practise

from some medical board of known and acknowledged respectability,

recognized l)y this Association, and who is in good moral and profes-

sional standing in the place in which he resides, sliould be fastidiously

excluded from fellowship, or his aid refused in consultation, wlien it is

re(]uested by the ])atient. liut no one can be considered as a regular

practitioner or a tit associate in consultation whose practice is based upon

an exclusive dogma, to the rejection of the accunndated experience of

the profession, and of the aids actually furnished by anatomy, physio-

logy, pathology and organic chemistry. No mem1)er or members of this

Association shall l)e permitted to meet in consultation or take charge

of any case conjointly with any one who publicly announces himself as an

Allopath, a Homeopath, an Eclectic, an Electro-Therai)eutist, Pliysieo-

Tvlerlicalist, or by any such distinctive title wliich wovdd limit him to a

particular line of treatment, to the exclusion of all others.

2. In consultations no livalship or jealousy should be indidged ;

candor, probity and all due respect should be exercised towai-ds the

physician having charge of the case.

3. In consultations the attending physician should be the first to

propose tlie necessary (questions to the sick ; after which tlie consulting

physician should have the opportunity to make such fiuther in([uiries

of the patient as may be necessary to satisfy him of the true character
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of the case. Both physicians shoiikl then retire to a private place for

(lelilteralion ; and the one first in attendance should coniinunicate the

dirii«'tions agreed upon to the })atient or his friends, as well as any

opinion which it may l)e thouglit proj)ei' to express. But no statenuiit

or discussion of it should take place before the patient or his friends,

except in the presence of all the faculty attending, and hy their coniinon

consent ; and no oj)inions or ])rognostications should be delivered which

arc not the ?esult of previous delibei-ation and concurrence.

4. In consultations the pliysician in attendance should deliver his

opinion first ; and, when there are several consulting, they sliouhl

deliver tlicir opinions in the order in which they have Itccn called in.

No decision, however, should restrain the attending ))hysiciau from

making such variations in the mode of ti'catment as any subsequent

unexpected change in the character of the case may demand. But such

variation, and the leason for it, ought to be carefully detailed at the

next meeting for considtation. The same privile^' Isf) belongs to the

consulting ])hysician if he is sent for in an emergency when the regular

attendant is out of the way, and similar ex})lanations must be nuide by

him at the next consultation.

5. The utmost ))unctuality sliould l)e observed in the visits of

physicians when they are to hold consultation together, and this is

generally piacticable, for society has been considerate enough to allow

the plea of a professional engagement to take preceilence of all others,

and to l)e an ample reason for the rclincjuislunent of any present occupa-

tion, lint as professional engagements nuiy sometimes interfere, and

delay one of the parties, the physician Avho first arrives should wait for

his associate a reasonable period, after which the consultation should

be considered as postponed to a new appointment. If it be the attend-

ing physician who is ju'esent, he will of course see the patient and

prescril)e : but if it be the consulting one, he should retire, except in

case of enivM'gcucy, or when he has been called from a considerable

ilistance, in whi('h latter case he may exaniim! the ])atient and give his

(>))iuion in \ii'iting, and under seal, to be delivered to his associate.

0. All discussions in considtations should be held as secret and

confidential. In case oiu^ or more of the partici[)ants in a consultation

cannot agree with the others in reference to any important point, either

in the diagnosis of the disease or the future treatment of the ])atient,

such ditFerence of opinion shall be forthwith communicated by the

attending physician to the patient or his responsible friends, in order



that tliey may decide vvliose opinion and advice they sliall accept and
act upon.

7. As cii'cunistances sometinies owm to render a special consulta-
tion desirable, when the continued attendancic of two i)hvsicians nii'dit he
ohjectiona))l(; to the patient, the nienil.er of the faculty whose assistance
is ie([uired in such cases should se<lulously gnard against all future
unsolicited attendance. As such consultations reipiire an extraordinary
portion both of time ami attention, at least a double honorai inm may
reasonably be expected.

8. A physician who is called upon to consult should observe the
most honorable and sciupulous legard for the character and standing of
the practitioner in attendance; the practice of the latter, if necessary,
should be justified as fai' as it can be consistently with a conscientious
regard for truth, and nt) hint or insinuation s^hould be thrown out whicl
could impair the confidence reposed in him, or affect his re])utation.

The consulting ])hysician should also carefully i-cfrain from any of those
extraordinaiy attentions oi- assiduities whicli ai'c too often practised l)y

the dishonest for the base puri)()se of gaining applause, or ingratiating
themselves into the favor of families and individuals.

ARTICLE V.

DUTIKS (JK I'lrVSICIANS IN CASi:jr OF INTIiRFKRENCE.

1. A physician, in his intercimrse with a patient under the care of

another })ractitioner, shouhl ])reserve the strictest caution and reserve.

No meddling incjuiries should l)e made -no disingenuous hints given
relative to the nature and treatment of his disorder ; nor anv course ot
conduct pursued that may directly or indirectly tend to iliminish the
trust reposed in the physician employed.

2. The same circumspection and reserve shouhl be observed when,
from ujotives of business or friendship, a physi(;ian is prumi)ted to visit

an individual who is under the direction of another piactitioner.

Indeed, such visits should be avoided, except under peculiar circum-
stances

; and when they are made no particular inquiries should be
instituted relative to the luiture of the disease, or the reuietlies

employed, but the topics of conversation slioukl be as foreign to the case
as circumstaru'es will admit.

3. A physician ought not to take charge of. or prescribe for, a

patient wdio has recently been under the care of another memlter of the
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fa<;ulty in the same illness, except in cases of sudden eniergeney or in

consultation with tlie physician previously in attendance, or when the

latter has relimpiished the case, or been legidarly notilicil tiiat liis

services are no longer d«;sired. Undei' such circumstances no unjust or

illiberal insiiuuitions should he thrown out in relation to the conduct or

practice previously pursued, which siiould l)e justified as far as candor

and I'cgard for ti'uth and proltity will pei'mit.

4. When a pliysieian is called to an uigent case liecause the family

•attendant is not at hand, he ought, unless liis assistance in coiisultatiou

i)e desired, to resign the care of the patient to the latter immediately

on his arrival.

"). It often happens in cases of sudden illness, or of recent accidents

and injuries, owing to the alarm and iuixiety of friends, that a num1)er

of physicians aie sinudtaneously sent for. Under these circumstances

courtesy slnndd assign the patient to the first wIkj arrives (uidess

the jjatient or some responsible friends express a i)reference for

another), who should select from those present any additional assistance

that he may deem uecessaiy. In all such cases, however, the practi-

tioner who officiates should re(piest the family physician, if there be

one, to lie called, and, uidess his further attendance be re(piested,

should resign the case to the latter on his ari'ival.

(j. When a physician is called to the i)atient <jf another practitioner,

in conse(juence of the sitrkness or absence of the latter, he ought, on the

return or recovery of the regular attendant, and with the consent of the

patient, to surrender the case.

(The ex])ression, "patient of another practitioner," is understood

to mean a patient who may have been utider the charge of another

practitioner at the time of the attack of sickness, or departure from

iioine of the latter, or who may have called for his attendance during

his absence or sickness, or in any other manner given it to be un<ler-

st(jod that he regarded the said jjhysician as his regular medical

atti'udant.]

7. A physician, when visiting a sick person in the country, may be

di'sircd to see a neighboring patient who is under the Vegulai' direction

of another j)hysician, in consequence of some su<lden change or aggrava-

tion of symi)toms. 'J he conduct to be pursued on such an occasion is to

gi\e advice adapte<l to present circumstances ; to interfeie no further

than is absolutely neei^ssary with the general plan of treatment ; to

assume no further directions unless it l)e expressly desired ; and, in
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that case, to request an inuiiediate consultation with tl.P practitioner
previously eniplcnt'd.

N. A physician shouM not -ive advice -n.tis to the well-to-do
either u. private or hospital practice, he.-ause his .loiug «o is an injury
to Ins professional hrethren. The otlic.e of a ,,hvsic-ian .-an never l.'e

supported as an exclusively l.eneHcent one : an.l it is defrau.lin.^ insome .legree, the common funds for its support, wlu'n fees are dispn,'sc-d
M ith which might justly he claimed.

9. When a physician who has been engaged to attend a case ofmKlwifery isahseut, and another is sent for, if deliverv is a.-compllshed
during the atten.lanee of the latter, he is entitled to ti.e fee, hut slcuhl
resign the patient to the pract ition.'r first engaged.

10 Xo physician or surgeon shall perform a post-morUm on thepa lents of any other physician or surgeon, without making a reason-
able elFort to have the attending physician or surgeon, or the physicianor surgeon whose professional reputation is likely to he inttuence.l l,vhe poM^iort^n examination, or his chosen representative present";and further if the presence of such physician <. surgeon, or hi chosen
representative, he objected to by the friends of the decease.l, the phvsi
c-ian or surgeon requested to make the po.f.nortnn shall refuse to nutke
It, unless instructed to do so by a coroner a.ting ;.s such.

ARTICLE VJ.

OF DTFFKRENCES BETWKEX I'll VSICi ANS.

1. Diversity of opinion and opposition of interest „uiv, in theuiclical as ni other professions, sometimes occasion controC^ersv andeven contention. Whenever such cases unfortunately occur, and c^annobe unmediatcly terminated, they should be referre.l to the arbitrationof a sulhcent number of physicians or a ronrl.m.liral

± A peculiar reserve must be maintained by physicians towardsthe pubhc ni regard to professional matters, and as there exists numeous ponits in n.edical ethics and etiquette through which the feelingso medical men n^y be painfully assailed in their intercourse with e^Sother, an.l which cannot be understood or appreciated by .eneinsociety neither the subject-matter of such ,li,ferences nor the^uliudica
t on of the arbitrators should be made publi., as publicity in a case ofthi nature may be personally injurious to the individuals concerned
an.l can har.lly fail to bring discredit on the faculty.
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ARTICLE VI 1.

OK PKfM'NIARY A('KN(»\VI.ED(!MENTH.

SoiiK! general rules should he adopted l)y the faculty in every town

or district ('(dative to /xciiiiiari/ (ickitou'lcdijinents from their patitiuts ;

and it should t»e deemed a point of honor to iulhere to these I'ules with

as nnich uniformity as varying (;ireuinstances will admit. With regard

to elul) practice, physicians should he remunerated in proportion to the

work done at regular tariff rates.

ARTICLE MIL
OF THE DDTIES OF THE I'ROFESSIOX To THE PUBLK!.

1. As good citizens, it is the duty of physicians to he ever vigilant

for the welfare of tlie community, and to bear their part in sustaining

its institutions an<l burdens ; they should also be ever ready to give

counsel to the public in relation to matters especially appertaining to

their profession, as on subjects of medical police, ])ublic hygiene, and

legal medicine. It is their province to enlighten the |)ubli(' in regard to

([uarantine regulations ; the location, arrangement and dietaiics of

hospitals, asylums, schools, prisons, and similar institutions ; in rela-

tion to the medical p(dice of towns, as drainage, ventilation, etc. ; and

in regar<l to measures for the prevention of epidemic and contagious

diseases ; and when pestilence prevails, it is theii' duty to face the

danger, atid to continue their labors for the alleviation of the suti'ering,

even at the jeopardy of their own lives. ^

2. Medical men should also be alwaj'S ready, when called on by the

legally constituted authorities, to enlighten coroners' inquests and

i.'ourts of justice on subjec^ts strictly medical—such as involve (questions

relating to sanity, legitimacy, murder by prisons or other violent means,

and in regard to various otiier ([uestions embraced in the science of

medical jurispi'udenco. But in these cases, and especially where they

are i-eipiired to make a pOKt-niortem examination, it is just, in conse-

quence of till-' tinje, labor and skill ro(]uired, and the responsibility and

risk they in<'ur, that the public should award them a proper honorarium.

.'{. There is no profession by the meml)ers of which eleemosynary

services are more liberally dispensed than the medical, l)ut justice

re([uire3 that some limits should be placed to the performance of such

good ottices. Poverty, professional brotherhood, and certain ot the

public duties referred to in the first section of this article, should

l)ut neither .societies for mutual henelit, for the insurance of lives or for

analogous purposes, nor any profession or occu])ation, can he adinitted

to possess sucli privilege. Nor can it he justly expected of i>hysicians

to furnish certificates (tf inaltility to serve on juries, to perform militia

duty, or to testify to tiie state of iicaltli of persons wishing to insiu'e

their lives, obtain pensions, or the like, without a [)e(uniary acknow-

ledgment. But to individuals iti indigent circumstances sucli profes-

sional services should always be cheerfully and freely accDrded.

4. It is the duty of ])hysicians, who are freipient witne><-es of

the enormities committed by (piackei'v, and the injury to health and

even destruction of life caused I»y the usii of (juack medicines, to

eidighteu the ])ublic on tliese subjects, to exyiose the injuries sustained

by the unwary from the devices and pretensions of artful enqtirics and

impostors. Physicians ought to use all tiie inlluence which they nuiy

possess as professors in colleges of ]»harmacy, and by exei'cising theii'

option in regard to tlio shops to whii.'li tlieir prescri])tioiis shall be sent,

to discourage druggists and apothecaries from vending (piack or secret

medicines, or from being in any way engaged in their manufacture

and sale.
