NEWS FROM OUR MISSIONFARIES.
NORTHWEST CANADA.

Athabasca.-Rev. C. R. ýVeaver, in building a home for
Indian ciidren, of whomn he has noiv seventeen, lias incurred
a personal delit Of $300. Besides this, the Bi3shop has informed
him that tl'e mission is $ i, ioo in debt, and that he bhould try
and raise $500 if possible towards this amnount. Mr. WVeaver
appeals earnestly for assistance.

M4oosoncee. -Bishap Newnhanî appeals for un married men-
clergymen, theological students, lay teachers. He bopes to be
in this part of Canada from, about the middle af June till4the
end of Atigust.

Se/kirks.-Mr. F. F. Flewel'ing writes that, contrary to his
expectation, he did not go ta Fort Selkirk ta, spend the wvinter
there with i3ishop Bompas. Early in the autumn gold was
found at a place called Clondike on the Upper Yukun River,
fifty miles above Forty Mile. Great excitenient prevailed
among the miners, and many of them rushed off to work the
ricb deposits on the Clondike Creek. Soon there were two or
thiee hundred ruiners settled where before there had been
nothing but woods. The mines are fifteen miles back fromn
the Yukon River, but lit is the custom to build a store on the
river bank and make this the beadquarters for supplies. As
soon as a store wvas built at Clondike the Indians came and
pitcbed their tents about hall a mile further up the river, so
that there was soon an Indian village there. It wvas decided
by the Bishop that Mr. Flewelling should, for a tirne at least,
minister ta the Indians and miners of Clandike. After one
unsuccessful attempt t.a stein the current laden îvith blocks of
ice, which us at thîe rate of six miles an hour, Mr. Flewvelling
reacbed the Indian village itb bis winter's supplies on the
evenling Of the x7 th of Octoher, having bcen travelling for
three days. Here he was heartily welcomed. There wvas
greau joy aimang the natives, because a Il inister' b ad corne.
For tie space af an liaur lie had, according ta tustom, ta
shake lîands with mcii, ivonîii, chilreuî, and even babies. As
ta dresses, colours,odours, etc., these were beyond description.
Oîie or :wo men conld speak broken English. hivited to stay
at the hanse af ane of the duief Indians, who gave up his bed
ta the visîtor, the missionary, iii order flot ta give offence, had
ta endure a hospitalicy ta wvhîch lie wvas unaccuscomed. A
reception wvas held in bis honour, a raaring fire ivas built in the
snîali sheet-iran stove, and meat roasted. Squatting roomi was
ail taken up, and even standing room ivas abo% par. The
meat uvas grasped iii their bands, seized by their teeth, and
then cnt off close co the mouth with a large knife. rIbe only
light 'vas the feeble rays of a candie, which the mnissionary lîad
brouglît uvith býn, and the gloiv of the stave.

Iu a week's tine Mr. Flewelling with somie assistance had
buiît a bouse for hiniseif, containing one room, 16X20 feet.
The door faces the Yukon on the wyest. Malss was placed

.e Zbc Canaiîtbtanl
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between the logs te keep out the cold. The borne made furni-
turc consists uf bcd, table, buok-çabe, ttire' lenc.bes, and a
sheet-iron siove. Thu house là betwcen the Indian tenta on
the soutb and the store about a quarter of a mile to the
north.

At irqt, the mîssionary was vcry much tnoubled wvîth Indians
comning in at all'hours without knocking or taking off their
bais, tbey wouid smoke and spit, poke the lire, and pry mbt
everyihing, but afier a little kind and patient training tiere was
an improvement aniongst theni.

JAPAN.

Gifu.-The Rev. H. J. Hamnilton bas a long letter in the
,Ja5itii IVfeek!y, M4ail, giving an acconnt of bis stewardship in
the inalter of the Inundations Relief Fund. Either penson-
aily or by mens of reliable japanese belpens, ail tbe cases
wlicre relief was given were carefuliy iooked into, three towns
and ten villages being visited for ibis purpose. TLhe belp
given ivas chiefiy iii tbe form of bedding. A widowv, sevenîy-
three years of age, wvas found iii tbe mniddle of Deceniben suf-
fering from tbe cold, wib only a strawv mat and an old
inosqLlito net t0 cover bier. $1,350 wvas contributed in Japan
for ibis objeci. Mrs. 1-amlilton's moîher, Mrs. Spence, bias
been suffening fnom malaria, Gifu being a. low-lying spot.

Te?)ohas/dh.-Rev. J. M. Baldwin thinks that botb in the
field as well as at bhrne, beneficial resuits are fiowing froni the
union of our Canadian japani mission with the C.M.S. In
the field it is possible now to extend the wvork, as tbe C.M%.S.
are able te supply native wvorkers. As alneady st.ated in an
editonial note, Mr. Baldwin is nowv stationed at Toyohasbi, a
garnison town, which is napidly rising in importance, situated
on tbe main line of railway beitveen Tokyo and Nagoya,
about forty.five miles frnm tle latter ciîy. ht is also te be the
southern tennminus of the Toyokava, Raiiway, %vhicb is iii
courbe of conmtruction. 'l'le population of Toyohashi is
20,000, wvill eighty-tbree villages grouped round, so ihat tibere
is Witbin eIsy rcach a Ppulation Of 200,000 souls, onie-tbird
of the wbiolc Mikawa province. '- %Vitb negard to the inhabit-
anis of the district," Mn. B3aldwin wvites, I find thein cen-
tainly more fiendly and approachabie tban the people of
Nagoya. Hert, as ai home, pe-opie living ini coniparatively
srnaii places live in mure inuimate connection îvitb omie anotber
tban mn langer centres. The Buddhbt sect of this district is
not very active on sîrong, amid apparenîiy bas very litîle hold
on the people. WVe entered on oun terni of nesidence hene
on Noveniben a ibi, having -si.ctred. through tlie kind assist-
ance o)f Mn. Saiki'b fatlher-in-iav> the ne-<essary pa3sports, and
jubt at tbat lime we 'vere fontunate te find the lieuse opposite
to us vacant, 'vbichi 1 secured as a preacbing bouse, and also
as a resîdence for the catechîst, MnI. Uchida, wbo camne frein
Gifu. Oun first regular service wve held on Advent Sunday.
The pneacning servict for tbe heatien is veil attended, and'I
arn glad to say we alneady seeni tu be geîîing a lutte hold of
the people."

A niglit school and a neading noomi have been opetied.
Several younig mien seemi interested ; arnong these a raiiway
employee and a sergeamit, the latter froni Ktumamoto, wvhere
lie biad beard the Gospel. He is bringing othens te the ser-
vices.

An out-station lias been opened at Futagaw'a, four miles
east on the railway, where a room 'vas nented. Between sixty
and sevenîy persons came te the finst service. Will the ex-
ception of a Gneck church mission, abatidoned some years
ago, Chnistianity had never been prcached there.

Another om4-sation wvill seiotly bc opened at Kauîiagori,

about eleven iniles on -the other side of Toyohashi. Tvo, lady
mnissionaries-anda.nativ.e Bible -woahan. are needed to reach
the women in their homes, who seem particularly acceusible
just now. Mr. Baldwin concludes : I trust ere long that
this need wvill be supplled by the Grent Lord of the lîarvest,
and carinot we ask the -friends at homne to join us iii prayer
that they niay be theinstruiiients in His hands of s;ippiyingý
this necd ?

AI JOURNEY BY DOG TRAIlN.

DEAR MR. IEDITOR,-I thougbt I migbit interest some of your
youthfui reade-rs if I gavea ltte accounit of a trip I made wvitb
dogs to bring home two boys froîn their winter camp to our
mission bouse. I do flot know if any of my readers have seen
a train of dogs. The dogs in Wýapuskowv are of ail sorts-
,-niongrel, puppy, wheip and bound, arnd cuir of low degree?"
Ail are smali, but some .are splendid 'iogs to wvork. My own
are a good train, and can draw about 400 lhs. withease. Wz
always barness our dogs tandem tashion, and "'hile the'usual
numiber of dogs in a train is four I hiave seen frorn one to six.
Six dogs are too many for a rougli bush country like this, as
the trait is so cnooked that soieffimes the leader is alrnost at
rîglit angles to the sleigh.

On this trip I arn speaking about, I took a toboggan ivith
sides of leather, so that .1 could ride wvhere the road %vas good.
An Indiari went finst %viti bis train, as hie knew the road. He-
bad a fiat sleigbi, and about 300 lbs. of -provisions on it sent
by a trader. WVe first cross part of WVapuskow Lake, where I
rode along in the slii, niy dogsjust going after tbe other train,
but as soon as I got across the lake I had to walk. The road
lay through long grass, wvbere tbe water had ni-de great lumps,
which werc frozen. Thlen tbere were rois ànd failen trees,
over wbicli tbe dogs clinibed and the sleigh burnped. Some.
times ve caine to a burnt track wvhere tbe bunit roots 'vene
sticking up ail over. This road wvas no wvorse than many
round bere and hetten than sorne. In the day's journey there
wene three lakes to cross. Here I jumiped into rny sleigli, and
the dogs soon started in a run or gailop. WVe biad îrave'lud a
long way, and at last carne to a tepee made of birch bark and
potes. It lad been erected by some Indians white thtey fihed
iii the lake. Just near was a fisbi-housi' made strongiy of logs,
wbere tbe fisb are stored for winter. The door wvas made
wvitli grass supported by potes. Wbhen the Indiati puiled away
the potes there wvas a nice dry floor, and a beai, of good ire-
wvood in the corner witli plcnty of bircb batk, se 've soon hadl
a rearing fine, and boiled uur little kettle. From this lake
the Indian asked me to go abiead 'vitb my dogs and I soon left
bîmi fan bchind. Aften about two hours thnougb rough land 1[saw
two Indian boys abead of mie. As soon as they heard the
bels and sawv the sleigh, tbey set off at a hard run te tell the
people the nîissionary wvas coming. The bouse was a uitile
shanty of logs, -wîîh a fiat roof, and large rnud clîimney, îvhere
logs tbree feet long wvene burning. Anot1ier. Wapuskow
Inidian bad corne froni bis 'vinter camp to meet the trader's
iîiaii who 'vas vith mie. H-e brouglit fur and received flour
and other goods. Afier having. a meal, ivhile the fish ivere
tbaving for the dogs, 1 read in the Cree part of St. John iii.,
and then tried to speak on the new birtb. I iben bad prayen.
The people seemcd in terested, and perhaps the thought of
Jesus as the sin bearer and licaler and God the giver of the
riew heart miay go wvithi themi te, thein hunting camps.

Next mrnoning we staltted back, and I had aý more difficuit
task in keeping my sleigh straight tban when it 'vas empty, for
1 had the littie boy in it. To most of the children in Ontario

TJHE Temple to the god Siva is oneo f te seven large temples
in l the district of Tinnceely. This enie is sittuated ini the

ing ilu Southern Ladia, nt :Mauîalur. Titmeveliy was thon a
hamboo foresL lThe king litd a fleck of cows andi sheep on the~
other aide of this forest nt a place called Malieor. It was the
daily duty of the hierdsmien to convey to the kinîg the produce of
the hierd-milk, butter, &c. Every day as they proceeded
throu gî the banmbo forest they foll nt a stene aild spilt c:le milhk,
&c. Tlhis N'me reportcd to ilie king. le came te te place of
'Stuilibling and ordered the ohnoxiotis stone te bo remiovcd. A
low was struîck ani imnmedintely blood flowedl out of the stoxte.

Thi.s
is in the shape of a porson, and is hedecked on great festivals
with gold and je-wels te the value of Rs. 500,000 (or over M0,000).
It lias a jen-elled biaud, vlticlt is always turaed down in tolcen ef
blcssing. .Tewelled eurling.s, xxecklaces, chains witheut number
tîtere kire, for I had theu privilege of seeitg them ene day.

THE GODS AND GODDESSES 0F NORTH
TIN NEVELLY.

A FWdays ago, whvlen I was conversing with a ChristianA oter nt Sriviiliputtur abouit " the gods and goddcsses of
LNorth, Tinnevelly," ho suddeniy obetdt ny using the terni
:god " iu that connexion, and roquestedt me te use the terni
«devil " or " demon." Was it net frein zeni for tlic Naine of the
Lord that hoe ias induced to make that reniark P May the samxe
zeal possess ail our minds.

Thougli it is net a pleasure te hear about the vaî'ious kinds of
dcmons-both maie and femalie-that are worshipped in North
Tinnevelly, yet, by hearing abolit thein, we nrny, te a certain
extent, l-,, aabled to cemprchlend the depthi of the heathen dark-
iness aroand. us, and the pitiabie condition of t.he ignorant masses
of the people. It sbould aise incline our hearts te pray more
earnestly for the conversion ef the Heathen. and te put forth freshi
endeavours fer tuo bpt-ead ef the Gospel lîglit ainongst these who
are bora and brcd iii darkcness. It isi withi this ebjet that I
propose te say a few iwords on the above- subjcct.

Frein the notes reccived frei thirty-ouo agents ef different
centres, I ain able te gather that there are nt least 475 demons or
devils worshippod iii tho C...portion ef the thcoflkse
North '1innevelly. Yeni neeti net, liewever-, 8II pe that t! ls('
figures are complote. Thero are othet' centres fronm iich suitl
particulars have net beeni recel çecl.

0f these 475, the nimber ef maie dounions is 300 anid that eof
female domons 175. Thocre are seventy-f'sve deions whichi eau ho
distinguisied by thoir severai castes. Tlie remainiing 400 are
net di1stillg nishiable by caste. Aiaong these thero arc soventeen
glaia demons, of whom.ton gitard te jungles, five the rends,
and tiwe tho burial or burning grounds.

'vero £14,430 in advance of the eorresponding period o! last year and
Benoefactions 'vere £6,947 more; those two'lieads thus showving tin
advanceo f £21,377 nt thaï; date. On the other hand, thero wvas a
decreaso under Legacies. of £9,9397. The total increase on the gencrîti
receiptsamounted to £11,338. Thiero ha.d been coilected £4,848 towtrdls
iiquidating the deficit of 1895.6, leaving £12,220 stili required te cxtin-
guish that deficit. ibero 'vas an iuîcrease of £.1.722 tunder Approprinted
Contributions, and the Thrco Years' Entertniso hia«lproduced£1,8
'vithout counting those promises whichi silit romuain unp;uid. Leavinig
out the amount recelved towards the delicit o! 1895-6, the total rccipts
showed an advanco of P,24,5419, but sortie portion of that aiotnt is not
availablo for current expenditure. lThe increaso ini expenditttre wvaq
£20,760. It as impossible te forecast from thieso figures what the resit
'viii be at the end of thre year, but ivc foe sure the m.1ny pravers that
have ascended te Him whio alone cati give the iîîcrcase needcd vili îlot
have been in vain.

A report bas recently been vcry wvideiy circuiated by the Press te the
cffect that stock te the valne o! £30,000 lias been received by the
Society, and it bas been assuimcd in soeie quarters tfit the largo
deficit 'vhicli we fcar is probable ait the end of the currcît year 'viii bu
met by tliis means. Thto repc -t doubtless lias referetuce te t hoe Trust
Fund of £20,000 received by je Society in Noieniber last. Butt Vint
Fund is invested, and the intùrest alone (ainoutng te about £1,000
per annum, and takiug the place of an anutai stubseuiptioti o! £250) is
available towards meeting tuie Societ.y's etrrent expenulittîre. '1iîe oiy
additionai aid the Society 'viii get frot it for the ycar just closing is
about £250. Thiere is tliereforo no groîîndl wviatever for ouîr fricîuds
-reia.xitug in any degrec their efforts te prevent a deficit titis ycar.

Tie attention of eut fricnds is cailed te the mect that for the paist
four monthis the receipts on accouîîît of the Tlirce Ycar8' Enter-prise have
averaged oniy £500 a mentît. We trust titis deus net indicate tiat the
interest ln the scherne is flagging.
