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GCANADIAN STAMPS.

E notice in the Phil. Record for April thereis a review of the cata-
logue of the collection of postage stawrps, envelopes, &e, in the
Muscum of the Imperinl Postof Berlin,in which there are several obser-

vations on some Canadian stamps which are inaccurate. We cannot
do better than copy what the Record says about the matter. “On looking
at the first issue for Canads, where the museum possess the imperforate
3 penee and 6 pence unused, and the 1 shilling used, we were struck by
seeing that the portrait ou the 6 pence was stated to be that of Lord Elgin,
the popular Gevernor-General of Canada from 1846 to 1854, contrary to
tradition, which has assigned it to Prince Albert. We have searched for
the grounds on which this traditioR rests, and can find none ; and certainly
to those who remember the Prince, dhe portrait no more resembles him than
that of the King of Siam, which figures on one of Messrs. De La Rue &
Co’s latest productions. Nor do we think the uniform is one in which
Prince Albert would appear, or the star one which he would weur. When
we look at the next issue, the 10 pence of 1857 is said to be the portrait of
Setastian Cabot, the discoverer of Canada in 1497, and not that of the
filibustering Breton Jacque Cartier, who sailed up the St. Lawrence as far
as Montreal in 1535, though, according to history it was not he who planted
the Frenen flag fiest in Lower Canada, as this had been done eleven years
previously by Verrazani. Here again the German compiler scems to have
reason on his side.”

Judging from this extract the Record scemingly endorses the German
author.  We think, however, after reading the following official extracts
from P. 0. Dept. Reports ete, that they will not agree with the German
view of the matter.

In the veport of the P. M. Generel for Canada for the year 1851 there
is & copy of the following official order :

P. O. DeparTMENT. (ORDER No. 4.)
P. O. DEPARTMENT,
Toronto, 1st April, 1851.
Stamps for prepuyment of Postage on Letiers.

“Postage Stamps are about to be issued, one representing the beaver, of
the denomination of 3 pence, the second representing the head of Prince
Albert, of the denomination of 6 pence, and the third representing the head
of Her Majesty, of the denomination of 1 shilling ; which will shortly be
transmitted to the postmasters at important points.

%
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This should settle whose portrait it is, besides, according to Burke
Peerage, Lord Elgin was born in {811, so tlmt at thc, time of the issue of
these smmps he was 40 years of age, the portrait on the stamps is that of
a man of about 22 or 257 If it docs not look like Prince Albert it reseu.
bles still less the portraits of Lord Elgin, of which, from his great popularity
many exist in Canada.

And now as regards the 10 pence, which the Record says was issul
in 1857, but was rcally issued from 1lst April 1855, as the P. M. Generals
report for that year will shew.

“To promote the gencral convenience in prepaying letters to Great
Britain at the new rate postage stamps of the value of 10 pence currency
equal to 8 pence sterling were procured and issued for sale”  As for the
portrait on 10 pence, it is identically the same as that of all the existing
portraits of Jacques Cartier, and totally unlike those existing of Secbastian
Cabot. The style of head dress, and the way the beard is worn is 4hat of
the .ixteenth century instead of the fifteenth. There isa very rave and old
print of Sebastian Cabot,taken from the original painting, in the possession of
Charles Jost Harford Esq., in the Lemslatlve Library in Halifax and any-
thing more digs<imilar to the face on The 10 pence stamp of Canada cannot
well be imagined. It represents an old man with long forked beard and
the round cap or bonnet of his tine on the head.

The first North American Government nosice of perforating is found in
the following, from the Postmaster-General’s report for 1857 :

«Te facilitate the prepayment of letters passing from Canada to
England by the Canadian Steamers, a new stamp becring value of 6 pence
stellmtr or 7} pence currency, bemnr the Canadian Packet rate has been
secured and put in circulation.” This stamp was rendered necessary on
account of the contract between the Canadian Government and the Allan
Line of Steamers in regard to carrying the mails, ard by which contract
the postage was reduced.

“ A new stamp has also been introduced of the value of 4 penny to
serve as the medium for prepaying transient newspapers.”

* Moreover the Department has beer led by the increasing use of postage
stamps, to take measures for obtaining the Canadian Postatre Stamps on
sheets perforated in the dividing line in the manner adopted in England to
facilitate the sepm*ation of a single stamp from the others on a sheet when
required for use.

The paper used in the 1868 issue of Canadian Stamps is found in various
thicknesses and kinds. Apparently no care was used in selecting the
paper used. A table is annexed of some of the most notable var ieties

Memorandum of the Executive Couneil in Committee.

To His Exc'y. THE Hox. J. H. T. Maxners-Surrox Lt.-Gov., &e.
May it please Your Excellency,—

We have had under consideration the memorandum of your Excellency
of @lw 19th inst., accompanied with the letter from the Postmasier General,
resigning his office and his seat in the Couneil, with the reasons he has
assigned therefor.

Knowing from the discussions with Mr. Connell that he has prepared
to retain his office and seat in the Council, if an order was made to issue
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the stamps procured by him, including the stamp bearing the likeness of
the head of the department, we are therefore justified in concluding that
the Minute of Council of the 8th inst, in which Your Excellency was
advised to approve of, and order to be distributed the 1, 10, and 12} cent
Postage Stamps procured by the Postmaster-General, and to order a new 5
cent Postage Stamp to be struck, bearing the likeness of the Queen, instead
of the 5 cent stamp already procured by the Postmaster-General, is, not-
withstanding the other reasons assigned by him, the real ground of his
resignation.

Without entering into the discussion of the powers of the different heads
of departments, we observe that we have no desire to limit or eircumscribe
the legitimate authority of the Postmaster-General, or of the head of
any other public department, and in advising your Excellency upon this
question, we have not desired nor attempted to do so, as by the Aect relat-
ing to the Post Oftice the approval of the Governor-in-Council is required
to the issue of Postage Swamps.

Your Excellency is ‘aware that no such order was made by your
Excellency in Council, authorizing the obtaining or issuing of the stamps.
We admit the Postmaster General had the consent of his eolleagnes to
obtain decimal stamps, but they were procured and being distributed before
they were submitted to yonr Excellency in Council for approval, or before
the impress they hore was known to the Council, and when submitted. it
was the opinion of the Council that the 5 cent stamp should bear the like-
ness of Her Majesty.

* * * 3 * * * * * * * * * *

We cannot discern how the Revenue of the Post QOffice Departusent
will be affected by the action of the Government, that must depend upon
the extent of individual correspondence, and we do not believe that there
will be a single letter less written in consequence of such action.

As Mr. Connell has obtained your Excellency’s permission to publish
his letter to your Excellency, we respectfully request Your Excellency will
authorize the publication of this reply.

To His Excellency the Hon. J. H. T. Munners-Sutton, Licut.-Gov. ete. ete.

Str,—In the Royal Gazette of the 23rd instant, appears a memoranda
without date, signed by your Excellency’s advisers, and addressed to Your
Excelleney, in which is reviewed a correspondence. which I had the honor
to submit to your Excellency on the 19th inst  The subject matter of that
correspondence must be discussed at the proper time in another place, but
gs there are several points urged in the memoranda of your advisers caleu-
lited to create a false impression with reference to my reasons for
resigning iy plece at the Council Board, I am induced to trouble Y.ur
Excellency with this rejoinder.

1.—In the memoranda under notice, it is intimated that the real resson
of my resignation was the refusal of my colleagnes in the Government to
advise your Fxeellency to issue the 5 cent Postage Stamp  This statement
I must unhesitatingly declare to be incorreet, and if evidence is wanting to
prove the contrary I can refer to the Attorney-General, Provincial Scerve-
tary, and the Hon. Mr. Wark who were present at a meeting of Council on
Tuesday the 10th April, on which oceasion on account of circumstances
which then and there took place, I stated that “I could not sit with men
who acted as they did.”

Iam well aware that the Law reads: “ The Governor-in-Couneil may
cause stamps with their value thereon to be sold and issued as postage.”
The Minute of Council made in December last, if not perfected by the
Attorney-General, whose duty it was to do so, cannot be regarded as my
fault. I have fulfillea my duty, and did what I supposed I was fuliy
authorized to do. At all events I have violated no law, and in the memor-
andum under consideration, it is admitted that I had the consent of my eol-
leagues to obtain the Decimal Stamps.

AMONG some rarities in the possession of one of the revenue collectors
of Halifax is the unused, ungummed and unperforated $3 Canada, complete
set of Supreme Court of Canada, unused,and 8 cowplete set of N. S. Bl
stamps unused, Gas stamps up to $10 unused, Weights and M. asures first
issue, no value printed in red. This was only in circulation for a very few
weeks.  Halifax is not at all behind when ratities are brought out.
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SOUTH AUSTRALIAN OFFICIAL SURCHARGES.

ANY of our Philatelic friends have no doubt often been purzled by the
M letters surcharged on the stamps of South Australia, previous to 1878,
since which date they have only been printed O. S, meaning on
“Official Service.” From sewmi-official information the foliowing list has

STAMPS OF EASTERN ROUMELIA,

HE constitution under which this Province was governed provided for
a separate issue of stamps. This for a long time the Turkish Govern-
_ ment would not do, until they were fairly compelled to. When they
did send them they sent a large amount of their own stamps of the 1876
issue of the value of 10 para O.S. with the surcharge of “ Roumélie Ori-
ental”  These the Roumelian Government would not accept until assured
by the Twikish Government that stamps for themselves were being made.
A compromise was then made, the Roumelian Government accepting the
stamps bt putting another surcharge of R. O. on the stamps.
The next lot sent was the same issue of Turkey surcharged as before,
but in larger letters with “ Roumélic Oriental” ~These the Roumelian
Government accepted seemingly without any objection. Later in the year
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(1881) another variety of the Turkish stamps and of the surcharge was sent,
they being this time the surcharged 4 and 1 piastres of the Turkish 1876
issue. They were surcharged for use in Roumelia with a long narrow R,
O. printed somewhat sideway on the stamp. In Mareh the Rou-
melian Government got their own stawp:. resembling the Turkish 1576
issue except in inseriptions, they being printed in Greek, Turkish, Frenel,
and Bulgarian.

Type
of the Turkey, September 1876 issue surcharged “ Roumelie Oriexntal ” and

The 13¢. of the current issue is changed in color,
re~embling very much that in which it was first issued, only more of a
bluish tinge.

China—We have seen the le. green on yellow, and the 5c. bright
vellow,

Columbia—There is a 2¢. red, of the map series.

Confederate States—The 4. J. of Ph. illustrates an envelope
“Raleigh, N. C.” in curve with ‘ P%id " below. It comes on white and
buti.

Cuba—The P. J. of A. notes the 20c. lilac grey.

Ecuador—The stamps surcharged * Official ” seem to be frauds.

Egypt—Le T. P. says that the 1pi. envelope is to be issued in a smal-
ler size, also 2pi. envelopes, and newspaper bands.

Formesa—What this Chinese Botany Bay wants with special stamps
we are unable to say, and we are equally ignorant whether they are for
postage purposes ; but we have just received some stamps 30x 31§ m m,
with a dragon in the upper part, and a horse running to the left in the
liwer, all on a horizontally-lined ground, enclosed in a frame, in the upper
part of which is Formosa, and in the lower China, with inscriptions in
Chinese on the side. In each angle is “20.” They arz typographed in sheets
of 25 (5 rows of 3), and we have them both in red and green.  They are
manufactured by Messrs. Bradbury Wilkinson & Co, whose names appear
on the foat of the sheets. They are typographed on thin plain white paper,
are gummed and perforated 144 by a guillotine machine. Probably by
next month we may be able to learn more of their history, as also whether

they are essays or stamps, and whether for postal or revenue purposes—
Plal. Record.
