The London market for Americans is ro-
ported as bolng almost stagnant and fig-
ures slightly below those of our close.
Considerable uncortainty is felt in regard
to Transvaal situation and this is reflected
in a decrease of 516 for Consols, on both
‘money and account.

Americans opened at recessions of from
% to ¥ p.o. but have sinco rallied fraction-
ally, with the exception of Atch. Pfd. which
shows a decline of about §. London bas
ceased to be a factor of any account on
oar marke.,

Last week thoy oporated on both sides
for arbitrage account, but did not do much
of anything on balance.

After the publication of Bank Statement
traders began to soll stocks, somo of theso
baving been bought at lower prices and
others putout for short account, On the
balance, however, on Friday and Saturday,
more shorts were covered than were put
out. A good many stocks were returned
in Saturday night's loan crowd. This was
particularly tho case in Atchison.

The people who have been short of it
for two weoks or more were indispossd to
let the prico go any higher on them and
covered their shorts in the advancing mar-
ket. There isstill a oomﬁaratively large
short interest in the stock, however.
~ For thonext few days, possibly longer,

the money oiarket will:bo watched with a
great deal of intorest, and its course will
in all probebility laxgely dominate the
fluctantions of the local market.

Saturday's Bank Statement was dis-
tinctly bad, even worse than was expected,
the decreases in Reserves runuing consid-
erably higher than the Sireet has estti-
mated, 1t is thought, however, that we
have seen tho worst Bauk Statements, and
that from now on thc Banks will gain
moderately in Reserve,

There wero no developments of impor-
tance which have come out over Sunday,
and nothing rore wos heard of the New
York Central and Penna. deal.

There i8 still tallk of friction between the
Motropolitan and its cmployoees.

New York, Noon, July 10.

The reflection over Sunday on Satur-
day's Bank Statement resulted in the ap-
.pearing of a good many selling orders on
to-day’s market, The surplus reserve is
now a little over 5,000,000 and is lower
than at any time during the last gix years,
Not unnaturally the Strest believes that
this will resuft in considerably tighter
money during the coming week and possi-
bly for a longer period, and although
bankers are inclined to prediot that next
bank statement will show an increase in-
stead of a decresse, commission houses
wery ap & whole sellers at the opening, and
the decline started therety became moro
ronouncoed with the somewhat heavy sales
y London honses.

The London market seomed to bo dis-
turbed for two reasons: first, on account
of doolino in Consols of 5-16, and second
beeause tho outlook in the Lransvaal geom-
ed to bo somowhat less poaceful than it was
last wook.

B.R.T. was weal on rumors of strikes.
Similar rumors aflected M. R. in which
stock a considerable numbor of stop orders
were caught and very little support devel-
oped till after it bad touched 220. Thero
was fairly heavy liquidation in Atch, Pfd,
but the buying on declino was called good.

Money opened at 5 p.o. There scems to

be good demand at that figure and in all
plro ability highor rates will be secn before
closo.

NEWS OF THE MINES,

{Special to Exchange Nows.)
Vancouver, B.C., July 9.

Sir Wilfiid Laurier, hus sent following
letter to sccrotary of Rossland Board of
Lrade in reply to a telegram sent him:

‘1 have roceived your telegram of the
30th of May, stating that the Rossland
Board of Trate protesis against tho failure
to provide-in tho new redistribution bill,
soparate members for Kootenay, which is
developing in wealth and population, and
whose present population exceeds 25,000.
I'would beg to ramind you that the object
of the present bill is not to recast the
representation with the view of taking
into account the increase of population,
This, I consider, we cgn do only afier each
census. My object is simply te re-adjust
the limits of counties which were inter-
fered with by tho representation acis of
1882 and 1892. The just elaims of Koote-
nay, must be adjourned until sfter the next
¢3nsus.”

In London-on Wedunesday last the Bank
of Yritish Columbia, invited tenders for an
irsne of £340,000 in 3 p.c. British Colum-
bia Government insoribed stock at a mini-
mum prico of §6. This is part of the
loan of' £560,000, authorized at the last
session of the legislature, The minimum
price sat, 82, i8 1 p.c. higher than was ob-
tained for the last issue. Hon. F. Canter-
Cotton, finnnce minister said ho had placed
the minimum price at 98 although the
state of tho London money market was
not as favorablo as whon tho last issue sold
at 956. A number of the Australian
Colonies had placed stock on the market at
3 and 4 p.c., lower than previous ones.

Many paragraphs have recently gono
the rounds to thio effcct that Messrs, Mac-

or London market,

Tho greatest vatiation of the rumors is
in regard to tho number of properties in-
cluded in tho flotation and the capital
stock of tho proposed corporation. The
first rumor, and the one which seems to be
most gencrally accepted, is that all of the
MzacKenzio and Mann properlies are in-
cluded ia the flotation. This would in-
clude the great North Star group at Fort
Steele and neurly o dozen properties in the
boundary. If this is the scheme in con-
templation, it is reasonable to suppose that
the capital of the company will be close {o
210,000,000.

The North Star would uaturally be the
great mino in this combination.

Cross-cut have been run
for hundreds of feet and a great qnuntitg
of ore has been rhipped, but the Nort
Star lodge bas yet to be determined. A
shaft was sunk on the great blow-out of
oro to n dspth of sixty feet, and cross-cais
were run in every direction from its bot
tom, but the walls of the Iead have never
dotermined.
