CURRENT TRADE CONDITIONS.
ONTARIO.

a =~ plentiful supply of cars since
the middle of November has resulted in a
heavy movement of lumber by rail.  Mills
are Lusy shipping out orders which should
have been filled weeks aga, but which re-
mained unfilled owing to the impossibility
of securing transportation. The inability
to obtain lumber has caused projected
works to be deferred until next spring,
while some of the stock intended for such
works will probably remain in the yards
over winter. The quantity of unsold lum.
ber at the mills is smaller than has been
known for years. Prices of gond lumber
remain unchanged, but the advance on
the lower grades does not seem to have
yet been checked. Common and mill
culls are selling in Taronto at about 1
per thousand higher than they were two
weeks ago. The average quotations are,
for mill culls about $11, for 1x 10and 12
common from $13 to $135, and for t-inch
stiips, mill run, $1510315.50. A peculiar
feature of the trade is the fact that whole-
sale dealers have not taken fulladvantage
of the advanced prices. In Toronto, for
instance, lumber is selling at prices little,
it any, highes than are now being paid for
stock at the mills. Of course, the stock
so offercd was purchased a short time ago
at lower prices than now prevail, but this
is no reason why the present selling price
of lumber should not bear its proper 1ela-
tion to the mill price. It might beargued
that to advance wholesale prices to their
proper basis would cause a cessation of
buying, but this would not likely be the
result as consamers hold unusually lizht
stocks and must continuc to buy for
almost immediate requirements.

Hardwood prices appear to have settled
down to a winter basis. There has been

_winch has advanced shghtly.

no change excepting in respect to maple,
From the
Wiarton district sales of inch maple,
common and better, are reported at
$12.50 per thousand at the mill.

The shingle market has undergone no
material change, 16-inch XXX selling in
Toronto at $2.65 and XX at $1.75. The
demand 1s quite active. The lath situa-
tion is bordering on the sensational,
Such rapid advances as bave been made
of late in the price of this material have
not been known for many years. Manu-
facturers are realizing from $2.75 to $3 for
No. 1 lath at the mill, and in Toronto the
wholesale sellin,, price is from 33.25 to
$3.50 for No. 1, and $2.75 for No. 2.
These prices sepiesent an advance of uver
one hundred per cent. within a couple of
months. Itis the opinion, however, that
the present prices of lath will not hold
throughout the winter. Towards the
approach of spring at least, if not before
that ume, we predict signs of lower prices.

QUEREC AND NEW BRUNSWICK.

A slight improvement 15 reported in
the timber trade at Quebec. The prices
of timber now on the market are un-
changed, but for white or red pine, elm
and ash of this winter’s production con-.
tracts are being made at an advance of
from two to four cents per cubic {fool.
The market for spruce deals exhibits
greater strength as the season advances.
Stocks at the mills in New Brunswick
and Nova Scotia are smaller than they
have been in the past twenty years, while
deals which sold at 38 one year ago are
now realizing $11.  There 1s a consider-
able quantity of lumber cut {or the South
Ametican market sull in the bands of
manufactures owing to the mmability of
shippers to abtain tonnage, but most of
this has been contracted for. There ate
good praspects for a lively demand until
May next, when the new stock may
probably reduce prices shhtly.

Cedar shingles and spruce lath are
moving freely. Manufacturers are ob-
taining $2.10 per thousand for lath fo.b.
mill, while in the fall of 1898 not more
than 6o or 70 cents per thousand could
be obtatned for similar stock.

MANITOBA AND BRITISIE COLUMBIA.

Outside work 1n Manitoba and the Ter-
utorics 1s being rapidly fimshed up.  Con-
tractors have their buddings well dosed
in, and the bulk of the lumher 1cquired
for bullding purposes dunng the next
couple of months will be fin'shing ma-
tenal. Retail dealers are steadily adding
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to their stock, and apparently anticipate
an carly spung trade.  British Columbia
manufacturers report a steady demand for
all grades of lymber, with prices more
satisfactoty than they have been for some
years, Considerable shipments are being
made to Australia and China, and it is
said that the Oriental steamers have their
entire capacity for some time to come
spoken for, It is announced that the con-
solidationof lumber interests in the Bound-
ary district of the Kootenay has been
effected, through the eRorts of Mr. G. O,
Buchanon., The mills and himits repre-
sented are said to be valued at one million
dollars, although a report states that one
or two prominent corcerns have refused
to become identified with the combine.

UNITRD STATHS.

The dealers at eastern  wholesale
centres are takmg in their Jast cargoes.
Naturally some aitention has been given
to the stocks available for the winter trade,
particularly as theie are excellent pros-
pects for an aclive demand duting the
winter for nearly all classes of stock. The
stock oi good lumber is on the whole of
average size, perhaps sufficient to carry
dealers throuph the winter.  This cannot
be said of the lower grades, as it 1s gener-
ally admitted that a famine in cheap lum-
ber is an assured thing. Coarse Jumber
at Buffalo and Tonawanda 1s at a prem-
iwn, and the demand is reported to he
growing daily, Several cargoes of mill
culls have been received at Tonawanda
and disposed of at the price of $15.50 and
$16 on the dock, to be shipped direct from
the boat.  Box and No. 3 barn are like-
wise scarce. Pine prices in all grades
are being finnly maintained. At Albany
three inch vppers are seling at $70, and
one to two inch at $55. Box boards bring
$18 to $20, and No. 1 barn, 1x 12, $25 10
$27. The foreign trade in pine is rather
quiet with the exception of West Indian
bnsiness.  Prices on West Indian shippers
are $22 for 12 inch rough and $23 for
dressed.  Spruce maintains its strong
position, dealers holding firmly to list
prices.

No further advance in hardwood prices
is reported, but as the season advances
greater difficulty 1s found i purchasiag
stock. There has been a shight increase
in the demand for birch, and white and
black ash 1s also very scarce, manufactur-
ing ndustries purchasing 1t as fast as it
is received 10 the market,

FORLIGN.

The recent quotations from Great
Britain show that pine and spruce deals
have considerably advanced of late.
Broad first quality pine deals are selling
at Glosgew at 423 to £27; sccond
quality, 11 inch and up, at £16 to £19;
third quality at £1t to £12, and fourth
quality at £8 3510 £8 10s. First quality
pinc sidings bring £18 to £21.  The quo-
tations for Quebec spruce deals at Loa-
don aie: Fust qualty, f9to £11 10s;
sccond quahty, £8 105 10 L9 ; third qual-
ity £Sto £8 105 ; founh quality, £7 105
W £8. New Brunswick spruce deals
1ealize £7 155 1o 48 105, Oak timber
sells at Glasgow 1t 25 7d 10 55 4d per
cubic foor, elm a1 25 to 25 9d, birch at from
1s 7d to 2s, and ash at about 2s.

THE SHINGLE AND LATH MARKET.

The shingle market throughout the United
Statesis one of great strength,  The receipts
of red cedar shingles have not been large and
there is but a small stock in the hands of
dealers.  Hemlock shingles appear to be out
of the market, and there is only a limited sup-
ply of white cedars.  Coming to white pine,
the reports are that manufacturers are prace
tically sold out, while the stocks held by
dealers are much. below the average.  In view
of the above conditions, there is reason to ex-
pect a further advance in the price of shingles
before spring, notwithstanding that best 18
inch pine now biings $4 in the Buffalo
market,

Theshontage in lnb is, we believe, unpres
cedented,  The Amcrican Lunberman  ree
views the lath situation as follows

“ It was only a few months ago that lath sold
at a price which hardly covered a handling bill,
to say nuthing of the cost of manufacture. To-
day dry No. 1 white pine lath bring at whole-
sale from $3.50 to $5 a thousand, and the
supply is not qual to the dewand.  There kas
been an advance of over 100 per cent. in the
selling price, with no prospect of much lower
prices in the near future,

** The Jath market this season has been a
peculiar one. A great many whalesale dealers
argued that because the shingle trade was com-
paatively dull there was, pethaps, less than
the usual amount of small building throvphout
the country, and it is undoubtedly true that
much of the activity in the lumber business has
been due to the manufacturing demand and the
large amount of (actory buildings constructed.
It does not appear, therefore, that the strength
of the lath market 15 due so much to unusual
demand as it is to other causes. Ve may
assume, however, that owing to the conditicn
of the iron market metal lathing is not used as
extensively this scason as it has been for several
years past, and this undoubtedly has had some
effect upon the lath market, thongh the chicf
clement of strenpth this year is a supply that is
below normal for an average building season.

“ Accurate figures as to_the lath pro-uction
of northern mills for a period of years are not
avalable, but suflicient information is at hand
to indicate that there has been a steady decline
in the output since 1892, Tt is true that the
cul last yeas was slightly heavier than in 1897,
but the decline in production for the seven-year
period named has been approximately 50 per
cent.  In former years praciically all of the
slabs weant into lath, but of late much of this
material has been atilized for other by-products,
while the introduction of improved methods
and machinery has materially reduced the slab
output of the average saw mill,

“Thescare some of the reasons for high prices
10 the lath market, and were the only depend-
cence of the future upon white pine lath it s not
likely that the prces would be much lower.
But already the situation has hrought about a
greatly increased use of hemlock, cypress and
yellow pine luth Tt s likely that values will
remain firm dunng the winter, but badly prob-
able that the present basis of prces will be
maintained through another lwilding scason.
Tlus seems to be the umversal opinion among
manulactuices and wholesale dealers, and prob-
ably 1s the cosrect one. At any sate, lath of
cvery kind are considered mighty good property,
and no onc is worrying about not heing able to
dispose of the stack on hand at present prices.”
