The most ui the young men that go from these
provinces to got an education with the object of
preaching the gospel scem to fall in with these
progressive ideas although thero are some honor-
abls exceptions; in our own province wo see an
account of a present of a watch for playing the
organ in the worship, so we are on the progressive
road too.

The March number brings us another missionary
appoal.  Let us hear its call.  Let us open our
pocket-books as well as our lips in response, In
the last aviicle I think there is only one thing
omitted in the comments on Malachi i1i. 8-12, and
it is this—the people were commanded tv bring the
tithes of their present possessious into the store-
house. This done, the Lord’s promiso is: ** I will
open the windows of heaven and pour you out a
blossing that there shall not be room enough to
receive it."”

Too many of God’s penple plead that they can-
not give anything now toward the cause of Christ.
¢ Just wait,” they suy, ¢ till we can curtail our ex-
penses, or till our profits or salaries are increased,
and then we will give.” *‘Ten or twenty-five cents
is not worth giving, wait till we can give something
handsome.” Whioch does the Lord commend, the
large promises for the future or the small sums of
the present given out of love to Him? Ten cents
will place at least three copies of the New Testa-
went in the hands of the people. And who can
estimate the good which may be thus accomplished?
Jf the 2,000 or more church-membors in the pro-
vinces would each give ten conts per week, this
would amount to $80.00 per month, or $960.00 per
year. But if each Disciple were to give, like Bro.
Gates, 210.00 per year, this wounld swell the
amount to twenty thousand dollars anoually. A
large sum! yet quite possible to be raised if the
chyrch would come up “ to the help of the Lord
agaiust the mighty.” Waell, suppose we reduce the
estimation ong-half. Place it at $10,000.00— only

numbera who can give $30, $40 or $50 and not
miss it. Thon consider the work which may be
accomplished by $10,000.00 yearly. It will support
ton or twelve able miunisters constantly in the field.

¢ alr ost makes ono aceptiocal to hear tho church
practically saying, those poor doluded poople, how
deplorable is their ignorance of the light and
liberty of the Gospel. It makes our heart sick to
think of them So wo will thank God that we are
not as they are, forgot or think of them only in
pity () while wo enjoy all the good things which
God has provided for us.”

A BRAVE ROMISH BISHOP,

Scarcely sinco tho days of Luther is thore a
caso to he tound of brave heroic utterance for truth
equal to that of Bishop Strossmayer at the Ecu-
menical Council held in the church of St. Poter, at
Rome, a few days ago, Tho question before the:
council at the timo was the infallibility of the Pope.
It is probable that the pontiff, Pius IX., was pre-
sunt, and that the vote would be unanimous, wherr
Bishop Strossmayer arose and began his brave and
masterly address as follows:

Venerable Fathers and Brethren,—*It is not
without trembling, yet with a conscience frco and
tranquil before God who lives and sees me, that I
open my mouth {n the midst of you in this august
asspinbly,

*“ From the time that I have boen sitting hers
with you, I have followed with attention the
speeches that have been made, hopiug with great
desire that a ray of light descending from on high
might enlighten the eyes of my understanding, and
permit me to vote the canons of this holy Ecu-
menical Council with perfect knowledge of thecase.

¢ Penetrated with the feelings of responsibility,
of which God will demand of me an.eccount, X
have set myself to atudy with the most curious at-
tention, the writings nf the Old and New Testa-
ments, and have asked these venerable monuments
of truth to-make me kuow if the holy Pontiff, who
presides here, is ‘ruly the successor of St. Peter,
Vicar of Jesus Christ and infallible doctor of the
church,”

He.then decleres he can find no evidence of such
in the Bible orin history. Then begins his claborate
argnment, clear and cogent, yet buy little apparent.
effect upon his venerable brethren, who cry, Silencs,
heretic, silenco! But the brave bishop proceeds:

¢ Do not refuse me your attention, my venerable,
brethren, and with your murmurings and interrup-
tions do not justify those who say, like Father
Hyacinthe, that this council is not free, but that
our votes have been from tho beginning orderad
(ia precendenza imposti),”

This nuble man shows that no trace of argument
from Scripture can be found of Peter being Pope
or any other of the Apostles., Space will not
admit of even a summary of the evidence given,
nor is such necessary to thuss who have not been
hoodwinked by the dogmas of Romish teachera.

Having shown that no such appointment was
made, or prerogative given nur Lord to any of the
Apostles, he then proceeds t i .erpret the text so
often quouted and upon wlich this Romish belief
is founded: °‘Thou art Peter, and upon this rock
I will build my church,” ete. He reminds the
council that it forefathers did not understand the
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rock to bo other than the faith of Potor and the
trath he uttered in reply to Christ. This ho proved
by quoting from St. Cyril, St. Hylary, St. Jerome,
St. Chrysostom, and others. And he adds further:

4 Of all the doctors of Christian antiquity, St.
Agustine occupies one of the first places for know-
ledge and holiness. Listen, then, to what he writes
in his second treatise on first epistle"of St. John;
what do the words mean, * I will build My church
on this rock] On this faith, on that which aaid,
“ Thou are tho Christ the Son of the living God.
On this rock which thou hast confessed
I will build My church, since Christ was the rock,”

And furthor, said this Apostle of truth, * That
which St. Agustine thought upon this celebrated
passage wes the upinion of all Christendom in his
time,” Theroforoe, to resume, I establish—

1. **That Jesus had given to His Apostles the
same power He gave Peter.

2, ““That the Apostles never recognizod in St,
Petor, the Vicac of Josus Christ and the infallible
doctor of the church,

3. *“That St. Potor never thought of being Pope.

4. ‘‘That the councils of the first four centuries,
while they recognized the high position which the
bishop of Rome occupied in the church on account
of Rome, only accorded to him a pre-etninence of
honor, never of power or juriediction.

G. ¢ ‘That the holy fathers understood the rock
in the famous passage to be not Peter, but his faith
and confession,”

And finally this brave man shows, by oxhauative
research and logic stutement, that tho imperfoct
and oven infamous course, in doctrine and practice
of many of the Popes has been such that the dogma
of the infallibility of the Pope is a disgraco and
stigma to the Catholic church.

During this remarkable address, which muat
have occupied nearly two hours, Bishup Stross-
mayer was frequently interrupted with cries of
Anathama and apostate; but amid their bitter
invectives a Divine arm support.d him, and he
finished by saying ‘I have spoken; may God help
me,’— B, A, Sherwood in Intelligencer.

WESTMINSTER CONFESSION.

An ipdispositien to be bound by the declarations
of religious faith, made long centuries ago, is hold
to be a characteristic of the times. There is a
growing tendency to deny infallibility to the good
men and divines who, in all zeal for the true faith
and in stern sincority, drew up the confession of
faith, the articles and creeds binding on the
churches. These men, it is allowed, diligently
searched the Scriptures, generalised what they
conceived to bo their true teachings, and arrived
at their conclusions after long debate which some-
times onded in & compromise. They were under
the inspiration of the Spiritin tho sense that they
weore animated by zcal to wake plain the will of
God as revealed in the Scriptures. They had no
supernatural guidance in the formulating the con-
fessions and articles. They were led by the light
of their reason, strengthened by patient study, but
awayed by the opinions of their timoes.

The present, iu fact, is & time of theological
doubt, and of religious doubt, though there never
was, some think, a time when there was a greater
desire to bolieve and to gain a clear conception of
the essentials of the truth., Great interest has
been taken in the discussivns cf the New York
Prosbytery on the Westminater confesston of faith,
which showed a remarkable divergence of belief in
central doctrinal points. It shews that the United
Prosbyterian church, of the United States, whose
re-union took placo in 1869, thore isstrong doctrinal
divorgence.
who adhare to the confession in its stern integrity
and the new achool men who are imbued with the
modern spirit and are repelled by the dooctrincs

In it there are tho old school men,

that seom to thom totally inconsistent with beliof
n tho universal fatherhood of God. They object
that His love and mercy are not set forth, whercas
t ought to premeate the confession. Thoy decline
to accept a proposition that God's love bo put in a
foot-noute in the next edition of the Westminster
confession,

'I'he doctrinal war in the New York Presbytery
has grown warm over the third chapter, ¢ Of Ged’s
Eternal Decrees,” that sets forth that a cortain and
definite number of men and angels have boon un-
changeably predestinated unto everlastiag life, and
the rest of mankind, tho non-eloct, have been
passed by, foreordained unto overlasting death,
dirhonor and wrath, And over tho sections of the
tenth chapter, ‘‘on Effectual Calling,” which declare
the saving of elect infants and elect persons who
are iucapably of being outwardly called by the
ministry of the world, and the damnation of non-
elect infants and other porsons, and all men not
professing tho Christian religion, however diligent,
to frame their lives acoording to the light of nature
and the law of tho religion they profess,

The committee appuinted to consider the con-

fession made their report, and on the clauses of it

ocalling for revision the clergymen and eldeors divided
93 for a change, 438 against, These clauses wore
as followa:

1. We desire that the third chapter of the firat
section bo 8o recast as to include these things only,
The sovereignty of God in election, the general
love of God for all mankingd, the salvation of Jusus
Christ providead for all and to be preached to every
creature,

2, We desire that tho ienth chaptor be so re-
vised as 1ot to appear to discriminate concerning
‘‘infants dying in infancy,” or 8o as to omit all
reforonce to them (section 3), aud so as to preclude

that explanation which makes it teach the damna-
tion of all heathen, or makes it deny that thore
are any perfect heathens who are regenerated and
saved by Christ through the Spirit, and who en-
deavor to walk in peunitonce and humility, accord-
ing th the measure of light which God has been
pleased to grant them.— Telegraph.

A BAD SHOWING FOR ROME.

—

That Romanism is making but very slow growth
when compared with other religions, is clearly
shown by the fuilowing figures from a well-known
Eurepean atatistican:

One hundred years ago there were in Europe
37,000,000 Protestants, 40,000,000 of the Greek
church, and 80,000,000 Roman Catholics. Now
there are 85,000,000 Protestacts, 83,000,000 of the
Greek: church, and 154,000,000 Roman Catholics.
The Romon Catholics have increased by less than
twice their former number, the Greeks a little
more than twice, the Protestanis nearly two and
s half times, We ought to take into account the
descendants of European people in America and
Australasia, and the growth of Protestants is pro-
digious. The number of Roman Catholics in the
United States and in the British Colonies has
grown from 190,000 in 1790 tv 9,930,000. The
2,700,000 Protestants have multiplied to 47,000,-
000. Sothat when we put togethor the populations
of Europo and their descendants beyond the seas,
we find that the three great churches have grown
as follows: The Protestants from 87,000,000 to
134,000,000; the Roman Catholics from 80,000,000
to 163,000,000; the Greek church from 40,000,000
to 83,000,000. Thatis to say, while the Ruman
Catholics and the Greek church have incressed less
than twofold, the Protestants have increased nearly
fourfold.

This figuring is fairly within tho facts. Fifty
years ago, in the British Isles, one in three of the
population adhefed to tho Roman Catholic faith,
To-day not more than one in five can be counted
upon by the Pope. There were as many Roman,
Catholics.in the United Kingdom in 1846 as there
are to-day. *

DEAN STANLEY ON BAPTISM.

The following swmmary is given as the views of
the late Doan Stanloy on the subject of baptism:

1. [Immorsion was wisoly solocted, not only
becauss it was ‘‘a most delightful and salutary
observance,” but becauso it was significancly ox-
pressive of tho design of baptism.

2. The word whioh Christ used to oxpress bap-
tism is literally translated ¢¢ immersion.”

3. Christ Himself was immersed. .

4. The apostles uniformly practised immersion,

5. Immersion was the invariable practice of the
primitive church, . .

6. It was tho almost universal practico of Chris-
tians for thirteou centuries. . .

7. When the substitution of sprinkling for im-
mersion began to find favor, it was stoutly resisted
as an innovation. .

8. Even in soms of the old conntries (Ruasia, for
instance), the innovatian has beou, up to tho pre-
gent time, successfully resisted. i

9. Tmmersion, **even in the Church of England,
is atill observed in theory. Elizabeth and Edward
VI. wero both immersed. The Rubric, in tho
¢ Public Baptism for Infants,’ enjoins that, unless
for special cases, they aro to be dipped, not
sprinkled.” L

The change from immersion to spri~kling is
greater than that which tho Roman Catholic Church
‘has mado in administering the sacrament of the
Lord’s supper in the bread without wino,—The
Christian Leader.

UNBELIEF AND SECTARIANISH,

We have frequently insisted that tho existence
of the uncalled-for and sinful divisions of Christen-
dom contributes to the infideity of tho age, and
strongor tostimeny to the truth of this positisa per-
haps could hardly he adduced than that furnished
by the famous Mr, Spurgeon, in asermon proached by
him in his ¢ Tabernacle.” He is roported to have
saidi— ‘‘To-day tho revelation of God is treated
with indifference, or talked of as if it deserved no
roverence or credit. Unbeliof has sapped tho found-
ations of the social fabric. Worst of all —I must
not hold back the chargo—many of the avowed
ministers of Christ are no ministers of the faith at
all, but promoters of unbelief. The modern pulps:
has taught men to be wnfidels. Think not that I am
aiming st the church of England. With all my
objection to & state church, I am not so unjust as
to conceal my belief, that 1 see in the Episcopal
Church at this time LEsS of unbelief than among cer-
tain dissenters; in fact, Unitarianism, less toler able
than Unitarianism itself. So frequently are the
fundamental doctrines of the Gospel assailed, that
it becomes needful, before you cross the threshold
of many a chapol to ask the question, ¢* Shall I hear
the Gospel here to day, or shall 1 como out hardly
knowing whether the Bible 18 inspired or not 1 Shall
1 not be madse to doubt the Atsonement, the work
of the Holy Ghost, the immortality of the soul,
the punishment of the wicked, or the deity of
Christ2” I know 1 shall atir a hornet’s nest by
these honestrebuks, but I cannot help it. I am
burdened and distressed with the state of religion; a
pest isin theair; no truth is safe from its withering

infection,.—Selected.

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EDITORIAL,

THINGS SEEN AND UNSEEN,

Wo have before us the things which aro acen and
the things which are not sesn—one temporal the
othor oternal. [t is intended that man shall Jook
at the things that aro not seen, while inferior ani-
mals are only expeoted to look at the seen; their
capacity being unfit to grasp the unseen. The
Creator has supplied thia want in their naturoe by
giving them strong instinet. * The ox (which
cannot provide for the future) knowsth his owner,
and the ass his master’s crib,” and both are cared
for in this way. But man is cxpec.ed to look to
the unsken and: provide for the future; and if he
fails in this e has no such instinct, but sinks
below the beasts that perish, dishonors his Creator
and is doomed to suffer want. This holds good in
nature, nor is it less true in grace.

Being in constant contact with tho things whichare
soen, it is an easy matter to look at them and be
inluenced by them. 'The things that are not sven
aro rovealed by the Holy Spirit in the Bible, and
wa can only see them by faith :n the divine testi-
mony and thus be influenced by them. But the
influence is glorivus. The Apostle says, ¢ Our
light aflliction, which is-but for a moment, workoth
for us a far more exceeding and au eternal weight
of glory, while we look not at tho things that are
seen but at the things which are unseen,” etc , otc.
IL, Cor. iv. 17. Abraham saw Jesus' day afar off
and was glad. Moses endured all his afflictions,
as seeing Him who is wnvisible; and Paul could call
his afflictions light and momentary, and regard it
as the very highest blessing, working for him and
his brethren a far more exceeding and an eternal
weight of glory while ke looked at the unseen. How
often, when we are afilicted do we wonder at our
lot, and how glad we would be to understand why
it is 80, or'to obtain even a temporary relief. But
here is a sight that unstinga all our grief and turns
our afflictions into the richest blessings which a
kind Father can-bestow; blessings that work for us
while we are working for others—for' the salvation
of mer, for the prosperity of the church, and for
the honor and glory of Christ. Our affliction is
working foi us — working steadily, unceasingly,

lovingly and effectudlly a far “more exceeding

and an eternal weight of glory.

This world is the place and this life is tho time
for work, *‘The night cometh when o man can
work.” Woe cortainly are at work, Jesus knows
that wo certainly are working—working ecither for
Him or against Him. While we are working for
Him He makes all things work for us. How im-
portant that we work for Christ and have the
assurance that all aro otirs and all things working
for us. Looking at the unseen decides this matter,
Jesus is unseen, and all His work, His commands
and prcmises. We look at His life on earth, and
we see His Father in all the loveliness of His char-
acter, for ‘“Jesus is the express image of His
porson.” We see'in His life u perfect man, doing
ull that a man ought to do; and in His death we
seo a complete atonement for all our sins. A sight
of His affliction makes our own light, and momen-
tary, and immensely beneficial. ‘¢ Whom having
not acon ye love, i whom though ye soe-Him not,
yet believing yo rojoico with joy unspeakable and'
full of glory.” 1 Peteri, 8.

Looking at the sufferings of Christ made the
Apomle feel hir own %o be light, which from any
other standpoint, would seem very severe. Christ
had never sinned against God or man, yet He
suffered. Paul had sinned against both God and man
and hasuffered. Christ suffered asan offering for the

gins of tho wholo world. Paul did not. Panl had
tho sympathy and smiles of the Father and the
Son whon he suffered. But Christ tred the wino-
press alone, and was forsaken oven by Ris Father
in His suffering. In I s sufferings Ho was made
a curse, and that for us. How could Paul think
his own otherwise than light when looking at tho
affliction of his blessed Saviour? MHow can wo
over think our aflliction sevore when wo stand near
the cross and sce the Son of Man dying that awful
death that wo may live!

Aflliction evonts sometimes occur which, viewed
through the things aeen, are most crushing and
discouraging. Noble mon and women, just as thoy
are entering upon a life of usefulness to fill impor-
tant places for which they appear eminontly fitied,
aro suddenly cut down by death and all hopos
respecting thom are thus cut off.  Why is it that
such persons as Garfield and the first Mrs. Judson
wore not spared for their high and important work
on carth? Why is it that many young men so
promising and so anxious to preach the Gospel of
Christ are cut dowh just as they are enlering upon
this work? Looking at the things that are seon
wo have no answer for these questions, and feol
as Jacob did whon he exclaimed, *¢ All theso things
'are against me.” Gen. xlii. 36. Jacob was per-
mitted, like Job, to seo the end of the Lord in his
caso before he went hence. We may not now
undorstand these things, but by looking to Jesus
and waiting for the proper time it will certainly
appear plain that He docth all things well, and
that Ho is *‘too wise to err and too good to be
unkind.” While walking by faith we are permitted
to appropriate the words of the Saviour to Peter,
““ What I do thou knowest not now, but thou shalt
know hereaftor.”

Our loved ones are passing from our sight. *We
shall see their facos never more.” Their spirits
are in the unseen with Christ. Let us look to
Jesus, their Saviour and ours, remembering that
His WORK takes away our sins and fits us for
licaven, that He makes all things work for our
good, and kindly engages us to work in His vine-
yard, looking forward to that exceeding and efernal
weight of glory.

“I WILL ARISE AND GO TO MY
FATHER"

—

The parable which contains the words at tho
head of this articleis from tho lips of Jesus, It,
doubtless, is an expression of His mind, and His
mind was the mind of God the loving Futher.

Were this reality and not parable, and were the
‘words the language of the prodigal arising from &
héarc broughtto the verge of despair through sor-
row and privation, we might doubt the privilege of
the wayward son returning to the father and finding
accoptance. But Jesus supplies the language. It
is all from His unerring lips—it-is all from His
loving heart. It was given either as a rebuke to
tho Soribes and Pharisees or toteach them a lesson
of pity, tenderness and love, abore anything which:
-had ever come under thsir observation or entered
their self-loving hoarts; The great Teacher knew
vory well their solfishness, self-righteousness and
exclusivenéss.

They, in their own estimation, were holy, and-
they only were holy. Thoy were the favored:-of
God, and they only wers the favored of Cod. They
did not understand that God was the God of the
sinner as well as of the righteous, that He was the
God of tho Gentile as well as of the Jew. They
did not understaud that God loves all—loves-the
woarld—and that the Messiah’s work was to, benefit,
all. Perhaps thoy had no desire that God’s love.

Josus rebuked them by a word-picture; such as
could never befere find expression on tho canvas of
tho paintor or in tho song of the poet. Why! Be.
cause no such grand ideas of Jove and forgivoness
had ever found a lodging-place in tho minds of
mon, Truly, ** The law was given by Moses, but
grace and truth camo by Jesus Christ.”

In that picture sre presonted to us a comfortable
howeo, ¢ plonty und to spare,” and an apparently
happy family. But ono little seed of discontent
drops in, and the younger son desires indepondouco,
*t Father, givo mo the portion of ¢oods that falloth
‘to me.” Ho asked and received. It was not for
his woll-boing, Ho was mistaken. Independence
was not with himn the way to happiness. He leaves

home. Ho is on a new round. His own land is on
tho levar, o allows the steam to goon in full
forco. Ho is on a down grade., The descent is

rapid from & happy home to the loweat condition
-of lonoliness, wretchicdness and want. In his lonely
-condition he thinks, His mind goes back to the
days of yore. How vividly the old houie is pic-
stured on his mind; but, while he thinks of plenty
and comfort in the hoio of his childhood, he thinks
no longer of his right to anything there. He has
cut himself off. But to remain whoero he isis
death. A resolution is formed. He will'go to'the .
old home—not now as a son, but as a suppliant, to
cast himsolf on his fathdr’s bounty and ask for the
place of a servant. ‘I will' ariee and go to
my father, and will say,” etc. So he returns:
the spondthrift, the bankrupt, the degraded, the
outcast. Not much hope in his heart; for has he
not forfeited not only the father’s love, biit also
his pity?

But now, the Divine Teachor presents thé stroug’
part of the picture; that ie, the father's love which
has never changed, nevor grown weak, but hing
around the *‘wandering boy" ovon when he thouglit
him lust—dead from his own fault, He thought
not of the loss of property. He thought not of
the digdrace to the fumily. Ho thought of thie boy.
Now he comes, Tho father sees him a great way
off, run¥ to meet him, falls on his neck and’kissos
him,

¢ Father, I have sinned,” saidtheboy. *¢ Bring
the best robe,” -said the father; ¢‘a ring forihis
hand, shoes for his feet, and bring the fatted calf
kill it, and'lot' us eat and be merry; for-this my
son was dead and is alive again, and was ‘lost-and
is found, ’ : :

The pharasiac thought in referenice to tho lovs of -
God was not very expansive. ‘‘I will have mercy
and not sacrifice,” *‘I came not to call tho righteons
but sinners to repentance,” *¢ The Son of Man is
come to seek and to save that which was lost,”
“Doth he not leave the ninety and nine in the
wilderness and go after that which was lost till he
find it,” *“There i8 joy in the presence of the
angels of God over ono sinner that repentsth,” eto.,
were thoughts which found no corresponding senti-
mont in the minds of thoe chief men améng the
Jows. They could look on the utter ruin and luss
of a human being with the utmost indifference.
Theirs was a religion of selfishness and pride; de-
grading, not elevating; corrupting, not purifying,

The lesson : God is always ready to do good to
‘neh in every stativn of life. However low and
degraded, he is ever ready to receive the returning
prodigal. The door is always open, Tho robe is
always ready. Tho feast of lJove and peaco is
alwways prepared, and the song of rejoicing angels,
¢ The dead's slive, the lost is found,” is ready to
“announce the return to the Fathor's house of every
wandering child,”

While in the city of Charlottetown somo time
ayo, it was my‘fortune to go into a place of wor-
ship whero there was what' i8 sonfetiniés called a
Fevival'mesting. Ata certain atago of the meeting
the ** clergyman » gave an unscriptural invitation,

‘It:was to'any who'might be anxious about salvation

Is not Ris lave to those child-
ren as great as tho love of that cletgyman ¢ lIs it
not groator 7 Has Ho not loved them and proved
His love-in the gift of His Son ?

Has He not provided salvation and offered not
only to those little ones, but to all, without money
and withoutprice ? Why then mislead them ¢ Why
deceive them?  Why not tell them to accept salva.
tion ag it i offored in the gospel, where the way is
too plain to bo mistaken ?

Ho anys, *“ Come unto me, all you who labor and
are heavy laden, ard ~ will give you rest.” The
way ie plain. The directions are without fault,
The promises aro sure. Why not, then, come to
Him?

The prophets of Baal agonized.
tuned. Their zoal was marvolous,
vain. Why? Bucause it was utterly voluntary.

Elijah made a little quiet prayer for the suke of
the people.

“SHE HATH DONE WHAT SHE COULD.”

MARK xiv. 8.

That was indeed a very pleasant company thal
sat down ‘‘in the house of Simon tho leper,”
where 'a ‘ supper ™ had becn preparcd for Jesus.
The time, r'ace and company combined to make
this social gathering intensely interesting to all
conterned. The esrth life of Jesus was drawing to
a ¢close, and He was now on His way to Jerusalem
where He was to be offered up for the sins of the
people. The place—Bethany—was a quiet village
where our Lord had often found rest and quiet in
the home of Lazarus, with his sisters, Marths and
Mary. ' The company was made up of those who
evidently loved our Jord, and would improve
any and every opportunity to express their grati-
tude for the great blessings enjoyed from His hand.

Lot us'pause a moment and consider those who
composed this pleusant company. Of Simon tho
leper, at whoss house they wero assembled, we
know nothing beyond the fact that he had been a
leper and one whom probably Jesus had cleansed,
and & near neighbor of His most intimate friends,
Lazavus and his sistors. It was doubtless his love
for his great benefactor that prompted him to
open his house for this special feast made by the
friends of Jesus for Him and His disciples.

Then thero was Lazarus whom He had raised
from the dead. This man had evideutly loved his
Lord befcre ho had sickoned and died. When ho
was taken sick his sisters sent unto Jesus, aaying,
#¢ He whom Thou lovest is sick.” But now he had
nof only been under the influence of the love of
Jetus, but had’ experienced His mighty power in

It was all in.

being raised from the dead. Hence this, to him,
was u foast of love,

We learn rlso that Martha and Mary wete thoro,
and that ¢*Marthaserved.” Jesus loved thie pious
family, and it is vory evident that they ull loved
their Lord. DBut it was fitting that Martha should
bo serving the table. This was characteristic of
the woman. Her expressions of gratitude must
tako the form of hard work, Xt was her nature to

‘bo *“careful about many things,” even at the ex-

pense of ¢ the one thing needful.”

But Mary ‘“had chosen that good part which
should not be takon away from her.” 'Chus while
Martha was serving, and Simon and Lazarus were
enjoying the company of their Lord and His
apostles, who also were present, Mary was propar-
ing for the ezpression of her love in a way that
none present, save the Lord Himself, could have
thought of.

This suppoer, which had been made for Jesus and
His apostles, had doubtless cost both money and
labor, of which, no doubt, Mary had borne her
part. But there wns more that she could do, and
sho folt that she must do all she conld, for she
Joved her Lord. Hence this costly box of vint-
ment. She evidently had this by her for the
occasion, and our Lord accepted it as a preparation
for Ris burial.

There were some present who said this was a
wasto of the ointment. It might have boon sold
‘“ and given to the poer.” If those unkind words
stung the tender heart of Mary, tho words of appro-
bation spoken by her Lord would not only put to
silencoe those who would censure her, but -would
cause her torejvice that her humble act, prompted
by love, was 8o acceptable to Him whom she loved.

8o pleased: was our Lord with this act that He
promised that ‘¢ wheresoever this gospel shall be
preached throughout the whole world, this also that
she hath done shall be spoken of as a memorial of
her.”

Why was this act so acceptablo to Jesus that it
must be ‘‘ spoken of her ” wherever the gospel is
preached } 1tisimportant that we study this lesson
that we may learn how to offer acceptable service

¢ with roverence and godly fear.”

While the Lord doubtless appreciated the ex-
pression of the love of His friends in Bethany in
making this suppor for Him and Hisapostlos, there
are no such words of approbation as ure spoken of
the act of Mary. There must be somo clear reason
for this. There must be in i some important
lesson elee it would not have been handed down to
all generations marked with the approbation of
heaven. To my mind, the answer to this question
is found in the words of Jesuz at the head of this
article, ¢ Sho hath done what ahe could.” Others
may have done much. Somo, oven, may have done
more than she did; but could have done still more.
But Mary kept nothing back. She was wholly
consecrated to the service of her Lord. This ex-
pression of love cost counsiderable money. The
cost of this oiutment is estimated to be from S45
to §50. Bowever this may be, it is avident that it
wag ‘ yery costly.” The lesson, then, that we
should learn frown thisincident is this: We should
always be ready to dv all we can to promote the
causge of Christ on earth. Mary had the privilege
of doing this'act of love while her Lord was yet on
earth, and heard from his own lips His words of
approbation. But though wo canoot see Him on
earth, we can just as acceptstly offer to Him our-
boest gifts asthough He werehere with us in person.
** Inasmuch as ye havo done it unto one of the least
of these, my brethren, ya have done it unto Me.”
This opporturity to do good we always have. Shall
we improve it? The same who spoke those words
to Mary will speak to us in the great day of judg-
ment. Aro wo doing what we can to advauca the
causo of Christ? If not, He will not say, * Well

‘done,” in that day. But if wo are, He will say,

You have done what you could, onter into the
joy of your Lord.”

Let ua not wait till wo como to die befor» wo
make an effort to do good. - Mary did not know
hor Lord was to die sv soon, yet He accepts her
act as tho laat sorvice of love to a doar friend.

So wosay., But what is tho difforonce
botween ‘ ono man power ™ and two mon having
the powor? No ruler but God has absoluto power.
When the powor to rule is invested in ono or two
men there will bo a roign of tyranny. Thave never
yot seen the elder or elders who evor attempted to
force their judgment against the voice of the
church. The funection of an elder is not to make
lawa or rulgs, -but ta sae that the laws of God and
the'rulea of the church aro attended to. Whon
tho elders assumo the right to say what hour of the
dny we should moet, or what ovening of tho weok
wo should moot for prayer, or who wo should
appoint as a deacon—or wany other things of like
nature—vwithout the voico of tho church, then
they transcend their mission and thet trouble,
discord and destruction will follow. If those who
say tho people—the church—or tho majority should
not rulo in things about which God has spoken
then  we accopt it. No man has any right to
legislate on what God has said. His word is final.
A: ‘“ thus saith the Lord,"” is enough for our rule
of faith. But when wo come te the things about
which God has not spoken, but has left to our own
common sense, the things that are “‘good,” such as
is absolutely necessary in every church, then the
majority must rule. Weo must havo a singing
book, but who is to say what kind of a book, Bro.
A. or the church? Wo need a new siove in the
house, the church wants one kind but Sister B.

WIHEAT AND TARES.

In dealing with this subject we do not wish to
force our interprotation or our opinions upon the
minds of any one. Weo simply wish to contrast
our opivions and ideas with others, in order togain
more light, and also to add some additional light
if possible. The psrable in question is one of tha
most diflicult of the mauy propounded by our Lord,

To find its didactic drift is not an easy matter.

We understand a parable to be an allegorical rela-

tion of something real in life or nature from which
a moral is drawn for instruction, And as the
parabolic teachings of Josus have direct roference
to tho kingdom of heaven they are of great interest
to us. In the parable under consideration, our

Lord selects a sower, some seed, and a field, from

which to draw the moral He wished to teach.

Some may argue that He did not compare the

kingdom to the field, or to tha seed, but to the
man ; but this method of argument only stultifies
the didactic import of the parable. The great
Teacher had no neod to say the Kingdom of Heaven
is like unto a man (sower) somo seed and a field.
We understand that in order to produce a crop of
wheat we must have the seed and the soil and
some one to do the labor (sowing). Therefore the
sower and the field are indispensable in this case.
1 believe the most definite solution of this parable
depends upon the construction placed upon the
oxpression ** Kingdom of Heavern.” If, in the
sonse the Lord uses it horo, it has direot referoace
to the professed church, then it is difficult to ascer-
tain the direct meaning of the parable. ln the
“Emphatic Diaglott” (Wilson),Basileia fon ouranen
is rendored ‘¢ kingdom of the heavens.” In the
twonty-fourth verse the *¢Diaglott’’ reads thus:
“Thke Kingdom of Heaven may be compared to a
field in which the owner sowed good grain." Now
we will observe that the Kingdom is compared to
the field. But in the thirty-firat verse the King-
dom i8 cornpared to a grain of mustard, or to a seed
of the mustard. Also in the thirty-third verse the
same idea is expressed; it is the leaven instead of
the meal. Again, in the forty-fourth verse the

Kingdom is compured to the treasure, not the field.
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Again, in the forty-soventh verse the Kingdom is
compared to the drag-not, not the son.  According
to tho view we have alroady taken, ard contrasting
the language of Ohrist in Hig interprotation of the
parable (thirty-eighth verso), the field is the world.
Therefore the Kingdom of tho Heavens in thia caso
was compared to the world, Honco wo come to
the conclusion that the good sesd produced in the
field, or from tho ficld, compuae tho professod
Church of Christ. But here we ontor into difficulty
and some ono replies: Tho sons of the Kingdom
are the sons of the world. But not so, as we
understand it, but they are sons produced from the
world, or, if you plenso, good seed produced from
tho field.

After the seed that was sown sprang up and
brought forth new seed, wo cannot say that the
vew sced is in the field, that is, under the soil, but
rather, while the old seed lies decayed under tho
tho 80il, the new soed is above the soil in a new
clemont altogether.

But here we come in contact with another objec.
tion. What about the stalk? You have not got
your new seed free from the rudiments of the old
soed. This objection is but a vague one, which I
will attempt to answer furthor on. First let mo
eny: Let us view tho field as being the human
family and their intolleotual capacity to receive
knowledge; the sower the Gospel preacher; the
Gospel, or Word, the seed, Tho Word is heard,
believed, planted by conformity to the demands of
that which they have heard. As the seed must
conform to tho laws of nature, being planted be-
neath the goil, co.aing in contact with tho laws that
govern the naturel kingdom the result is new lifo,
Even so with those who hear the Word (good seed).
They become obedient to the lawa tkat govern the
spiritual kingdom, and the result is new life, epiri-
tual life. This new life is the yift of God or the
Holy Spirit — not the Holy Spirit, but His gift.
Acta ii. 38; Rom, vi. 23. This new life dwells in
the heart and in the understanding, but still con-
nected with the old body (or stalk. if you please).

But in the parable in question there is a ham-
string time coming. As the farmer gathers in his
wheat from the field, and soparates the whoat from
the stalk, so will it be in the end of the world; we
shall be gathered into the garner of God, free from
the rudiments of earth or earthy nature. Mbtt,
iii, 12.

But I have not said much about the tares. Well
in coming to this point I oxpect to come in collision
with .many objections. In the first place let me
say that he whn sows the gond seed does not sow
the bad. ‘There are two distinct sowers; but they
are both sowing in the same soil (or field). The
seeds were different, Somié argue that the seed
that produces the tare is degenerate seed of the
wheat. But thisis a conjecture. The Greek word
zizania (says Bruce Pr. T, of L.) is-one for which
it is difficult to find an English equnivalent —the
nearest approach to it is darnel. But he further
says there can be no doubt as to the kind of plent
it is employed to designato. It is a plant so like
the wheat that in the early stages of its growth the
two can hardly be distinguished, Also Thomps: n.
in his work, (** Land aud the Book,” p. 421,) argues
against the idea that the seed that produced the
tares wore degenerate sced of the wheat. If the
tates be the result of the degenerate seed of the
wheat, how came the devil in possession of them
provivus to the sowing of the wheat? Thore must
have been a wheat haryest previous in order to get
the bastard seed. But some argue the enomy or
devil from the beginning was in possession of the
bad sced. 1f this bo the cuse, how are we to har-
monize the iden of their being counterfeiv Chris.
tians 7 Vo must como to the Christian dispensa.
tion, after the eatablishing of the Christian Church
at Pentocost, bofore we can count on counterfeit
Christians, We find by critically oxamining thae

parable that the wheat and the tares both sprang
up togother; therofore wo have the tares and the
whoat, tho bad sced and the good, the Christian
and the counterfeit Christian, at the samo time,
But hero another objoction, that the seod sown
at the first played the harlot, as it were, and pro-
duced the bastard seed. But I say no, it was not
the good seed produced tho bad, or tho tores; thoy
were the product of a separate and distinet seod,
sowed by tho onemy (devil), But we find tarea in
the church to-day, argues another, Well, it is not
my intontion to arguo from this standpoint just
now. But I would just say, if you find a tare in
the church to-day, it comes there through the same
mediuin the wheat doos or it connot gain uccoss to
the church. In order for a bad man to enter tho
Church of Chriat to-day (its fellowship, I mean),
ho must submit to tho rules of the church and pass
through tho samo initiation, And theso demands
aro the demands of tho sower of the good seod or
Christ tho Head of the Church. But can we sce in
the parable where the tarea complied with any de-
mand or mode of the sower of the good seed in
order to gain admittance to the field, save that the
enemy did it dncognito ¢

Now I must stop for this present time. I hope
some one will give us some ideas on the subject,
and romember I want the readers to bear in mind
what I have said in the beginning. H. E. Cooke.
