He showed that
wheres the total receiptS by the al rail
route during the navigation season were
28,049,020 bushels of grain, the Erie canal
had delivered 37,501,424 bushels i and
while the combined receipts of grain at
Boston, Philadelphia and Baltimore by
rail exceeded those of New York, yet,
by the addition of the Erie Canal receiltj
the latter port was ahead of the other
three by several niillions of bushels.
Ex-Gov. Seymour, of New York State,in a
lucid speech, said that before the canals
were made free it cost three times as
much to carry cargoes froin Chicago to
New York as subsequently. and that while

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FOREIGN MARKETS.

In h is reply ta Our last article on this
subject, despite oui repeated assertion
to the contrary, the Hamilton Spectator
stili appears ta think we are debasting the
imerits uf free trade as opposed ta pro-
tection. We beg to assure our vorthy
cati temporary Lhat we are doing nothing
of the kind. We sinsply state that a
couintry wvith a protective' tariW On its
manufactures cainaot profitably conmpete
in neutral niarkets for these nsattufac-
tures.

Our contenparary instances the United
States with its protected iron indus-
tries as successfully competing in for-
eign niarkets. Oui' answer to this is two-
fold : iirst, the exports naned are nmerely
nominal, and wheni trade is healthy do
not interfere with the export of similar
prolucts froii G reat Britain ; secondly, it
is only in Limes of depression .when the
home inaricets are sa glutted as ta be for
ite moment valuîless that foreign niari-
kets ar souglt as a temporary relief. As
n illustration of this ve muay renind our
contenporary Chat nine or ten years since,
wien the iarikets for cottons in the
States were in absolute stagnation, ship-
ments of those goods were nade ta Eing-
land and actually sold in Manchester
below the rate at whici the manufactu-
rers there could produce themîs, yet no one
will pretend to say that such sales were
profitable. In cases of depression the
probleni simply resolves itself into this,
that the creditors of the individual or
country prefer, o- are forced, ta accept a
present fifty or sixty cents on the dollar
rather than wait l'or Limes ta improve.
The slatughltering systei of U.S. msanufac-
turers is a well-known instance.

The amilton Spe!aIor insi-s that
protection coes not increase lie cost of

producing cotton goods." We agree wiiti
this in lte abstract, but beg ta contend
that te cost ta the consutimer is un-
doubtelly greater, and we are under ite.
hepression Chat protective duties apart
fron revenue ere intended ta enable the
nanuficturers ta comtpete protitably with
the imsporter, charging a price for the gonds
proaportionuateo ta Lie cost ofManufacture.
Let us add: in explanation Lhat our coi-
teiporary cannot niake use, in support
of ils aigumeniiet, the fact that at present
the prices of cotton are lower under a
proective tri' tihan thtey were under a
revenue tari'î, for the reason that owing
ta Overi production and duliness of trade
the prices ruliig nw are abnortnally low
and'yield little or lia profit ta the.manu-
acdurer.

We do not quite understand the con-
cluding paragraph in the Spectator's
article running thus :

"If the Journa c ai show that the duty
on cotton lias destroyedl our foreign traie,
or that ta lower or remove the duties
would secure a foreign trade, it will imtake
good its plea, otherwise no."

We are not aware thatCanarla ever had
a foreigi trade in cottons to be destroyed,
neither are we desirous of undertaking ta
prove that such foreign tra<le could ho
secured by the remnoval ofthe duties.

We need scarcely refer to the fact, well
known aniong inanufacturers and others,
that although prices -of protected articles
are likely to be increased' as soon as for-
eign comupetition is thus shut out, the ten-
dency is towards a gradual reduction ac-
cording as the home comipetition is multi-
plied, and it is here where the trouble
arises,-for no sooner ddes any industry
appear to be profitable than il attracts
further investmnents of capital and, as in-
stanced by the cotton and woolen indus-
tries in Canada, leads to over production
and its train of evils. The maost reasonable
argument in favor of protection ta our
home industries lies in the increased emn-
ploynent given to the people, whereby a
large projiortion of the money which for-
merly went into the pockets of the arti-
sans of Great Britain and the Tnited
States now linds its way into the hands of
our own workmen, wyho in turn expend it
aniong the neighboring nerchants and
farmers in exchange for the necessaries of
life, and thus while prices may advance,
all are better ail tian they would be under
lower prices for gonds with still less
posver to pay for them. It is no ad van-
tage ta a iman to find cotton selling at 3 ta
5 cents a yard if he cannot earn the 3 or
5 cents ta pay for it. But this is a subject
with sa niany sides that it vere vain ta
discuss it in the linits at our disposa].

LIFE INSURANCE MATTERS.

Tiat portion of the superintendent's
report dealing with life insurance is pre-
pared with unus6al ability, althoughi sub-
ject to the sane charges of delay as the
lire branich. We do not forget that an
abstract was issued in May last; yet il
seens soiewiat out of place at this date
ta find under the heai of " legislation " a
reference ta the Assessment Insurance
Act as it passed the Senate and was sent
back ta the Comumons with saine 'l clerical
amendmients," several weeks after the
bill becaie law, and which the report
says "l will be found in the aplpendix "-
lot yet published. The superintendent
begs ta disclaim any responsibility for the
alterations whicli lie prints in italics. The

superintendent coaments on the Bill as
follovs:

(1). It declares that these companies are life
insurance coinianies within the meaning of the
statute, huis setziiung a dispuilted legal point.

(2). IL exempts natife comianies 'from the
opleration of the Insuranice Act of 1877, if they
obtain the consent of the Minister of Finance;
they will then be registered in this office, sucli
registration being valid fron year to year, and
can tien transact ticir business without further
condition thai mîalinîg aiinual reports to the
sipierinitendent.; They iuiîst, iowever, conti
form te the regtiations laid down in sub-sec-
tions 4, 5, G, 7 and 8 of the fifth section, and I
presuiie It will be the duty of the superinîten-
(lent to sec that these regulations are compîlied
with, and in the event of non-coipliance there-
with to recomniend to tie Minister tbat the re-
gistration be not renewed. The only one of
tihese sub-sections whîich is of nuch iniportance
is the sevenuh, and whetheor this requires a de-
linite sui ta b nanied and guaranteed in the
certificate I Cainnot say; the Minister of Justice
apspears ta be opinion thiat il doesnot. If, liow-
ever, il does, hen a society, working on the
oldest fornm of assessnent assurance, -in which
encli miember simply contributes a specific sumt
an the occurrence of a death, this suin being
paid ta the beneficiary, woild, of course, be
prevented frein coitiiiiiice. This sub-section
is as fo0llows:

(7) Every certificate and policy shal con-
tain a promise tu pay the whole anount there-
in mîentioned, out of the death fund of the
association and out of any noneys reailized
frmuni assessmsents to b niade for that purpose,
and .ery suh association shall hi bound
forthwith anid frorm lime to time ta make uts-
sessients ta ai imaounit adequate with ils other
available funds ta pay all obligations created
under any scli certilicate or pbolicy without
dedliction or abutemient.

Another regulation is as*to the printing of
the words " asissnsont systeml" as prescribed
ii section 9.

(3). Native conpanies rnay, however, if tley
choose, apîply for license under the Insurance
Act, 1877, in whiclh case they woild have to
coniply wvihl ail the conditions of that Act,
and would tiave ta miake the prelimiiiary de-
pîosit of $50,000 required by it.

(4). Foreign copilhanies Caie under the Ait
of 1877, and tire required ta takce ont a license,
mnake a preliiniiary delosit of $50,000, and
otherwise confoi'm ta all the reqiiremeits of
that Act. Tiey must also conorm with the
additional requirenments stated ini the sub-sec-
tions of the fifti .section, and in the eleventh
section. They miust also have the word " as-
sessiment systei ' printed as iequired by the
Duh section.

I do lot know -wheitlier il is intended that
the printing of these words shall also be comi-
puieory ais a renlar life insurrince companiiy,
which ieing licensed iuder the Act'of 1877,
and doing ordinary life business, nay also have
atiailed ai pai or assessment insurance as one
of its iodes of business.

.The seventh anid eighth sections apply ta all
comipainies doinîg life insurance, iehr under
the reguitla' or the assessînent systems. The

THE SMALL-POX SOARE.

To the Editor of the JouNAL or CoMmSoao.
Sma,-Withouit any wish to decry the impor-

tance of the lesson being taught us by the scare
of the last fortnight, I cannot help expressing
an opinion as to the position taken by many
newspapers Of Calnada on the subject, more
especially the London Advertiser. Truc oui
own evening papers, with their continualefforts
after sensational news, have led the van, pub.
lishing the wildest statements one day only to
contradict them the next. The fact is that
maîny of the so-called cases of small-pox in
Montreal are not smaliflpox at all; the mere
rumar of any person being confined at home
with any sort of ailment lately, bas been
enough ta lead bis neFighbor3 to believe that ie
bas the small-pox. The unfortunate and sad
deati of Sir Francis Hinckcs has done more ta
spread the alarni thsan a score of ordinary cases.
Sir Franicis lived in a part of the city where
vaccination is not common.

The many cases of small-pox reported in
Montreal during the monti of Auguist have
been chiefly contined ta the very poor-
est class of the popiulation, people who
in all large cilles pay little heed to the
ordinary rues of health. Among the en-
tire number of cases there have only been eight
among the English speaking portion of the
population. The prejudice of many of the
poorer classes among the French Canadian
people against vaccination will account for the
late prevalence of the disease among them, and
our evening paliers may as well save themi
selves the trouble of sensational appeals ta these
people; they are seldom or never read; the
papers do not reach those who migit be bele-
fitted by thcm. The pulpit is the only way to
reach themr; and as you hinted last week, Mr.
Editor, now le the time for a reformer; now ls
the time for some energetie clergyman ta con-
fer lasting benefits on the people and render
some return to our business men for the assist-
ance continually rendered to church edifices
charities, etc., by pointing out le beneits o
vaccination, and if necessary insisting upon its
eflicacy as a preventative. If the clergy will
only do their share lu the matter, the rest will
follow. ./

The epidemic, if it so deserve the name, il
abating, the soare is past-and it is now to be
expected that the Provincial papers and those
in the United States who have only been too
ready to spread sensational reports concerning
Montreal, will take a little les trouble to
repair the damage they probably have
donc. Montreal is not the Only city in
the Dominion afilicted in this way.
Diphtheria, not less contagions, is reported
to bC almost epidemie in one city, and small-
por cases bave been heard of. ln Boston
the mortality this summer bal been very high,
the number of deatis in July having been 1004.
Ii Chicago small-pox prevails more or less ail
the time. Liverpool, England, lias seldom any
respite from it, and yet no one ever bears of
people refusing ta buy or accept goods from
those cities, as the London Advertiser recon-
mends. Their merchants like those in Montreal
are too careful ta allow the possibility of con-
tagion.
