There is no poet of this age who has written
50 much that might be sung, unless we ex-
cept LONGFELLOW, who has a command of
capital movements, not excelled by even
TERNYSON. The music of the book is the
work of many composers, some of wide re-
pute, some not.

The American Art Review, now in its third
number, offcre us as an apology for being
late that the illustrations were destroyed in
the recent Boston fire, though this seems to
have had no effect on the character of the
contents except that subscribers must wait
until the succeeding number for theheliotype
of “The Sick Dopkey.”
