robbers out of Rome?. The persistence of Cathglic
jouraslists and speakers in oxpl_niniu'g the very gim-
ple and eelf-evident truth contained in the dogma of
infallibility bas by this time pretty well enlightoned
the Protestant mind on that point, so that now no
onc whe is not wilfully dishonest is found to mis-
represent it, But evidences of the ignorance con-
cerning nearly every other article of faith, among
those who are the teachers of the Protestant masses,
are continually appearing. Sometimea this ignor-
ance displays itsclf in comical forms, ometimes in
the ehapes that are simply disbolical. How many
of ibese Protestant guides, we wonder, have a cor-
rect idea of what is meant by the Immaculate Con-
ception of our Blessed Lady? Not long ago ono'of
them—a very well educated person, an English
journalist, and an Oxford graduate—when in com-
pany with a Catholic friend of ours in London, was
turning over the pages of & Oatholic Directory. He
gaw the feast of the Immaculate Couception put
down for the 8th of December. I have often
thought,” he exclaimed, *that you ('atholics were
recklessly careless about your datex, and here -l.u
proof. You say tbut the Immaculste Conception
occurred on the 8th ot December, but Christ waa
born on the 25th of that month, only szventcen daye
after his mother had conceived him!” The poor
fellow up to that moment had supposed that the
dogma of the Immaculate Conception referred to the
conception of the Son instead of the mother—yet he |
was a gentleman accuatomed to write leaders expos-
ing the absurdities of Catholicism for the columns
of a great London journal. His error was po more
gross than that of the Methodist patson, whose
iudicrons blunder about extreme unction will a0t be
soon forgotten ; nor than that of those who imagine
that wo pay idolatrous worskip te images, never
read the Bible, and get our sins forgiven by paying
the priest a fixed tariff—ten cents fora lie, squarter
of a dollar for a theft——no charge at all if the person
robbed bea Protestant—and a dollar for a murder,

But of a1l the subjects on which it seems that the
Protestant mind is most impenetrably ignorant, that |
of indulgences takes the lead. We have often found
persons who were tolerably well informed on the
otber pointa of Catholic doctrine, but who were mad
as March hares on this subject. The exquisite fic-
tions which have been #o industriously-told con-
cerning Tetzel and Luther, aud the origin of the
Reformation, have been accepted as truth ; and we
suppose that ninety-nine out of every one hundred
Protestants, even the best informed, belivve that an
indulgence is & permission to commit sin—just as
they beliove that our Feast of the “ Invention” of
the cross commemorates 8 frandulent manufacture

* of & croes, one that we recoguize as f-andulent by
calling it an “Invention. A mosb strikingillustra-
tion of this dense ignorance amoug Protestants con-
cerning the real meaning of an indulgence is before
us.

Patrick’s Day, besought his people,
even the most temperate among them, to abstain
from the use of spirituous liguérs upon the vigil of
the feast, the foast itself, and the day after the feast;

repentance hasbeen shown and forgiveness obtained,
and that it can be gained only by one who is free
from the guilt of all mortal ain, Thers he would
have feund that an indulgence is simply a remission
of a part or the whole of the temporal punishment due
for sins already forgiven, but for which, in the jus-
tice of God, some punishment has been yet due
after the guilt has been removed. And jf he bad
inquired of any zood Catholic, however ignorant, he
would have learned that the people who gain in-
dulgences ars those who sia the leaat; that in-:
pumerable good works ars done with this intention,
snd that very often the person obtaining the in-
dulgence applies it to the benefit of some departed
soul in Pargatory.

But then, had the editor of the Echo taken the
trouble to learn the truth about indulgences, he
could not have written his finoarticle ; and it is, per-
haps, just this which makes so many of our own
Protestant guides keep their eyes so uncommonly
well closed sgainst Catholic knowledge.—~Cathelic
Review.

THE IRISH NEMESIS.

Whatever benefita may flow from the (Conscrva-
tive reaction,” and we hope they will be abindant
and enduring, a more humane treatment of Ireland
is not likely to be one of them. Journalists of both
political parties concur in aonouncing that there is
no place for her in the coming miilenium. She
must still accept whatever legislation English and
Scetch Protestants choose to provide for her, In
onc respect ahe is to be worse off than ever. There
is ne longer any need, it is to be crudely avowed, to
take hee wishes into account. Irish members, even
if they vote as one man, canuot put the Government
in a minority. Therefore Mr, Disracli bas no motive
for conciliating them even, if he cared to do it.
They have 1ost their chance, at least for the present,
and have only to efface themselves with becoming
resignstion.

It doea not redound to the oreditof constitutienal
goverament, nor exalt our estimate of the monality
of statesmen and journalists, when such sentiments
are openly parasded without even the affectation of dis-
guise. But morality has not a very definito place
in modern political philosopby. ¢ We are strooger
than you ave,” our law-makers bluntly assare the
Catholics of Ireland, “ and we intend to do with you
juat what we pleagse, If youdon't like it, so much
the worse for you; your likings are a very amall
matter to us. Your pretended desire for Christian
education is only a scheme to perpetuate priestly
domiupation, azd you shan’t have it; your demand
for self-government is only a conspiracy against
imperial nnity, avd you shan't Lave that either.
Our children can de without Christian education,
and 50 may yours; and ag to gelé-government, it is
just as much onr ¢ manifest destiny’ to govern you,
after our own fashion, as it is that of Rutsia to
govern Poland, and we meanto doit to the end of
the chapter.”

Such is, in subatance, the message of the English
press to Ireland. The Pall Mall Gazetle, in its usual
halfjaunty half-truculent siyle, goes a good deal
farihur, and speaks of an intelligent and genercus
Catholic nation, which is theoretically supposed to
constitute with ourselves an empire one and indi-
visible, with rather less respoct than it would die-
play towards Kurds or Ashantces. It even suggests
that our discomfited Liberale, who are in sore need
of relief to their wounded feelings, may “find much
compensation and consolation” in the welcome
fact that the Irish party ate reduced to impotence.
Unceremoniously kicked out themsel ves, they may
solace their defeat by kicking Ireland with renewed
vigour. Itia evem a question, always with the hu-
mane philosophors of the Pall Mali Gazette, whether
Ireland is a fit place for “free institutions® at all,
and ¢ whether an elective Parliament is suited to
the temper and habits of the Irish people "—n doubt
which Foglish and Scotch Pratestants alone are
qualified to Bolve, and which they will perhaps ex-
amine with serene impartiality whenever they hap-
pen to have vothing better to do. Meanwhile, any-
thing is good enough for a country which was so
misguided as to remain Catholic when England—to
the great advantage of her intercsts in general and
her religion in particular—became Protestant, and
which still presenta the melancholy. spectacle of
“the ascendency of one grcat Church professing
doctrines fatal to political capacity.” Wo thoaght
that for a good manyages some of the wisest and
most far-seeing statesmen the world has even seen
were Catholic ecclesiastics, which does not look as
if the true Falth was quite fatal to “political capa-
city;» and both Montalembert and Mr. Carlyle
tell us that when England was governed by monks
and Bishops she was, not without reason, the admir-
ation of the world. It wasto them, says the former,
that she owed both her indomitable manliness and
her free institutions; while the latter, contrasting

mote a sovereign as William I. with our modern
functionaries, and the statecraft of the 11th with
that of the 19th century, says: “I mather gucss, the
intellect of the Nineteenth Century, so full of mira-
cle to Heavyride and others, is itself a mechanical
or beaver intellect rather than & high or eminently
human one.” Bat the writers in the FPazli Mall
Gazetle have & history as well asa iheology of their
own, and deal with facts as they do with doctrines
by a process of elimination. They are not only

So much for histerical facts, but there is another
consideration which may have weight even with
our contemporary. We will say nothing abont jus-
tice in dealing with Ireland, because Dr. Arnold ob-
served long ago, * My great fear is that the English
are indifferent to justice when it is not on their own
side;” but, perhaps, like the Duke of Wellington,
they may at least have zome regard for prudence
and their own interests. It may be very delightful
to Protestants and unbdelievers to vex and insult
Catholic Ireland, and “ not care to conciliate her by
the sacrifice of a single prejudice;” but the
amusement, like other immoral pastimes, may cost
more than it is worth. Has it ever occurred to the
jaunty politicians of the Pall Mall to estimate what
it has cost already ? They will find the calculation
instructive. Prudent men abstain even from the
pleasures to which they are most inclined when de-
terred by their probable expense. Only the other
day we paid a little bill of beiween three and four
millions sterling for the exquisite amusement of in-
sulting Ireland, and the ¢ astonishing fact” that we
treat her just remonstrances with arrogant contempt.
By such persuasive proofs of our " political capa-
city,* which is chiefly displayed in bullying the
weak and truckling to the strong, we have created
in America a fiercely hostile pation, whose enmity
to their oppressor the astute politicians of that
country know how to utilize, as they did at the time
of the Geneva arbitration. All the better clase of
Americans scouted the claim then made a3 nothing
better than an ignoble speculation upon the fears
of Epgland ; but the politicians, to whom the Irish-
American voto is all-important, knew that the best
way to secure it was to humble the British Govern-
ment. They gained their object ; and the Pall Mall
seems to understand that  the results of the Ala-
bama arbitration produced even among the hum-
blest electors a far deeper feeling than its strongest
censors were prepared for,” aud largely contributed
to the downfall of the Liberal Ministry., Irish hos-
tility to England is now such A permanent element
iu the calcnlations of American peliticians, thanks
to our incerrigible blunders, that the Jate Mr. Sew-
ard, when Sccretary of State, displayed a large por-
trait of Archbishop Hughes in the hall of bhis own
residence as a bint to the Irish that his policy
would always merit their support.

And yet it would bave been so eagy to make the
Irish, always generous and warm-hearted, our fast
friends. What do they ask for? Chiefly and above
all for the right to educate their own children in
the true Faith ; and England might know by this
time that it is mot Christian education, but the
want of it, which makes Ferians and other disturb-
ers of public order. In refusing to countenance
any but secular education she is doing her best to
create a generation of bad citizens, wherever the
experiment is tried. As to the particular form of
self-goveroment for which Irisbmen are’now legally
conspiring, we will only say, that at least it will
aim at satisfying those just demands to which the
Pall Mall tells us crudely we cught not to pay the

-smallest attention ; and farther, that if the whole

English press supported the right of Hungary to
such self-government, it is hard to see why the same
right should be refused to Ireland. That which was
a virtae in Hungarians cannot be a crime in Irish-
men. But the unpardonable sin of the latter is
that they cleave to the ancient Faith ; and the in-
solent rejection of their reasonable claims which
the Pall Ma¥l recommends and applauds is simrly a
part of that wide-spread conspiracy against Chris-
tian truth and the action of the Christisn Church
upon human sgociety, of which we see the proofs all
around us, and which is the only display of “poli-
tical capacity” appreciated by that journal. Our
Catholic forefathers understood the science of Gov-
ernment te more purpose, and applied it with hap-
pier results ; and if Englishmen are not yet con-
vinzed of the fact, it ia to be feared that they will
learn it one day by one of those decisive lesgons
which the justice of God knows how to preparc.—

37,872, showing that while at the pertod of the
Union over ons in five of the population were en-
gaged in manofactores, in 1862 thers wasonly 1 in
140, being & decrease of 2800 per cent. in 62 years;
and since that date thero has been no waterial in-
crease marked by hundreds of thousands of acres
annually, and the former in 1872 was 134915
acres, while the decline in population in the same
year was over 70,000, There is rot & third of the
available land of Ireland under cultivation to-day,
and not half the population which the island wonld
countain in the-ratio of increase from 1835 to 1845,
nor one-third of what the Jand is capable of main-
taining under a well-ordered native system of gov-
ernment?

Tsw O'Exersg Case Agav—The Cork Examiner,
March 21, says;—This time the most reverend de-
fendant was fortunate in having the case tried be-
fore an eminent lawyer, whose views with regard to
the internal discipline of religious bodies are not
quite so Bismarckian as those of Chief Juatice
Whiteside. The latter autherity holds that no mat-
ter what eompact & man's act or profession may
imply, no matter how he may bind himself, the
other parties to that compact may not avail them-
selves of it, and the law must deal with them as if
it never existed. After this absurdity it is refresh-
ing to hear the language of law ideuntified with
common sense, a3 it appears to be in the tollowing
observations with which Judge O'Brien opened his
address to the jury. “Strong comments were,” said
his lordship, 4 made on what appeared to be a rule
of the Catholic Church-—namely, that no clergyman
should bring an action against an ecclesiastic in a
court of law. They had nothing to say as to whe-
ther that was right or wrong There were various
other religious denominations in the kingdom—
various dissenting bodies, with whom exactly the
same rules prevail.

Coxswnis 1x 118 1'n7ED STaTEL—The tendency to
rely on the Government forall sorts of aid in getting
a livelihood is not of purely Amcrican origin. It
the Product of European socialism, the seeds of
which were naturally found in Continental centraliz.
ation, and were brought. to this countryin the pro-
tective system, which hias been preached and practis-
ed to such an extent asto persuade a lange number
of Americans that it is the duty of the state to build
up and regulate manufacturing industry and to find
work for the artisans ; from which to the conclusion
that it is also its duty te find work for the unskilled
laborers i8 not by any means a loug £tep. Anenor
mous developement was given to this doctrine by
the great increasc in the powers of Government
which was brought about by the war, and above all
by that most lamentable act, the seizure by Congress
of the privilege of issuing paper-money and making
it alegal tender. Itis true the exercise of these
powers was justified by the plea that they were “war
powers,” but this pies, a3 might buve been foreseen,
lias made no impression on the rank and file of But-
ler's and Tweed’s fullowess. The reasons they were
content to leave to the lawycrs and politicians ; the
facts were what concerned them. These made an im-
pression which the return of peace, instead of effac-
ing, deepened. Theissue of paper as money by the
central power is an old dogma of the European
socialists, and one of their most valued weapons in
their attacks upon the moneyed class ; and most of
their argumenta are now used as glibly by Butlerand
Morton and others as if they were recently invented
and wcre of American origin, Here they do duty as
modes of extricating “the farmer” and “ the poor
man” and the “ Great West” from their degrading
dependence on the Eastern bankers and speculators,
and have a patriotic flavor given them by the ser-
vices rendered by ¢ the blood-sesled greenback” dur-
ing the war. In fact, the issue of unlimited paper
by the Government, 80 as 4 to mak ¢ money cheap”
and *stimnlate 1ndustry,” is simply Raspail’s doc-
trine of “ gratuitous credit,” with & seeming back-
ground of successful experiment; and we find as
might be expected, thatall demagogues of the Butler
school are ficrcely in favor of it.

organization undistiz:bed for eighteen centuries, and
to-day has nearly three hundred millions of sub-
Jjects ever the globe and among all nations—if thés
is mot the Church of Christ, then there is no suchon
earth. For, net the apostles whom Christ appointed
carried the Gospel to all nations, but their succes-
sors; and if Clrist did cstablish a church and did

AN ALGERIAY BCUEME—AYN ARTIFICIAL SEA, — An
iden, says Galignani®s Messenger, was stated not long
ago on the practicability of forming an island sea
in French Algeria. There existy, south of the At.
lag, a chain of salt lakes called “Chotta” that go
from east to west, following a general depression
which lies at an average depths of from eighty to
ninety feet below the level of the Meditterranean,
According to all probability, there formerly was a
sea there, of which the Chotts are mere remuoants.—
It would be casy to restoro this inlnnd gulf by mere-
ly opening a ghort canal comnecting the Gulf of
Gabes with the nearest Chott, according to the de-
scription lately given to the Socictie de Geographie,
Ly Captain Roundaire, who has himsclf surveyed
the Mol-Rhir. He states that the Chotts situated
south of Biskra arc a series of shallows, varying be-
twcen twenty to sixty kilometres in' length, and
generally iry in summer. They form a cbai~ about
360 kilometres (225 miles) long from Chotlei-Fa-
roun to Chott-el-Rhii, which lics in the meridian of
Biskra. An insignificant chain of dowus, or sand- -
hills separates the Gult of Gabes from Chott-c)-Fa-
roun. Tho surface of these shallows, as smooth as
the floor of a barn, is sprinkled with salts of mag-
nesia, which gives them the aspect of being covered
with hoar frost. The western back of Chott-Mel-
Rhir, a8 the Wed-Cebrn is twenty-seven metres
(eighty-one feet) below the level of the sea,and its
bed has a slope castward of twenty-five centimetres
per kilometre, or four-tenths per gent, 8hould this
inclination continue as far as Chaost t-Sellem,
sixty kilometres further east, the latter would be 42
metres (126 feet) below the level of the sea; with-
out this being nscertained, the latter Chott lies cer-
wainly lower than the Mel-Rhir, From varions cur-
gsory observations there appears to be no doubt that
from the latter to the Chott-el-Faroun there exists
an immense depression, which might be filled with
the sea from the Gulf of Gabes. 'The advantiages to-
be derived from this plan wonld be considerable,
Seaports might be formed at 89 kilometres south of
Biskra; the wandering tribes of those regions might
thus be kept in obedience, and the numerous rick
oases of the Sourf and Wed-Rhir, whose dependence
from France is merely nominal, would be e flectuslly
held under rule. The presence of the sea, mare-
over, would render rains more frequent, and thus
fertilize the country. .

'They manage to beg or borrow as much as
will pay the first instalment, and then trust for a
favourable transference beforo the next instalment
comes due. They have bought at 220 per foot.
They hope to sell at $3n, or $40, or $30. if they
get what they wish they are but lured the more
sute’y to their destruction, This throw of the dice
has tyrned out well. They will throw again and de
still better. And ro building lots go up, till in due
time the revulsion comes, when too many who
thought they had been fortunate, will find them-
selves responsible for what they cannot sell
except at a ruinous sacrifice, and yet cannot retain 4
for the best of all reasony, because they cannot pay.
There is no use in trying to shut our eyes to the
fact that we are on the eve of these “ faucy prices,”
if we havo notalready gotthere ; and those who have
for some time past been going up like rockets, had
better take care they don't come down as rapidly and
as unpicturesquely as sticks.—Toronto Globe.

The latter
then began to meet in a barn, from which they
are certain to be soon expelled, when all they
can do, says the letter published in the Une-
vers, will be to meet and recite their prayers
together along some road—but without stop-
ping—lest they should be imprisoned for hold-
ing n open air meeting.— Tublet.

ITALY.

ToMuLr A? Pisa.—During the rejoicings
for the King’s festival at Pisa a scrious distur-
bance occurred. Inthe evening varions musi-
oal baads paraded the streets, which were illam-
inated. A company of studeats of the Univer-
sity marched to the sound of drums and bugles
shouting out Viva Vittorio Emmanuele! This
annoyed another party of students who enter-
tain Republican sentiments, and the two hos-
tile parties encountering each other, began to
hiss and eventually to exchange blows. The
soldiers intervened to stop the riot, an artill-
eryman drew his sword and wounded several
persons.

Roman princes and gentlemen, who cume to

manifest their love and obedience. Dou Mario
Chigi, Prince of Carignano, read an address
on the partof those present. It was couched
in the jollowing terms:—‘Most Holy Father
~—1n the midst of official feasts, we have taken
the way to the Vatican in order to offer you a
new testimony of our sentiments. They do
not and will never change. OQur fidelity to
your sacred throne is is indestructible, and our
faith is irremovable, and our affection to your
august person and admiration of your conduet
are ever on the increase, You now, Most

Holy Father, endure a bitter persecution, but

it is pothing but the history of Christianity

which continues as it began, as it was and ever
will be, even unto the last day. First the

Papan, afterwards the Byzantine and Germanic
-Emperors, and finally jealous ambitious vr weak

povereigns, directed their arms against the

Holy See, the inheritor and guardian of these

eternal verities, which they, in their own inter-

ests, were called on to defend. But if the

‘world was the assailant, God was the defender

and the defence will triumph, Sooner or luter

it must trinmph, and even now itis triumphant.

Yes, perfidious and universal as is this war, it

is nothing but the storm of a day, after which

the sun will shine out all the more brightly,

And of'this we have the promise in the Divine

words, in the annals of the Church and in that

SeQuEsTRATION.—The Qsservatore Romano

and the Vece della Verita were sequestrated
on the evening of Twesday, the 10th of Maroh,
for offending ogainst the laws of the State.—
The article complained of in the Vece was one
contrasting the condition of Rome under the
Popes with that of Rome under the Italians.
The article was mot couohed in terms which
implied insult to the anthorities, It merely
said with perfect troth that religion was re-
spected while the Pope reigned. Crosses were
not removed and the inscription of the name of
Jesus was not hacked off the facade of the Ro-
man College, The Pope maintained no exces-
sive military force, His troops were uat
numerous enough to keep at bay the Pied.
montese, who trampling under foot the most
solemn oaths and {reaties, overpowered the
small Pontifical army. Ne political oath was
exacted from employees under the Papal rule,
nor was there any godless education. The
finance was better managed under Pius IX,
than it is under Victor Emmanuel. Pius IX,
restored a balance to the Treasury after 1849.
He had no forced paper currency st any time,
Whereas Victor Emmanuel, in spite of the con-
fiscation of the Church lands, the sale of the
railways, and of the tobacco monopoly, has
nothing but a forced currency of paper, and is
ever on the verge of bankruptey. The taxes,
light under the Pope, are terribly heavy under
the King. Famine and misery, unknown
while the Pope ruled, prevail during the reign
of the monarch who destroyed the temporal
sovereignty of Pius IX, and annexed forcibly
his dominions, Trade is now worse than be-
fore, for whereas in 1870 the failures involved
a loss of 400,000 lire, they amounted
in 1870 to a loss of no less than four
millions of lire. These statements may
be unpalatable, but as they are perfectly true,
and were made without exaggeration or color-
ing, it scems harsh to sequestrate the journal
which contained them. But liberty of the
press is not granted by the men who now form
the Government of Italy under His Majesty
Victor Emmanuel.—Cor. of Tublet.

TrE Laws AcAINsT THE COURCH—Prince
Bismarck seems to be all-powerful at the Quir-
inal and Monte Citorio. The new Penal Code,
composed by the present Italian Government,
contains some articles which strike directly at
Liberty of worship. Article 216 enacts, ¢ that
any clergyman who abuses in any way his
ministerial and spiritual functions so a3 to dis-
turb the public consoience, or the peace of
families, shall be punishable with imprisonment
varying from four menmths to two years, and
with fine not exceeding 1,000 lire,” The 217th
article menaces with three months incarcera-
tion and 1,000 lire of fine, any ¢ clergyman
who by discourses or writings outrages the in-
stitutions, or laws, of the State, or royal de-
crees or any other act of autherity, If he pro-
voke to disobedience, he inours a fine of 2,000
lire with two years' confinement. If hisadvice
be followed by an act of disobedience, even
though he himself be not privy to that dis-
obedience, he is liable to imprisonment for two
years and 2 fine of 3,000 lire.”” Article 218
visits ¢ with three wnonths’ imprisonment and
a fine of 2,000 the clergyman who shall exer-
cise any act of external worship in defiance of
the prohibition of the Goverament.” These
enactments are sufficient to prevent any priest
from saying Mass or singing the Rosary, un-
less with consent of the Orown. The Prefect

Gavazzi hag announced his intention te refute
Monsignor Capel in a specinl series of orations.
This i8 of course quiteina ural. Somebow, however,
the English and Americans of the better class do
not frequent the re-unions of Messrs. Gavazzi, 'Wall,
Van Meter, and others, who seem to depand for sup-
port of their schools and meeting-houses upon the
reports which they send to England and America
of their success as missionariea. These reporis
have been lately criticized, and many of them ex-
posed in consequence of disgraceful and scandalous
internal equabbles, But the British and American
public, which subscribe to these proselytizing agents,
persist in being deluded into the belief that Popery
is on the point of vanishing, and that it only wants
a few more thonsand dollars to effect its total disap-
pearance, The English chaplains resident in Rome
fight shy of tho Protestant sects, and hold fast to
Anglo-Catholicism, whatever that may mean. The
'sermons of the chaplains themselves are never
gpecially controversial, but it seems a point of
honour with many of the Anglican ministers who
come to Rome for health or pleasure, and who are
invited to occupy the pulpits in the British chapels,
to denounce occasionally - Popery, and admonish
their hesrers againat Popisk errors, This sort of
germonizing is tolerated in the apartment called
the “ New English Church,” hired for use of those
British and Irish Protestants who sbhor Ritualism.
‘But the frequerters of the old * English Church” do
not appreciate Irish Protestantism. Two eminent
digoataries of the Irish Protestant persuasion, Dr.
Day, the Protestant Bishop of Cashel, and Canon
Achilles Daunt, the most popular of the Dublin
Digestablishment clergy, were latoly in Rome, and
both were well received by the Low Church or # New
English” congregation. Bishop Day was also asked
to preach-in the old *“English, or High Ohurch
chapel. Some of the congrogation remonstrated.
‘But the Bishop, although madeaware of the remons-
trance, persisted in preaching, and denounced con-
amore the Real Preronce, confession, absolution,
Church nuthority, and all which so-called Anglo-
Catholics hold dear., When the other clergymen
faced to the East during the Crecd, Bishop Day
held his head erect and immoveable in the contrary
direction. .

In like manner
we reject the agsertion that in the decree of the In-
fallibility of the Pope there is contained any novelty
or change in the doctrine or nature of the Church,
or in the spiritual power or person of Her Sovereign
Pastor ; and we repudiate as a foolishand malignant
pretext, tho assertion that through this dogmatic
definition any danger has arisen or can ariso to any
civil goverament. We promise in consequence that
nothing shall induce us to be led astray from our
firm belief in the divine origin of the Church,and

Her power of teaching, consccrating, and ruling;
but that come what may, we will stand fast. We
promise to profess this one faith openly and fearless-

1y, always and everywhere, by word and deed, and
to vindicate it on all occasions in our power. We
promise in all things to obey the precept, that we

must obey God rather than man, and %ence, in the
troubles that threaten us, we promise to be guided

and directed, not by views of eartkly advantage, or

by the fear of threats and viclence, but simply and
solely by our Catholic Faith and moral teaching, by

that which God has revealed, and the Church has

proposed to our belief. We ackrowledge and greet

and will yield only to force! Meanwhile the Suf-
fragan Bishop, the Canon, a great many priests, and
an enormous crowd of people gathered in and befure
the house, At a quarter past 8 the Archbishop en-
tered hia study, where-the police and the clergy
came to him, :*J protest,! he again said, ‘against
this mode of treating me, and will yield only to
foree! The president of police torned very pale,
and respectfully asked the Archbishop to follow
him. He refused, and the police then laid hands
on him, and dragged him. *Deo gratias) exclaimed
the Confessor of the faith.’ Force is used. Hauc est
victorie quse vincit mundum, fides nostra. And amidst
the sighs and tears of priests and people the car-
tiage drove to tho jail. ‘

The agitation which pervades the Rhine province
and Westphalia is indescribable, but it is a most
dishoneat device to represent it as anything but a
most peaceful one, the spontaneous distress of a
whole Catholic population.

aystem disturbed by it, even when its use is long
continted ; and that it has the single property of
not lesing its therapeutical influence when persist-
ently employcd—the same dose given to the same
patient, for a period of nearly thrce yoars, having
invariably produced the same refreshing slvep each
night. The editor of the Journal ssserts, however,
that it is useless and improper to give the agent to
relieve pain—it being only valuable ar a bypnotic
in sleeplessness unattended by pain—and that the
dose employed by many physicians is insufficient ;
ten grains bave nsually but little influence upon an
adult, twenty often fail to produce eleep, but thirty
or forty seldvm fail—medium doses being better at
first, to be repeated as required,

To Destror INsecta.~Hot alum water is & recent
suggestion as an insectide. It will destroy red and
black ants, cockroaches, spiders, chintz bugs, aud
all the crawlings pests which infest our houses,
Take two pounds of alum and dissolve jt in three
or four quarts of boiling water; let it stand
on thefire until the alum disappears; then ap-
ply it with a brush, while vearly boiling hot, to
every joint and crevice in your closets, bedsteads,
pantry shelves, and the like. Brush the crovices in
the floor of the skirting or mop boards, if you sus-
rect that they harbor vermin, If in whitewasbing
n ceiling, plenty of elum is added to the lime it wijl
also serve to keep ineects at n distance, Cockroach-
es will flee the paint which has been washed
in cool alum water. Bugar barrels and boxes
can be freed from ants by drawing a wide chalk
mark just round the edge of the top of them. The
mark must be unbroken or they will creep over it
but a continuous chalk line half an inch in width
will get their depredations at maught Powdered
alum or borax will keep the bug at a respectable
distance, and travellers should always carry a pack-
age of it in their band-bags, to scatter overand under
their pillows, in places whers they have reasog
to suspect the prerence of such bed-fellows,

Conxstarks For Horsks.—A writer in the Rural
New Yorker,in nnswer to the question whether
cornstalks are good for horses when dry and cured
fays: “You may cut up your sowed corn with a
corn-cutter, or you can reap it with a sickle, or you
can cradle it with & short, stiff cradle, or you may
slagh it down with A& reaper and gelf-rake, which
works well, Let the stalk lie to wilt; thon bind in
emall bundles and net eight bundles in o sheck:
then bind them together at the top ; in good waathl
er they will cure in about four or five weeks, ready
to draw in. Such corn-fodder is the best food for
horses I ever used. The horse’s wind isalways good,
they are not so subject to disease, and I think
they will stand & longer drive. Should the horse
bave the heaves or a cough feed corn and cornstalks;
in a short time he i8 free in breathing and can stand
work, If the horses should refuse to eat the stalks
and cause too mach waste to please, then wet and
put on meal and shorts in proportion to the animals
want,

from 8t, Peter to Pius IX,, is two hundred and fifty’

seven, Of these ciehty-two are venerated as saints

fifty-three having becr martyred. One hundred ané
four have been Komans, and one hundred and three
patives of other parts of Italy; fifteen Frenchmen,
nine Grecks, seven Germans, five Asiatics, three
Africang, three Spanjards, two Dalmatians, one
Hebrew, one Thracian, one Dutchman, one Portu-
geese, one Candiot, and one Englishman. The name
most commonly borne has been John ; the twenty-
third and last was a Neapolitau, rised to the throne
in 1¢13. Nine Pontiffs have reigned less than one
month, thirty less than one year, and eleven more
than twenty years. Only three have occupied the
Pontifical chair over twenty-three years, These
arc—St, Peter, who was Supreme Pastor twenty-five
years, two months and sevendays ; Pius VI., twenty-
four years, eight mentts, and fourteen days ; Pius
IX, who celebrated his twenty-sixth year in the
Pontifical chair Juns 6th, 1872,
