power to commit constitntional suicide, and aseerted
that the Act of Union, if paseed. counld legslly bind
po Iriskman. The boodreds of magspificent bouaes
of the nobility then beipg transformed, some of them
into trimming shops, a few icto schools, others into
lodging houses, and the most magnificent of them ali
into & museum, appealed strongly to the citizeos in
proof of their deserted and deazationalized condition.
The gay and refined mstropolia of an ancient nation
had suddenly collapsed to the narrow asd impover-
isbed dimensions of a deoayed provineial town. An
absentee proprietary, o peerage recruited from venal
parties that voted away nationsl independence, a
monster alien Church, increaged taxation, and bitter
diseppointmeat at the partial effects of the great
meapore of 1829, all incenced the popular miad, and
prepared the wey for ('Cocnpelt's matchless move.

When
our Bishops are distingmshed, not so much for
their theological allainments, as for their skill
in croguet, bow can they be expected to rival a
Chrysostom 1n eloguence, or to display the heroic
courage of an Ambroce? Non omnia possumus
omnes,

There 1s mucl, we admit, m the argument ol
the Anglican apologist for the admittcd “moral
cowardice” of the Anglican pulpit. There is
theremn elso an unconscious, but noae the less
forcible, vindication of the asceticism of the Ca-
thelib Church ; of that stern discipline which she
jmposes on those whom she 2dmits to her Orders ;
of that detackment from tbe world, asd from
secular affairs, trom croquet and flirtations with
the Squire’s daughter, which she exacts from
them. Tke clergymen of the Anglican Church
are,asa rule, smable and excellent men, but
still, mere men of the world. Not only are
they for the most part geotlemen m macoers,
feeling, and io educatiop, but as a body they are
superior morally to the average of their lay con-
tercporaries, 1o spite of the occastonal appearance
of a black sheep or two amongst thew j but with
this Catbolics caonot reproach them, for was
there not an Achilli, are these aot apostates to
be tourd even amongst the raoks of their own
clergy? This much then we may concede to
the Anglican clergy ; but it is no less true that
they are not ascetics— that their putting op of the
Lord’s livery, does not imply the previous pulting
off of the vestments of the world, ‘They take
Orders io their sect, as otber mez emb:ace &
profession—not because they feel, or profess to
feel, a special vocation of the Holy Ghost; but
because they look upon church work as a geatle
manly business, aod on Orders as a condition
required by tte Law before they can be pre-
moted to a benefice ; as a fegal qualification that
the State exacts from candidates for Bishoprics,
Deaneries, and other good things within its guift.
That O.ders impose spiritual duties, and confer
spiritual rights; that they tmprmnt a special in-
delible character on the recipient ; that they
confer Grace, or in a word—that they are a
Sacrament, is an idea not ouly never entertataed,
but for the most part stoully repudiated by
Anglicans as essentially anti Protestant. O:ders
acither take away, vor give anything; the or-
dained priest is just what the layman 15—plus
a legal right to officiate n the pulpmt, and a legal
qualification for ecclemastical preferment.—
Eoough that such a man should be a well be.
baved amiable gentleman. It s too much to ex
pect from bim the austere virtue of an Elijah or
a Jobn the Baptist; the asceticism, or the eon-
tiual self demal, the withdrawal from and re-
nunciation of the world—flirtations and croquet
with the squire’s daoghters included—which
characterise the Catholic priest to whom Ordi
pation is the inttiation into a higher and sprritual
life; upon whom it confera special requsie
graces, and who is expected to walk a8 one
faitbful to his high calling. When Anglican
mimsters shall 10 some measure imitate the stern
asceticism of the prophets of old, and of the
Catholic priest, then only will 1t be fair to ex
pect of them that ther should display that # moral
courage,” the lack of which amongst hia brother
ministers S, G. O. so frequently and so pathet:-
cally deplores.

As illustrative of the truth of our remarks of
the low or purely secolar view taken of Orders
by the majority of the msnisters of the Anglican
sect, indeed by all except the Ritualists—we in-

Spiritual quacks have here
set up thewr tabernacle, and have apnounced fo
the waorld the great marvels of bealiog with which,
for a cossideration, they are wiiling to favor the
good people of the capiials of the Western Pro
vince aod of Quebec. At thewr bidding the
bliad cee, the dumb speak, the deaf hear, and the
lame leap like foar year olds. We believesthat
these admirable thaumaturgists are about to favor
the morlals of Montreal with a specimen of therr
powers., What manver of men they are, wha

flaurished 10 an age of almost umiversal scepti-
cisin, and only fourished then because of its
sceplicism ¢ so necessary, sv close 1s the rela-
tiooship betwixt afidelity and superstition—be-
twixt the puttiog oft of Christ, and the putting
on of the devwil.

Of late
years no doubt great changes for the better have
occurred. The old wicked oppressive laws have
for the most part been repealed, and with a few
exceptions, the Liaw as it stands on the Statute
Bocok is good. - But how is it zdmivictered? or
what confilence can the Irisb peasant have in the
best of laws, when their administration 13 almost
monopolized by Orange mapgstrates, by Orange
sheriffs, By partisan jeres, by the hereditary
ecemies of his race and creed !

This iz it that makes the lrish peasant what
ceusors term lawless: and 1t must be admitted
that oo one point the Insh bave been, and atill
are law'es, They rebel agamst the laws of
political economy as rigidly sppled to land : and
10 that rebellton are often guilty, so their best
friends wi'l admut, of very wicked acts, of very
foolish acts. But in oiher respects the Irish are
emunent!y a law abiding race, and as a rule are
most doct'e o all lawe fonnded upen moral prin
ciples. There are agrarian erimes 1 Ireland,
and Ribbon conspiracies: but in Ireland there iy
not, as in Eogland, any  crim nal class” pro-
perly sn called — that is to say a class
of men who live systematically by crime,
and who from their youths upwards are
trained to set all the laws of monlity
at defiance. lo proportion Lo their numbers
there are fewer burglars, gasrotte robbers, child
murderers, than amongst either the Seotch or
English: and, to their credit be it sad
rarely, if ever, in their moments of wild-
est passion, are Insh crimmnals guilty of
these hileous, unmentionable outrages upon
women, with which the police reports of the
sister island are always full. F'emale bonor, as.
a rule, is always respected in Ireland even by
the most desperate, and blood thirsty rebels
against the Land Code : and with all their faults,
we bave not heagd of a single outrage upon tke
weaker sex, having been perpetrated by the
Fenians during the excitement that of late year’
has prevaled. Of this peculianity i the [rish
character we find recorded a striking 10stance 10
the bock before us, as written by Mr. Trench.
The house of a gentleman named Mr. Hall was
braken tato one Sunday, when all the famly were
at church, with the exception of two young ladies
the daughters of the proprietor—by a band of four
or five armed men.

writer was to expose and cdencunce tae abuses of
private Mad- houses, so in his ** Never Too Late
to Mend,” he favors the public with bis poculiar
jdeas as to the objects of Secondary Panish
ments. and the maoner 10 which these should be
carried out. Mr. Reade belongs to the philan
thropic school, that holds to the theory that
crime 1Is a moral disease, and the pemttentiary 3
moral bospital for the cure of that disease : that,
as n the ordinary bosoital, no paw or sufferiog
of any kind 15 inflicted by the surgeon on the
patient, except such as is absolutely necessary to
effect a care, or to save lfe or limb, so in the
moral bospital or peniteatiary, the idea of pnnish-
ment 18 altogether out of place, aod the patient
should be handlad 2s tenderly as a man with n
broken leg, or with a violent eruptive lever.—
Just as 1o the first case the patient 1s treated
simply with a view to the restoration of his
kealth, and without any idea of making lim an
example to deter or (righten others from break-
g their legs, or rashly putting themselves in
communication with cases of small pox—so also
should it be in the case of the morally diseased
or affticted ; they should be dealt with, not so as
best to prevent others from imitatng thewr
crimes, but simply so as to effect a moral cure
1o the particular patient under treatment. Of
course there 13 no place for pumshment of any
kind, m Mr. Reade’s mode of dealing with
crimnals. Where the ordinary legislator sees a
hardened scoundrel who tas isflicted incaleulable
misery on law abiding members of society by bis
crimes. and who 19 therefore to be made an ex-
ample of, to deter otbers from following in bi®
footsteps ; our philantbropic novelist sees only a
very interesting case of * robbery with violence,”
or of “ perjury,” as the case may be ; and setS
to work accordingly to exhibit moral remedies’
and to apply moral embrocations, for the purpose
of promotiog a healtby action of the moral secre
tions, and to encourage the growth of virtuous
sentiments. Io short the question that Mr.
Reade raises is this : Whether is 1t the first duty
of the legislator to protect the citizen from
wrong 1 or to reform the criminal?
