CURIOUS DISCLOSURES, NO. 3.

Locomotives and molasses have been as
yet the only subjects we have anulyzed,
and our disclosures may have been of ser-
viee to inmporters of railvoad materials
and of groceries in the selection of u port
of cntry. Desirous of being on good
terms with the several branches of the
importing trade of the country, we shall
try to help our friends in the dry goods
line also, in imparting them knowledge as
interesting as our former disclosures may
have been to hardwaremen and grocers.
With that view, we propose in this num-
Ler -to show the result of our investiga-
tions as to the importation of Shawls,

Qur moving at random in these dis-
closures is not to be taken as a proof of
lack of serious charges to be brought to
light by our investigation; to exbaust at
once all the charges of under:valuation in
one department would be tedious ' to
readers having no. interest in that line,
while the change in’ the class of goods
keeps aroused the attention our disclo-
sures have already excited.

The importation of shawls into Canada
presents anomalies quite irreconcileable

‘information?

with the rather expensive habits of the
country in matter of dress, Shawls are
s0 cheap in value when passing through
the Custom Mouse that one is at a loss to
know - what becomes of them afterwards,
as the shawls sold and marketed at good
prices in the country cannot be the same
ones entered into consumption at 5o low
a figure.

In 1876-1877, Shawls to the number of
126,589,'and of a declared value of $74,672,
were imported into Canada. Average
alue per shawl, $1.83. Great Dritain,
France, the United States and Newfound-
lund are the countries whence the impor-
tation was cffected.

The above table is plain- enough. This

country does not spend much money on
shawls, and an average of $1.83 per
shawl is certainly as low as any economi-
cally inclined pater: familias may desire.
There is yet some difficulty in reconeiling
the difterence in value between importa.
tations from the same place. 1low is if,
for instance, that English shawls imported
into the Province of Ontario are valued at

just double of what they are entered

at in the DTrovince of Quebec, $3.14
against §1.57? and, as a compensation,
how is it that American shawls aie
cheaper in about the same proportion in
the Province of Omtario compared with
the province of Quebee,  $1.53 against
22,97 ? ‘Do we not deserve the thanks
of our friends in the retail trade for this
They may purchase Ameri-
can shawls in the Province of Ontario,and
give their custom to the Province of Que-
bec for those of English - manufacture.
The exchange between the two Provinces,
due to the discrimination of the Customs
(be it said to their honor), must neces-
sarily have a tendency to bind them in
closer business intercourse. C

The importation from France and Ger-
many having no duplicate in other Pro-
vinces must go unchallenged, and the
solitary shawl (camel’s hair -shawl it
must be, being comparatively so high-
priced), from  Newfoundland, - the last
counlry in the world from which such an
expensive wrapper could be expected,
has to be accepted at its extravagant
valuation.

Now, other shawls, and more éxpensive
ones than those which we have traced
through the Custom House, are imported
and sold here. Under what denomination
arc they entered ? orare they of Canadian
make? Were they of Cunadinn manu-
facture, Canada ought to be placed amony
the best manufacturing countries, as its
shawls (at least those we alluded to, sold
at from $10 to 15 in any retuil store)
equal in finish, in design and material
those of Buropean manufacturers.

INSOLVENCY STATISTICR,

An interesting report of the mercantile
failures of the last three months has just
been issued by the Mercantile Agency of
Dun, Wiman & Co,, which supplies some
important data for forecasting the future
movements of business. I'his report, con-
taining the last failures 10 be liquidated
in the United States under the Bank-
ruptey Law, now repealed, was expected
with a great deal of concern, as it was
thought that,in consequenceof the repeal
of the Law, the process, of liquicdation
would receive, all over the country, an
extraordinary impetus, and that the-ag-
gregate of failures would vastly exceed in
number and in amount the ligures of the
preceding years., The failures, though
heavy and numerous, do nol come up to
the public apprehension.  With regard to
Canada, it is gratifying Lo find that, not-
withstanding the dullness of business, and
the uncertainty as to the future fiscal
policy of the Government, so. much dis-
cussed during the past three months, the
number of fuilures, when compared with
those of the corresponding period of last
year, has decreased considerably, indicat-
ing that the pruning process has elimi.
nated fromour commerce many decaying
branches uand dead members, so that its

_growth may be more rapid, and its move-

ments more healthy in the early future.
Subjoined is a summary of the total
number of the casualiies recorded during
the third quarter of 1878 in the United
Sta.ﬁcs, as well as in Canada, with a table
exhibiting the number of failures during
the nine first months of this year, and
showing  the. comparison with previous

These tables are quite interesting, as
they show the action of two opposite cur-
rents. . In the.United States every thing
relative to insolvency is on the increase,
and in Canada every thing, on the contra-
ry, tends to a decrease of commercial
disasters. While in Canada, the disturb-
ance of the business elements secms to
have exhausted itself, and is slowly return.
ing to quict and settled regularity ; in thie
States, the approach of the day aflter
which the Bankruptey law would cease to
be the law of the- country gives a new
impetus to the process of liquidation,
the wrecks become mmore numerous, and
the end of trouble and the restoration of
confidence would seemyet Lo be far off.

The nmumber of failures in the United

" States for the third quarter of 1878, com-
pared with the same period of 1877, shows
an increase of 57 per cent., and for the
nine monthsof this year the increase is
32 per cent. ~ In Canada, the number of
failures during the third guarier of 1878
shows a deerease of 304 per cent. compared
with same’ period of 11877, or 295 failures
against 424 for the third quarter of 1877.
For the nine months of 1878 the decregse

The labilities, or, as we may say, the
amount of pub]ic wealth placed in icopzu'
dy by failures in the United States, in the
first nine months of this year amount to

5197,211,129, against $141,862,256, . for
1877, an increase of 40 por cent. The

liabilities in Canada for the corresponding .

period of 1878 amount to $18,13§,321
ag umL $20,904,976 for 1877, o decxe’lse of

3} per cent. ; and, while the liabilities for
thc third quarter in the United States are
565 per cent. larger than they were for
the third quarter of 1877, in Canada they
are 194 per cent. smaller, being $4,629,592
against $5,753,130.

The average of liabilities per failure
during the third quarter of this year shows
only a very small increase on the average
of 1877, the incredse being 2 1-7 per cent.,
{23,206 average per failure against $22,-
T67 in 1877, Ior the nine months, the
average of labilities per failure is 5 1-6 per
cent. increase, £22,725 for nine months
1878, agaiist $21,608 in 1877,

In Canada, we ll.we scen o decrease in
the number of failures, 1 decrease in the
wmount of liabilities, bul the average of
liabilities per failure shows an increase.
‘The average of liabilities per failure was,
for the nine months of 1877, $12,700; for
same poriod, 1878, it amounts to $14,595
—an increase of 15 per cent. ; and for the
third quarter of 1878, the increase is 153
per cent, being 315,692 against 13,568,
The reason for this increase we shall try
to explain.

The rvepeil of the bankruptey law is
partially the cause of the increase of fail-
ures in the United States. Many people,
preferring the leniency of the u:tbional
law to the more complicated processes of
the various State laws, went in tobank-
ruptey, some of them making fraudulent
failures, and endeavoring to make money
by compromising at -less than tlie face of
their obligations. The cause of the in-
crease in the average of liabilities per
failure in Canada is quite difterent: many
good, honest, substantial houses, erippled
by business depression, shrinkage in value,
and other misfortunes, have struggied in
ain Lo work themselves out of trouble;
hoping against hiope, they refrained from
secking.relief from their embartassment
under the insolvent law, and, after three
years, they liave had to succumb at last,
and to face their creditors with a larger
amount of liabilities than less honesty of
purpose, perhaps, would have created.

The report for the nine months of this
year is .quite favorable for the future
movemeat of busivess i Canada; the

_weeding out seems to hayve“~been pretty

thorough, and a hoalthier condition of
trade cxists than lias been seen for many
yoars.

ON THE
TOLICY.

The fulure fiscal policy of the mnew
Government of Canada is already exer-
cising the mind of many interested par-
ties, and there is,according to certain
Amorican newspapers, an immigration in
contemplation among manufacturers from
the United States into this country be.
fore the new tarifl’ closes the doors against
their products. The Meial’ Worker of
New York has the following: “An invi-
tation has been addressed Lo some twenty
leading manufacturers of hardware, ma
chinery, locomotives, bridges, scales, ctc.,
and Lo a number of other eminent manu-
facturing firms in the United States, in-
viting them to consider the question of
at once establishing branch factoriesin the
Yrovinces, so as to talke advantage of the
protective tarifi’ which will be the result of
the Jate political revolution in the Domin-

ion.”  Wehave heard bLefore of this invi-
tation, which the paper we mention calls
a docmment of great interest to American
manufacturers, it having been published in
the Halifax Maritime Jom'nal, and we are
not far from the mark in tracing its au-
thorship-to the agents of the said leading
manufacturers of hardware, locomotives,
&e., &e. We cannot reproach thom for
having a sharp eye to business and to a
continuance of tlieir commissions, nor can
we think of any other parties taking so
much interest in the welfare of American
manufacturers as to induce them io take
such a step.

An agitation that seems to us of more
importance for the country isthe one that
has resulled in the meeting in this city,
on the 25th instant, of loecal manufactu-
rers, with the view of arriving at some un-
derstanding in regard to the changes to by
asked of the Government in relation to
the tariff. At a general convention of the
trade delegates from various parts of Can-
ada, to be held subsequently, a general
expression of the wishes of manufacturing
interests of the Dominion will be drawn
up, to be presenied to the Financo Minis-
ter. Itis understood that the following
questions, prepared by the Ontario Many-
facturers and Industrial Association; will
be submitied to the various trades to be
discussed and answered :—

“Do you favor a specific or ad valorem
basis, or both combined ? Name those
raw materials used by you which are pro-
duced in Canada, and say what duty you
would advise to secure protection to pro-
ducers of the same, Name those not

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now produced in Canada, but which ean
be produced here, and say what duty you
would advise to develop such production
in the country. . Do you suggest any alter-
ation in the existing classification of the
tariff }ist? What duty do you advise
to be placed on those goods, the same as
manufactured by you, which are imported
into Canada?”

This seems to be « step in the right di-
rection, and the discussion of the changes
to be made in ihe tarifl' by the parties
chiefly interested may subsequently prove
of no little service to the framers of the
new fiscal hill. It cannot be concealed
that the contentions between the parties
interested will be quite active, and that
the elaboration of the tariff list will task
the minds of even the most experienced
men the country can comwmand, DBut the
discussions already had in the meetings
of manufacturers, the new facts clicited
by these discussions, will do much to facil-
itate the framing of tho bill in Parliament
and prevent an carly revision of a tarift
based upon the expressed wanis of the
manufucturing interests duly considered
in harmony with those no less important
of the consumers.

THE PACIFIC SCANDAL.

We regret to observe that there has
been an effort made to estublish a dis-
qualification against some of Sir John
Macdonald’s old colleagues on the ground
of their having been members of the
“ Pacitic Scandal?” Administration.: The
Globe has not only stigmatized = the
new administration as “The Old Pacific
Ministry over again,’’ bulb in noticing a
remark of Sir John MacDonald in Quebec,
that ¢ he had fallen under a load of un-
deserved obloquy called the Pacific Scan-
dal” has aflirmed in substance the truth
of Mr. Huntington's charge. 1f the slight-
est evidence can be produced to prove the
charge of “ bartering railway Charters for
monetary considerations,” then the Globe
would be justified in his conclusion that
“guch a body of moen are discredited at
the very outset by their past record.” Sir
John MacDonald has never rested his de-
fence on the fact that ¢ charter was ulti-
niately otherwise disposed of. 1lis de-
fence was that the government never for a
moment contemplated or entertained a
proposition for giving the charter to the
Railway Co. controlled by Sir Hugh Allan
and the American syndicate. In arecent
number we had occasion, when reviewing
an avticle in the Brilisk Quaricrly Revicw,
{o enter ab some length into the Pacific
Scandal charges, which were specially
directed agaiust Sir John Macdonald and
the late Sir George Cartier, who were

alono cognizant of ‘what took place in
Montreal on the 30th July, 1872, We
nuintained on that occasion that no case
of corruption could be established against
the gentlemen concerned. Far from hav-
ing exhibited any weakuess on this ocea-
sion the truth is that, even on the assump.
tion that Mr. MedMullen and his A merican
coadjutors were engaged in a plot with
Sir Hugh Allan to secure the charter, and
that Sir Hugh Allan’s motive in subserib-
ing to the Election Fund was not to delcat
the political party opposed to the rail-
road, butb rather to obtnin the means of
coercing the Government into granting
the charter to his company, the Cunca-
da Dacific, in which, as Mr. McPherson
rightly judged, the Americans were to
have had an influence; even we contend
on the foregoing assumption, which is ab
variance with the evidence of Sir Tugh
Allan and Mr. Abbot, it appears thal ab
a most critical moment, and when there
was a sirong temptation to yield to & not
unreasonable demand, Sir John Macdon-
ald stood firm, and refused to doso.  Had
Sir George Carlier’s letter been agreed to,
althougli it would have caused great irrita
tion in Oniario, the Amcericans would not
have gained what they expeeled, for it is
well known that there was 1o member of
the Government more  determined . than
was Sir Gieorge Cartier, to obtain guaran-
ties against the introduction cither of
American capital or influence. In poing
of fact neither Sir Hugh Allan nor the
Americans would have succeeded in get-
ting the charter under any circumstances,
and the Government never varied in its
policy, which was not concealed from Sir
Tlugh Allan, from the commencement of
the Session of 1872. We must not Le mis.
understood. Our own opinion is that Sir
Hugh Allan took a large and statesmanlike
view of the railway question, and that the
co-operation of the Americans, the prolon-
gation of the railway from Duluth to-ihe
Sault St Marie, the suspension of the work
in Canada north of Lake Superiov, the
abandonment of the Western Section of
the XNorthern DIucific, and ‘the double
crossing of the Rocky Mountains, were all
objects which it was desirable to attain.
The Government neverilieless was in ac-
cordance with- public opinion as repre-
sented in Tarliament, and it never waver-

ed in its policy. Sir Tlugh Allan, wedded

to his own opinions, and fettered by
agreements known only to himself and his
associates, clung to them with a tenacity
that he no doubt has long since deeply re-
gretted, but he never was able to in-
duce the Ministry even to consider the
expediency of admitting American influ-

ence, But whatever Jjudgment may be.

pronounced on Sir John Macdonald’s con-
duct  regarding the Pacific Railway it
would be base indeed for him to have
deseérted colleagues who never even heard
of the negotiations until long afterwards.
On the contrary, he has probably felt that,
by adhering to him at such a time of trial
as he had to endure, they established o
lasting claim to his-confidence. We trust
that we shall hear no more of the Yucilic
Scandal, and that the new Administration
will Le fuirly juwdged according to its
merits. Weo shall watch its policy und
proceedings with interest, and comment
on them with candor.
THIS NEW CABINET.

Owing {o press of other matter we were pre-
vented, in our issue of Iast week, from mention-
ing the composition of the Cuabinet, reeently
formed by Siv John Macdonald.,  We are now
merely enabled to anuounce the names, with
but little comment on the respeetive appoint-
ments, Fight of the new Ministers were mem-
bers of Sir Jolin's former Administration,namely,
arranging than aecording to their precedence
ns Privy Councillors, the Right Honorable Sie
John Alexander Macdonnld, Premier and Minis-
ter of the tuterior; the Honorable Samuel Leo-
nand Tilley, Minister of Finance; the HHonorable
Aleximder. Gaupbell, Receiver General; the
Hounorable Hector Lonis Lamgevin, Postmaster
General 5 the Honorable Jumes Cox - Adkins,
Secretary  of State; - the Honerable ” Cliules
Tupper, Minister of Public Works; the Honor-
able John lenry Pope, Minister of Agriculture ;
and the onorable John O’Counor, President of
the Council.  These gentlemen have all been so
long before the public that, itis almost unneces-
sary to mention more than theivmunes and the
offices they hold. 1t-may be stated, bowever,
that the Premier seems to huve exereizsed ehie-
acteristic  diseretion in their choice,  Hon.
Messrs, Tilley, Aikins and Pope have previous-
ty superintended the departments over .which
they are now called upon to preside, Hon.
Mr. Pope is ewinently a practieal man, and will
doubltless manage the aflairs ot the Department.
of Agriculture in a nmauner credituble to hing-
scll” and benelicinl to the Dominion.  We have
wlso every reason tobelieve that the olher
Ministers already vamed will prove satisfuctory
exeentors of the duties of the respeetive depart-
ments entrusted to their care.

The remaining five members of the Cabinet,
have never hefore ocenpied seats at the Couneil
Board. The Honorable Louis Frangois Rode-
rigue Masson, Minister of Militin, has been con-
tinuously a member of the House of Commons,
as representative for Terrebonne, sinee Confed-
eration,  He has for years been actively con-
nected with the militia force, in which he has
tulen the greatest interest, nnd his appointment
to the ¥ War * Deparlineut must necessarily be
considered o peculiarly fitting one.  In taking
oflice ic nssumes the mantle of the lute Sir
George IS, Cartier, ns leader of the Conservative
party in the Province of Quebee. The Honor-
able Jumes Macdonald, Minister of Justice, and
member for Pictou, N.S, has also long been
known to.the people of Canadi_as an eflicient
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representative.  ITe sat for years in the Nova
Scotiun Assembly, and after an unsuccessful
candidntuve in 1807 was first returned for the
Commons in'1872. He was again defeated in
1874, but elected onee more at the recent gene-
ral election.  Mr. Macdonald is noted ns having
been for some time Chief Railway Commissioner
for Nova Scolia, Financial Secretary in the
Provincinl Government led by Dr, Tupper, and
one of the British Ameriean Commissioners
appointed to open trade relations withithe West
Indies, Mexico and Brazil. e has for nearly
thirty years been a prominent practitioner
at the Nova Scotin bar (to -which he was
called in 1851), and will without doubt mnke n
satisfactory Minister of Justice. The Honora-
ble diackenzie Bowell, Minister of Customs, hins
st in the House of Commons as member for
North Hastings ever since Confederation, and
has always been considered an ellicient vepre-
sentative. 1is name has been prominently
before the public during that period in many
capacities, and, amongst others, ns editor and
proprictor Jof - the Belleville Jutetliyencer and
Vice-Iresident of the Dominion Kditors and
Reporters Associntion. e is also President of
the Hastings Mutual Fire Insurance Company,
ote., ete, The Honorable James Colledge ope,
Minister of Marine nud Fisheries, was tor many
years a member of the P E. 1. Assembly and
Executive Couneil, in the Iatler of which he at,
one time was leader of the Govermment, but,
with the exception of a few months in 1873, has
only sut in the House of Comumons since Novem-
ber, 1876. lleis noted as having been instru-
mental in obtaining the construction of the
P. E. . Railway, and also a8 having success-
fully negotiated @ betler terms” forithe Island
Colony at the time it was admitied into the
Dominion. The experience gained through a
long ‘residence on the maritime  coast will
doubtless enable him to deal satisfactorily with
the duties of his department. The fumily of
the Honorable: Louis Frangois Georges Baby,
Minister of Inland Reveune, is one of the oldest
in the Province, and has been represented in
several Parlinments for many years. It is
almost, impossible to find n division list or other
Parlinmentary vecord in which the name does
not oceur. ‘Phe present Minister of Inland
Revenue, who is member for the Connty of
Joliette and Mayor of the town of the sume
name, was an unsuccessful candidate for the
Commons in 1867, but was successively returned
in 1872, 1874 and 1878. - His recent appoint-
ment was scarcely anticipated, butl was, no
doubt, prompted by good and suflicient rensons
on which it would be useless to speculate.

The Cabinet thus formed may fairly be consi-
dered a strong one. Let us hope that its deli-
berations will be characlerized by wisdom and
prudence, and that its acts will prove for the
Iasting benefit of the country over whose destiny
it now holds sway. Although this journal isnot
in any way commitied to either political party,,
we believe that for the present all political dif-
ferences should be lnid aside, and the new Gav-
ernment given a fair trinl. In the United States
the public journals are in the habit of fighting
to the utmdst up to the time of the Presidential
clection for the party which they respectively fa-
vor, but, as'soon as the conlest is over, differences
are laid agide for the- time being, and all join

inthe effort to assist the President eleet in'the
performance of his duties. The ¢ustom is worthy
of emulation in this country at the present time,
The Government will find it iinpossible to cavery
out their policy if constantly hampered in their
ellorts to do so.  Until that pelicy is shown to
be detrimental to the interests of the connlry we
say by all means give them afuiv chance, the
remarks of the London Z%mes, ou the subject of
trde relations, to the contrary notwithstand-
ing.

- The fuel is wmade of the vesj-
dunm of petrolenm and coal tar——r mixture of
about the consistency of molnsses, Ttis conduct-
ed from the barrel to the furnnce by means of o
small pipe. At the end of this pipe, as it extends
into the door of the furnace, is a tunncl-shaped
apparatus.  When the fuel enters this funnel, it
conies 1 contact with a current of highly super-
heated stenm, which atomizes the liquid, and
thus admits asullicient amonut, of oxygen it the
point of jgnition. The atomized fuel then shoots
i n fierce but deljeate spray into the biazing
furnace, the hrick nrehes of which are kept at s
white heat.  Mr. Sulisbury hopes by his inven-
tion to revolutionize the ocean steamship trade ;
and he is about to proceed to Pittsburg 1o recon-
struet her three hundred blast’ furnaces, and
make that eity the greatest manufncturing cen-

LIFE INSURANCE MANAGEMEXT.
C&rom the Inswurance Age for October.)
Perhaps one of the best fests of good man-
agement in life insurance is the keeping of #s-
setg fully invested and actively at work earning
interest, provided that the investments are made
first to sccure safety, and, secondly, to prove
productive. The time was when this truth
needed enforcement more than now; and we
may add that predicted disnster duly overtook
the companies whose managers thought the in-
teresl question of ‘less account than the piling
np of new business and the gathering in of o
sizeable heap of assels—to swear by, The 71
life companies doing business in this State in
1870 reported assets aggregating $260,490,408,
of which sum no less than $30,225,783, or about
one-ninth of the assets, were of a kind classed
as unproductive. 28 of the 71 companies re-
ported a less mmount of interest-carning assets
than the legal reserve required. The deficit in
these cases ranged from 3 to 40 per cent. (aver-
aging 10), and the companies, without excep-
tion, met with a speedy downfall.  As a conse-
quence of these experiences, life managers are
not now open to the old eriticisni. . Taking the
figures of the last 'New York life reports, we
find things in a much beller condition, Of the
eross agsets reported by the 34 companies now
duing business in this State (§396,420,591), not,
over $23,000,000 (only G percent.) ean be faily
classed as non-produciive. To show how the
companies really stand, we have compiled the
following {able from the " Massachuzetts and
New York Life reports, from  which it will be
seen what each company has of produetive as-
sets in proportion to jts gross assets :—

The claimant gets what the policies guaranteed
him, and the companies pay only what they were
linble for, ench nnder its policy. Any other
maode of adjustment I would consider partial or
unfair to. oneor other of the parties, the claimant
or the companies ; steh [ consider both of the
nitjustinents  published by  you; that of the
Jimes is unfair to the companies, and yours is
not fair to the elaimant; thatof the Tmes com-
pels the companies to pay S570 wove than they
should pay—it is a clear sniviage due the Altna
and the Mome as above shown, and  yours
wonld compel the clajmant to accept 54,000,
instead of $4,421, say 5421 less than his actual
claim, as shown by my adjustmeént, and to
which he is justly entitled.

I shall be glad to be corrected if .in errorin
this mntter, for my object is to gebl ad what is
correct and desirable in adjusting sueh losses.

- We still
maintain - that our apportionment gives to the
insured nll he is entitled 1o, as it ¢learly proves
the liability of each policy upen the scparnte
ranges and makes. the Office pay in proportion
to that linbility.]—Eorron.
