‘Washington, Sept. 4.—After adoption
of four reservations, the senate for-
eign relations committee ordered the
German peace treaty reported to the
senate, A record vote was not ta,ken
The reservations were incorporated in
a resolution of ratification, which will
be the vehicle of disposition of the
treaty by the senate. The withdrawal
reservation was adopted by a vote of
9 to 8, and provides that the United
States reserves the right under the
provisions of the treaty, to wmhdra.w
from the jeague. Chélirman Lodge, uf
the committee, .announced |that the
treaty with the majonity report would
beé presemted  to theisemate early next
week, and that the minonity would be
given three days thereafter in which
to file - its report. Consideration of
the treaty in the semate probably will
not tegin until week after next.

Physician Testlﬁes to Cruel-
ties of Bolsheviki in Capture
of Yekaterinoslav.

Officer, Summoned From Russia
to Britain, Tells of Bol-
shevik Regime.

London, Sept. 4—Commander John
Ward arrived in London yesterday,
having been summoned from Russia

by the war office for a consultation.
In an interview he stated that the
horrors of Bolshevik rule had been far
from exaggerated. It was, he said, in-
deed doubtful as to whether the story
of half the atrocities in Russia had
yet been told.
The sgecret of the prolonged regime
.lof the Bolsheviki was simply terror-
ism. Everyone in Russia acted under
fear' of denunciation and of a horrible
death. . Besides there was no food,
clothing or other necessities of life for
those refusing to profess Bolshevist
views. Again the Bolshevik controiled
the rich manufacturing districts and
all attacks on them had to be made
from the sparsély populated areas
hence it was importAnt that General
Denikine should be supplied with
munitions, as should be Koichak.

who would not pledge himself to sup-
pcrt the Hydro system. This was one
of the most important matters in the
province at the present moment,

Mayor J. E. Car of Guelph com-
rlained that the annual report sa.d
the campaign - in Guelph was ‘‘unex-
pected.” If that was a fact he could
tell them they would get a good many
nmore ‘‘unexpsacted” battles, unless the
association got a hustle on. Anything
he could do o further the Hydno in-
terests he was prepared to perform,
but he wanted action. =

Controller Maguire was up-in arms
at' this statement, and declared he
faiwed - to- understand how any intel-
lgent body of business men could
submit such 3 bylaw as was submit-
ted in Guelph. 'The city of Toronto
would not have done #t.

Mayor Carter said if the controller
knew the conditions in Guelph, heT
would not have made the statements
he did.

Not Torontg’'s Way.

Controller Maguire  retorted: *“To-
ronto would not pay the debts of any
private corporation.” .

After some further speeches, W. B.
Burgoyne moved and Controller Ma-
guire seconded the following general
resolution, which was carried without
dissent:

“That the time is now ripe for the
construction and operation of the
Hydro-Electric railway in Ontario, and
that the construction of al] such rail-
ways which have received the neces-
sary consent of the ratepayers of the
muniecipalities interested, and are con-
sidered advisable' by the commission,
should be proceeded with at once by
the Provincial Hydro-Electric Power
Commission, and that the lieutenant-
governor-in-council be requested to
issue all orders-in-council necessary
for the purpose, and that a copy of
this resolution be sent to the premier,
Sir William Hearst, and to the chair-
man of the Hydro-Electric Power
Company of Ontario.”
dGeorge J. T. Thorp proposed and
Frank Howard seconded a resolution
to the effect that if the Grand Trunk
Railway was unable to carry out its
contracts, the government should take
i over and work it. This was carried
unanimously.

On the proposition of Controller
Maguire and seconded by Ald. Wellsly
Ellis, a resolution was passed that the
committee draw up a form of pledge
to be submitted to all candidates for
election. to the legislature, making1
them pledge themseives to support the
Hydro-Electric.

G. T. R, Lease.

Another resolution adopted stated
that “the Dominion government is ne-
gotiating for the taking over of the
Grand Trunk under a permanent
lease, which, if consolidated with the
other government-owned {ines, and
under a management such as the
Hydro-Electric Power <Commission,
free from political control, will give
us an efficient national railway sys-
tem, the branch lines of which, at
least, if not all lines in Ontario,should
be handed over to the Hydro-Electric
Power Commission to be electrified
and operated by them.”

Many other resolutions adopted at
last year's conference were reaffirmed,
but they were of little public interest.

Sir Adam Beck, who, when he rose
to address the assembly, was received
by rousing cheers, commenced by pay-
ing ‘a compliment to the president of
the association, and said he gave to
them service, and service was at the
present time the one great thing re-
quired in Canada. He said he knew
promises given to municipalities had
not been fulfilled. That was not the
fault of the commission, Their work
had been stopped on account of the
war, and it was only in the last ses-
sion of the legislature they obtained
permission to go ahead again. They
were now only four months behind
time with their work. A part of the
Hydro scheme was held up until
Guelph signed the bylaw, as by going
ahead with this portion of the scheme
without Guelph coming in. they would
be exceeding the 10 per cent. limit
allowed them by the government.

why the government should not pass
an order-in-council authorizing the
construction of the wvarious proposed
lines, unless of course, they foresaw
a .calamity for the municipalities.

OLD TRINITY TRADITIONS
IN MODERN BUILDINGS|

Plans for New Trinity

College Follow Closel‘yv

Familiar Architectural Beauties
of Old Establishment.

’

Happy memories that cling to every
stone; cherished associations that
people the “quads” with phantoms of
old-time friends; familiar architec-
tural beauties of the old buildings; all
dim the eyes of “old boys” of Trinity
College. The old order changes, and
while the traditions and ideals of the
college will remain, exigencies of the
times and federation with the Univer-
s.ty of Toronto compel the removal of
the school “fe Queen's Park. Founded
by Bishop StradHan in 1850, Trinity
has since that time given unceasingly
not only the “best possible 'secular
education combined ‘with religious in-
struction,” but that intangible quality
which a good school or college gives
to its students. And now, after more
than half a century of invaluable ser-
vice as an independent university, the
governors have met the changed con-
ditions of later times by federation
with Toronto University. Advantages
and privilegs enjoyed by the state
institution - are now secured for the
church univers.ty without :sacrificing |
the complete independence of the lattep
in matters of government, internal ad-
ministration and religious teaching.
Plans for the new buildings to be
erected in Queen’s Park, which have.
now been made pfblic, follow closely
the architectural style of the old. In
the south facade, familiar features of
the original -Trinity College have been

faithfully preserved and a reproduc-
tion of the old lantern'. tower will
crown th¢ main entrance. The build-
ings and chapel suggest the old worid
atmosphere of European ecclesiastical
architecture at its pest. Lecture halls,
residences and chapel are arranged
around two quadrangles, known re-
spectively as the Founders and Chan-
cellors. ;
Appeal for Funds.

_ About $7560,000, realized from - the
sale of the original college propaty
and accumulations, form the building
and - endowment = fund, but $400,000
more is required to establish the col-
lege on the new site and to make the
salary increases, so urgently needed, to
the staff. The worthy history of Trin-
ity, the great services rendered to the
counfry by graduates in every walk of
life, and the varied needs of Canada
in the coming years—needs that the
schoo! can do much to supply—are
ample justification for the appeal for
funds at present being made by the
governors. Endowed €hairs are needed
in several departments of the art and
divinity courses and to make adequa¥\e
provision for the officials of the col-
lege.

Trinity gave 430 graduates and
undergraduates to the services during
the war, of which number 49 . were
killed in action and 1897 wounded.
‘Sixty-seven titles and medals were
conferred on Trinity old boys for good
work with the forces.

Judge D. D.-McKenzie have a friendly
understanding in‘ respect to . the
speedy ratification of the peace treaty.
The prime minister on thé orders of
the-day announced. that the resolu-
tion ratifying the treaty would he
taken up on Monday and disposcd of
by Thursday night.

No one doubts that the treaty will
be ratified, but there. had been every
indication that -the Liberals - intended
to discuss it at great length and Prob-
ably develop strong. opposition. The
agreement. by which the ratification
ig to-be rushed thru after three days’
discussion, was one reached at a
private conference between the lead-
er of the government and the acting
leader of the opposition.

The announcement of this agree-
ment seemed to have a depressing
effect  on the ° house. Government
members scented the possibility of an
early prorogation, and opposition
members, especially from Quebec, saw
their chance cut off to make spec-
tacular speeches on Canadian auton-
omy and the league of nations. Some
of the government supporters at least
want the session ‘prolonged until a
definite understanding can be reached
respecting the avowed purpose of the
government to form a new political
party. They will be able to discuss
this at the Unionist caucus on Tues-
day next, but some of them would like
to express their views on the floor of
the house. The Liberals, or, at least,
a number of them, expected to score
a real point against the government
on the peace treaty debate. They
were quite elated the other day with
the way in which Hon. W. 8. Field-
ing ecrossed swords with -the prime
minister, and were quite ready to go
on with the fray. .The Borden-Mc-
Kenzie agreemient - sud,demly snuffed
them , out. .

A remarkably good speech was
made by My. Sinclair. He took up the
high cost of living problem and the
failure of the government to grapple
with it. They had appointed one
committee after another, but nothing
had been accomplished. ~ The newly
created board of commerce was Po
erless ‘to punish the profiteer. e
Dominion government Was not under-
taking to prosecute anybody, it was
relegating that task to the provincial
governments, A year. or two ago
they had attempted to cast it upon
the municipalities.

Mr. Sinclair pointed out. how dif-
ferent the laws were administered in
the .United ‘States. When congress
passed a law against profiteering, it
directed the attorney-general of the
United States to enforce the law and
placed $1,000,000 in his hands for that
purpose. In Boston a few weeks ago
six officials of the fish trust had been
.convicted of profiteering and had been
sent to jail for one year and fined
.$1,000 apiece; twelve subordinate of-
ficials considered themselves lucky to
get off with six months in jail and a
fine of $500 each. But no profiteer
saw the inside of a prison cell in
Canada. The govermment had sent
men to jail for reading Plato’s Re-
public, and for having a little pam-
phlet called the “Fiddlers” in their
possegsion, but did anybody| ever hear
of their v:nosecuting a. profiteer?

Mr. Sinclair also arraigned the gov-
ernment for its lavish and extrava-
gant expenditure of public money. He
figured out that we were spending more
than a million dellars a day over and
above the revenue of the government,

(and that the national debt was in-

‘creasing by $51,000 an hour.

“If the ‘minister of trade and com-
merce,” he continued, "takes an hour
to say his prayers, he can rise from
his knees with ths satisfactory reflec-
tion that the country is $51,000 deeper
in debt than it was when he began his
devotions.”

By Marshal Foch’s decision, which
was arrived at in Paris, the Americans
are again to take over all the Cob-
knz bridgehead proper, or exactly the
same territory on the east bank of the
Rbine as they have occupied eince
I'ecember last.

With the departure of the first di-
vision on Aug. 15 the northern half of
the bridgehead seen on the east bank
of the Rhine was turned over to the
French, who are now preparing to
withdraw as soon as the eighth division
is ready to relieve them. On the wést
bank ef the Rhine, the American area
has been extended about forty kilomt-~
ers, taking in the large towns of
Cogchem, on the Moselle, Mayen and
Andernach, which have also been occu-
pied by the French since the departure
of the third division a month ago. On
the east bank of the Rhine the Amezi-
cans still continue to occupy the fort-
ress of Ehdenbreitstein, Neuvied and
Montabaur. The headquarters of the
American forces will remain at Coblenz.
The only French troops in the American
area will be a company of infantry gar-
risoned at Coblenz after the inter-alli®
Rhineland high command becomes the
governing body, with the ratifications of
the treaty.

Mines, Fisheries and Electrical
Energy Offer Scope for

Development.

‘ From Reuter's Agency ~

LONDON.—“Canada. is. due for a'
period of unbounded prosperity,”
recently said the secretary of the Can-
adian Credit Men’s Trust Association,
and those who know the great Do-
minion and her resources realize that
this is true, Hitherto people have re-
garded Canada almost entirely as an
agricultural country, but the time is
rapidly coming when she will be of
great importance from an industrial
point of view. This will be specially
the case when, by improving long-
distanice telegraphy and telephony o2
the lines already adopted in the United
States—telephoning across the ocean
has lately been tried experimentally—
Canada is brought into closer, cheaper
and more rapid communication with
the mother country.

Her industrial expansion began in a
sudden leap about twenty years ago,
and was due to the rapid opening up
of the northwest provinces by an
active immigration policy and a suce
cession of good crop years. There
was a great rush of American farm-
ers to the northwest, and British
capitalists who had fought shy of Can-
adian enterprises as lacking in scope,
awakened to the fact that there were
vast opportunities for money-making
in the development of this suddenly
popular part of Canada. At the same
time the manufacturers of Ontario
saw their opportunity.

Northwest a Market.

“The whole northwest, filling up by
emigration and natural increase at a
rapid pace, is now their market,” says
a modern writer on the Dominion.
“Shipping and banking, every depart-
ment of industrial life in Ontari‘o, to-
gether with Montreal—just outside its
bounds, but the commeércial capital of
Canada—has been lifted into a.noqner
sphere of prosperity Canadl_a.n
syndicates are not even content with
operating in their own -vast half-de-
veloped country, but are to be found
exploring the South
America. : )

Even in 1918, almost wholly a wan year,
her volume of trade, as indicated by
exports and imports, was the highest
ever recorded in the Dominion.| She
is continually establishing her new in-
dustries as her possibilities are |more
fully realized; one of the latest is the
starting, near Vancouver, of the ex-
traction of nitrogen from ihe air
Canada’s eleetrical power is likely to
play a large part in her industrial rise,
The latest estimate of her electrical
energy is over 2,000,000 horse-power
from 565 generating plants.
Power of Niagara Falls, |
Niagarg Falls, is, of course, ope of
the most important of these, and a
very considerable asset ito the Do-
minfon. The power produced on the
Canadian side totals about 400,000
horse-power, of which rather. over a
quarter is exported to the United
States. Only a small fraction of the
huge volume of water is at présent
utilized, and there is room for enor-
mous development in the generative
power of the falls; but even so, they
supply enough electricity already to
run countless factories, heat and light
countless homes, not only in the sur-
rounding districts, but, by means of
overhead wires, which carry -it, in
towns many miles away. Again, the
Winnipeg River supplies 60,000 Hlorse-
power for use in the city of Winni-

peg.

There can be no possible doubt that
Canada, as an {ndustrial country, is
only. in her infancy, with . enotmous
possibilities as yet hardly touched.
But it is a vigorous and rapidly-
growing infancy, which promises to
shoot up in a surprisingly short | time.

MEDALS FOR ESSAYS

Dr. Cody Says Propaganda |

Will Be Carried on in
All Schools.

*“An educational propaganda -will be
‘carr.ed on in the public, separate and
private schools thruout Ontario in
what will be called a fire preventive
and clean-up campaign, and Oect. 9
will be fire preveniion day in ,‘,the
schools,” declaied -Hon. Dr. Cody,
minister of education,
the first annual meeting of the Ontario
Fire Prevention League, held at the
variiament -bu.ldings yesterday. His
subject was, “Fire Prevention From a
Patr.otic Standpoint.” There was a
good attendance, Arthur Hewitt, pre-
sident, occuying the chair,
Touch Receptive Part,

Dr. Cody sald that in educating
children in fire prevention - matters
they touched the most susceéptible and
receptive part of the commun.ty. Every
child thus taught would become an
enthusiast and would tell at home
what it had learned. He did not think
there was any better method of get-
ting the ideas into the homes of the
people than by inculcating them into
the minds and hearts of the children.
Dr. Cody instanced the good results
of agricultural training in the schools
and also of the teaching of hygienics.
He said that a thousand medals for es-
says would be given by the league to
the third and fourth forms, which
would be bound to lead to real study
and good results. Then there would
be a gold medal and two silver medals
for the best essays on the prevention
of fire in the home and factory., There
was no doubt that the league was
going to take a long step forward by
getting at the.children in the schools.

Support of Department, i

“The department of education,” Dr.
Cody added, “will be only too glad to
support the league, and the teachers
will do the same, and I am sure the
results in the near future will justify
all the efforts you put forth, Your et-
forts are linked up with the school
system.” Dr. Cody proceeded to refer’
to the great waste consequent upon
the war, and urged the necessity for
care and thrift. He alluded to the illi-
mitable natural resources of Canada
which. needed developing, and said
that as the object of the health auth-
orities was to prevent disease, so it
was the am of all concerned to pre-
vent fires. “Formation was ever so
much wiser from a broad statesman-
like point than reformatlon, and it
was far better to deal with children
than adults, It was a sound eczonomic
principle that the destruction of pro-
perty was hardly ever an economic ad-
vantage to any commun.ty.

For Constructive Legislation.

Dr. Cody urged carefulress and
cleanliness as two great factors in
preventing fires, and went on to give
statistics of loss of life and property
caused by fire in Canada and  the
United States. He claimed that teach-
ing prevention had a patrioti t on
the children, and sald that @lighty per
cent. of the fires today were prevent-
able, the cause in a large percentage
of the cases being due to carelessness
or lack of cleanliness. Dr. Cody also
pleaded for constructive. legislation on
the subject, and for the support of
chambers of commerce, Canadian and
Rotary Clubs and other organizations
that focussed attention., (Applause).

Lively discussions took place on
topica of vital interest on the preven-
tion of destructive fires thruout the
province, and the wunreserved co-
cperation of the government solicited
in fighting all too prevalent fires thru-
out the province.

Set Province on Fire,

President Hewitt reviewed the work
of the Fire Prevention l.eague in On-
tario, telling of steps that had been
taken to educate the people along the
lines of greater care in the prevention
of fires. It was a question, he sald,
which required serious attention be-
cause so many of the fires were of
preventable origin. “We have got to
set the province on fire for fire pre-
vention and not play at it declared
the president. Only by means of
cleanl.ness and carefulness could the
Breat waste due to preventable fires
be atayed. .

The report of the secretary-treas-
urer, George F. Lewis, assistant fire
marshal, outlined the work that had
been done among the school children
along the lines of education. This
work, he said, was meeting with pro-
nounced success.

In five minute reports from local
chapters and organizat.ons several of
the delegates told of the; good work
that had been done in their commu-
nities for fire prevention. It was
urged that these local chapters be
formed in every community of ths
province with a view to a wider cam-
pagn of education for fire prevention
and loss.

The aftermath of the street rallway
hold-up on Wednesday evening by
the Electrical Workers’ Union is pgo-
ducing a situation conducive to loss of
tempers. Both sides to the dispute—
the workers and the Toronto Railway
Company—are. trying to put them-
selves right with the public, and both
sides are giving vent to expressions
that would have been better left un-
sald. Manager R. J. Fleming says that
he told Mr. Gunn that he was guilty
of great inhumanity, and that his act
was a dirty, low one. “Phe act was'
trajtorous to the city of Toronto, and
if the newspapers will publish any
harder adjectives to describe his act,
you have my consent to do so. With
eight trained men, we could have kept
the service going. They refused to
return to work. They should be taken
down and ducked in the bay. Gunn's
eéxcuses are dirty shams to cover up
his actions. The whole thing was the
act of a coward” Mr. Mr. Gunn, the
general manager said yesterday: “It
was no concern of mine whether I
met your. representatives or not, if
you want me to speak plainly.”

Mr. Gunn says he has no hesitation
in declaring that Mr. Fleming delib-
erately avoided a conference. “We de-
termined not to let him goon bluffing.”

The mayor is asking the federal au-
thorities to investigate into the cir-
cumstances surrounding the hold-up
of the cars. He declares that “the
men who called the strike, and those
who left their work did not care how
much inconvenience and suffering they
caused the women and children who
were at the Exhibition.’””

Cost of Strike,

It is estimated that about 800 men
of the Toronto Rallway Company will
be entitled to overtime at the rate of
a time-and-a-half in consequence of
the hold-up of the cars. This would
mean for the four hours the strike
lasted, $2640. The company’s loss in
fares during the same period would
be about $6000.

“It would be difficult to say just how
much it cost the company. in over-
time,” said an official of the Toronto
Raflway Company yesterday, in refer-
ence the fact that when the strike
occurred Wednesday the men were or-
dered to stay on their cars, and many
who would have got off at 6 o'clock
had to stay on unti] 10, “We have to
pay a large amount of overtime dur-
ing the Exhibition ' anyway. There
must have been 1800 men on duty at
the time. How many of these would
get overtime, I cannot say. 'We have
no ceived any reports yet.”

At tlz: executive session, lasting all
afternoon, the committee considered
the strike vote recently taken by
members of the twenty-four affiliated
steel workers’ organizations, author-
izing the committee to call a strike
any time after Aug. 80. Members of
the committee refused to discuss the
attitude taken by committee mem-
bers.

The United States Steel Corporation
recently refused to hear the union
representatives, holding that the steel
industry was conducted on the “open
shop” basis, and that only a small
percentage of the steel workers of the
country were union members.

| Will Regulate Returns Be-

‘tween the, New States and
De‘f-iningf‘Mi’nori‘}t_'y Rig‘hts';

Paris, Sept. 4.—Probably half a
dozen other minor treaties will be
signed at thc same time as the Aus-
trian treaty. These will be chiefly
treaties regilating returns between
new states created out of the former
Austro-Hungarian empire and defin-
ing the rights of minorities.

Reports reaching the peace confer-
ence show that the situation in the
Baltic states is daily becoming more
confused and complicated, thus mak-
ing the situation more favorable for
Bolshevik domination of Letvia  and
Esthonia. 1Instead of leaving Tetvia,
as ogdered by the supreme council, the
German general, Von der Goltz, is re-
maining in command of mixed Ger-
man troops, whom he is advising ‘to
claim Lettish nationality and take up
land. He is also alleged to be organiz-
ing a secret society ecalled “the new
country,” whose purposé is to &°r-
petuate German strength in the Bal-
tic states.

Reports from Germany indicate that
many private societies have been or-
ganized for the purpose of encouraging
immigration to South America, espe-
cially to Chile and Brazil. The Ger-.
mans are said to be purchasing large
quantities of wool in Spain and put-
ting it into storage in an effort to im-
prove the rate of exchange.

OF OMSK EVACUATION

received no confirmation of yester-
day’s Soviet government wirelgss des-
patch from Moscow reporting that Ad-
miral Kolchak, head of thie all-Russian
government, had evacuated Omsk and
transferred his headquarters at Irk-
utsk.
