In the following Calendar, the times of the Sun’s rising and sct-
ting are the times shown by a correct time-picce when the sun is in
the horizon. The column marked Sun south, are the tinies shown
by a correct time-picce when the centre of the sun is on the meridian,
or in other words, when it is noon by a correct noon mark, or dial.
For exmaple, when it is noon by the Sun on the first day of January,
it would be four minutes afler twelve o’clock by the time-piece.
The other matters are so plain as to need no explanation.

ECLIPSES OF THE SUN AND MOON.

In the year 1841 there will be six eclipses, four of the sun and
two of the moon.

I. The first will be a partial eelipse of the sun, on the 22d day
of January, ¢ at 12m. afternoon. This eclipse will be visible only
from a small part of the Southern Ocean.

II. The second will be a total eclipse of the moon, on the 5th day
of February, vis'ble at Montreal as follows :

Beginning of the eclipse, - = 7h. 26m.
Beginning of total darkness, = 8h. 24m. ? Mean time,
Middle of the eclipse, = - = 9h.12mn.
IEnd of total darkness, - - - 10h. 1m. § in the evening.
End of the eclipse, - - - =« 10h. 59m.
Duration of total darkness, 1h. 37m. ; duration of the eclipse, 3h.
33m. Magnitude of the eclipse, (the moon’s diameter being=1)
1.7 on the southern limb.

II1. The third will be a partial eclipse of the sun, on the 21st
day of February, invisible at Montreal, g at 6h. 27m. in the morn-
ing. This eclipse will be visible from Iceland and the northern part
of the Atlantic Ocean.

1V. The fourth will be a partial eclipse of the sun, on the 18th
day of July, invisible at Montreal, & at 9h. 19m. in the morning.
This eclipse will be scen from the northern part of Europe and the
North Atlantic Ocean.

V. The fifth will be a total eclipse of the moon, on the 2d day of
August, partly visible at Montreal, as follows :—

Begmoing of total darkness, - 4h.15m. ¥ Mean Time,
Middle of the eclipse, - = - 5h. 07m.

Lnd of total darkness, = - - 05h.59m, A in the morning.

55m. Magnitude, (the moen’s diameter being==1) 1.66 on the
southern limb. The moon will set totally eclipsed at 4h. Sm. in the
morning.

VI. The sixth will be a partial eclipse of the sun, on the 16th day
of August, invisible at Montreal, & at 4h. 39m. in the evening.
This eclipse will be seen only from the Southern and South Pacific
Ocean.

PROGNOSTICS OF WEATHER.

Instead of prophesying the chunges of weather, on any particular
day to come, in a column especially devoted for that purpose, which
may prove incorrect, we prefer enabling the reader to form an esti=
mate for himself by the following rules ; by the careful observation
of which, he will seldom, if ever, find himself mistaken. Tor their
general truth has been fully confirmed by three such men as Drs.
Herschell, Adam Clarke, and Darwin.

PERPETUAL WEATHER TABLE.
BY DOCTOR HERSCHELL.

The following Table, constructed by the celebrated Dr. Herschell,
upon a philosophical consideration of the attraction of the sun and
moon, in their several positions, as to the earth, and confirmed by
the experience of many years actual observation, may without doubt,
suggest to the observer what kind of weather will probably follow
the moon’s entrance into any one of her querters, and that so near
the truth, that it will be very seldom found to fail :—

From the above Table it will be seen that the nearer to midnight
either of the moon’s periodical changes, (i. e. within two hours either
before or after it), the more fair the weather is in summer, while
the nearer to noon that the changes take place the reverse may
be expected. Fair weather may also (allow when either of the pe-
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riodical changes occur during the afternoon six hours, viz :—{rom
four to ten; but this is mostly dependent on the wind. The moon’s
entrance during all the hours afte r midnight, except the two first, is
unfavourable to fair weather. The like may nearly be observed in
winter. Every farmer ought to preserve a copy of this table, and
carefully to regulate his pursuits by its indications. Such a line of
conduct might materially promote his comforts and his interests,
while in no case could it disturb his prospccts or destroy his hopes.

OBSERVATIONS ON PROGNOSTICATICNS OF THE
WEATHER.

BY THE REV. ADAM CLARKE, L. L. D. F. A, S.

. From my earliest childhood I was brought up on a little farm,
which I was taught to care for and culivate ever since I was able to
spring the rattle, or the whip, manage the sickle, or handle the
spade, and as 1 found t»at much of our success depends on a proper
knowledge and management of the weather, I wrs led to study it
ever since I was eight years of age. I believe Meteorology is a
natural science, and one of the first that is studied ; and that every
child in the country makes, untaught, some progress in it ; at least
so it was withme. I had actually learned, by silent observation, to
form good conjectures concerning the coming weather; and on this
head, to teach wisdom among those who were perfect, especially
among such as had not been obliged like me to watch earnestly,
that what was so necessary to the family support, should not be
spoiled by the weather before it was housed. Many a time, even in
tender youth, have I watched the heavens with anxiety, examined
the diffexent appearances of the morning and evening sun, the pha-
ses of the moon, the scintillation of the stars, the course and colour
of the clouds, the flight of the crow and the swallow, the gambols
of the colt, the flutterings of the ducks, and the loud screams of the
seamew--not forgetting even the hue and croaking of the frog.
From the little knowledge I had derived from close observation, I
often ventured to direct our agricultural operations in reference to
the coming days, and was seldom much mistaken in my reckoning.
When I thought I had a pretty good stock of knowledge and expe-
rierice in this way, I ventured to give council to my neighbours.
For my kindness, or perhaps my officiousness on this head, I met
one day with a mortifying rebuff. I was about ten years of age ; it
was harvest time, and *“ what sort of a day to-morrow would be,”
was the subject of conversation. To a very intelligent gentleman
who was present, I stated in opposition to his own opinions, ¢ Mr.
B. to-morrow will be a foul day.”” To which he answered-~*Adam,
how can you tell > 1 answered withont giving the rule on which
my prognostication was founded, ‘O, Sir, I know it will be so.”
““ You know ! how should you know 2> ¢ Why, Sir,” I pleasantly
replied, *‘ because I am weatherwise.”” ¢ Yes," said he, ¢ or other~
wise.” The next day, however, proved that my augury was well
drawn,

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About twenty years ago, a table, purporting to be the work of
the late Dr. Herschell, was variously published, professing to form
prognostics of the weather, by the times of the change, (ull, and
quarters of the moon. I have carefully consulted this table for seve-
ral years,and was amazed at its general accuracy ; for though long,
as you have seen, engaged in the study of the weather, I never
thought that any rules could be devised, liable to so few exceptions.
I have made a little alteration in the arrangements, and illustrated
it with further observations.

This table, and the accompanying remarks, are the result of many
years actual observation ; the whole being constructed on a due
consideration of the atiractior of the sun and moon in their several
positions respecting the earth; and will, by simple inspection, show
the observer what kind of weather will most probably foliow the
entrance of the moon, into any of its quarters, and that so near the
truth as to be seldom or never found to fail.

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OBSERVATIONS.

I. The nearer the time of the Moon’s change, First Quarter, Fuli,
and Last Quarter, cre to MIDNIGHT, the fairer will the weather be
during the seven days following.

2. The space of this calculation occupies {rom ten at night till two
next morning.

3. The nearer the M1p-pAY, or NooN, the phases of the Moon
happen, the more foul or wet weather may be expected during the
next seven days.

4. The space for this calculation occupies from ten in the forenoon
to two in the afternoon. These observations refer principally to
Summer, though they affect Spring and Autumn nearly in the same
ratio.

5. The Moon’s change, First Quarter, Full, and Last Quarter,
happening during six of the aflernoon hours, i. e. from four (o ten,
may be followed by fair weather ; but this is mostly dependent on
the WIND, as it is noted in the Table.

6. Though the weather, from a variety of irregular causes, is
more uncertain in the latter part of Autumn, the whole of Winter,
and the beginning of Spring, yet, in the main, the above observa-
tions will apply to those periods ulone.

7. To prognosticate correctly, especially in those cases where the
wind is concerned, the observer should be in sight of a good VANE,
where the four cardinal points of the heavens are correctly placed.
With this precaution he will scarcely ever be deceived in depending
on the Table.

It is said that the late Dr. Darwin, having made an appointment
to take a country jaunt with some friends on the ensuing day, but
perceiving that the weather would be unfavourable, sent as an
excuse for not keeping his promise, a poetical epistle containing an
enumeration of most of the signs of approaching ill weather. I have
enlarged these by adding several new ones, and remodelling others ;
and subjoin it as very uselul, and a thing easy to be remembered.

degrees of arnoyance from Mosquitoes, &e. &e.

No. 1--If intended to be forwarded from England to the place of
destination by private ship, the Postage will be 1s 10d sterling,
equal to 2s }d currency for each letter, not exceeding § 0z. weight--
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f For a letter not exceeding 1 oz. two rates 3s 8d sterling, equal to
4s 1d currency.

For a letter not exceeding 2 oz. four rates 7s 44 sterling, equal to
8s 2d currency.

And so en for letters of greater weight, adding two rates of Post-
age for every additional ounce weight, without regarding fractional
parts of the ounce, when the weight of the packet exceeds 1 ounce.

No. 2—Letters for other countries than the above, intended to be
forwarded by private ship from England, may also be sent through
the Canada Post Office upon payment of a similar rate of Postage.

No. 3—With respect to the East Indies, no letter can be forward-

& ed as above by private ship unless thus addressed, by private ship

The entire Postage on a Letter or Packet, (provided the same do
not exceed half an ounce in weight), sent through the Post and by
Her Majesty’s Packets, from any part of the interior of British
North America, to any part of Great Britain or Ireland, will be 1s
2d sterling, or 1s 4d currency, and so on in vroportion for Packets
of a greater weight; this Postage maoy be prepaid or not at the
pleasure of the sender.

The same rate of Postage applies to Letters from Great Britain
and Ireland to the remotest quarter of Canada, or any other of the
British North' American Provinces, and the advantage is extended
to Jetters to and from the United States; but it will be understood
that letters from those States intended to pass by this channel, must
not come charged with any Foreign Postage ; neither will it be pos-
sible for persons in the United States to receive their letters by this
channel unless their correspondents in Europe prepay the British
Postage.

Her Majesty’s Government has at the same time been pleased to
decide with regard to what are called *“ Ship Letters,” for and from
these Provinces, that the entire Postage on a Letter or Packet, not
exceeding half an ounce in weight, shall be 8d sterling, or 9d cur-
rency, provided the same be Posted at the port of the ship’s depar-
ture, or delivered at the port of the ship’s arrival ; but if Posted or
delivered at any Inland Office in the Colonies, 10d sterling, or 113d
currency, and the same ascending scale for Packets of a greater
weight than half an ounce, which obtains on Packet Letlters, will
apply to those sent or brought by ship. It should be observed, how=
ever, that on Letters sent by private ship from the Provinces, the
Postage must be prepaid.
