LEADING TO CRISIS

Washington Sees Great Grav-
ity of New Situation Pre-
sented.

AWAITING DETAILS

Apprehension is Felt Lest

Overt Act Has Been
Committed.

Washington, Feb. 26.—The sinking of
the big Cunarder Laconia . apparently
without warning and with 26 Ameri-
cans on board loomed up tonight as
the most serious disregard of Ameri-
can rights since the ruthléss German
submarine campaign began. Govern-
ment officials here made no attempt
to conceal their concern.

Officials pointed out that, while final
reports may show that no American
lives were lost, the fact will remain
thiat the 26 Americans on board were
illegally assaulted on a peaceful mis-
sion and escaped death only by good
fortune.

After considerable discuselon, in which
three amendments were proposed and
thrown out, the members passed a re-
solution presented by George C. Coppley
and which in part was as follows:

G. T. R. should be given careful exam-
ination by competent cngineers with a
view towanrds gecuring its adoption If it
¢hall be found satisfactory. Careful con-
sideration should alec be given with a

view towards rroﬂ.ectlng and compen-
sating citlax?m or damages.and 1oss.’”

Another emendment wag passed to the
effect that, “We recommmend a common
depressed right of way for all steam
liRu, whick might seek entrance into the
city.”

jdleton at Osgoode Hall yesterday ruled
[that if a higher court should hold thzt
grhe plaintiff is entitled to recover, then
jthe damages are assessed by the trial
fjudge at $7,600. MacKay sued for
the amount claimed for the preparing
of a financial 'report on tke proposzd
purchase of the Toronto street railway
and the Toronto Electric Lignht Coms~
pany by the city. :

| Summing up his findipgs, Justice
Middleton said that there was no con-
|tract, written or oral, between Mr.
MacKay and the city. “The empioy-
ment was arranged by the mayor, and
no agreement as to remuneration was
made, so the right to recover must de-
rend upon thé acceptance by the city
ot MacKay’s services or some ratifi-
cation by its council of what was done
by the mayor, and the amount to bp
paid must be determined by the valua
of the services rendered,” stated his
fcrdship.

“It is charged by the plaintiff that
there was an executed contrsct ard
that there is a right to recover, not-
withstanding the lack of a bylaw or
contract under seal, and that the
counicil adopted the 2mployment in
such a way os to preclude ihe city
from ncw dénying liability. In my
opinion there is no doubt that a muni-
clpa,l corporation may ratify an act
done on its behalf without the statu-
tory authority of a. bylaw.

Contract With Mayor Alone,

“In this instance the contract was
with the mayor alone. The coungil
was in no way consulted, and had no
knowledge of the work until it was
well under way. Mr, MacKay’s opin-
ion on the whole transaction was not
what was contracted for. He was to
examine the hocks of the electric Jight
compary and give a report on the com-
bany as an accountunt showing the pro-
bable financial result if the city toox
over and sperated the business. This
enquiry was subsequently extended so
as to cover not only the elactric light
company, but also the street radlway,

“I de not desire to minimize the
value of the report, or the opinion
of a man of Mr. MacKay’s ability and
experience. hut he only had acceess to
the books of the companies under the
promise of secrecy, so, thru no fault
of his own, he was unable to do tha*
for which he was employed znd glve
the city am accountant’s report based
upon an examimation of, the books
of the companies.”

Volunteer to Form Nucleus of
Great War Veterans'
Draft.

A SPLENDID MEETING

Campaign to Recruit New
Company Gets Off to Fine
Start.

Thirty veterans of the great war
voluntarily led the way, in the initial
movement staged last night at Odd-
fellows' Hall, to secure two hundred
and fifty recruits for the 109th Regi-
ment’'s overseas draft thru the Great
War Veterans' Asscciation. One of
the most enthusiastic meetings ever
held in Toronto with the object of se-
curing recruits came to 2 fitting
climax when Sergt.

“Thruout the fighting our aeroplane
squadron co-operated, with invaluable
results, frequently using bombs and
machine guns from minimum altitudes.

1,730 prisoners, including at least the
Turkish regimental commander and
four Germans, four fleld guns, one ma-
chine gun, three mine throwers, and
a large guantity of rifles and ammuni-
tion.

UNITED STATES T0
PROTECT SHIPPING

(Continued from Page 1).-

America was asking to exercise none
but the rightswof peace; that he was
not proposing mor contemplating war.
He was thinking, he said, of the right
of life itself, the rights of humanity
“without which there is no civiliza-
tion"—rights deeper and more funda-
menta! than merely the Tights ol
Amenricans. ¢

“No course of my choosing, nocr of
theirs.” said the president, “will lead
to war. War can come only by the
wilful acts and aggressions of others.”

American Lives Jeopardized.

Four weeks of unrestricted warfare,
the president told congress, has seen
the destruction of at least two Amer-
ican ships, American commernce driven
in a large measure from the seas thru
fear of the undersea peril, and a re-
sulting congestion of America's vital
industries growing more serious every
day. The fact that more American
ives had not been lost, he said, was
due more to the fact that German sub-
marine commanders had exercised “an
unexpected discretion and restrai 4
rather than because of the instruc-
tions under which they were acting.
To e unprepared, with congress out
of session, the president said, would
be most imprudent, consequently. he
asked for authority to act.

In Solemn Silence,

Standing at the clerk's desk in the
hall of the house, calin, grave, speak-
ing earnestly in the attitude now be-
come familiar, the president delivered
his address while congress sat in 4
tense, respectful silence, fully impress-
ed with the soberness of the ooca-
sion. No cheers and applause such as
have burst out before, punctuated his
sentences. By common consent the
members refrained from demonstrat-
ing as if in respect to .the dignity
and fatefulness of the moment. There
wene vigorous nods of approval from
Democrats and Republicans, who have
been urging a forward course; silence
and indications of reserved thought
from those opposed.

Every confidence
is expressed at the White House that.
congress ultimetely will act as the
president asks, taking into account
his cfforts of more than two years to
preserve peace as sufficient evideince
ihat he dues not desire to plunge the
country into war.

No steps toward the arming of mer-

gress acts. The convoying of mer-
chanimen is not approved by neaval au -
thorities as an effective or desirable
strategic policy.

Condemns Ruthlessness.

In the course of his- address
president said:

Two American vessels have been
sunk, the Housatonic and the Lyman
M. Law. The case of the Housatonic,
which was carrying foodstuffs con-
gigned to a London firm, was essen-
tially like the case of the Frye, in
which, it will be recalled, the Ger-
man Government admitted the liabili-
ty for damages and .the lives of the
crew, as in the case of the ETye, were
safeguarded.

The case of the Law. which was
carrying lemon box staves to Paler-
mo, disclosed a ruthlessness of
method which deserves grave con-
demnation, but was accompanied by
no circumstances which might not
have been expected at any time with
the use of the submarine against the
merchantmen as the German Govern-
ment has. used it.

Tie-Up of Shipping. :

In substance, therefore, the situa-
fion we find ourselves in with regard
to the actual conduct of the German
submarine warfare against commerce
and its effects upon our own ships
and people is substantially the same
that it was when I addressed you on
Feb. 3. except for the tying up of
our shipping in our own ports be-
cause of the unwillingness of our
shipowners to risk their vessels at
sea without insurance ' or adequate
protection, and the very gerious con-
gestion of our commerce which has
resulted, a congestion which isgrow-
ing rapidly more and more serious
every day. -
No Overt Act Yet.

This in itself might presently ac-
complish, in effect, what the new
German submarine orders were
meant to accomplish, so far as we are
concerned. We can only say, there-
fore, that the overt act which I have
ventured to hope the German com-
manders would, in faet,avoid, has not
occurred.

But while this is happily true, it
must be admitted that there have
been certain additional indications and
expressions of purpose on the part of
the German press and the German
authorities, which have increased
rather than lessencd the impression
that if our ships and people are apnr-
ed, it will be because of fortunate Jir-
cumstances or because the commmad-
ers of the German submarines which
they may. happen to emncounter, e¥ew-
cise an unexpected discretion’ and *=~
straint, rather than because of tims
instructions under which : these com-
manders are acting.

Cannot Ignore Dangers.

It would be foolish to deny that the
gituation is fraught with the gravest
possibilities and dangers. No thought-
ful man can fail to see that the ne-
cessity for definite action may come
at any time, If we are in fact, and
not in word merely, to defend our
elementary rights as a neutral nation,
it would be mo imprudent to be un-
prepared.

acts and_aggressions of others.

Power to Arm Ships.

“You will understand why I can
make no definite proposals or fore-
casts of action now, and must ask
for your supporting authority in the
most. general terms. The form in
which action may become necessary
cannot yet be foreseen. I believe
that 'the people will be willing te
trust me to act with restraint, with
prudence, and in the true spirit of
amity and good-faith that they hgve
themselves displayed ‘thruout these
trying months, and it is in that belief
that I require that you will authorize
me ‘to supply our merchant shipg with
defensive arms should that become
necessary, and:. with the means  of
using them, and to employ any other
instrumentaliities or methods that may
be neceseary and adequate to protect
our ships and our people in their
I¢gitimate and peaceful pursuits on
the seas. I request also that you will
grant me &t the same time, along
with the powers I ask, a sufficient
credit to enable me to provide ade-
quate meamns of protection wherg they
are lacking, including adequate in-
surance against the present war risks.

Rights ‘of Humanity,

“I have spoken of our commerce
and of the legitimate errands of our
people on the =seas, but you will not
be misled as to my main thought, the
thought that lies beneath these phrases
and gives them dignity and weight.
It is not of material interest merely
that we are thinking. It is, rather, of
fundamental human rights, /chief of
all the right of life itself. I am think-
ing not only of the rights of Amer-
jcans to go and come about . their
proper business by way of the sea, but
also of something much  deeper, much
more fundamental than that. I am
thinking of those rights of humanity
without which there is- no civiliza-
tion.?

| = No Seifish Aims.

oMy theme is of those great prin-
ciples of compassion and of pretec-
tion which mankind has sought to
throw about human lives, the lives
af non-combatants, the lives of men
who are peacefully at work keeping
the industrial processes of the world
quick and vital, the lives of women
and cnildren, and of those who Sup-
ply the 1ador which ministers to their
sustenance. We ate speaking of no
salfish materint rights, but of rights
which our hearus support and whose
foundation is tpat righteous passion
for justice upon which all law, all
siructures alike of family, of state, and
of mankind must rest, as upon the
ultimate base of our existence and
our liberty. I cannoi imagine any man
with American principles at his heart
hesitating to defend these things.”

Dillon Declares Recent Arrest
of Sein Feiners is Grave
Mistake. :

DUKE DENIES CHARGE

Reason for Action, if Disclos-
ed, Would Show Full

Justification.

‘Atlantic City Hotels

_ London, Feb. 26.—John Dillon,. Na-
tionalist, in moving an adjournment of
the house of commons today in order
to call attention to the recent arrest
of Irishmen, admitted that the situa- |
tion in Ireland was extremely serious
and ‘said the government had taken
good care that it should remain so.
These arrests, Mr. Dillon said, showed
a-sign of a change of policy in Ire-
land; the men were being banished
without' any reason belng assigned.
Unless the government was prepared
to put thein on trial and formulate
charges against them it had no rlght'
to ask for a blank check for its
policy.- Ireland, Mr. Dillon asserted,
in reality was now living under mar-
tial law, /

Characterizing the arrests as incén-
ceivably stupid, ' Mr. Dillon ' accused
the government of reversing the Irish'
poliey of the last government and pre- |
dicted that the policy of provocation
would continue until some bloody ex-
plosion or horrible disaster occurred in '
Ireland. It wasa strange coincidence,
said he, that the arrests were made
just prior to the date fixed for the Irish
debate in parliament.

There existed, said Mr. Dillon, a sec-
tion of people in England which did
not desire a contented and united Ire-
land, but wanted to drive Ireland back
to rebellion and hatred of England.
The government’s recent policy had
created Sinn Feiners by the thousands
and had maddened the country.

Denies Change in Policy.

Replying to Mr. Dillon, the secretary
for Ireland, Mr. Duke, ; denied any
change in policy with f\egard to Ire-
land. The arrests, he said, were no:u
due to any new policy of repression.
The majority of the men 'ordered to
reside in England' had devoted them-
selves to reviving the conspiracy which
had such fatal results last Easter. Had
there -been a judicious number of ar-
rests the week preceding last Kaster,
there would have been no rebellion.

Continuing, the secretary declared
that if he .told afil he knew he would
satisfy the housé that what had been
done was resolved upon with regret,
but was justified by absolute neces-
sity. He declined to enter into - de-
tails, on the ground of public policy,
explaining that he was not going to
unfold a tale, which would enable the
accomplices of those arrested to know
all that he knew, but he himself, the
inspector-general of the constabulary
and Lieut.-Gen. Sir Bryan Mahon of
the_ forces in Ireland, took the respon-
sibility for what has been done.

Guard Against Rising,

Mr. Bonar Law said it was obvious
that if the men were brought to t
the government would be compelled
mention facts whi?‘l. in the public in-
terest, it was not desirable to mention
in parliament. Was it not quite plain,
after ‘what Mr. Dillon had said, that
it was the duty of the British govern-
ment above all, in the interes not
only of the safety of the empiré, but
in the interest of the
themselves, to prevent amother rising
similar to the last one?

Other members took part in the de-
bate and Mr, Dillon’s motion was even-
tually talked out.

MAIL FOR SWEDEN
WILL BE SENT ON

British Authorities Agree to
Course to Stave Off

, ON BERNSTORFF SHIP

Swedish Legation at Washing-
ton Neglected to Give
Due Notice.

Washington, Feb. 26.—What threai-
ened to become an issue between Swe-
den and Great. Britain has been ad-
justed thru the undertaking of ' the
British authorities at Halifax, at the
suggestion of the British embassy here
to forward on_a British steamer the
chest of mail matter addressed to
the Swedish government found on the
Danish steamship Frederik VI, on
which Count Bernstorff is a passen-
ger. The Danish legation sent four
bags of mail on the Frederik VIII and
the state department more than 50,
the British embassy beihg duly xnoti-
fied. The Swedish legation, without
giving such notice, sent . an army
chest in the custody of a. merchant.

The chest’was sent as ordinary bag-
bage and the seals were broken, it is
said, between Washington and - New
York. In the ‘latter city the matter
was resealed, but only with the seal
»f the Swedish consul-general, which
does not carry immunity from search.

At Halifax the chest was removed
by the inspecting officers. The Swed-
ish delegation liere protested, but the
British embassy.contended that pre-
cedent established by the U. 8. 'during
the civil war confirmed the right to
search and detain consular. mail. It
finally was agreed that the chest
should be sent by a British ship to the
Swedish minister in London, who will
be expected to examine its contents
and guarantee their neutrality, for-
warding it to Stockholm.

- Keen
interest was manifested in the president’s
action, but as an influence on values his
course seemed to have been fully antici-
pated. Only narrow fluctuations took
place until word came that the Laconia
had been torpedoed without warning, and
that Americans were aboard. . Persistent
selling then developed,, and: for the rest
of the day the ‘bear side of the market
manifestly had the advantage.

A sharp falling’ off in the U. S. visible
supply counteracted to some extent the
depressing influences on wheat prices
that the loss of the Laconia might other-
wise have brought about, Bullish esti-
mates were also current as to the amount
of farm 'reserves.
