OTTAWA, April 26.~Damage to the
extent of about $5000 was done by fire
which broke out late tonight in the
central militia stores. The blaze was
confined to the -section of the building
in which it was discovered, which con-
tained hospital auxiliaries, agateware,
brushes,- blankets, wooden trays, etc,
The staff had only stopped work for
the night a short time ore the auto-
matic fire detector sent in the alarm,
and the building was vacant-at the
time, It is thought one of the staff
may have beéen lighting a cigaret af-
ter quitting work and may thave
thrown down the lighted match.

“An Aviatik, which had lost its
way, made a landing in our:lines
in the neighborhood of Rosieres
(Oise). Two officers were made
prisoner, An enemy aeroplane,
taken under the fire of our guns,
fell in flames in the direction of
Bagatelle, north of Four de Paris.
. “The German aeroplane which
foll yesterday inside the enemy
lines near Vauquois and was de- °
stroyed by our guns, was brought
down bn Sub-Lieut, Navarre.
This is the ninth enemy machine
tbrought to earth by him,

“Last night our bombing. aere-
planes were rlrﬂoulnrly active Iin
the region of Verdun, Fourteen
shells were dropped on the parks
and bivouacs in the outskirts of
Etain; four on bivouacs near Dam-
villers, six on Brieulles station, 15
on the Conflang station, 8 on the
Joeuf-Homecourt Steel Works, 10
on the Mezieres station and two
on Rethel. ’

“The same night our aviation
corps similarly carried out num-
erous bombarding operations in
the region of Roye. Eighteen
shells were dropped on a muni-
tion depot south of Villers-Car-
bonnel, where powerful explosions
were heard, welve bombs were

Hon. Wallace Nesbitt, $peaking
for the shell. committee, said that he
must regard Mr. Johnston as occupy-
ing a different position
taken by Mr, Hellmuth, The former
was thore as an adversary or parti-
san., Later on .in the day he referred
to’' Mr. Johnston as appearing in a
dual capacity, : \

“Before we confide in him toq im-
Plicitly,” Mr, Nesbitt added, smiling-
ly, “we must know whether in k-
ing to Mr. Johnston we are dealing
with Dr. Jekyll or Mr, Hyde.”

Carnegie First Witness.

Col. Dayid Carnegie was the first
witness to step into the box, and he
was still on the staund when the com-
mission adjourned at 5 o’clock, Ex-
amined by Mr, Heilmuth, the colonel
stated that he had peen appointed ad-
visory expert on ordnances to the shell
commiftee on September 24, 1914, He
was to serve three months at $1000
per month, but subsequently was made
a member of the committee, He had
come«to Canada for a three weecks'
visit at that fime in connection with
the Electric Steel & Meétal Company
of Wellahd, Ont. It was Sir Charles
Ross who gave him a letter of intro-
duction to Sir Sam Hughes, and the
first meeting between the “minigter
of militia and Col. Carnegie still
rankles in the latter's memory. . He
‘was so anxious'to go into the details
of this intrview that altho counsel pro-
tested, it was quite irrelevant, Sir Wil-
liam Meredith finally interposed with
the  remark: e

“The witness wants to get . some-
thing off his chest, and we wiil prob-
ably save time by letting him do it.”

Hughes Was ‘Briusque.

However, nothing' much seems to
have transpired at the ‘interview., The
minister was somewhat brusque, and
asked Carnegie what on earth he knew
about Canada. Finally, however, he
sent him with the Ross letter and his
own card to General Bertram,

Col. Carnegie thus met General Bert-
ram and Col. Cantley of the newly-
formed ‘shell committee, They urged
him to remain in Canada, and he fin-
ally consented. ! ‘

“I did s0,” witness added, * ause
I may say without boastin ithat I
knew more about shells at that time
than any other man in Canada.”

Col. Carnegie then briefly sketched
the long experience which qualified
him as an expert on shells, fuses, etc.
As a Bfitish army officer he had sery-.
ed for many years at the Woolwich
arsenal. ~ When on retiring from the
army he set up in busmess for himselt,
he was recognized in England as an
authority on such matters, r

Col, Carnegie’s first business was to

e the manufacturers -of Canada
as as possible for the purpose of
manufacturing munitifons, and = witn
this end in view he visited points all
over the country. He soon became
the dominant figure in the shell com-
mittee, and personally conducted the
bulk of the correspondence which was
carried en by cable between the shell
committee and the British War Of.
fice from September 24, 1914, At least
this was the case according to his
testimony during the entire period con-
cerning which he was examined this
afternoon, :

Cipher Messages.

As already indicatéd the exantin-
tion today covered the time from Sopt,
24, 1914, to May 14, 1915. This corre-
¥pondence was in cipher,, The cahle
address for the war office was
€rs.”’

Neagrly all of the cables coming to
the ghell committee were addressed
“Militia,” or “Minister of militia,” They
were decoded at the militia depart-
mant and immediately forwarded to
ithe shell committec, . ‘The cables sent
from the shell committee to the war
offico were occasionally signed
“Hughes,” generally “Militia,” and in
one or two :instances “Carpegie for
shell commiittee.”

This ' correspondence, comprising
some fifty messages, went into the ro-
cords today, but a few of the moes-
sages bore directly upon the matter
under investigation. The correspond.
ence showed, however, that manufac-
turers from the start had been handj-
capped in seeking the shell orders by
the fact that fuses were not nade in
Cananda. When war broke ont, Col,
Carnegie testifled, no fuses werc being
made in Canada except tha Dominion
srsenal in Quebec, and if the arsenal
had attempted to make fuses for the
first. 200,000 shells ordered it would
have taken eleven years to e¢ffeet com.-
plete delivery, Col. Carnsgle, therc-
fore, determined almost at once to
have fuses madé in this country, With.
in thirty days, he said, he becamo
imbued with tf)e “cheery optimism”
of Canada, which he suggested was
more prevalent than anywhere clse in
the Province of British Columbia,
whereat Mr. Justice Duff smiled and
sald nothing,

His Trip to England.

Col. Carnegie then.detailed his trip
io England in January, 1915.. While
in England he studied attentively tho
manufacture of fuses at Wcolwich
arsenal and tried to. obtain an expert
or two for mstructlonal@purpoul in
Cannda. He fafled in this, but re.
turned to.-the Dominion more than
ever satisfled that we must make fuses
in this country. The British war offica
by that time (was only willing to order
completed shells.

At this point in his testimony the
colonel undertook. to explain the dif-
ficulties in manufacturing fuses. Re-
ferring to a photograph in his hands,
he remarked that it had been furnish-
ed by one of the “mushroom compan-
ies,” This allusion In a somewhat
partisan tone to one of the disputed
points in the case led to the witness
being - interrupted. Bir William
Meredith was evidently annoyed,
When, after counsel had subsided,
Col. Carnegie asked, “May 1 speak
mow?” the chief justice rejoined, “Oh,
I suppose so. What do you want to
speak about?”

This, however, was enough for the
somewhat garrulous colonel. He went

Hazy Negotiations.

Col, Carnegie then detailed his ef-
forts to induce Col. .Frederic Nicholls
and the Canadian General Electric to
manufacture fuses. There was some
correspondence between the parties, but
the whole transaction was left in some-
thing of a fog, owing to the fact that
several conversations and vérbal un-
derstandings were involved, It ap-
peared that when Col, Carnegie
returned from England he had au-
thority to place an order for 20,000
fuses in Canada with the understand-
ing that if the fuses were not acceptea
the British War Office would bear the
cost. On February 17, 1915, Carnegie
wrote to Col, Nicholls making this of-
fer in substance and saying if this ex-
periment proved a success that the
ishell committee would be inclined to
‘encourage the manufacture of fuses in
Canada on a large scale,

Micholls. Asked Guarantee.

On February 22 Col, Nicholls asked
how the large cost of developing his
plant for the manufacture. of fuses
was to be absorbed if the war suddenly
came to an end. He thought there
should be some guarantee as.to the
cost of development, stating that it
would amount to $200,000. To this
Col. Carnégie replied that it might be
well for the Canadian Electric to keep
out of the delicate business of fuse
manufacture for the present. ,

The comimissioners and counsel ex-
amined Col, Carnegie at-some length as
to what was the real intention of the
British- War Office. Did the cost of
manufactyring the first 20,000 fuses
include cost of development or merely
The witness
thought it only included the latter.

A little later on, in March, 1916, Car-
negie cabled the British War Office
suggesting that he could get fuses
made in Canada and asking if they
were ready to contract. He explained
this by saying that he
tiating with a Wilmington,~Delaware,
Company, of which- a Mr, Fenn was
manager. Fenn had been brought to
the office ‘of the .shell committee by
Edmund Bristol"M.P,; of Toronto. The
company had.an expert on fuses, Ma-
Jor Penfield, who had formerly been
an officer in the U. 8. army, - They
claimed to have a capacity of 5000
shells a day, and were willing to es-
tablish a plant in Canada and do some-
of the manufacturing here, About the
same time, however, another company
turned up, headed by Dr, Harris of the
Standard:- Asbestos and Fuel Co. of
Toromto. The Harris company wanted
to make a million fuses at $5 apiece.
Hereafter the first company is referred
to as the Fenn Company and the
second company ig referred to ‘as the
Harris s‘ndlcate. .

orden’s Assurances.

At this point in the testimony, how-
ever, Mr, Hellmuth introduced in evi-
dence a cablegram under date of April
7, 1916, from Sir Robert Borden to Sir
George Perley. This cable went on to
say that the manufacture of shells had
beéen greatly ‘developed in Canada so
that 146 factories were in operation,
and that prices could be reduced if
more orders for shells were given by
the war office, . The cable went on ‘to
say that five million shells complete
with fuses could.be manufactured by
Mareh 81, 1918, The prices quoted
for the shells complete were $18 for
shrapnel and $17.60 for high explosives.

After this _cable was sent, Col.
Carnegie advised 'the war office that
the fuses for five million shells
would be contracted for with Ameri-
can firms that later on would estal.
lish plants' in Canada, He had es-
pecially in mind the Harris syndi-
cate. That syndicate assured him
that they could make the mechanical
part of the fuse and that the Dupont
powder people would look after the
loading end.

Met With Pisappointment.

To this the war office laconically
responded, “Please proceed.”

Considerable time was. taken up by
the- colonel detafling his investiga-
tions into the facilities and equip-
ment of the Fenn Company and the
Harris syndicate. He was - disap-
pointed with the result of these in-
vestigations, The. Dupont people, ha
found, were not willing to co-operate
and he did not think %the Fenn Com-
pany had proper experts in their em-
ployment,

Gemnrerally speaking he found that
the only powder made i the United
States was suitable for the manu-
facture of No. 85 fusés (the American
Fuse) but not up“to the standard for
the manufacture of the British No, 30,
He feared that the proper fuses
could not be obtained in ‘the. United
States, and advised the war office in
a cable from New York City on May
1, 1915. It was on May 1, 1915, that
he first talked about fuses with (ol
Allison, Between May 1 and 14 the
colonel visited American factortes at
Wilmington,. Del., and renton, N.J.
He had some correspondénce with t
war office ‘and J P. Morgan & C!?
Incidentally he was introduced by
Col. Allison to Mr, Bassick of Bridge.-
port, Conn.

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' There can be little doubt from the
reports sent over about the proceed-
ings of the secret session in ¢he house
of eommons, in London, that conserip-
tion fo mear at hand in Great Britain,
What most astonishes in the statement
attributed to Mr. Asquith is the small
number of men, comparatively, = that
are needed, To say that for lack of
200,000 men conscription is necessary
would seem to indicate that the limit
has been very nearly reached but
whether the limit of requirements or
the limit of men that can be furnished
is not clear. The further statement
that young men who have not reached
the age of eighteen yet, but who at-
tain it in August, are then to be called
to the colors indicates that the need is
pressing. i

There has been no need to tell any-
body who has kept in touch with the
situation, In a world war like the
present every available man is needed,
and the idea that the Germans might
get to know how short the army was
of men, or how few men there were to
draw upon, is not one to worry over,
The Germans probably know better
than ourselves what our resources are,

to find out what our actual resources
are, The sooner we stop this foolish-
ness the better. ‘We ought to have our
resources all tabulated, and every man
on the lists with his capacity, his wil-
lingness or his unwillingness marked
against him, and bis availability for
service noted,

There should be no question of the
right of the nation, in extremity, to
expect the hearty co-operation of the
men of the nation. The percentage
of slackers is not so great, after all,
and those who will not fight can be
put to some peaceable service. There
should be no man idle in the days
when the safety of the whole British
poliey is in danger,

There 1s not the slightest doubt that
politics have a great deal to do with
ities to introduce conscription. The
fous authorities, by the labor men, by
the liberals, by the radicals and by
the church parties. Were there forc-
ible Jeadership which would unite the
nation as one body for the proper con-
duct of the war, none of these sug-
gestions would have any weight,

The labor men are as sound as any
other body of men on the war question,
No radical has any sympathy with
German  militarism., The Iiberals
know.that their political existence de-
pends upon their loyalty to national
ideals, The church parties, which are
not- enthusiastic about the war, are a
negligible quantity, The great bulk
of the house of commons would sup-
port any ministry which showed
strength in proposing war measures.

“this year, There is all the more reason
why Ontario farmers should get in all
the spring wheat they can sow. Labor
factors are going to count to some ex-
tent in the harvest, but the harvest
is always got in in some fashion, and
there’ should ‘be more harvest bees in
future if labor is short.. Grain will be
needed in larger quantities than ever,
for the war has occupied the men of
the grain-growing ecountries.of Eur-

When prices are considered, we may
be sure that in the long run- wheat
is wheat. 'Prices rise and' fall. but
other prices rise and fall also, and it
is generally a question of whether the
prices have much to do with the ulti-
mate prosperity of the farmer. He can
be sure that what he gets out of the
ground is profit in eome form. In
such years of war as these he may be
sure also that he i{s rendering sterling
service to his country in getting all
at he can out of mothér earth. Once

Horses, cattle, sheep, swine, they are
all in demand and will be more and
more in demand,

Some farmers have figured on an
end to the war this year and have
feared to be left with a large stock of
products on hand, They need have no
such fears. The war may end this
year, but it is just as likely to con-
tinue for two years more, and the best
judges can see no end to it for another
year at least. So the farmer has
everything to gain and nothing to lose
by going in for an active campaign of
crop-raising this spring. It is not too
laté, with the heavy rains. that have
fallen, to make headway Iin this di-
rection yet. And if there should be
no direct market for grain, the most
profitable market for it in the world
lies thru the slaughter house,

The technical mining paper printed
in Ohicago, the Engineering and Min-
ing World, says editorially:

“Reference was made to the enorme
ous increase of silver coinage called
for by conditions in the eastern hemi-
sphere, Advices from Australia give
a specific example of this in one of
the quarters where the effect has least
been looked for, ' An embarrassing
shortage of silver money has been
manifested lately in the states of
Queensland, New Sotith Wales, Vic-
toria, South Australia and West Aus-

tralia, comprising the Australian com-
monwealth, Indeed, so great has it
become that even the Commonwealth
Bank is at times under the necessity
of seeking accommodation from other
banks, This is partly explained by
Jarge quantities of .silver coin being
sent away with every transport for
the payment of troops on board, which
will not be returned to Australia for
several months to come. To meet this
abnormal condition of things the Im-
perial Government has been asked to
supply £100,000 worth of silver coins
as speedily as possible; dies are also
now on the way to Australia to enable
the three local branches of the Royal
Mint, at Sydney, Melbourne and Perth,
to strike silver coins from metal pro-
duced locally, This, together with a
similar shortage of small silver coins in
other countries, is given in Australia
as one of the reasons for the present
com tively high price of silver,

" in Europe silver coinage has
been enormously increased: while the
banks and bazaars of Asia Minor, Per-
sia, India, the Federated Malay States,
Siam, Cochin, China, the Chinese Em-
pire, Japan and the East Indies have
all called for silver money to an ex-
tent unprecedented in the history of
the world, From being mined merely
as a by-product of the ores from which
other metals are principally produced,
silver is again being sought for prim-
ary recovery; and the practical cer-

S8ome Favorite Perennials—1, The Iris.

There are, probably; no perennials
so satisfactory to deal with as thoso
we have grown to know and depend
upon with comfort., There are from 15
to 20 that should be numbered in this
list, all ‘easy of cplture, demanding a
small amount of Troom and not too
much attention, and all promising n
fairly Jlengthy period of blooms

Among the first in the list come the
Irises,and I think none of us would
wish to give them up and plant in
their place any other perennial,

All the Iris plants are very hardy.
They will oven survive a rather severe
winter with little or no winter protec-
tion, The roots may be. placed in the
chosen spot at almost any time during
the season without frost. Increase in
the roots takes place with definite and
remarkable rapidity., Bloom is as cer-
tain as the coming of spring. And last,
but not least, of all these good points,
the Iris is not a prey to any kind of
vermin, -

Now, there are Irises and Irises, Tho
only difficult thing for the anmateur to
decide is, “What special variety of
Iris shall.I buy?’ And since there are
over a hundred and fifty-—perhapsy
more—variaties to choose from, the de-
cision is more or less of a real diffi-
culty. A A

However, the purples and blues are
so gorgeous, and the creams are so
rich, and theee comprise the commoner
kinds, that one may be sure to obtdin
gomething splendid to suit the u%lu.

1f there is really any differencs in
hardiness, perhaps the “Germaniea”
class comes first. All the Germanieas
are hybrids, bred from various species,
They are endless in varlety, differ
gomewhat in stature, size and coloring,
as well. as blooming time—but all are
unspeakably beautiful. Some of the
newer sorts nossgess a delicate frag-
rance quite distinctive after they have
grown three or four years otd.

The one important thing about all
Irises is that they bloom much more
luxuriantly if they are given a great
sbundanca of water, shortly before the
flower spikes come up. Irises are ori«
ginally water plants, and as we havey
them in our gardens, are more off«
springs from aquatics.
