Marie First Day of Big Strike

BLOCK RAILWAY BILL

San Francisco, Sept. 17.—Disturban­
ces in various parts of the city mark­
ed the strike begun today of approxi­
mately 25,000 metal trades mechanics 
in San, Francisco and nearby cities. 

Most 
of the disturbances were in connec­
tion with the strike of employes of the 
United Railroads Company, and with 
whom the striking metal workers have 
expressed sympathy.

Today’s strike caused a tie-up of

THE DAY’S EVENTS REVIEWED
Qir DOUGLAS HAIG reports from the western front that the British 
H artillery was active thruout yesterday in the Ypres sector. The Ger- 

man artillery, on the contrary, except south of Lens and about Nieu- 
port, was somewhat less aggressive. «The Germans attempted a raid on 
the British trenches south of Lombaertzyde, in Belgium, but the British 
drove them off. Owing to an improvement in visibility the British air­
craft did a good deal of aerial photography and bombarding of important 
targets. British aircraft, firing at a height of 100 feet, engaged a body 
of 2000 German infantry with machine guns and scattered them. Eleven 
German machines were downed. Eight British machine are missing.

The Germans report stronger artillery fire in Flanders. The im­
provement in the weather has probably been sufficient to dry the mud 
and evaporte the water in the shell holes, so the British army is pre­
paring for another advance. The present operation, closely connected 
with the siege of Lens, is a movement against Lille. It was, it seems, 
not exactly part of the original plan of campaign, but was the outcome 
of a change in military policy in the summer. The British, it is said, can 
capture Roulers and Menin whenever they want to, so they may attempt 
another stage in their advance towards these points at almost any time. 
Since the Russians have attracted a considerable 
from the west, the allies may seize their chance to punish the enemy for 
his temerity. . “

Steady Process.
This process has been continued by 

the British steadily since the recent 
big offensive. The artillery has kept 
up an almost unceasing thunder along 
the whole front, and air raids and 
thrusts toy the infantry have been 
working great destruction in ithe en­
emy territory.

Last night’s infantry raiids are ex­
amples of the work being done, much 
of which is never published to the 
outside world. English and Scottish 
regiments about midnight conducted 
three successful raids. East of Ga- 
vrelie several prisoners were taken 
and a large number of the enemy were 
killed, flve big dugouts were bombed 
to pieces, and two saps destroyed. A 
similar success was achieved south of 
Arras, several dugouts being demol­
ished and a number of trench mortar 
emplacements wrecked, besides other 
damage done.

The British air service still main­
tains supremacy, and yie big raiding 
machines have been doing vast dam­
age.

Press correspondents at the British front declare that altho seem­

ing quietness has prevailed, the British guns and airplanes are exacting 
such a terrible toll in lives from the enemy and are causing such de­
struction of their war supplies that the German line sooner or later must 
crumble, if the allies continue their present methods of wearing them 
down.

Oliver Ob j edits to Action of 
Censors in Prohibiting 

Book.

Ottawa Sept. 17. — A protracted 
discussion in the bouse on A Toronto 
divorce led to the unusual occurrence 
of a division, on such a bill, 
whole system of granting' divorces by 
parliament was stigmatized by F. B 
Carvell as “utter and absolute non­
sense," and Mr. Carvell admitted that 
in the very case before the house he 
was called upon to render Judgment 
without having, read the evidence. 
The prime minister pointed out that 
a Joint committee of the senate and 
house was engaged in an effort to 
bring about some reformation and 
the whole case was threshed out In 
detail.

Eventually after a motion to refer

Shortly before midnight, Hon. Frans 
Oliver raised! a iwarm discussion on 
('The Fiddlers,” the prohibited work 
otf Arthur Mee. Mr. Oliver read cop­
ious extract* from the book. On two 
occasions Dr. Edwards (Frontenac) 
endeavoredi to have the dlsicueeion ter­
minated by counting out the house.

The Speaker declared that there 
was a quorum.

Mr. Oliver’s main charge was that 
there wws no occasion for the ban­
ning of the book. It attacked the 
drink traffic. Had the government 
sunk so low, Mr. Oliver said, as to 
use its authority to shield distilleries 
and breweries?

In replying for the government Hon. 
A. Meighen protested against, this be­
ing brought up at euoh an hour with­
out notice to the government, 
prohibiting the circulation of the book 
the chief press censor, Mr. Meighen 
said, had done what he considered to 
be hls duty and had no other motive.

year. The firm was following the 
custom of Chicago packers in provid­
ing for employes in their old age. No 
money had been paid from the fund 
yet, as none of the employee had be­
come entitled to a pension. The Har­
rison factory, he said, had proven a 
white elephant and had been operated 
at a loss to the firm. It was closed 
down some years ago and was equip­
ped as, a cold storage plant, but this 
.too proved a mistake, and the com­
pany had tried in vain to sell the 
property. It had cost the firm $103,000.

Employes’ Bonus.
"Is the -bonus an agreement with 

the employes?” asked Mr. Bain.
“No legal obligation. It has been 

paid for a few years according to 
profits. It ranges from 4 to 1214 per 
cent, of the wages of the employes, 
and has helped many of them to build 
their homes.”

“Are there any investments of the 
company other than those mentioned 
by Mr. Taylor?”

“None at all.”
“If the list is correct what is the 

relationship of the Harris Abattoir, to 
the Davies Company?”

"Forty per cent, of the Harris 
stock. Sir Joseph Flavelle owns one 
ehare and I own one myself. I ihlnk 
there are six directors.”

“What is the holding of the com­
pany in the Sheed-Thompson Com­
pany ?”

“Sixty per cent, of the stock. The 
company was capitalized at £60,000. 
The president is Sir Joseph Flavelle, 
I am vice-president, and the manag­
ing director is A. F. Sheed.”

“Do you know of similar companies 
to that of Davies in which your direc­
tors have control?”

It was stated by Mr- Fox that the 

surplus figures included capital, vest 
tu/d, reserve,

table fat in this country, although in Europe it is 
often eaten on bread in the place of butter. Beef' 
suet has a rather pronounced flavor and a compara­
tively high melting point. These are probably the 
reasons why it is not more commonly used as a table 
fat., Much of the objectionable taste may be readily 
removed. One household method which may be suc­
cessfully followed is to mix milk with the suet when 
it is rendered, using one-half cupful of milk to a 
pound of suet. When strained and cooled, the flavor 
of the milk is absorbed by the beef fat and changes 
the characteristic flavor.

When we buy a beefsteak the butcher carefully 
trims off the fat and throws it into a box under thé 
counter with bones and other waste which goes to 
the soapmaker. This fat has both a food value and 
a money value. It belongs to you, and you should 
have it. You can render it and use it in cooking.

The fine lumps of sweet beef fat or suet which 
adhere to the roast are used in roasting to give 
flavor, but most of the fat melts away and is not 
served at the table. Beef suet is occasionally used

THE USE OF FATS AS BUTTER SUBSTITUTES
The average Canadian housewife has no concep­

tion of the value of fats as food, and as a result much 
• fat is wasted that should be used.

Fats are one of the principal sources of energy. 
We buy fat in the ft>rm of butter and spread it on 
our bread. We use lard as shortening in bread and 
pastry, and as a medium in which to fry* other foods. 
The grease which melts out of ham and bacon is 
«ometimes made into gravies ; but more often it is 
thrown away, because the housewife does net realize 
Its value as a food.

What We Are Fighting For.
In "The Rôund Table for September 

the leading "articles are devoted to 
two most necessary considerations. 
The first of these is our aim in .the 
war. After three years and a half 
it is quite true that multitudes of 
people have the dimmest idea of 
what we are fighting for. It is quite 
sufficient for them that 
gaged in trying to beat the Germans, 
but if they are pressed for particulars 
of why we are trying to beat the 
Gertnane they have some difficulty in 
giving an answer that touches the 
real issues and is dsvoid of racial 
antagonism or feeling.

The Round Table sets forth very 
clearly that our first purpose in go­
ing to war in 1914 was the liberation 
of Belgium, with reparation for the 
injuries inflicted upon her. Our sec­
ond purpoep was «he defence of 
France, ank next to these the libera­
tion qf Serbia This additional task 
was avowed on February 23, 1916, by 
Premier Asquith. That these objects 
have not yet been fulfilled should not 
discourage us, and the Incidental 
achievements of our struggle to at­
tain them have furnished us with 
good cause for satisfaction. We have 
materially reduced the .German mili­
tary power while adding to our own 
until we have reached an almost in­
credible maximum, while the forces 
of our foes are wearing ever thinner 
and more slender.

The Germans begin to understand 
our contention to some degree, which 
is mainly for the supremacy of ouch 
democratic ideals as would render 
wars of aggression and rapacity* such 
as Germany has thrust upon Europe, 
Impossible. We canmot trust our­
selves ever again to accept the false 
promises of the German military 
party headed by the_kaiser or any 
of his family,

Many a big business man cannot show 
gross receipts of 864.000 for one year.

question of dual citizenship was not 
raised until the war, in spite of 'the 
great tide of immigration. 'v*

"No one ever doubted the loyalty 
to the flag of all those people, whe­
ther foreign born or the sons of for­
eign born," said the vice-president." 
"Our isolation made it immaterial to 
us whether there was any difference 
between loyalty and patriotism, and 
we did not face the question until 
it 'became of moment.

‘•The years drew us closqr and 
closer to Europe in the ties of com­
merce and in the friendly relations of 
travel. More and more we became a 
part of the world; and suddenly &• 
mad pMnarch, drunk with military 
power < and crazed with the idea that 
he was divinely ordained to rule the 
world, plunged Europe into a war so 
awful that all wars which had pre­
ceded it paled Into insignificance.

“Still we stood by our .indent ideas 
of- isolation, but- in two years and a 
half we discovered that there was a 
vast difference between loyalty and 
patriotism. The heart»' of men flamed 
up very largely in response to the 
blood that flowed in their veins. Pat­
riotism showed Itself as dependent, 
not dn place of residence nor politi­
cal ideas, but rather on heredity.

Only Side With Democracy.
“Patience at ttadt iwtas exhausted, 

and there was nothing for a self-re­
specting people to do, if their republic

Silver was up 'agaln to a new high 
record at 102%. This is almost two 
cents above the quotation on Satur­
day.

The fact that the metal 
has crossed the dollar mark, making a 
gain of over one hundred per cent, 
in value from the price which ruled 
only a year or two ago, is very often 
lost sigiht of.
