* Many Banner Displays,

the banner of Coronation Lodge, No.
215, had a portrait of Queen Vic-
toria on one side and that of King
William on the other, with the words:

A speech of much importance was
delivered by T. R, Ferguson, K.C.,

D.E. Referring to the propaganda
which he claimed was being spread
thruout the country, he eaid: :

“The object in view relative to this
particular .propaganda is to secure, if
not at the present then as speedily
as possible, legislation not permitting
but directing tae compulsory teaching
of the French language in the pub-
lic schools of all the provinces in the
Dominion. This propaganda is little
suspected. I have with me a portioa
of it, clipped from a country news-
paper, headed ‘Canada and Its Fu-
ture” The purport of {t is a demand
‘for a broad spirit of tolerance and a
sympathetic appreciation of the rigits
and opinions of others, the cultiva-
tion of a national spirit which will
forever put at rest the bitter contro-
versies which have so. often retarded
our growth and divided our people in-
'to hostile camps. . The article con-
tinues in tals strain, and then goes
on to say that the great struggle for
freedom has served to rouse a real
Qational epirit, that Canada found it-
self and discovered its soul in that
bitter struggle, ‘the world war,

Preparing the Ground.

The article I have mention -
ed says Canada has found its soul,
Perhaps it has. It has undoubtedly
found out the French-Canadians and
the province of Quebec. Those who

GOLD FROM SOVIET
COMING TO CANADA

Russian Agent Says Satisfac-
tory Arrangements Have

Been Made in London.

New York, July 12—Ludwig C. A.
K. Martens, chief of the Rusesian so-
viet bureau here, this morning an-
nounced that he had received a cable-
gramsfrom the soviet embassy in Lon-
don stating that satisfactory arrange-
ments had been made with Canadian
bankers for the transfer of $10,000,000
in gold to Canada for the purchase of
Canadian 'goods.

Mr. Martens sgtated that no further
details in regard to the gold shipment
were given in the cable, but he be-
the arrangements had been
made in London by Santeri Nuerteva,
one of the soviet representatives who
recently toured Canada, interviewing

Caadian manufacturers, and who af-
terwanrds went to London to conduct
negotiations regarding the financing
of contracts with Canadian firms. He
said the gold would be shipped from
Esthonia or from that deposited by
the soviet government in Scandinavian
banks. It would be sent to the .Do-
minion, byt he did not know which
Canadian bank would handle it. That
was a matter which was to have been
arranged in London.

At the soviet bureau this morning
the Canadian Prese was informed that
plans are still in progress for .the
opening of an office in Canada, but
they had not yet reached a stage
where deflite announcement of the
arrangements could be made. It is
said that Dr. Ohsol, head of the soviet
commercial department here, will like~
ly be in charge of the Canadian office.

With regard to the above ‘despatch,
Sir Bdmund Walker, president of the
Canadian Bank of Commerce, was not
in the city yesterday, and Sir John
Aird stated that he had heard nothing
of the transaction. Inquiry among=-the
officers of the other local banks elicit-
ed no definite information as to which
Canadian bank had conducted the re-
ported transaction, Several officials
expressed the opinion that if the re-
port were true, the business would
likely be done thru Montreal by one
of the larger banks.

BUT NOT DESPERATE

Polish Premier Says Country
Relies on Aid From the
Allies.

Spa, Belgium, July 12.—"“This is a
decisive moment for Poland,” said
Laidlas QGrabsky, the Polish premier,
to 50 correspondents of ail countries,
who called upon him by invitation.
“Our army is engaging the mobilized
forces of Russia, with a population six
times our own, an army -equipped with
all the most perfected instruments of
war supplied by the aliles to the
armies of Denikine, Xolchak and
Yudenitch — armored automobiles,
tanks, machine guns and heavy artil-
lerye

“The Boishevik army has much more
to fight with than the Polish army,
and of superior quality, besides masses
of cavalry. ,The Bolshevik offensive
has created for us a serious situation,
but not a desperate gne.”

The premier had the official com-
munique of July 9, indicating that the
Polish troops were retiring slowly and
counter-attacking on their principal
line between Molodechno and Borisov.
Attempts of the Red army to force
the Beresina near Bobruisk have been
repelled.

The premier aliuded to the unity of
all parties and classes in Poland, to
the universal volunteering for the new
armies in formation and to the.con-
fidence of the people in being abie to
hold out, He declared that the har-
vests were good.

Rely on Allies.

“But,” he added, “besides confidence
in ourselves, we cal. and rely on the
aid of our allies, military, where pos-
sible, and the moral and diplomatic
support of a:il”

Premier Grabsky answered all ques-
tions freely. The substance of the
Polish note to the allied governments,
he said, expressed the desire for peace
upon a basis of self-determination.

Would Obliterate Vice.

This youthful .head of such a large
and important department has suc-
cessfully pas thru those trying
days of readjustment following the
armistice.

Born of poor but
honest parents, as they put it in the
novels, his first job was that of light-
ing the street gas lights, down on
Canal street. Here he first léarned
what vice was, and then and there
resolved that sometime he would take
a hand in stamping it out. Following
that, he -got a job in a machine shop,
which was about the only time in his
whole career 'where he put in any
“dirty work.” He soon tired of this
humdrum life, however, and exchang-
ed it for the romantic one of “pound-
ing a beat” By this means in rapid
order he ‘“pounded” his way to the
chief’s chair.

Refuses to Worry.

Chief Higgins was having a bad
hour while he submitted to being in-
terviewed, yet his brow was still calm
and serene, and this led to a query on
our part. “How do you keep 8o young
looking?” was the first somewhat per-
sonal question fired at him. “I mean,
how do you manage to erase the lines
of ‘care and worry? Do you use a

In answering the last ques-
tion first it should be stated that when
Higgins' appointment was confirmed
he was not only on the opposite stde
of politics to those holdiing the reins
of government, but was also on the
wrong side as regards religion.

To return to the first question, it
should again be stated that he is In
all probability the youngest man in
the world holding a position of this
gort in a city of Buffalo's size. He is
just 48 years old, and looks about ten
years younger. In fact, he looks al-
most like one of those redoubtable
movie heroes who always rescue the
fair damsel just as the villain is be-
ginning to put in his dirty work, He
is also very h&ndsomeﬁ and has the
reputation of being a hard, consclen-
tlous worken, square as a die, and hon-
est to the ninth degree.

“Honest Jim’ Higgins, as he’ is
known locally, first made his reputa-
tion for fearlessness and steadfast
honesty as a patrolman on the Canal
street beat. As everyone knows who
knew Buffalo in the past, thls was
without doubt the toughest street
in the city being virtually
4 thorofare restricted to gambling
joints, dives and houses of ill-fame.

New Brunswick Dry.

' ‘Phe prohibitionists scored a victory
in New Brunswick last Saturday com-
parable with their victory'in Ontario
last fa.l. The provincial prohibitory
jaw was sustained at the plebiscite by
a two to one vote, and light wine and
peer proposals were voted down by a
large majority. This leaves New
Brunswick in the dry column and she
may become bone dry when a refer.
endum is taken under the BScott act,
such as we are to have in Ontario next
October. Prohibition has been preach-
ed, but not always practiced in New
Brunswick, Many of her public men
received their oratorical training in
the temperance lodges, and a certal
tendency to efhort was often discern-
ihble in the speeches of New Brunswick
members of parliament. Yet abolish-
ing the bar did not at once abolish the
drink evil if we are to rely upon the
natiopal jest which assumed that a
New Brunswicker always carried a
corkscrew in his pocket,

For years in spite of the laws to the

\_-£ontrary, there Were a number of open
bars in New Brunswick and in some
places the offending hotelkeeper was
periodically arrested and fined and
thus made to pay a sort of a license.
At present, however, the provincial
law is enforced, and the vote last Sat-
urday indicates that the prohibition
sentiment is steadily growing., The
wine and beer proposals were defeated
in industrial and Acadlan centres,
where the wets had counted on vic-
tory, \

The Mills of God.

The late Empress Eugenie lived to
learn more clearly than most people
the force of the saying “Count no man
happy until he is dead.” ' Hurled from
a throne into exile, the empress drank
deep of sorrow, the climax of her
Aroubles coming with the {ll-fated
death of the prince imperial, On the
other hand she lived to see her ene-
mies and the enemies of hee country
humbled to the dust. France has re-
deemed Sedan, has retaken Alsace-
Lorraine. the German empire is a thing
of the past, and the German emperor
is a fugitive and an outcast,

If the empress had been given ab-
solute power after the Franco-Prus-
sian war she could not have wreaked
upon the victorious Prussians any
vengeance comparable with what Fate,
without her assistance, had in store
for them. Blsmarck was publicly hu-
miliated and dismissed from office, the
crown prince met a tragic and har-
rowing death, the German emplre was
not only overthrown, but the German
people, after passing thru the deci-
mating war to defeat, seemed destined
to be hewers of wood and drawers of
water for the next half century. No
one in 1918 could have Imagined the
abyss into which Germany was about
to fall, and no one in 1863 could have
imagined how Irance was to be hu-
millated and the throne of Lolis Na-
poleon to crumble.
