TRENTON, N. J., March 2—Although 

clergymen in all parts of the state have 
been urging the passage of the local op­
tion bill now pending in the legislature, 
several prominent churchmen have discov­
ered a provision which, if the bill were 
passed, would interfere with a custom in 
half of the churches in the 

This provision makes it a misdemeanor 
to serve communion wine in any district 
that may be voted “dry” under the pro­
visions of the bill. A clergyman guilty of 
serving communion wine in the anti-saloon 
district where the voters at a special elec­
tion had decided that no liquor be sold 
would be liable for the first offence to a 
fine of not less than $50 or more than 
$250, and if a second offence were commit­
ted the place where it occurred would 
have to be abated as a nuisance or the 
clergyman compelled to give a bond of 
$1,000 not to further violate the 1ftw.

The measure expressly provides that no 
person, either personally or through an 
agent, shall either sell, furnish or give 
away any intoxicating liquor.

Thb sole exceptions made to this pro­
vision are in the cases of brewers and 
druggists, who may have their business 
places in “dry” districts. Brewers may 
sel their wares at wholesale to persons 
living in “wet” districts and druggists may 
sell by prescription.

Clergymen are now anxious that the bill 
be amended so as to permit the serving of 
communion wine.

Its parks are 
yet policed by the sign, Keep of the Grass.
Its children must play on the sidewalks 
and dig earth in the hard streets, when 
they should have a safe, healthy place in 
which to play, secure from accident or 
harm; where they may p lant a few flower 
seeds and see them grow, and where they 
may have big loads of clean sand in which 
to dig with their little shovels, while the 
bright sun shines over them and they 
breathe the sweet air of heaven.

While other cities are paying thousands 
of dollars in providing child gardens and 
playgrounds, and other thousands for their 
care, cannot Bangor do something in the 
same direction? Playgrounds . educate to 
respectability, thrift, happiness and a re­
gard for the rights of others. Playing in 
the greets cantributes to vagabondism, 
disregard of property rights, habits of filth, 
want of personal care. Is it not better to 
spend money to educate youth in ways of 
thrift, respectability and good deeds, than 
to spend it in reformatories or homes for 
those children brought up in the streets?
Is not the subject one worthy of the most 
careful attention of our city officials and 
our leading public citizens?

An Article That Should Set St 
John People Thinking.

The Responsibility for It Rests 
Entirely With .the People 
Themselves.Roosevelt’s Message to Congress Last Week Asked 

for More and Better Uses for Waterways of the 
United States.

(The Shareholder.)
People are in the habit of discussing 

corruption in politics, whether federal, 
provincial or municipal, ae though the 
politicians were a class distinct from 
themselves and for whom they are in no 
way answerable, 
declare that they could never enter into 
politics, upon the ground that by touch­
ing pitch they must become defiled, ig­
noring the fact that with popular repre­
sentation the responsibility clearly rests 
with the people themselves, who send the 
candidates to parliament or the council; 
and if those candidates are generally cor­
rupt and dishonest, does not the fault 
lie with those who selected them? Once 
in a while, generally when there are signs 
of weakness in an administration, public 
virtue spasmodically shrieks, and insists 
upon reform or punishment in some way 
upon some one or more who, without be­
ing worse than their fellows, will make a 
suitable or convenient scapegoat to be 
sacrificed'bn the altar of Probity, Purity 
and Patriotism (with capital letters), 
which forcibly recalls to us Macaulay’s 
description regarding the attitude of the 
public towards Lord Byron, in judging of 
his marital differences. The historian re­
marks: “We know of no spectacle so 
ridiculous as the British public in one of 
its pèriodical fits of morality. * * * We 
cannot suffer the laws of religion and de­
cency to be violated. We must make a 
stand against vice. * * * * Accordingly, 
some unfortunate man, in no respect 
more depraved than hundreds whose offen­
ces have been treated with leniency, is 
singled out as an expiatory sacrifice. *
At length our anger is satiated. Our vic­
tim is ruined and heartbroken, and 
virtue goes quietly to sleep f 
yearo more.” It is not by spasmodic ef­
forts of this kind that abuses can be 
rectified. In the time of George II., the 
great Whig minister, Sir Robert Walpole, 
for years governed by corruption, openly 
maintaining that every man had his 
price; and in those days there were no 
reporters to record how any member of 
parliament voted, bribes .were given and 
received in the most shameles manner. 
That time has happily passed away; and 
though a man may assert that he has the 
natural right to do what he likes with 
his own, the civil law lays down that he 
cannot so act to the detriment of his neigh­
bor’s peace or prosperity. Corruption now 
can no longer be used to openly buy the 
vote of a member sitting within the walls 
of parliament, but before he arrives at 
that sanctuary there are many “ways that 
are dark and tricks that are vain which 
would puzzle a Philadelphia, lawyer, if not 
a “Heathen Chinee,” and thus we bnng 
ourselves to the gist of the matter, name­
ly, purity in elections. We can only re­
peat that the responsibility rests entirety 
with the people themselves, and they 
cannot justly throw such upon the men 
of their choice. Let them send up honest 
members who will not participate in a 
job—contractors or otherwise— who will 
not look for enormous legal fees to bring 
about legislation, and a blow will thereby 
be struck at political corruption far 
further reaching than all the howlmgs 
and demands for investigation into the 
actions of those who have entered parlia­
ment or the council chamber for the pur­
pose of grinding their own axes. To say 
that this is impossible is simply to con­
fess that the people are tarred with the 

brush of corruption, which we 
should be sorry to believe.

The president in his letter of transmis­
sion calls attention to the fact that the 
United States has a greater and better dis­
posed system of inland waterways than 
any other country in the world, but that 
these waterways are less developed than in 
any other highly civilized country. He 
says that there are three ways in whichv 
these streams can be made of use to the 
country, for irrigation, navigation, and 
power. Very often, he Bays, one of these 
purposes is developed to the detriment of 
the other two, but there is no need for 
this, and with wise administration all 
three purposes may be taken advantage of 
simultaneously. This may be done by a 
proper system of irrigation works, storage 
basins, and high line reservoirs. He calls 
attention to the fact that the care of the 
.water systems is now distributed through 
widely divergent bureaus of the govern­
ment, such as the Reclamation Service, 
the Forest Service, the Bureau of Corpora­
tion, and the Hydrographic branch of the 
Geological Survey. These bureaus should be 
grouped under one general head, or at least 
a very thorough system of co-operation and 
co-ordination should be established be­
tween them. Regular appropriations for 
the development of waterways are asked 
of congress With a view to making the 
best use of the natural facilities in x^hich 

*- the country is so rich and especially With a 
view to relieve freight congestion of the 
railways and keeping down as far as pos­
sible excessive railway freight rates.

It is not often that the staid and self- 
satisfied senate admits that it has discov­
ered anything good among the new mem­
bers, but it was forced to such an admis­
sion this week when the new senator, 
Robert Owen, from Oklahoma, spoke 
against the Aldrich Currency Bill. Mr. 
Owen has the distinction of being, in part, 
of Cherokee Indian descent, and proved 
himself not only a brilliant orator, but an 
expert on the currency situation, 
spoke for two hours and a half and had 
the assurance quite uncommon in a new 
senator, to preface his remarks by the 
statement that he would be glad of inter­
ruptions and would answer any questions 
put to him to the best of his ability. Some 
of the senators incautiously accepted this 
generous invitation and all of them got 
quite as much as they were looking for 
when they tackled the new senator in de­
bate. Mr. Owen pointed out what he said 
were the weak points of the Aldrich bill 
in failing to provide a government guar­
antee for national bank deposits and al­
lowing the bonds of private corporations 
to take precedence over government bonds 
as a basis for emergency currency circula­
tion. He spoke very strongly against al­
lowing the deposits of national funds to be 
loaned for gambling purposes in the specu­
lative market, and pointed out the errors 
made in the distribution of government 
deposits between the seaboard and the 
interior banks.

Harry Shippy is the most severely hurt 
of those injured in the affray. He was 
shot through the breast and probably was 
fatally wounded. His father was stabbed 
in the arm, while Foley received a bullet 
in the wrist. Mrs. Shippy was kicked by 
the desperado, but her hurts were slight.

Following the attack, squads of police 
were sent into the Italian and Ghetto 
quarters of the city.

The 
desperate struggle, in Which Mrs. Shippy 
and her daughter, Georgietta, joined, was 
terminated when the chief drew his own 
revolver and killed his assailant. Attempts 
to identify the dead man thus far have 
resulted in failure.

The attack is believed to have been the 
result of a conspiracy to harm officials 
who have been active In suppressing man­
ifestations of anarchy in this community.

I Other city officials are said to have been 
threatened and a police spy who recog­
nized the body of the dead man as that 
of a person who regularly attended anar­
chist meetings asserted that the man was 
chosen, not only to do away with- the 
chief of police, but Mayor Busse as well.

PROF. OH ARLES E. MUNROE.

Prof. Charles E. Munroe, the greatest 
living authority on high explosives, has 
just undertaken a line of investigation 
which it is hoped will prove of benefit to 
a large proportion of the American people 
and will, ultimately, no doubt, save thous­
ands of lives. Professor Munroe will seek 
by means of a series of tests and investi­
gations to discover what explosives are 
best adapted for use in mining operations. 
It is no secret that a majority of the ter- 
rible disasters which occur in American 
coal mines—and particularly harrowing ex­
amples of which have lately been presented 
in West Virginia and Pennsylvania—are 
dne directly or indirectly to the use of 
charges of dynamite or other explosives to 
break down the coal. Gradually it has 
come to be realized that some explosives 
are much less liable than others to induce 
the explosions of coal dust or fire damp 
that snuff out the lives of hundreds of 
miners in an instant, but detailed informa­
tion has been lacking as to just which of 
the-explosives are “safest.” Professor Mun­
roe will endeavor to clear up this point, 
and it is expected that as a result of his 
work there will be passed a national law 
governing the iee of high explosives.
