The oyster question is one that is
now agitating the minds of the pub-
That the, cost of
these luscious bivalves will be ex-
ceptionally high, during the comin"g
season, is generally conceded, and
St. John will be materially affected.

A well known Kent Co. mah, in-
terviewed by a Times reporter to-
day, said that there is a great scar-
city. One of the causes is the con-
tinuous depletion of the beds in win-
ter time, along the north shore,
bringing up the debris on which the
oyster spat is deposited. The ma-
terial is allowed to lie on the ice,
and the young oyster is frozen, and
consequently, dies. Continuing, the
gentleman said:— .

‘““This mode of procedure, has been
followed for years. It is under-
stood that representations have been
made in parliament, that a state of
poverty existod among certain clas-
ses of the people, and it is absolute-
ly necessary, to commit a breach of
the law, and permit them to rake,
during the winter, in contravention
to the act for oyster protection.

It will be readily understood,that
the destruction of the young oyster
must of necessity, decreasc the  sup-
ply, and will eventually destroy the
oyster beds entirely, along the north
shore.

there was somcthing done in the
gummer boarding line longer ago
fhan the boginning of the period we
Wave mentioned, but it was then con-
d' to a few towns in the mountain
§ seashgre regions; but it can now
found in about every town in the
te, and is expanding at a Vvery
oid rate. New Hampshire seems
o' be adapted by climate and natural
jhysical conditions to become a
sgmat sanatorium for the crowded
_npulu.tion of the manufacturing and
“gommercial cities of the eastern part
the country. Of course the Adir-
deck rogion, the great lakes, the
seashore and the wilds of Maine @at-
ract a vast'number of people for a
¢ shorter sumuer sojourn;
“ but none of these places offers 8o
. good inducements for establishing a
ime ior four or five months in the
. year as do the mountains, hills and
_valleys of the Granite State. This
is a fact beyond contradiction by
reascn of the accessibility of this
tocality and the charming natural
surroundings, ‘which, while they may
fack something in the rugged grand-
pur of other localities, contain the
requisites of a happy medium between
the congestod city and the wild
rjmeval forest., New Hampshire is
Afast becoming the fashionuble suburb
‘Boston, New York and the lesser
‘cities between and beyond.
- No reliable statistics are available
Jn-regard to the financial advantages
derived by the people of any locality
from the development of this busi-
. pess, although a beginning has been
~smade in collecting them. . About fif-
_ tecn years ago the Legislature of
-New Hampshire authorized the State
Board of Agriculture to take such
action as would most effectually call
the attention of people to the hill
and valley farms of the State, as
well as to the charming lake and
rugged mountain region. .

THE WATER BILL.

City Will Get Authority to Con-
struct a Reservoir on Mispec
River.

The water bill which will be con-
gidered by a gencral committee of
the common council this afternoon,
contains, in its main features, the au-
thority to construct a lake or reser-
voir on the Mispec river, and to take
7,750,000 gallons of water a day
from the stream. Damages can be
claimed only by riparian owners on
the Mispec river below the reservoir
that is to be constructed, and which
will be connected with Lake Latimer
by mains. Lake Latimer is two
feet above the level of Loch Lomond
and the Mispec stream, and will con-
sequently be considerably higher than
the new reservoir. It is understood
the difficulty will be overcome by
lowering Lake Latimer until water
(will flow te it by gravitation.
