It is thought to have been sent from 
the steamer Armenia, which iwent on the

board,passengers on
freighter. •

The Armenia went ashore on June 29, 
1901, at Negro Head, and it is Ader- 
stood all hands were taken off safely.

From the difference in the dates it 
would seem that it was a different vessel 
of the same name. 1Among the passengers to arrive from the 

Hub by the Calvin Austin this morning 
were Percy W. and J. Royden Thomson, 
of the firm of William Thomson & Co., 
both having heen on an “auto” tour from 
St. John to Boston.

In the course of. a chat with a Times 
representative, they gave an interesting 
account of their joumeyings and experi­
ences of the trip. Percy W. Thomson, 
in a Rambler motor car, pushed his way 
through to the “hub,” a distance of five 
hundred and sixty-five miles, in four 
days; while J. Royden Thomson waç less 
fortunate, having been obliged to discon­
tinue at Bangor, because of ap accident 
to his "auto”—a Queen—and cover the re­
mainder of the rood to Boston by rail. J. 
E. Ganong, a third member of the party, 
also shipped his car to Boston, and ac­
companied Mr. Thomson there by train.

J. Royden Thomson says that on the 
second day after leaving St. John they 
encountered rain, which lasted a day and 
a night. All went well until the party 
reached Lincoln, about fifty miles this 
side of Bangor, he ran out of gasoline, 
which could not be had there, and there 
was nothing for it but to go by train to 
Bangor, and procure the all needful fuel. 
This accomplished, Mr. Thompson return­
ed to Lincoln, got up steam and started 
out for Bangor, arriving at two o’clock 
the following morning, when, on looking

over the machine, which was done every 
day—he discovered that a spring hall 
been broken and several minor 
mishaps had occurred while coming 
through an unknown country at night 
with -roads made heavy by rain. It was 
impossible t6 get another spring from 
Boston in time, and, as it would take too 
long teWhave one made in Bangor it wae 
thought best to finish out the journey in 
comfort, as the mishaps were attributed 
largely to heavy roads. His auto, aa well 
as Mit Ganong’e, was shipped to Bos­
ton.

WARSAW, Sept. II—The correspondent 
of the Associated Press interviewed a 
refugee from Siedlce this morning. The 
man said: “I was staying Saturday at 
the Kupiecld Hotel,'» Siedlce. Sudden­
ly, at 91 o’clock, in the evening, I heard 
two shots which were at once fallowed by 
a volley. In a few moments a number of 
Jewish women and children rushed into 
the hotel, pursued by soldiers. The 
shooting continued for an hour and 
then came to an end. Then the only 
noise from thp 
crying and moaning of the wounded. At 
mi Anight n several soldiers passed the house 
«inging martial songs. I learned that 
troops had been searching houses in an 
effort to discover members of the terrorist 
band. To this end they went through 
the Wikterja Hotel and pillaged the wine

coming out on the streets, began whole­
sale murder and plunder.

“At 2 o’clock Sunday morning, terrorists, 
who were defending a house on Pienkna 
street, threw a bomb at the soldi era. Bat­
teries were at once brought into play and 
bombarded hoives on Pienkna and Warsaw 
streets. The Kupdecki Hotel, where I was 
staying, was. destroyed.”

Portland, Me., Sept. 10—Governor Wm. 
T. Cobb, of Rockland, standing on a plat­
form devoted almost exclusively to a con­
tinuance of the prohibition laws of the 
state, was re-elected today by a plurality 
of leas than 8,000, with but few excep­
tions the smallest margin of votes ever 
given a Republican governor in the state 
of Maine.

Cyrus W. Davis, of Waterville, the 
Democratic candidate for governor, polled 
one of the largest votes in the history 
of the party in this state. His issue in 
the campaign was the re-submission of the 
liquor question which was incorporated in­
to the state constitution over forty years 
ago.

More interesting from a national point 
of view was the re-election of Congress­
man Charles E. Littlefield, of the second 
district, by a greatly reduced plurality. 
Congressman Littlefield’s candidacy was 
the subject of bitter opposition on the 
part of Samuel Gompers, president of the 
American Federation of Labor, who asked 
for his defeat on the ground that he had j 
voted against certain labor measures at j 
the last session of congress.

The issue between Gompers and Little­
field was taken up by the Republican con­
gressional committee and for three weeks 
the district has been the scene of a hard 
fight in which Secretary of War Wm. H. 
Taft, Senators Lodge and Beveridge and 
several congressmen were pitted against 
the head of the federation of labor.

is beyond the comprehension of the finan­
cière of other countries. United action on 
the part of bankers and financiers would 
unquestionably bring about remedial legis­
lation. There is only one other force 
which will effect this, and that is a dis­
aster of the moot Shocking character, 
brought about by criminal neglect of Cur­
rency Reform.

The earning power of the com­
pany was stated to be 12 1-2 per cent., with 
large equities in lead, silver, and copper 
not figured. The declaration of the regular 
dividend removes this stock from the cen­
tre of public attention for some time to 
come, although there is no question that 
the company is one of the best managed, 
most wonderfully profitable, and perman­
ently so, of any in the world.

RESULT IN MAINE

Yesterday’s election in Maine was inter­
esting for two reasons. The world was 
interested to learn whether the state had 
iwearied of (prohibition, and whether Pre­
sident Compete and the American Federa­
tion of Labor could accomplish the defeat 
of (tor. Littlefield because he had verted in 
congre®, against what he believed to be 
oppressive legislation promoted by Mir. 
Compere.

With regard to the campaign for the 
governorship, the single democratic issue 
was clearly stated thus by the Bangor 
Commercial on Monday:

"If the voters go to the polls and vote 
as they talk—keeping in mind that this is 
a free ' country—Cov. Ctitib will find out 
that the voters of Maine disapprove of 
his radical prohibition legislation. The 
indications are that in this state the great 
body of voters—irrespective of party — 
are rising against this extreme legislation 
whidh is asked for only by a few prohibi­
tion fanatics. If the people vote as they 
talk—and the signs of the day are that 
they will—many of the candidates for 
senators and representatives who have fa­
vored the Onbb-Sturgis taw will find them­
selves defeated.’’

Gov. Oobb has won, but by a greatly 
reduced majority. The reason, for the 
change is that at the last session of the 
legislature a bill was passed creating a 
commission to supervise the enforcement 
of the prohibitory taw. This measure was 
unpopular with many of the republicans, 
who had no objection to prohibition only 
so long as it was not enforced. The large 
vote polled by the democrats is explained 
by the division in the republican party 

-----over the- Tpreation of strict enforcement.

HALIFAX, Sept. 11. — (Special).—The 

militia camp, at Aldershot, Kentviile, 
which opens today, will be the largest 
ever held there, and Col. Irving, chief 
staff officer, was at Kentviile yesterday 
completing arrangements for the two 
weeks’ soldiering of about 3,500 men.

as regards the un-trimmed hat, for after 
they have been treated to a d raping and 
chau of velvet, and finished with a huge 
quill or wing, they are quite large enough, 
although still a close-fitting hat. The large 
hats are meetly of the high-crown, short- 
front order, of which the “Vesta Tilley 
sailor is a leader.

“White felt hats are much in demand 
and are shown in all the best shops; and 
these with pearl grey, champagne and 
.sky, will be largely used for first hats.

“Another important feature this season 
will be he soft felt ideas. These are 
shown in Gamin Hoods, Tambourines, 
Round Hood, Peter Pans, Capelins, 
Plaiteau, Berots, etc., of which the first 
two are the season’s novel ties. Names, 
however, do not convey very much, and 
descriptions are impossible. These goods 
miust be seen to be appreciated.

“Velvets will play a very important 
part this season, both for making the hat 
and for trimming. It is used either plain 
or in soft draping», and very little tuck­
ing or shirring is shown.

“Wings, q-uills, and birds are the most 
desirable trimmings, and here again one 
is unable to convey in print the beaulty 
of variety of the articles shown.

“Quills appear in an endless variety, 
from the small quill of past season to a 
huge one of five inches wide. The collec­
tion includes Eagle, Pelican, Argus, Frig­
ate Bird, 0»wl and Haiwk quills in all the 
leading shades.”

ANOTHER INTERVIEW.
The Merchant also gives an interview 

with Miss Smith, buyer for Brock & 
Paterson, on the styles as seen in New 
York this season. She said:- 

“The first impression obtained from a 
general view of the Pattern Hats shown, 
is the large variety of shapes to be worn 
during the coming season. In turbans the 
Glengarry, Tambourine, and Peter Pan, 
are shown by every house, and are all 
practical, becoming little hats. Then there 
is a large variety of pointed and three- 
cornered effects. The sailor will also be 
much in demand, the rim varying a little 
in size from those worn in the summer, 
being larger and more on the long, nar­
row effect. The West Tilley,’ which has a 
straight brim, wider at back, and a tall, 
medium crown, is one of the most popu­
lar Shapes with all the leading houses. 
Some larger hats in Gainsborough style 
were also shown.

“Pressed felt and velvet, also plain and 
fur felt hoods, plain and plaid braids and 
chenille, are used in making the hats. 
Some little Glengarry shapes lyere made 

bf Persian lamb, Ohinoilla, and different 
furs.

“In trimmings, ribbon and ostrich take 
the lead, although fancy feathers of all 
kinds will be used on the cheaper hats. 
Quills, peacock and vulture feathers, also 
coques are seen on both tailored and 
dress hats. Marabout, used with stiff 
wings, gave a much softer effect to some 
of the tailored hats. Some large flowers 
were used, principally roses.

“Ribbons were used more extensively 
than for some time, plaids and dresdens 
being the favorites, also plain in the soft 
weaves.

“The newest ornaments are Scotch ef­
fects in different shapes with filigree 
edges and plaid centres. Equally as popu­
lar are the large headed pins in amber 
and iridescent shades.

“The leading colons are ‘taupe’ or 
smoke, Burgundy or wine, and Empire

The Times on Saturday copied from 

the Montreal Star an account of a meet­
ing of the Canadian Dental Association 
and report of the paper read by Dr. De- 
beau on Dental Education in Public 
Schools.

“In the course of his paper, Dr. De- 
beau said that the establishment of den­
tal clinics and the appointment of den­
tists to examine and treat gratuitously the 
teeth of the poor children attending 
public schools, is what the association is 
asking for at present from municipal or 
government authorities. It is, he said, 
during the period from the 7th to the 
10th year that children’s teeth must be 
watched with the greatest care, as this 
period marks the fall of the temporary 
teeth and the appearance of the perman­
ent ones. The First International Con­
gress of School Hygiene, held at Nurem­
berg, in 1904, said, Dr. Debeau, adopted 
the following resolution: ’It is necessary 
that governments organize dental clinics 
for the poor in which the services will be 
rendered gratuitously.’ ”

It is interesting to note in this connec­
tion that ten years ago Dr. J. D. Maher 
of this city sent a communication to the 
St. John school board, urging the action 
now urged by the Canadian Dental Asso­
ciation. He pointed out, as Dr. Deibeau 
does, that the period which marks the 
fall of the temporary teeth and the ap­
pearance of the second or permanent ones 
is most important, as well as the preserva­
tion of the latter. In the course of his 
letter he made this prediction, which is 
now much nearer fulfilment:

“The age for the reckless extraction of 
teeth is rapidly passing by, to be super­
seded, I venture to say, by an age where­
in you will find every legislature in the 
country enacting such laws as will enforce 
the compulsory examination of children’s 
teeth.” .

In another paragraph he said: ‘It is a 
well-known fact, amongst the profession 
at least, that there is a general deteriora­
tion in children's teeth that Ls actually 
alarming. ... I venture to address

“In regard to Mr. Goodwin’s statement 
that the stock had no market value, this 
statement is absolutely false, for the stock 
since the organization of the company has 
always had a market value,' varying like 
the shares of all corporations.

“I take pleasure in appending the trea­
surer’s statement, showing the payment of 
$1,138,823.72 in dividend# since the organi­
zation of the company, most of which is 
now invested in the state of Maine, and 
a vary large proportion of it in the City 
of Waterville.
