PRELIMINARY REMARKS.

The grounds which I am authorized to take in
nid of the petition of J. W. Webster, end which I
take not as an advocate pledged toa side, but in
good faith, a8 expressing my own personal belief,
are a8 follows:

‘That the human remains found in the medical
college in November last were those of the late
Geo. Parkman, and that he came to his death by
the hands of Dr, Webster, in a moment of passion
under grest provocation ; that there was no preme-
ditation, nor murderous intent: that there was a
homicide, but not a murder,—or if it could be call-
ed a murder under the rigid interpretation of the
rules of common law prevailing in this common-
wealth,—yet that it was not murder according to
the moral judgments of our people or of mankind,
—not the trime to which the public sense of justice
awards the punishment of death, or for which that
punishment is intlicted under the usual and actual
sdministration of the law in Massachusetts.

I am enabled to present from Dr. Webster's own
lips a statement of the facts connected with the
homicide. The credibility and value of this state-
ment must depend partly on the date of it, and the
circumstances under which it was made. Before
reading it, therefore, I will relate those circum-
stances to the commitiee.

My acquaintance with Dr. Webster before his
trial had been of the slightest and most casual kinc.
Soen after his sentence, I received from him a re-
quest, that I would visit him ns a clergyman, during
hie imprisonment. Jt was a service not to be de-
clined.

1 had followed the reports of the trisl, and acqui-
esced in the verdict as a righteous one, and had no
thought but that the sentence was to be, and ought
to be carried into execution. I did not make it my
object to draw a confession from him early, or to
Jead him to commit himeelif one way or the other,
on the question of his guilt or innocence, I care-
fully avoided every remark and inquiry that might
tempt him to make any false declaration. Heseem-
ed to understand me, and neither denied nor declar-
ed his guilt. I expected he would finally be in-
duced to communicate to me whatever he knew
about the disappearance of Dr. Parkman, and about
the remains found at the college. Butl was in no
hurry about this. I thought I should be more like-
ly to obtain from him the exact truth, by waiting
till & favorable time.  Accordingly it was my ob-
ject for the first weeks to become acquainted with
