Mr. Robert Forke’s statement that 

he has no Intention of saying or doing 
anything at the present time that 
might embarrass the Government is 
accompanied by a Toronto rumor to 
the effect that he may accept a position 
In the Cabinet, possibly as Minister of 
Immigration, but that appears improb­
able enough. Such a rumor, like many 
others now current, is merely guess­
work, naturel enough because of the 
uncertainty surrounding the whole 
situation, but unimportant. The un­
certainty is likely to continue until 
Parliament has been assembled end 
subjected to a test, but the outcome 
commonly predicted is that there will 
be another general election within a 
comparatively short time.

While It upholds the Prime Minister 
in his decision to carry on for the 
present, the Ottawa Citlsen, which is 
favorable to the Government, says that 

- no one would want to hold office under 
present circumstances for a longer 
time than is necessary to put through 
such formal public business as may be 
necessary before another appeal to the 
country. The Citlsen says:

“Preparations may well begin at once 
for the next appeal to the country. 
Next session cannot be other than an 
election session. Members may be in­
clined to shirk it, owing to the expense 
of election campaigning. But much of 
the expense Is entirely unnecessary; it 
Is up to the parties to cut out. the 
lavish expenditure of money in elec­
tions. Money his been relied upon 
too much, and political education has 
been neglected. A series of general 
elections would operate like a spring 
cleaning on Canadian politics.”

It seems highly unlikely that a 
series of general elections will prove 
necessary. It was predicted by many 
at the beginning of the last campaign 
that the result might he indecisive. 
It was felt that the Progressives were 
bound to lose much of their strength, 
owing to their failure to make any last­
ing Impression on Eastern Canada, and 
in all quarters to-day It Is believed that 
in another contest Mr. Forke’s greatly 
reduced group would practically dis­
appear.

The view is expressed in some quar­
ters that the next session may not be 
so short as would appear likely at first 
glancet but that remains to be seen. 
Certainly, should the administration be 
unable to command a majority suffi­
cient to' proceed vigorously with public 
business, public Impatience would have 
Its effect upon Parliament and would 
tend)to precipitate an early dissolution.

A CONTRAST.

Recurring French cabinet crises 
direct the world’s attention once more 
to the critical condition of French 
finances. While Great Britain has 

been coqiiplainlng of unemployment and 
actually seeking to facilitate emigra­
tion to the overseas Dominions, France, 
because employment has been plentiful, 
lias been receiving an Increasing army 
of workers from other lands, chiefly 
from Italy. But French prosperity I: 
fictitious. That country has been 
spending money lavishly ever since the 
war to keep up an immense military 
establishment and to restore Its devas­
tated northern area. No government 
in France since the war has been able 
to live if it showed any tendency to 
introduce the heavy taxes that are 
necessary if the situation is to he 
squarely met. One administration 
after another has retorted to inflation,

' and has kept the taxes down, in both 
these respects following the example 
of Germany, whose course finally led 
to financial collapse.

Meantime Britain Is paying its for­
eign debt, and the pound sterling is ,:t 
par, while the French franc, notwith­
standing desperate measures to support 
It, i« falling in value to the vanishing 
point and financial disaster is avoided 
temporarily by the use of American 
credit*.

Cailloux, frequently described In his 
own country as a w isard of finance, 
attributed the last cabinet crisis to the 
government’s resistance of the demand 
for a levy on capital and for the reduc­
tion Of the Interest rates on French 
national securities. Some of the 
trouble undoubtedly has been caused 
by the government’s refusal to adopt 
the policy of rank confiscation which 
the radicals have demanded, but Its j 
chief source has been the country's 
failure to meet its debt situation by 
heavy taxation after the British fashion.

The French people were assured at | 
the end of the war by their leaders ! 
that not only their share of the cost ; 
of the conflict, hut also the cost of 1 
restoring the provinces which the Ger­
mans occupied, would be paid with 
German money, and when Jt became 
clear that France could expect repara­
tions upon no such scale, French leaders 
temporised and continued policies of 
Inflation, fearing to tell the nation the 
truth.

iifiHiSOLICITUDE FOR CONCERNS.
“I cannot close without making some 

reference to the Premier’s general re­
marks touching what he calls the de­
plorable position In which the agree­
ment with the International Paper 
Company has left the Fraser’s Limited, 
and to some extent the Bathurst Com­
pany In so far as obtaining power is 
concerned. His solicitude for these 
companies, at the present time, must 
seem ridiculous to the public, especially 
if one considers that during the elec­
tion of August last, Dr. Baxter and 
his friends condemned me for under­
taking to develop Grand Falls when i 
must have known that there would be 
no assured market for the power. Now 
that the elections are all over and the 
good doctor snugly enthroned at Fred­
ericton» he discovers that I had so ar­
ranged matters that the two companies 
in question cannot get all the power 
they will need. How suddenly have 
the market demands increased.

COLLECTION of costly tele­
scopes, astronomical cameras, spec­

troscopes and other expensive appara­
tus is now on the first leg of a journey, 
half-way around the world. It was 
shipped recently from New York, 
bound for Singapore.

At Singapore, it will be placed on 
another ship and taken to Sumatra, 
one of the larger islands of the Malay 
archipelago. The equator cuts through 
the middle of Sumatra. There are six 
active volcanoes on Sumatra. Earth­
quakes occur occasionally, 
spouts and severe thunderstorms are 
frequent. •

You might wonder, therefore, why 
expensive astronomical apparatus 
being sent to Sumatra. It is because 
a total eclipse of the sun will be 
visible there on Jan. 14, 1926.

It is only occasionally that astron­
omers are lucky enough to have a total 
eclipse visible over easily accessible ter­
ritory like the eclipse of last January, 
which was visible in a track extending 
from Minnesota to New York city.

Usually astronomers have to carry 
their instruments to far off places and 
run the risk of having months of 
preparations ruined by a cloud or sud­
den rain at the moment of the total 
eclipse.

Simmons, a wealthy Englishman, for­
merly of Sydney, Australia, visited 
Switzerland in 192$ and stayed at 
Moudon, a little town near Lausanne, 
where he became acquainted with a 
Swiss girl, Mile. Madeline Francis.

Mr. Simmons died at Moudon soon 
after his arrival, but before his death 
he chanced his will in favor of Mile. 
Francis, to whom he left his fortune, 
thereby disinheriting his brothers and 
sisters in Sydney. They contested the 
will and placed the matter in the 
hands of the Public Trustee of Syd­
ney, who wrote to the Swiss authorities 
demanding the original document.

This could not be sent to Australia 
because, by a curious law dating back 
to 1836, in the Canton of Vaud it is 
prohibited to send original testaments 
outside the canton. Mile. Francis’ 
lawyer, M. Vacheron, informed the 
Public Trustee of this law, and for­
warded a copy and a photograph of the 
will to Sydney.

The Australian authorities, however, 
were not satisfied and informe'! M. 
Vacheron that unless they re v! red 
the original copy of the will by Nov. 
20 Mr. Simmons’ property and fortune, 
which are in Sydney, would be divided 
amohg his relations.

In this dilemma Mlle. Francis* law­
yer has made a petition in haste to 
the Grand Council of Moudon to de­
liver the will to his client so that she 
may send it to Sydney, 
will lose the fortune which she legally 
inherited. The council will give its 
decision shortly.
