London, Nov. 23—Disapproval of the
present system of government in Ireland
was expressed in a letter written by
Leonard Wilde, who was shot and killed
in the Gresham Hotel, Dublin, on Sun-
day, which was received by Arthur Hen-
derson, labor leader in the House of
Commons yesterday. Wilde asked Mr.
Henderson’s advice as to “the best
method of consecrating my life” to the
causé of real democracy in Ireland.

Wilde wrote that his observation had
led him to believe ‘Ireland never could be

rced,” and suggested his knowledge

# Irish history might make him a valu-
able worker in the labor party in that
organization’s fight in behalf of Ireland.

The parliamentary labor party’s com-
mission, which was charged with an in-
vestigation of reprisals in Ireland and
which planned to leave for Ireland on
Tuesday, has postponed its trip tempor-
arily because of the present situation.

Trouble in Commons.

London, Nov. 28—During a aiscussion
of Sunday’s events in Dublin in the
House of Commons yesterday Joseph
Devlin, member for the West division of
Belfast, asked Sir Hamar Greenwood,
the chief secretary for Ireland, why he
had not given all the facts regarding
them. He was seized by the coat by
Major John Molson, a Canadian, who
endeavored to pull him into his seat.
Mr. Devlin turned to him and the two
clinched. They were finally separated
and forced into their seatss Major Mol-
son later apologized.

London, Nov. 28—A creamery at
Dharrow, near Nenagh, County Tip-
perary, Ireland, was burned this morn-
ing, allegedly by uniformed men, says a
Central News despatch. It is said po-
lice and military officers searched resi-
dences and the court house at Nenagh
and arrested two officers. At Athlone

made numerous arrests.

Shooting Near Killarney.

Cork, Nov. 23—Shots were freely ex-
changed last evening between auxiliary
police and civilians in the village of
Millstreet, in the Killarney district. It
is reported one policeman was wounded
and two civilians shot. After some rifle
and machine gun fire from the police
barracks the trouble subsided.

Train Service Resumed.

Dublin, Nov. 23—All train services in
and out of Dublin were resumed this
morning after the city passed a night
of quietude. The night did not witness
any let up in the work of the military,
who were continuing their minute search
of the city presumably for suspects in
connection with Suaday’s assassinations.

Before the Curfew hour several of the.

streets were surrounded by barbed wire
barriers and the soldiers examined all
persons passing.

SOME FIGURES
ON THE CROSSING
AT DOUGLAS AVE

The movement on the part of the city
council in going on record as favoring
the abolition of the grade crossing at
the western end of Douglas avenue has
been favorably commented upon by
many residents of thecity. One of the
most ardent exponents of the scheme
has expressed the opinion that the
change will“not cost the city a great
amount a year. His line 6f reasoning
is as follows:—

The expense.of the present crossing
and gates amounts to about $4,000 a
year, including the 'salaries of three men
and the cost of upkeep. This is shared
by the city, the C. P. R. and the street
railway, making the average cost fo each
.about $1,350. §

The city engineer’s estimate of the
cost of the overhead ‘crossing is about

i will take care of at least quarier of this
amount, leaving $75,000 to be shared,
he figures, by the city, the C. P. R. and
the street railway, with the possibility
of assistance being received from the
provincial government. Without the
government assistance the city’s share
will not exceed $25,000, for which bonds
will be issued. It is figured that $1,750
a year will be sufficient to provide for
interest and sinking fund charges on
bonds extending over a fifty year period.
The difference between the present ex-
pense and the estimated cost under the
new scheme would therefore not excee
$400 a year. Again, it is figured that
the city’s share of the capital expendi-
ture may be somewhat less than the
{ railway’s, a 'matter which will be de-
cided by the railway commission. In
that case the yearly cost to the city
would be less.

Sydney, N. S, Nov. 23—The plant of
the Dominfon Iron and’Steel Company
in this city was idle last night. Ships
dependent on the plant were waiting at
the piers for their cargoes of steel prod-
ucts, 4,000 men dependent on the plant
for employment were idle, and Sydney’s
main industry was completely tied up.
It is said the steel plant will remain idle|
until the railwaymen decide to come back
at the old rates.

Among the first people to be hit by
the strike will be the miners, because
of the annual output of four million
tons of coal, more than a million and a
half tons are normally consumed by the
steel plant here. Last night Caledonia
local, which has stood out against the
Montreal agreement from the first, voted
to accept it.

ROBERTS, THE RANGER, -

Picturesque characters abounded in the
early days of America; few mere more
so than Robert Rogers, a ranger who
flourished particularly during the winter
of 1756-57. He made the vicinity of
Crown Point and Ticonderoga his: spec-
jial haunt and many a y -of French
‘came to grief through his activities. No-
vember of  that year found him waicuing
a French force across Lake George, but
as the two parties were very evenly
matcher there was no engagemeént. Ulti-
mately both nations were drivin from
the war area into winter quarters by the
coming of the storms and the snow.

In January Rogers came with his
rangers from Fort Edward bound on a
scouting trip to Crown Point. As ‘part
of the band was unaccustomed to tramp-
ing on snow shoes, they soon gave out in
the march across Lake George and sd
were ordered home. This reduced ihe
number in the expedition to seventy-four
men. After many hardships they suc-
ceeded in passing Ticonderoga undiscov-
ered and camped five miles beyond.

Sugar continued to provide the sensa-'
tion of the week. Further spectacular
breaks in this security tended to prolung
the period of intense depression, Papers,
too, were affected by tne general air of
uneasiness that pervaded the markets
and continued the downward swing. The
general movement was accentuafed by
tue reactionary developments on Wall
street, which have not subsided even yet.
There is talk of easier money on the
other side, however, which may work
some influence both across the line and
in Canada. Views among Canadian
brokers regarding the money situation
were somewhat conflicting, some pointing
out that money was just as tight and
as hard to get as ever, while a report
emanated from Montreal to the effect
that money was in freer supply here thun
for some time past. If such were tne’
case, the effect on the stock markets was
negligible. :
Notwithstanding the low
which stocks are now reclining, there
was little speculative sentiment in evid-
ence.during the week. While a number
of the prominent investment features
were active, the demand was not ab-
normal. It is evident that the public
has not as yet entered upon a buylng|
mood, whether through lack of ready
funds or through a fear that the lowest|
levels have not yet been reached.
