FIRST EDITION.
STANLEY APPEALED TO.

A DEMAND THAT HE CLEAR UP THE 
BARTTELOT AFFAIR.

Sharp Arraignment by the London 
Press ; Bonny Declines to Talk.

London, Oct. 27.—The Globe makes a 
sharp arraignment of Stanley, in refer­
ring to the recently issued biography of 
Maj. Barrtelot. It says :

“The question is how far Stanley is 
answerable for the fate of his second.in 
command, and whether or not he en­
deavored to blacken his lieutenant’s repu­
tation to save his own. Stanley, accord­
ing to Barttelot’s biographer, left stores 
at Yambdya under Barttelot, in order to 
divert the Arab plunderers from imped­
ing his own advances, and deluded 
Barttelot into the belief that he expect­
ed Tippoo Tib to assist in forwarding 
them.

“He left instructions he knew to be 
impracticable, and virtually abandoned 
his rear guard, either from indifference 
or intention.”

“Stanley’s written instructions stand 
to prove that Barttelot was not to stir 
without all the stores; otherwise, he 
would ruin the whole expedition. Bart­
telot obeyed under a strong sense of duty. 
He was on rear guard duty against his 
will. Haggling with Tippoo for 13 
months, he was left to rot in Yambqya, 
a martyr, beyond question, to duty and 
discipline.

“For this man Stanley has nothing bat 
blame for disobedience to his orders, and 
sneers at his honesty and courage. Stan­
ley has to meet these charges. Bart 
was a simple-minded, straightforward 
soldier, sensitive and with a soldier’s 
sense of discipline. Stanley must prove, 
not merely assert, that his written in­
structions were withdrawn, or practi­
cable, before he can shift the responsibi­
lity. By silence he admits the charges, 
which imply that he was cruel, or callous, 
if not actually treacherous.”

The Telegraph appeals to Stanley to 
clear up the Barttelot affair. Bonny de­
clines at present to say anything unless 
in reply to personal matters which ap­
pear in Barttelot’s book. He says he 
advised Barttelot before the publication 
of the book that many things could be 
said against bis brother that had better 
be left unsaid, and that, therefore, he 
ought to suppress certain passages in his 
diaries. He was surprised that Barttelot 
had ignored his advice.

Bonny explains that he took command 
of the expedition on the death of Bar lie- 
lot, because Jameson, who was heir to 
the command, was then at a point 700 
miles distant. He then emphatically 
denies that there wus any ground for the 
deduction .that Barttelot had insulted 
his murderers, i

Ward’s wife declined to take any part 
in the discussion.

"Pending the result of such an inquiry 
it is improbable that an appreciable 
diminution of the fur seal species should 
take place. But, in order to quiet all 
apprehensions on that score, I propose 
the following provisional regulations :

"1. That the pelagic sealing be prohi­
bited in the Behring sea, sea of Ochstok 
and adjoining waters, during the month 
of May and June, and during the months 
of October and November and December, 
the migration periods of the fur seal.

“ 2. That all sealing vessels be pro­
hibited from approaching the breeding 
islands within a radius of 10 miles.

These regulations would put a stop 
to two practices complained of as tend­
ing to exterminate the species, firstly, 
the slaughter of female seals with young 
during the migration periods, especially 
in the narrow passages of the Aleutian 
isalnds, secondly, the destruction 
male seals by marauders surreptitiously 
landing on the breeding islands under 
cover of the dense fogs which almost 
continually prevail in that ‘locality dur­
ing the summer.

I am very glad to meet with you to­
night. I feel that you are doing the 
cause of law and science a very great 
benefit in keeping up this society, 
look on with very great interest at your 
noble endeavor to benefit mankind. With 
reference to the paper just read consider­
ing the question therein discussed from 
a legal standpoint, let me say first that 
I am surprised at the terseness and 
ability with which the subject is handl­
ed, and I agree with it in the main. T 
may not correctly understand exactly 
what the writer means but am sure that 
it is impossible for to define insanity in 
exact language : I mean to give it an 
exact legal definition as applicable to all 
cases and I think that the attempt to do 
so will only be vain and result in con­
fusion. I think the term insanity itself 
is an unfortunate one when it is attempt­
ed to be applied as a test to a person’s 
capacity to do an act or to commit a 
crime. * Such a statement pre-supposes 
that there is a state of mind which 
should be denominated insanity or un- 
soundnees of mind that would render 
the person whose mind was so affected 
unable to make a contract or commit a 
crime and I do not think that this is the 
state of the law at all. The question to 
be determined in each case, in my view, 
is whether the act to be judged is valid 
or whether the perpetrator of it is an­
swerable, is a practical one and is to be 
judged partly from the nature of the act 
itself and partly from the state 
mind of the person doing the act, and 
therefore it would have been better if 
from the foundation lawyers had at­
tempted to judge the nature of the act by 
a consideration both of the act itself and 
the state of mind of the person who did 
it and called it a capacity to do or 
not to do the act under considera­
tion. It is true that in a proper adminis 
tration of the law some contracts may 
be valid and ethers not, because of the 
capacity and incapacity of the same 
mind at the same time, thus : a man 
may have sufficient mind to make a 
contract to buy and make himself an­
swerable for some matter of necessity, 
such as a meal or a coat and be quite in­

himself would decide that it was better 
for himself to lose control over it and 
thus deprive himsélf of the means of 
ruining himself if he had the power of 
judging. So that in my opinion he 
should not be declared a lunatic until 
his mind is gone to the extent I have in­
dicated. . .

Off the Track.—The Shore Line train, 
from St Stephen was derailed at Barry’s 
crossing, near St Andrews, yesterday 
and was, in consequence, about four 
hours late in reaching St John.

Two Hurricanes.—Ship Frank Carvill 
arrived last night from Liverpool with a 
cargo of salt. Her passage of 50 days 
was a very stormy one, and on two occa­
sions hurricanes were encountered. The 
first was in lat. 39, Ion. 50, when it blew 
tremendously from the SE. to 8W. The 
ship w*as run before it for 28 hours under 

all canvas. The last hurricane was 
taken in lat. 46, Ion. 45. The wind was 
then SW. WNW., and NNW., blowing 
furiously and compelling the ship again 
to run under short sail. Several lighter 
gales were encountered but the Carvill 
weathered them all safely.

The Frank Carvill was built at this 
port about fifteen years ago.
