revenue to any appreciable extent. Why “hard 
time»” should affect the receipts and not the expen­
ditures of these works is not dear ; for we all know 
that the " commercial depression" did not prevent 
Mr. Brydges from putting up the tariff on every 
description of freight aa well aa on passenger», or 
prevent him from increasing the salaries of the 
principal officials, some of whom were and are 
wholly incompetent, or building, forniehing, pro­
visioning and running Palace Cars for his 
gratification and the convenience of a few favor­
ites. We must look for the cause not in commer­
cial depression, which has not been sprung upon us 
suddenly and could not affect 624 miles of railway 
so badly as to reduce the earnings to a point below 
those of the same road when only jj39 mil» in 
length, but in that persistent “ meddling and mud­
dling” in which Mr. Biydgra baa indulged ; In his 
ignorance of the commercial wants of the country 
through which the railway passes; in his deter­
mination to compel the road’s customers to pay 
more than they had a right to pay for the use of 
the road. Mr. Brydges’ eighteen or twenty tarifis 

to explain the cause of the re- 
markaMeitiliag eir which he is at last compelled 
to admit, although hy suppressing the monthly 
publication of the railway’s receipts he has been 
enabled to conceal the truth from the people for a 
long period after they should have known it offi­
cially. We ought, perhaps, to add that in order to 
make even as good a comparison as he has made 
between revenue and expenditure, he haa had to 
charge «316,000 of the expenditure to capital ac-

Mr. Brydges’ report is especially remarkable for 
what it does not contain. Instead of being a fall, 
candid, comprehensive document, it must be re­
garded as the very reverse. The country along * 
the Inter-Colonial Railway has been agitated from 
end to end for the last year and a half over the 
tarifis which Mr. Brydges and the Government 
have imposed on the people, hot not one word in 
reference to the Tariff or its change, doe, the Re­
port contain ! We have nothing whatever about 
Special Rate, or their result»—nothing about the 
Trade between the Upper and Lower Province, or 
the Government’, traffic arrangements with the 
Grand Trunk,—nothing about the step, taken to 
prevent the merchant, and people of St. John, 
Halifax and a score of towns froid receiving floor 
and other freight from the Upper Provinces by 
water via Point du Chene or Picton. There is not 
the slightest reference to an increase of salaries in 
these “hard timee” or any justification thereof 
to the erection of expensive residences, with stable, 
and other outbuildings, etc., for official, ; to the 
construction and maintenance of such useless and 
expensive vehicles as Palace Cats for officials ; to 
expensive additions to the head-quarters building, 
where the “addition” has cost as much «s the ori­
ginal building—this also to seqpre private quarter, 
for an official ; to the arrangement with tbe Guar­
antee Company or the new system of Life and 
Accident Insurance,—for each of which the revenue, 
of the country are paying heavily. Not a word in 
the Report about any of there adjunct, to Rail­
way management ! There isn't t line or a figure 
in the Report to show that the Cashier abreonded, 
putting the Railway and the Company in for a lose 
of about 823,000 ; or to show that two or three new 
Cashiers were appointed during the year,—or that 
a Cashierahip and Treasury have been established 
in Campbelton,—or that a Branch of Moiaon’a Bank 
has been established on the line under Government 
auspices and largely at Government expense. There 
is nothing to show that a single official haa been 
censored or suspended on the line, or that a single' 
accident to trains has occurred in the year. We 
are told in a line that snow sheds and enow fences 
have been built, but no definite particulars are 
given either as to cost or contractors. In a table 
of a dozen lines, the public are shown how much 
money was received per month for freight over the 
I. C. R„ but nothing is said of the quantity carried, 
the kinds of freight, the stations at which it orlgi- 
nated or its destination: The same remark is true 
in regard to paarengeia. We have no doubt that 
the particular! under all there heeds, if given, wonld 
have been exceedingly damaging to the Manage­
ment, and therefore they ere inppreeeed. It will 
be the duty of Parliament to demand fall details ; 
for, most assuredly, the country will not he put off 
with this make believe report by Mr. Brydges.

We have oerefally read the eub-reporta of Mr. 
Meonab, the engineer, Mr. Foot, the accountant, 
and Mr. Whitney, the locomotive superintendent, 
but, ofxxmree, none of there throw the least light 
on the pointa to which we refer and with which, of 
course, it was especially Mr. Brydges’ business to 
deal. Nevertheless, we find in Mr. Macnab’i re­
port a good deal that is interesting. Wa get some 
idea of the nature of the expenditure» for construc­
tion during the year, and to these we now in rite 
special attention. Mr. Macnat k authority for the 
statement that during the year ending June 80th, 
1876,—

Take Sugar. We ought to be refining Sugar in 
Halifax and Montreal and importing nearly all the 
raw material direct from the West Indies, compa­
ratively free of duty. But the Government’s policy 
has closed the great Refineries in Montreal, and 
prevented the establishment of any in Halifax, and 
has not given us direct trade with the Sugar grow­
ing West Indies to anything like the extent that ia 
desirable. Here ia a summary of the tobies of our 
Sugar imports, the countries sending small lots 

A new tank-house and tank were erected near being omitted :—
Penobsquis.

At Petitcodiac a new passenger station and plat­
form were erected.

At Point du Chene the roof of a warehouse,
300x24 feet,—received a cost of asphalt, and the 
office^ were repaired and painted.

Repairs were made on station buildings al Mem- 
ramcook, Dorchester, Sackville, Aulac, Amherst,
Maccan, Athol, Greenville, Londonderry and other 
stations.

At 8 Nova Scotia stations, platforms aggregating 
1,574 ft., were built.

A hay platform 150x12 ft. was built at Nappan.
A new breastwork of timber was built to protect 

an embankment at Pictou Landing.
A siding of 1,308 feet was laid at Springhill, 

besides 550 ft. of other new track at this place.
Trestle work, aggregating 1,313 feet, and track 

aggregating 2,706 feet, were put in at Rothesay,
Hampton, Salisbury, Shediac, Memramcook, Ox­
ford and Londonderry, for the benefit of the Spring- 
hill coal mine.

At St.’ John 500 feet of trestle work was built for 
the same purpose.

At Moncton a coal shed, 136 ft. long by 24 wide, 
was erected, besides 700 feet of trestle work.

The Halifax coal shed was extended 41 feet.
A wharf at Pictou Landing was built : 615 feet 

long, 35 feet wide at the shore end and 75 feet at 
the outer end. Here, too, an extension of 180 feet 
was made to the railway wharf, and on it was 
erected a freight shed 75 feet long by 25 feet wide.

At Moosepath a combined passenger and freight 
house was erected.

At Sackville a freight shed 83x29 feet, a cattle 
pen, and a new siding 272 feet long.

At Wentworth a freight shed 88x25 feet.
At New Glasgow a new freight shed 150x30 feet, 

besides extensive repairs to existing station build­
ings, and two new platforms, respectively, 534 and 
825 feet long, and two sidings—one 500 feet, the 
other 1600 feet long.

At Halifax, a brick freight shed 500 feet long- 
one half 40 feet wide, the other half 30 feet,— 
besides extensive buildings for passenger accom­
modation, such as station building and passenger 
shed, both of brick. The former is 50 feet by 112 
feet, two stories and mansard roof, to contain offices 
and waiting rooms, with living apartments for the 
station agent. The latter building is 400 ft. long 
and 80 feet wide; the whole being covered with 
corrugated iron, supported on iron trusses placed 
16 feet apart.

We are thus particular in stating the nature of 
the improvements reported by Mr. McNab 
are desirous of inviting ,our Government co tem­
poraries to explain on a point in reference to which 
the official reports are wholly silent 

It will be remembered that Mr. Mackenzie and 
his party were wonderful sticklers for all public 
works being done by the tender-and-contract system.
Now, we desire to know how much of all this work, 
involving hundreds of thousands of dollars, was 
done by contract ? How much was put up to ten­
der? For how many buildings were tenders invited 
through the newspapers or in any other public 
way? Our cotemporaries in St. John, Halifax,
New Glasgow, etc., can readily turn to their ac­
counts against the Government for advertising and 
answer the last question, at least ; and all of them, 
being in constant communication with the Railway 
head-quarters, can obtain the information we ask 
and for which the public will be exceeding grateful.
We trust that as faithful supporters of the Govern­
ment, they will not by their silence leave the public 
to understand that none of the works on this long 
list were put up to competition, for tbat would not 
be quite correct. We dare say some of the minor 
works were offered to public competition, but we 
add, also, that the most important were not ; that 
nine out of ten were not ; that the works connected 
with the Railway in the Maritime Provinces have 
been used as ed much Government patronage, and 
that the principle of putting them to public com­
petition has been violated most sylemetically.

, Doubtless, the long list appears in Mr. Mackenzie’s 
report (when more important matters were sup­
pressed) for the purpose of showing what great 
things the Government has done for the Maritime 
Provinces ; but when it is known that these works 
have been merely used in most part to reward 
political hangers on and to extend the Government’s 
influence among those who are to be reached by 
such agencies, it *Hl be seen that the Government 
and its leading supporters have been steadily 
working for their own interests at the expense of 
principle and the true interests of the country.
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JAPANESE COSTUME,

a fashion which is especially harmonious this winter, 
there being such an intense mania for Japanese 
ornaments, porcelains, etc. In anticipation of this 
fancy, New York costumers have long since sup­
plied themselves with some of the elaborately 
embroidered suits, displayed in the Japanese de­
partment at the Centennial Exhibition, while others 
again have imported their stock directly from Paris. 
Til both cases they arc exceedingly, indeed almost 
incomparably handsome ; but being beyond the 
limits of the generality of purses, many ladies con­
sult colored photographs or prints of Japanese 
women and manufacture their own dresses on a 
comparatively inexpensive scale. The most cus­
tomary dress for a Japanese lady is a long robe 
reaching from throat to ankles, with waist and skirt 
cut in one. Any bright colored brocaded stuff" 
such as cream-colored wool, will answer for this ; 
and the brighter in shade the trimming is, the more 
unique and yet faithful the representation becomes. 
The dress must he scarcely wider than a night-dress, 
the neck cut in surplice fashion, the front lapped 
on one side and the collar forming revere almost to 
the waist. The sleeves are the wide flowipg oriental 
shapes, short on top, pointed long at the back and 
showing an under sleeve beneath. A sash of very 
wide soft ribbon is tied loosely around the waist, 
and the bow and ends hang on the side. To make 
the model complete the hair must be black and 
arranged in cushions and high puffs on the top of 
the head, with seven large knobbed gold pins stuck 
in the puffs. The jewels are bright colored stones 
or glass, strung as a necklace ; and of course, a 
Japanese fan, mirror and pointed slippers are pre­
requisites. As we have intimated before, theeoiors 
in such a dress must be very striking, in order to 
make it at all effective. Thus, with a yellow bro­
cade, the broad collar is rose color, the under sleeves 
dark cardinal and the sash a bright blue. Another 
suit is of dark navy blue wool, with cream colored 
sleeves and collar, while the border and embroidery 
are of a cardinal color. This embroidery may be 
simulated by cardinal colored flowers, or else the 
Greek squares or key pattern—which the|Japanese 
claim was theirs before the Greeks used it—cut out 
of muslin and applied.

In round numbers 10,000,000 lbs. more of the 
higher grades come from the United States than 
from England, and 10,000,000 lbs. more than the 
sum total of all grades from all the sugar countries.

The value of all the sugar entered for home con­
sumption in the year named was $5,336,472, on 
which nearly 50 per cent, duty was paid all round. 
Over two million dollars worth of this came from 
the States, on which was paid approaching a mil­
lion dollars in duties. The lower grades direct 
from the sugar countries paid a proportionately 
higher duty than the better qualities. Under a 
more enlightened policy the coarse sugars would 
come in'at a slight duty, or none at all, and be re­
fined in Canada, giving employment to thousands 
of workmen and reducing the cost of clean, whole­
some sugar to the masses. Al present, we are help­
ing very largely to maintain refineries in the States 
and Scotland, enhancing the price to all consumers, 
and making our own people pay over two millions 
of dollare’in duties for the privilege !

In “The Author­
ship of the Fourth Gospel,” the writer adduce» both 
external and internal evidence that the fourth Gos­
pel was written in the apostolic age and by the 
Apostle John. “ Travels in the Caucasus ” points * 
out the Importance to England of having Asia 
Minor in the hands of a power that is not opposed 
to her interests, and gives an account of that region. 
“Florel on the Ants of Switzerland,” is an interest­
ing chapter of natural history, devoted to the hab­
its of some of the “ social ants,” their method of 
building and living, their slaves and their cows. 
The subject is an extensive one, for there are six 
hundred and ninety species. “ Mediterranean Del­
tas ” discusses the physical changes caused by the 
rivers, particularly those that flow into the Mediter­
ranean, and which will, in time, convert that sea 
into a “vast river valley,” through which the 
waters of the Nile, Danube, Po, etc., will empty 
into the Atlantic Ocean. “ The Paston Letters,” 
the correspondence of a Norfolk family who attain­
ed wealth and position in the fifteenth century, 
gives an interesting account of some of the customs 
of that age. “New Arctic Lands” is an account of 
the Austro-Hungarian expedition of 1872-74 : the 
author concludes by questioning whether the dis­
coveries made by such expeditions are sufficiently 
important to Aiounterbalance the hardships and 
privations endured by those who undertake them.
“ Life of William Earl of Shelburne,” a statesman 
in the reign of George III, touches on all the lead­
ing events that occurred between 1757 and 1805.
“ Discoveries at Ephesus” begins with “ some ac­
count of the earlier temples of the Ephesian Arte­
mis ” and the City of Ephesus, and describes some 
of the discoveries made by Mr. Wood, in 1873.
“ Lorenzo de Medici” is the ninth article. In “Tur­
key and Russia,” the reviewer proposes to give 
“ the best account we can of the political 
changes of the times, and to assist, as far as lies in 
onr power, to the intelligence of the past, present, 
and future events.” This number of the Edinburgh 
is quite up to the usual high standard.

Sir,—Nearly two years ago Mr. Butler, one of 

v^e local members for Queen’s County, said on the 
hustings that on account of the bad material in the 
Opposition, he would have supported the Govern­
ment if it had been twice as corrupt. A few days 
ago he expressed himself similarly on the floors of 
the House, saying that he supported them last ses­
sion “because he felt it better to bear with what 
in some respects was bad, than to assist in securing 
what might be worse.”

Mr. Butler has at last given expression to his 
grievances. He finds that Queen’s has been denied 
“ railway facilities,” while such have been granted 
to other Counties ; that Queen’s has for forty years 
had no member in the Executive, and questions 
whether this is the reason that justice has not been 
done her in railway inatters. He hints, that 
Queen’s has sent men “ capable of occupying a 
seat in the Executive and says that “ it looked 
like an insult to Queen’s that a seat was not offered 
to one of her members” when a recent vacancy 
occurred; but worse than all, “that the slow in­
crease of her population is not to be wondered at, 
in view of the treatment the county has received 
in the distribution of Government favors.”

This list of accumulating ills Mr. Butler has 
borne, like the patient patriarch Jacob, for seven

one word of murmuring, not 
for his untimely lot."

What admirable endurance ! What matchless 
magnanimity ! No wonder that the men who were 
parties to those wrongs should pat him on the back 
and commend him as a “useful member,” a “cre­
ditable member,” “unassuming,” but “certainly 
not unintelligent no wonder that he was so often 
placed in the chair and indulged with sundry civil­
ities ; to use his own words, used “ with considera­
tion and courtesy by the Government.”

If this wrong and loss had been his own, then 
Mr. Butler would'have been indeed a paragon of 
“ the gifts and graces J” then, indeed, Jacob and 
Job would be far outdone in patience by one mod- 

i politician. But the loss was Queen’s, not Mr. 
tier’s ; this accounts for his great patience and 

forbearanee ; this explains how it was that his col­
leagues valued him so highly. It was very much 
easier to flatter Mr. Butler than to do justice to the 
wants of Queen’s County. If Mr. Butler’s friend­
ship and his vote on important matters could be 
secured by a little petting, so much the better for 
the Government and so much the worse for Queen’s 
County. He would be considered a poor dog, in­
deed, that would allow thieves, either outside or 
inside a house, to lay pilfering hands on the pro­
perty, because the stealers called him “pet names” 
and “ patted him on the back he would not be 
considered an honest or consistent dog, even if he 
did not steal a single bone himself, if he allowed 
others to' do so without raising a bark, and would 
scarcely be excused liecause he was afraid if he 
drove off one robber, he might “ assist in securing 
what might be worse” theft.

If injustice has been done to Queen’s County 
Mr. Butler is the responsible .fyarty, so far as its 
people is concerned ; and he need not attempt to 
father it on the Government after consenting so 
long to it himself. He will find it somewhat diffi­
cult to persuade this countv into believing that the 
opposition he feared last Session is so very harm­
less now ; or that a man who could stand silently 
by and allow one party to plunder his county,would 
not do so again .with another party.

The impression in his own parish, where, of 
Mr. Butler is best known, is that he has been 

all along strongly influenced by Mr. Ferris ; that 
his success in the last election was due to the active 
assistance of him and his lieutenants ; and that he 
hàs received orders or gentle hints from Mr. Ferris 
to go into opposition on the railway cry, which, 
however, has been raised too often to deceive any 
one again. This much is certain, that the intelli­
gent electors of this county do not any longer ex­
pect even handed justice in railroad matters or any 
public matters, till a representation is chosen that 
will lot be meekly patted and tamely led, while by

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ALBINOS.

Albinos are frequently met with. We find them, 
says the Turf, Field and Farm,in the human race 
as well as in the animal races of lower order. They 
are always what we call white. By some defect in 
their organization the substance which gives color 
to hair, skin and eyes is absent. The eyes are red 
owing to the deficiency of the black or blue hazel 
pigment which in normal cases conceals the net­
work of blood vessels and the intense hue they dif­
fuse over the surface. In the ranks of men the 
albino has a peculiar harshness of skin which sug­
gests a diseased organization. This absence of 
color, it would seem, is not hereditary. _ At least, 
there is a case on record where two albi 
ried and had two children who were not albinos, 
but of a brown color. An instance is given where 
every alternate child of a large family was an 
albino ; but commonly when parents begin produc­
ing albinos there is no (toffarture in. the progeny 
to tlie end of the lin^/The defect makes itself 
apparent to the close'» the chapter. We have 
often heard of albino birds and albino deer being 
killed. As we write there is before usa partridge 
which is half albino, and which the taxidermist 
has made to assume the outward proportions of 
life. In the Eagle Hills of Kentucky, Tom Marsh­
all has an albino squirrel in a cage. He caught 
it when it was quite young, and- although he lias 
had it for more than a year, has not succeeded in 
taming it. Its nature is thoroughly savage. At­
tempt to caress it and it will jump at you with 
the greatest fury, its two red eyes glowing like 
balls of tire. It is of the large-tailed fox tribe, 
and keeps fat and hearty, although sour-tempored 
in confinement. It evidently was one of a family, 
as albinos are frequently seen in the woods where 
the capture was made. Naturally, Tom pri: 
highly nis unruly pet. In all countries the albi 
is regarded as an object of curiousity and interest. 
In India, the white elephants are venerated by the 
natives. These mammoth albinos are believed to lie 
animated by the souls of ancient kings, and so it,is 
not surprising that they should be looked upon 
with awe and guarded with the tenderest care. 
Humboldt has expressed the opinion that albinos 
are more common among nations of dark skin and 
inhabiting hot climates, and doubtless he is right.

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HOW IT FIELS TO BE DB0WNED AND FROZEN.

When I say shallow I mean for such a wide body 
of water. It was over my head by two or three 
feet. I saw nobody near me and could not swim a 
stroke. I knew how deep the water was and gave 
wseif up for lost. The quickness-of the sense 
when sadden death seems impenihuglias frequently 
been noted, but still, without experience, no one 
can realize it. It is as if one’s whole life was spread 
out in one panorama before him, every portion of 
which was visible at once. Even minute details of 
things long forgotten, and which when they hap­
pened were so trifling that they, apparently made 
nti impression on the memory, stand out in sharp 
end bold outlines.

Oatmeal Porridge. — Oatmeal porridge is 
especially suitable for children. It nourishes their 
bones and ether tissues, and supplies them in a 
greater degree than most foods with the much- 
needed element of phosphorus. If they grow wearv 
of it, they can be tempted back with the bit of 
golden syrup, jam, or marmalade, to be eaten with 
porridge. The Irish and Scotch make their por­
ridge with water, and add cold water, but the most 
agreeable and nutritive way is to make it entirely 
with milk, to use coarse oatmeal, and to see that it 
is not too thick. The Queen gives this receipt :— 
Bring a quart of milk to boiling point in an enamel 
lined saucepan, and drop in it bv degrees eight 
ounces of coarse oatmeal ; stir till it thickens, and 
then boil for half an hour. The mixturq should 
not be too thick, and more milk can be added 
according to taste.
