Official Dispatch.
Washington, May 9.—The following 

cablegram has been received at the 
state department:

“Point a Pitre, May 9.—Secretary of 
State, Washington, D. C.:

“At 7 o’clock a.m., on the 8th instant, 
a storm of steam, mud and fire encircled 
the city and community. Not more than 
20 persons escaped with their lives. 
Eighteen vessels were burned and sunk 
with all on board, including four Ameri­
can vessels and a steamer from Quebec, 
natned Roraima. The United States 
consul and family are reported among 
the victims. A war vessel has come to 
Guadeloupe for provisions and will leave 
at five to-morrow.

The State department has been receiv­
ing dispatches from commercial houses 
in New Yoi*k, asking that a warship be 
sent at once 'to Martinique to afford re­
lief.

“I have obtained the following infor­
mation of the events of yesterday: About

bor were dismasted and burned. The 
shower of rocks lasted a quarter of an 
hour.

Against Commercial Concerns.
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m JrDawson, May 10.—The announcement 
v.as made here to-day that the White 
Pass & Yukon railway will enter the 
field as traders against the large com­
mercial companies. J. H. Rogers, local 
manager of the White Pass, says the 
company will enter into competition with 
the great commercial companies here in 
retaliation for the fight made' by the 
Northern Commercial Company and the 
North American Transportation Com­
pany in competing on the lower Yukon 
for freight. The Northern Commercial 
Company, through Manager E. F. Miz- 
ner, announced some time since that he 
intended fighting for transportation for 
Dawson. This move on the part of the 
White Pass is the answer. Mr. Rogers 
says that his company is buying ten. 
thousand tons of goods coming in and 
buyers are now securing goods suited fo 
the trade for the White Pass in Canada 
and the United States. They will sell 
to the retail traders on reasonable terms. 
As the railway has the advantage re­
girding rates, they can make the fight 
interesting. The retail merchants have 
been in a great state of uncertainty as 
it was generally believed the big com­
panies intended securing the whole trade 
for thëmselves. What the merchants 
feared was that they would have to pay 
heavy freight charges, while companies 
bringing in their own goods on their own 
steamers could lower the prices and rum 
them. The move of the White Pass 
secures the retail merchants, who feel 
gieat relief. The rival companies are 
now very reticent, and refuse to make

I have ordered the prompt dispatch of 
provisions from Point a Petri and. Bas- 
seterro. The Suchet sails for Martini­
que this evening. All of the people and 
supplies of Guadaloupe are at your dis­
posal for relief.”

SL Thomas, D. W. I., May 8.—The 
British Reamer Roddam, Capt. Free­
man, whicîrieft St. Lucia on Wednes­
day for Martinique, returned to St.
Lucia at 5 o’clock this afternoon. She 
brings a report that the town of St 
Pierre., Martinique, has been totally de­
stroyed as a result of the volcanic dis­
turbances in the island. Almost all -the 
inhabitants of St. Pierre are said to have 
been killed.

The Roddam reports that all the ship­
ping in the port has also been destroyed.
The Quebec Steamship Company Is 
steamer Roraima is mentioned as having 
been lost with all on board. The Rod- 
dam was almost completely wrecked.

The steamer Roraima, Capt. Muggah. 
left New York on April 26th for St.
Thomas, where she arrived on May 2nd; 
from St. Thomas she proceeded lor St.
Crois, Demerara* etc.

It was announced from St. Thomas 
last Sunday, May 4th, that St. Pierre Jiad 
been covered with .ashes to the depth of 
a quarter of an inch as the result of the 
outbreak, of the Mount Pelee volcano, 
and the town appeared to he enveloped 
in fog. A second dispatch from St.
Thomas, dated May 6th, said the flow of 
lava from the Mount Pelee volcano, 
which began last Saturday, completely 
destroyed the Guerin factories, situated 
about two miles from SjL Pierre.

Another dispatch from St. Thomas, 
dated May 7th, said that advices received 
that morning from the Island of St. Vin­
cent, B. W. I., announced that fur some 
days earthquakes had been experienced 
in the Soufrière crater, which had been 
smoking. The people in the vicinity of 
the. volcano were leaving for places of 
safety.

The town of St. Pierre, the commer­
cial capital of the French Island of Mar­
tinique, is on the west coast.

The Island of Martinique contains sev­
eral extinct volcanoes, the highest point 
being Mount Pelee, with an altitude of 
4,430 feet. The British steamer Rod­
dam left London on April 11th for Bar- 
badoes.

A "boat was .sent in as 
near as possible to the shore, but not a 
living soul was seen ashore, only flames. 
The Quebec steamship company’s steam­
er Roraima was seen to explode and dis­
appeared.

The command of the Suchet reports 
that at 1 o’clock On Thursday tlie en­
tire town of St. Pierre was wrapped in 
flames. He saved about 30 • persons, 
more or less burned, from the vessels in 
the harbor. His officers went ashore in 
small boats seeking for survivors, but 
were unable to pentrate the town. They 
saw groups of bodies on the wharves, 
and it is believed that not a single person 
resident m St. Pierre at the moment of 
the catastrophe escaped.

The governor of the colony and his 
staff colonel and wife were in St. Pierre 
and probably perished.

The extent of the catastrophe cannot 
be imagined. The captain of the British 
steamer Roddam was very seriously in­
jured, and is now in the hospital' at St. 
Lucia. All of the officers and engineers 
are dead or dying. Nearly every 
ber of the crew is dead. Supercargo 
Campbell and ten of the crew of the 
Roddam jumped overboard at St. Pierre 
and were lost.

The crater of Mount Pelee has been 
wearing its “smoke cap" since the third 
of May, but there was nothing until last 
Monday to indicate that there was tho 
least danger. On that day a stream of 
boiling lava burst through the top of the 
crater, plunged into the valley of the 
river Blanche, overwhelming the Guerin 
sugar works, and killing 23 people and 
the son of the proprietor.

Washington, May 12.—Secretary Hay 
has received the following cable, dated 
May 11th from United States Consul 
Ay me at Guaduloupe, who went to Fort 
de France, Martinique, by instructions 
from this government: «

“The disaster is complete. The city 
wiped out. Consul Prentiss and his 
family are dead. The Governor says 
30,000 have perished, 5,000 are homeless 
and hungry. He suggests that the Red 
Cross be asked to send codfish, flour, 
beans, rice, salt meats and biscuits as 
quickly as possible. The visits of war 
vessels will be valuable.”

The navy department this morning 
was informed of the departure of the 
cruiser Cincinnati from San Domingo 
City for Martinique.

Worse Than First Supposed.
London. May 12.—The colonial office 

received the following cable dispatch this 
afternoon from Administrator Bell, of 
jLhe Island of Dominica, D. W. I.:

, “The Martinique catestrophe is even 
more terrible than at first supposed. Re­
fugees arriving here this morning state 
that new craters are open in many direc­
tions, that rivers are overflowing and 
that large areas in the north of the isl­
and are submerged. Other districts are 
crowded with survivors. Almost total 
darkness continues. I do not believe 
Guaduloupe can adequately relieve the 
stupendous distress.”

News of 
these discoveries wa^promptly cabled to 
London, where the underwriters in their 
eagerness to gef tirom under sent up the 
rate of reinsuring, to 50 per pent. The: 
eagerness with which the. risk was played 
at this figure, made the British market 
•suspicious, and the Red Rock rate fell to 
1$ .per cent. About the time the ship 
was due'at Queenstown a few more cases 
of salmon wereLfound on the northern 
beàch. With tile report of this latest 
finçl was cabled JÜhe information that the 
washed-up salni&n had been stowed in 
^he vessel’s lower hold. It 
'^discovery’ and the care with which the 
report of it was sent abroad that gave 
rise to the suspicion that the northern 
beach might have been salted at the in­
stigation of unscrupulous speculators.
The existence of this suspicion frustrated 
the job, if job it was, and although the 
rate has climbed up to 30 per cent, that 
latest discovery of salmon had little 
effect on the market.

TOWARDS CCMFLETI0Nanxiously ; awaited developments in con­

nection with the sending-of an expedition 
from British Columbia to the coasts of 
Siberia to procure some of the wedith 
there said to exist in great quantity, xwili 
be interested in a move now made .to 
carry this enterprise .into effect. But the 
expedition üow formed will not be de­
pendent in .any sense on local assistance. 
In the ifirst «instance it will be .remember­
ed that Uaptain Otter Ruckholtz was 
consulted by Col. Vonlarlarsky about 
commanding a vessel to be sent .to the 
far Russian shores. The Russian consul 
at Montreal bad written to the «Lieuten­
ant-Governor of this .province notifying 
him of the big concessions w.hich this 
Col. Vonlajdarsky had secured, and these 
letters bad .appeared in the government 
Gazette. Further than this little was 
made known, and until the present an­
nouncement was made .the whole subject 
dropped -fxtxm public discussion.

Over at iSeattle the steamer Manau- 
ense is now fitting out. The Al&nauense’s 
cargo, consisting of 500 .tons .of general 
merchandise ;and miners’ supplies, 300 
tons of coal .and 300,000 feet <of lumber, 
will be landed at Vladimir, Plover bay, 
and St. Nicholas, St. Lawrence «bay, both 
on the Behring Sea coast.

The Manauense will make rather a 
round-about voyage in reaching her des­
tination. She goes first .to Vladivostok, 
calling at ,a Japan port en route for fuel. 
At Vladivostok :she will take <on 150 Rus 
«ans, whose services will he employed 
in connection with the concession. Of 
the total number, 120 are prospectors, 
who will devote their time to searching 
for gold and (Other precious metals with­
in the confines «of the concession. The 
rest are government officials appointed 
from St. Petersburg and Goes&cks or 
police soldiers. «Both Russians and Am­
ericans are to lb© «employed iaa the devel­
opment of the «country.

Mr. Taylor said: “In discussing this 
resolution on the 25th of A^ril last I 
pointed out the fact that the resolution 
was the outcome of certain answers to 
questions of mine by the Chief Commis­
sioner of Lands and Works, and drew 
particular reference to question 3, and 
the Hon. Chief Commissioner’s answer 
to same. These related to the compar­
ative wages of workmen in Slocan and 
Revelstoke. The rate in the former was 
$3 a day, while in Revelstoke it was only 
$2.50. Now I endeavored to show fur­
ther that the Chief Commissioner had 
made a. mistatement in his answer to 
question 3, through the fact that certain 
letters were in his department for set­
ting out fully what the rate of wages 
were.

“One of these letters I drew his at­
tention to most particularly, and ad­
vised him that I wished this letter in 
particular to be brought before the 
House when ;the return was presented. 
As you know, sir, the return was pre­
sented on the 5th inst., and strange to 
say on looking over the return I found 
out that this very important letter had 
not been produced, and I had to ask 
on two occasions that this letter be pro­
duced also, as it was a very important 
one, and it^was only this morning that 
I prevailed: on the hon. the Chief Com­
missioner to bring down this letter.

Hadley, Accused of the Murder of Nora 
Fuller, Sometimes Wore False 

Mustache When Here.
ARBITRATION PROPOSED.

Matters Upon Which C. T. R. Officials and 
Telegraphers Cannot Agree.

The San Francisco Bulletin says: -‘A let­
ter from the Victoria police, received by 
Captain of Detectives Seymour to-day, adds 
to the evidence already obtained against 
C. B. Hadley, the missing Eixamlner ac­
countant, whom the police accuse of the 
murder of Nora Fuller. The letter tells of 
an instance when Hadley, wh**e on a 'dslt 
to Victoria, wore a false mustache. This 
corroborates the story of Miss Clara Dixon, 
Hadley’s paramour, and is deemed very im­
portant, for the reason that the police are 
certain that the ‘C. B. Hawkins’ of the 
Fuller case wore a false mustache when he 
leased the house known as 2211 Sutter 
street and purchased the furniture and 
bedding that he put Into it. It will be 
remembered that when the police first ins­
pected that Hadley and ‘Hawkins’ were 
one they had a mustache painted on Had­
ley’s picture, and three witnesses who saw 
‘Hawkins’ swore that the photograph shown 
them was positively his picture. Prior to 
that Miss Dixon had told the police that 
Hadley was in the habit of masquerading 
in false mustaches.

*‘In his letter Chief Langley gives the 
report of Détective Sergeant Thomas 
Palmer, of his force, who has been looking 
up Hadley’s Victoria record.
Palmer’s report reads as follows^ ‘I inter­
viewed Marsden, the news agent, who says 
that Hadley was smooth shaven when here, 
but he came into his store one day wearing 
a dark, false mustache, which he explained 
that he wore for devilment to fool the girls 
with.’

Until navi­
gation opens, however, all mail packages, 
etc., Intended for Dawson will be held at 
White Horse. Navigation will shortly be 
open, and from now on the outside world 
Will be brought into close mall communica­
tion with the Klondike metropolis and 
points. The post office department Is to be 
congratulated on so effectually disposing of 
the Northern mail problem. With a satis­
factory telegraph and mail service the 
great North Is Indeed closely linked with 
the rest of the world.
