Aside From the Frenchman, Dorando, Svanberg,

New York, May 8—Thirteen of the
greatest professional long distance runners
will compete this afternoon at the polo
grounds for the Marathon championship
of the world- The race carries with it a
purse of $10,000, which will be divided
ﬁdng the first seven men from $5,000
down to $200. The entry list was orig-
inally limited to twelve, but Tom! Mor-
rissey, of Yonkers, decided at the last mo-
ment to break into the professional ranks,
which brings the number of entrants up
to 13, and there is every likelihood that
the world’s record for the Marathon dis-
tance, 26 miles 385 yards will be smashed.

In view of his former victory, Henri
St. Yves, of France, awill be the natural
favorite. - The easy manner in which he
vanquished his opponents in the Mara-
thon Derby won him a host of friends. He
is credited with a record of 2.31.00 for the
distance, but the course over which he
travelled from Windsor to London was
nearly one and one half miles short. John
Svanberg, the Swede, iz another man of
whom things are expected, but the last
two miles of his match race with Fred
Bimpson when he was all in, together
with his defeat at the shorter distance by
Pat White, does not augur very well for
his victory. Dorando is always dangerous.
He has undergone special preparation for.
this race, and expects to turn the tables
on his former vanquisher, St. ¥Yves.

Fred Appleby, the English crack, who
has a victory to his credit over Shrubb at
the latter's favorite distance—15 miles—is

also ar unknown quantity and may not
be able to last the route. John D. Marsh,
who won the Canadian Marathon last Sat-
urday in phenonmenal time, is another
possibility, but it is almost foo much to
expect & runner to win two hard Mara-
thon races in one week. Tom Morrissey,
of Yonkers is a newcomer, but his work of
late as an amateur, has not be as good as
it was formerly. Of the other new men,
Louis Orphee and Edouard Cibot, of
France, won, the recent six-day go-as-you-
please race at Madison Garden. The lat-
ter is rated as the best Marathon runner
in Europe. Felix Cavajal, of Cuba, com-
peted as an amateur in the St. Louis fair
Marathon; Pat White, of Ireland, would
be a dangerous contestant if he was in

shape, but his leg is bad and it is
doubteful whether he will finish. Fred
Simpson, the Indian, has mot done much
as a Marathoner, while Ted Crooks, of
Fall River, has never figured prominent]r
in Marathon races in the past. Matt Mal-
oney is back again, but judged by his lest.
race he will not c¢ause any trouble.

since the last election, seven months ago,
the citizens -of Newfoundland went to the
polls today to elect a legislature which is
hoped will choose* a premier. At the last
election in November an evenly divided
legislature was elected, half of the 66 mem-
bers favoring Sir: Robert Bond, who was
then premier, and the other half™being
supporters of Sir Edward Morris. = Since
then the legislature has met a dozen times
but has been unable to elect a premier,
and a new election was ordered by Gov-
ernor MecGregor. Sir Edward at present
is acting premier, Bond baving resigned.
It will be a number of days before today’s
results will be known, as the ballots will
have to be brought to the city from the
towns all over the colony, many of which
are isolated from railroads or other rapid
means of transportation. The campaign
closed yesterday amid the greatest excite-
ment and enthusiasm.

MILITARY INSTRUCTION
- IN CANADIAN SCHOOLS

Ottawa, May 7—(Special)—Authoriza-
tion for the formation of a corps of school
cadet instructors is announced by a Militia
Gazette issued today. Tt is to bec omposed
of teachers in the public schools of Canada.

This is carrying out the policy of the
militia department, for the physical in-
struction and military driltis schools as al-
ready adopted by Nova Scotia, and for
which purpose Lord Strathcona donated
a fund of $250,000.

The following uniform is authorized for
the instructors:—Jacket, reefer, or double-
breasted pattern of blue-black cloth or
serge, of ordinary civilian sack coat length,
fastened in front by two rows of four
buttons each of Canadian militia pattern;
shoulder straps, blue cloth, with gilt metal
rank badges; trousers of serge, to match
color of jacket, no strips at seams; cap,
field service, infantry (blue). Uniform
and equipment to be provided by the offi-
cers of corpg, as done by other officers.

For the training of a cadet corps during
the school year subject to the certificate
of a military inspecting officer that the
cadet corps has been well instructed in
the course of military training laid down
for them; allowances will be paid to the
lieutenant, calculated as follows: When
the corps has less than 20 cadets, no al-
lowance; from 20 to a maximum of 50
cadets, $1 per cadet; for each additional
up to 100, 75 cents per cadet; for each
cadet in excess of 100 up to 125, fifty cents
per cadet. With no additional allowance
for any cadet in excess of 125 in any. one
corps under one lieutenant instructor. It
also announced that efficiency pay may
be issued to warrant officers, N. C. 0. and
men of the active militia (non-permanent)
in addition to pay of rank while in ordin-
ary service, according to following sched-
ule: first rate, 20 cents per diem; second

rate, 40 cents per diem; third rate, 50°

cents per diem.

MUCH DAMAGE BY
EXPLOSION
TODAY

Accident in Fredericton Electric
Light Station, Damaged
Machinery to the Extent of
$1,500.

Frederieton, N. B.,, May 8—(Special)—
A eserious accident occurred at the city
electric light station at eight-thirty this
morning, causing damage to the machin-

ery estimated at about $1,500. Superin-
tendent McGinn, who was in charge,
chariced to be absent at the moment,

otherwise he would certainly have been
killed, or seriously injured.

During the period of the high . freshet

the engine and dynamo are kept running
in the day time for the purpose of sup-
plying electric power for the pumping
station used in connection with the city’s
sewerage system. It was being run as us-
ual at 8.30 this morning, when, without a
moment’s warning, a pulley burst, causing
the engine to run away. The heavy driv-
ing belt was broken up and a three and
one half inch' shafting attached to the pul-
ley was bent and twisted out of shape.
Chunks of iron from the broken pulley
were hurled about the building smashing
windows and doing other damage. So
great was the force of the explosion that
some pieces of the pulley were embedded
in the brick: wall of the building. As
soon as possible the steam was shut off
and the machinery stopped. William Walsh
and his young child were looking in the
window when the smash-up occurred and
narrowly escaped being killed.
While the damage to the machinery is
very serious, there is a spare dynamo at
the station and it is thought that repairs
can be effected in time to have the street
lighting and sewerage plant in operation
this evening.

The city council will hold an investiga-
tion and endeavor to ascertain the cause
of the accident. The general opinion is
‘that it wag due to a flaw in the pulley.

HAS PAID IN MANCHESTER

Washington, May 8—Municipal owner-
ship of the city gas plant has been proven
to be not only a profitable undertaken
for Manchester, Eng., but economical for
the . consumer as well. The city’s pechits
since the works were taken over, 25 years
ago, have been $6,750,375, while 'the price
of gas in the Manchester district at pres-
‘ent is only 55 cents per thousand cubic
foot, according to’a report to the Bureau
of Manufacturers from U. S. Consul Howe.
To illustrate the growth of the business
it is stated that the producing capacity
of the works is 26,900,000 cubic feet per
24 hours against 13,000,000 in 1883. An
investment of $13,382,875 capital is repre-
sented. Manchester has a population of
about 600,000 being about the size of
Boston and St.. Louis.

KIRK BROWN A
FINE SHYLOCK

Presentation of “The Merchant
of - Venice”’ at the Opera
House Preves a Rare Treat.

Kirk Brown's presentation of The Mer-
chant of Venice, at the Opera House, last
evening, was a revelation.even to his
friends, who have watched his work most
carefully since his first appearance in this
city. Not only was the great Shakespear-
jan play given a most sumptuous produc-
tion, but in his deliniation of Shylock, Mr-
Brown achieved a great personal triumph.

It is a difficult task to compare one
Shylock with another, for there is none
of the bard of Avon’s great characters
with the possible exception of Hamlet and
Lear, which leaves so much to the con-
ception of the actor. Since the dayse of
Kdwin Booth, the world’s greatest Shy-
lock, there have been many and differing
iypes presented. Kean, Irving, hia{xte]]
and Nat Goodwin have made great artistic
guccesses in the bill, and their conceptions
of the part differed widely. Mr. Brown,
in his preparation for the character, ~had
the advantage of being especially coached
by F. F. Mackey, of New York, a fine old
Shakespearian actor, and he has profited
by the instruction. Mr. Brown uses the
Sir Henry Irving text with the correct in-
cidental music, a feature often overlooked
by even larger productions. ;

To judge Kirk Brown's production of
Shylock from the same viewpoint as would
be used with other popular price attrac-
tions would be absurd. Mr. Brown goes
above and beyond this, and by the wealth
of his production, the careful attention to
scenic and costuming equipment challenges
comparison with the very best. It s
doubtful if any Shakespearian star in the
past decade has surrounded himself with a
more perfect equipment for the proper
production of the piece. For Mr. Brown’s
personal work too much credit cannot be
given. He injects more comedy into Shy-
lock than most of the other actors who
have played it, and there is much to sup-
port his conception.

The more widely known of Shylock’s
speeches were splendidly done and it is
doubtful if the finale of the second act
when Shylock returne home to find his
daugnter gone, ‘has eyer been done bet-
ter by any actor. Mr. Brown eliminates
the hysterical rant from this scene entire-

tery. If our public men are to be driven
from office every time their political op-
ponents, through the manipulation ef such
machinery as was in the hands of Mr.

Serious Charges Made Against
George H. Brown, the Police-
man Mayor of Lowell, Mass.

Lowell, Mass,, May 7—Allegations by
George C. Dion that Mayor George H.
Brown had offered payment to him for
services rendered during the last mayor-
alty campaign, were the sensation of a
hearing today on charges preferred by
Mayor Brown against Chairman Frank K.
Stearns and Messrs. Charles H. Hanson
and Thomas P. Boulger, the other two
members of the Lowell police board. Dion,
who was proprietor of a lunch cart and
an ardent supporter of Brown in his

VERY BITTER CAMPAIGN IN

NEWFOUNDLAND HAS CLOSED

Polling Takes Piace Today and it Will Be a Week Before the
Resuits are Known—Most Exciting Campaign in History

St. John's, Nfld., May 7—The most 'ex-
eiting general election campaign known
in Newfoundland since responsible’ gov-
ernment which was established, came to
and end tonight, but although balloting
will occur tomorrow, it is mnot expected
that the outcome will be known until the
latter part of next week. A majority

“1of the electoral districts are remote from

the railroads and as all the ballot boxes
have to be brought to St. John’s and
the ballots officially counted here, it will
likely be a week from the ‘close of the
polls until the last district has been
heard from. If a landslide falls to the
lot of either party it will undoubtedly
be indicated in tne early returns next
Monday and Tuesday.

The eclection is the second within sev-
en months. In the November polling
there were thirty-six members of the
legislature elected, eighteen supporting
Sir Robert Bond, who was then premier,
and the other half favoring Sir Edward
Morris. After Governor MacGregor had
summoned the legislature half a dozen
times and each time prorogued it, that
body finally attempted to elect a speaker

_but the deadlock continuing, the gover-

nor dissolved the assembly and ordered
a new election.’

In March, a short time before dissolu-
tion, Sir Robert Bond and his cabinet
resigned their offices, Sir Kdward Morris
succeeding 'to the premiership. Morris
was formerly a member of Bond’s cabinet
but disagreeing with Sir Robert two
years ago, he left the Bond party and
was later chosen the head of the- opposi-
tion. i

Violence, libel suits, arrests and bitter
campaign attacks on the stump and in
the party press have characterized the
trouble.

The most sensational incident of the
campaign was the attack on Sir Robert
Bond when he attempted to land from
a steamer al Western Bay for the pur-
pose of addressing a meeting. A crowd
of voters in sympathy with the Morris
party prevented the former premier from
stepping on the wharf. Bond was kick-
ed in the chest and knocked overboard.
He saved himself from drowning by seiz-
ing the gunwale of a small boat near by
climbing into the craft, made his way to
the steamer.

Another sensational incident occurred
on April 22, when Walter Baine Grieve,
a leading merchant and ehip owner of
St. John’s, was placed under arrest,
charged with criminally libelling Sir Ed-
ward Morris. Sir Edward . in his com-

plaint alleged that Grieve wrote a letter
charging that the premier was in the
pay of the Canadian government and was
sccretly working to bring about the an-

Edward sued the Bond newspaper organ
in St. John’s for $50,000 damages for

been made by Grieve.

In retaliation the Morrisites made coun-
ter-charges that the late Bond minister
had been in comamunication with the Can-
adian government regarding the question
of annexation. The subject was not
popular in Newfoundland and in previous
campaigns party capital has been made
by impressing the voters that certain men
were in favor of adding the colony to
Canada. :

On April 28 last, the Morrisite news-
paper here published correspondence said
to have been exchanged by Harry J.
Crowe, a Newfoundland politician, and
Sir Frederick Borden, minister of militia
and defensé in the Canadian cabinet. The
correspondence related to the question
of confederation with (anada and wase
public in an attempt to cunnect,‘Sir Rob-
ert Bond.with it.

Bond respended by declaring . that the
correspondence was part of a great con-
spiracy on the part of the Morrisites to
force confederation. . Bond charged that
some of his supporters in the legislature
had been offered large 'sums of money to
desert him. Bond alleged that the money
offered was so :great that he believed it
came from largé ‘corporate interests said
to desire annexation.

‘The Morrisites charged that one of their
number, a member of the assembly, had
been offered the pesition of speaker if
he would join the Bondites.

Another controversy. developed between
Governor MacGregor and the Bond party
because of the action of the chief execn:
tive. in. dissolving the legislature ypon
recommendation of Premier. Morris. Mem:

Governor MacGregor, bift yesterday the
governor received a despatch from Karl
Crewe, secretary of state for the colonies
in the British cabinet, completing endors-
ing Sir William: MacGregor’s action.

The outcome .of the balloting cannot
be foretold on account of the bitter feel
ing on both sides and because of the
even division in the last campaign.

Sir Edward Morris was given an enthus-
iastic reception when he arrived here to-
night from an automobile tour through the
Conception Bay distritt.

The Bondites hired all the halls in St.
John’s tonight to prevent their opponents
from holding in-door meetings, but did not
use them.

FOUND NO SIGNS
OF BROWN TAILS

William Mclntosh Makes
Thorough Search But Finds
None of the Pests.

of the brown tailtsieth in Nova Scotia
is reported, therg 5 no ‘word of any this
year in New Brunswick. Wm. McIntosh,
curator of the Nagural History Society,
said yesterday thdt only seven of the
pests have been reported in this province
in the last seven years. The first was
captured in 1902 by him, and since then
five or six others have been reported by
members of the sbciety. Both in the
caterpiller and in the moth stage it will
attack the green leaves of the trees with
such voracity as to.soon strip every bit
| of foliage from them. It has been found
,on eighty-one differént varieties of shrubs
iand trees, but has a known preference
for fruit trees.

Mr. McIntosh, in speaking of the mat-
ter yesterday urged that anyone discover-
ing one of these moths immediately cut
it from the tree and send it either to the
. Natural History Soeiety here, or to the
Zdepartment of agrieulture in Fredericton
Ireporting all particulars.

Last week Mr. Meclntosh, acting under
i instruction from Fredericton, traversed
the section between McAdam and Wels-
ford carefully examining the orchards and
keeping an eye open generally for traces
of the moth. So far his search has been
unrewarded by any appearance of the in-
sect. Mr. MecIntosh has also eéxplored
nearly a]l of the territory in the radius
of a mile around about the city with the
same object in view but no trace has
been discovered. He hae prepared a set
of mountings of s&pecimens of the moth
showing all its stages, and ‘this he pur-
poses to. exhibit iw one ‘of the' King
'street stores. Later these specimens will
be taken to Fredericton to be exhibited.
Colored plates have also been prepared
from these specimens and will be used for
the same purpose. *

W. P. Archibald on His Way
to Ottawa to Look Into the
Downie Case. ;

W. P. Archibald, dominion parole of-
ficer, is at the Royal. He will prob-
ably speak in Centenary Methodist church
on Sunday night, and on Monday will go
to Dorchester, where he will inquire into
the case of W. Herbert Downie who was
sent there for two years for the Simms
factory robdery, and make a report to the
minister of justice on tke case. On his
return he will probably visit Charlotte-
town, Sydmey and Halifax. = =

In conversation with a Telegraph re-
porter yesterday he said that the parole
system continues to yield very satisfac-
tory results. Since the inception of it
2,046 prisoners have been released and
less than two .per cent have lapsed again
into crime; 1,300 have been given their
full liberty, and 700 are now reporting
to the police. :

While the parole system had been so
satisfactory, however, Mr: Archibald said
he would try and introduce what is known
as the probation system. ' '

“Jt, is a momentous point of time when
a prisoner is released,” " he said, *‘and
turned back upom the society he has of-
fended, and hope for the day when gov-
ernments will do every possible and prac-
tical thing to safe-guard and to ‘assist the
delinquent in making good the remainder
of his life which will always remain an
uphill strugzle at its best.

“T have been impressed that many first
offenders might be saved from the stigma
of a prison life by the adoption of the
probation system, especially where no very
serious crime has been committed by the
offender. While we must admit that
smalle~ offences reveal the beginning of
a crim..al career, yet it is a grave mat-
ter to consign all such to a jail influence
or afpenitentiaty environment:  The pro-
bation system’' would wisely put-this pris-
onér ‘under” the watch-care of a qualified
officer and the offender would have one
chance between a life of respectability
and one of crime. True we have the sus-
pended seéntence now which if exercised
would help many such cases, but some of |
our ‘judges have entertained 'such ‘views
of this law that they have felt themselves
justified in suspending sentence, and al-
lowed the prisoner to go on his own re-
cognizance, - others - have entertained the
opposite view and have mot felt them-
gelves enpowered to do this. i

“The law is faulty in not providing
qualified persons to look after deserving
cases, for a judge cannot be/expected to’
treat lightly any criminal act, but if we
had an organized probation work and at-
tendants at the principal courts who
would undertake a careful oversight of all
persons released on probation, the judge
or magistrate would perhaps feel better
justified in giving many of the first of-
fender - class the “opportunity to redeem

hindself without the stigma of the im-

prisonment. Fully ninety per cent thus

released in countries where this system
is organized prove satisfactory to the
court.

“The probation system does not tend
to minimise the offence, it rather mag-
nifies it by restricting the liberty of the
offender.
called rights.
to say what he shall do, where he may
go with safety, and with whom he may
associate. He must work steadily for the
support of those dependent on him and
it keeps him in a proper relationship
with his family.

“The man who has been in imprison-
ment has at least two terrible disad-
vantages. He comes out with the stigma
of a prison which clings to him the re-
mainder of his life. This stigma also at-
taches itself to the wife altogether in-
nocent, and it generally thrusts on inno-
cent children a suffering more intense
than the guilty husband is called upon
to undergo by hostile society.

'New Alms House Commission
Expenditure of $105,000 Recommended for the Hospi-
tal, the Alms House and the Board of Heaith.

Creates Lively Controversy—

At a meeting of the finance committee
of the municipality yesterday afternoon,
the estimates for the year were considered.

with the municipality were heard, and a
total expenditure of $105,000 was recom-

year.

It is understood that the members of
the delegation to Fredericton in support
of the bill to vest the appointment of the
Alms House commissioners in the muni-
cipality were severely criticized on the
ground that they exceeded their instruc-
tions. As the bill is now amended, while
the municipality will appoint four com-
missioners—one from each parish—the city
of St. John, which bears a large share of
the expense, will have no voice in the
management except through appointees of
the local government.

The commissioners of the General Public
Hospital were represented by Dr- Thomas
Walker, the president; Dr. H. G. Addy,
Joseph Lee and Dr. W. E. Rowley, super-
intendent. They submitted an estimated
expenditure of $46,493.50. The amount re-
ceivable from various grants was $13,350,
leaving $33,143.50 to be provided for. In
discussing plans for the year it was men-
tioned that the commissioners proposed to
make a separate entrance for the use of
out-door patients on the right of the main
entrance to the institution. Some incon-
venience has been experienced on account
of all visitors using the same door. As
many as fifteen lor twenty out patients are
treated on busy days and to accommodate
them it is proposed to remove one of the
gide windows and.build a separate flight
of steps leading to the waiting room.

An invitation was extended to the mem-
bers of the municipal council to visit the
institution after the quarterlyemeeting
next Tuesday.

Michael Coll, one of the Alms House
commissioners, with S. M. Wetmore; sec-

of $1,000 for repairing the fences and roof
of the building. The members of the
municipality were invited to inspect the
institution.

The Board of Health, through Thomas
Gorman, the chairman, and T. M. Burns;
secretary, submitted an estimated expendi-
ture of $6,600, which was $500 less than
last year. It was said that the board did
not anticipate any special calls for expen-
diture unless the new act relating to tuber-
culosis should come into force.

Robert A. Macintyre, who has been en-
gaged on a revision of the system of keep-
ing the accounts, was present, and there
was some discussion as to the method of
paying the bills.

It
was the intention of the municipality to
retain G. A. Knodell as chairman, as he
has devoted much time and attention for
many years to the institution. Under the
act as now amended, the municipality will
be unable to reappoint Mr. Knodell, as he
is a resident in the city and the city has
not been given any voice with regard to re-
presentation on the board.

It was-also regarded as an unsatisfactory
feature that while each parish must ap-
point a commissioner, there is no provis-
ion for mileage or reimbursement for the

MR, LEMIEUX SAYS EIGHT
"~ HOUR DAY NOT FEASIBLE

When the bill to enable the department of
marine to take the authority, formerly
exercised by the department of public
works, to collect the tolls on government,
wharves, was under discussion in com-
tittee, Col. H. H. MtLean, of Queens-
Sunbury, said. that ~theé bill apparently
gave the marine department ‘authority to
collect top wharfage as well as side wharf;
age on government wharves. He said
that in the past there had been only sidé
wharfage collected on the smaller wharves,
at least, and he did not think it “would
be a popular move to start the collection
of wharfage on freight in addition to the
collection of whatfage on vessals, as was
apparently the policy of the department
for the future.

The minister of marine and fisheries,
Hon. Mr. ‘Brodeur, said that under the
bill, as drafted, the department would
certainly have authority to collect top,
as well as side wharfage.

Mr. Loggie, of Northumberland, thought
if the system was inaugurated on  the
‘smaller of*the wharves it would prove un-
‘popular and inconvenient for the shippers
‘and’ might be’a souree of expense rather
‘than -a profit for'the government. Hel
would not say ‘thé§t would not bé.right;
for the top “wharf to be collected on’
the larger city wharves where great con-
signments of freight were handled. Neith-
er would hé say it ‘was right. That was
a matter of policy for the government to
settle. However, in the case of smaller
country wharves the inauguration of such
a system would involve the appointment
of wharfingers at each place and . the
keeping of extensive accounts which would
cost more than would be. collected. For
the shipper there was the difficulty of
paying two sets of charges. Where the
shipper, or the receiver of goods, now
paid the steamship company twenty-five
cents in full payment for the transporta-
tion of a small consignment lie would -in
future have to settle with the wha )
at both ends, say a c‘glni {:ﬁ?‘eh'g fgg%i
of potatoes or apples which passed over
the government wharves. That would be
a small matter but it would be annoy-
ing and he thought an unnecessary one.

Col. McLean believed in collecting side
wharfage from- the boats for the purpose
of paying the repairs and maintenance of
the wharves, but he was decidedly against
the collection of top wharfage on the
smaller of wharves, on the St. John river,
for instance, which cost from $2,000 to
$5,000. They were for the general con-
venience. On the wharves which were
paid for by the dominion and the prov-
ince in equal proportion there could be no
top wharfage charges and he thought that
on the dominion wharves, if top wharf-
age were charged, the business would go
to the smaller free wharves.

Hon. Mr. Brodeur stated that it-was not
the intention to increase the wharfage
now charged; in fact he thought that
wharfage would be reduced.

Col. McLean said that the bill gave au-
thority for the collection of top wharf
age and that was moest objectiopable. He
did not think, as he understood, it was
proposed to colleet wharfage at the eame
rate on wharves of all sizes. He did not
think that as high rates should be charged
for the use of wharves costing $5,000, $10,-
009 or $15,000 as was charged on $50,000
and $60,000 wharves.

Hon. Mr. Brodeur said that he was glad
the New Brunswick members had called
his attbntion to these pointsand he would
not have the bill proceeded with further
until he had the matter looked into.

(American Consular Report)
There is an awakening interest in the
Kamachtka Peninsula, the mainland of
Asia north of the Japanese islands. -Its

“The expedition of Th P.Riaboosrinski
(zooligical, botanical and geological) sent
out by the Geographical Society to pros-
pect Kamchatka, arrived at Vladivostock
on May 10 last, and two weeks later the
party proceeded on steamers of the volun-
tary fleet. The whole summer the zoologic-
al party prospected the Kamchatka River
and its environs. The estuary of the
river was studied, ornithological collections

OLDEST LINING THINGS
CALIFORNIA BIG TREES

The big trees of California are the old-
est living things in the world, says the
Boston Globe. -Estimates made from cross
sections of some: of thos¢ which have fall-
en show that the matute trees are more
than four thousand years-old. There are
trees- still flourishing vigorously in the
Calaveras grove .which  were pretty well
| grown at the time which antedates the
rpvramlds of Egypt. They were centuries
old when Rome was founded, and when
Columbus started on his voyage of dis-
covery. they were hoary with age.

Compared with these giant Sequoias ‘ev-
ery other living thing in the world is a
creature of today, and there are only a
few evidences—some of the ruins of an-
cient Greece and Assyria—that were con-
structed at an earlier date.

In one portion of the. grove there are
ten trees each of which has a diameter
of more than twenty-five feet, and more
than seventy with, a.diameter ‘of from fif-
teen to twenty-five feefs’ Fhe bark is from
six inches to two feet in thickness, and
the trees are .so hardy that forest fires
produce almost no effect on them. Indeed,
they are almost indestyiictible except by
man, and if saved from the ravages of
the lumberman there “is' no -reason to
doubt that they will hve for. many cen-
turies to come. :

Much annoyance and no little expense
in doctor’s bills can frequently be saved
in ordinary, every-day injuries, if one only
knows what to do at the right moment.
There is a first-aid-to-the-injured’ remedy
for all such' misfortunes as something
in the eye, in the nose, or in the ear, chok-
ing, insect bites, ete. If somethmg gets
in your eye while walking on the street,
hold the eyelids as far apart as possible
and then pull the upper one down as far
as it will go, et the same time blowing
the nose. As soon as possible bathe the
eye in lukewarm water.

If some foreign substance has gotten
up inside. the nose, press the opposite
nostril tightly shut and exhale forcibly
through the obstructed passage.

If an ear obstruction is the trouble, a
flushing with warm water should brmg
relief, or with olive oil if the obstruc-
tion be an insect.

The white of an egg unbeaten is an
excellent remedy for choking. If the
sufferer be a child, it is a good plan to
hold him with his head down and beat
him on the back lightly. .

It is this easily understood method by

which Uncle Sam’s doctors undertake to
altogether prevent any recurrence of the
horrible typhoid slaughterings of past
military campaigns. So far Major Freder-
ick - F. Russell, under whom the entire
work has been handled, has merely inocu-
lated a few volunteers from ‘among the
various military organizations nuartered
near Washington.

The photograph shows an inoculation
against typhoid taking place in the army
laboratory. The work is simple, practic-
ally painless and requires but a moment or
two.

THEORY NOT A NEW .ONE.

The theory under which this prevent-
ive of typhoid works is one that is now
fairly well known to the public—namely,
that the entrance of every gérm into the
human body at once causes.the formation
in the blood at active prindiples hestile
to ‘the life of ‘that disease germ. Now,
then, the scientist in this case merely
: obtains a serum extremely rich in the
prinriplos that combat .typhoid fever and
introduces it into- the blood.

) fffm?;mffﬁyﬂw
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The general result is an immunity from
typhoid fever for about two years, the
actual period of immunity depending
largely on the particular individual and
the state of his ‘general health at the time
of exposure to “infection. The immunity
granted is exactly like but not as great
as that obtained by a man who has. suf-
fered one attack of the fever.

The infusion of the new serum with the
blood causes on a very slight scale the
symptoms of a mild attack of typhoid
fever. The patient has a high fever for
about eight hours and has no appetite or
energy for from 14 to 18 hours.

In the cases so far treated in the Umteu
States Army the men have been inoculat-
ed about 2 o'clock in the afternoon and
have usually been able to eat their break-
fast next miorning with a fair appetite.
This means that for a slight sickness far
from equalling the 'distressing symptoms
of many a slight cold the soldier can now
obtain the certainty that he walks un-
assailable through swarming germs of the
typhoid bacillus. .

The idea of attempting to attain ,for
Uncle Sam’s boys .in blue khaki, sayety
from the terrible scourge that harvested
thousands of their progenitors in the past
wars of this republic resulted in the send-
ing abroad of Major Frederick F.  Rus-
gell, of the Army Medical Corps, whose
training and aptitude for this most im-
portant mission was recognized by the
depariment as unusually fit

Major Russell made extensive studies
in Germany as to the workings of anti-
typhoid serum in the German Army, es-
pecially as to the results obtained during
military expeditions of the Kaiser’s sol-
diery in Africa.

inoculation as practiced during the Boer
WAT.

In neither.the German nor the British
Army had practical perfection been aec-
chieved. It has taken the United States
considerable time and ingenuity to pre-
pare for the final advance against typhoid
in the ranks of its brave soldiers.

When volunteers shall next be called
for, as last done by President McKinley
durmg the first days of the Spanish, Am-
erican War, these soldiers will in all hu-
man probablhty be inoculated against
typhoid as soon as enlisted. In this way
the terrible mortality which has hitherto
ensued upon the herding together of thou-
sands of men in hastily constructed camps
will be avoided,

PRIVATE USE UNCERTAIN.

As {o the use of the typhoid prophylac-
tic in prxvate ractice there lies before
the progressive 'members of the medical
fraternity a weary campaign of education.
In fact, it will probably be more easy to
so improve water supplies and “sewerage
disposal as to kill off typhoid through
these means rather than through the
serum of prevention.

If- this serum were of va]ue after the
disease had once started the advertige-
ment of its cures would undoubtedly lead
to its frequent use as a preventative. Un-
fortunately, while
germs of typhoid, it cannot do battle with
them once they have found lodgment: in
the ‘human system and multiplied in such
numbers as to produce even the early
symptoms of headache and lassitude typi-
cal of typhoid.

Hence the usefulness of the serum be-
ing prepared by Uncle Sam’s scientists in
his army laboratories for widespread use
in private praetice is doubtful.

But as a war measure it is of :the very
first rank. It will, once war has been de-
clared, increase the efficiency of our sold-
iers even more than a mew improved rifle
or some new-fangled smokeless powder.
