The last 
paragraph in that report calls attention to a resolution adopted in the 
Sovereign Grand Lodge regarding dues and degree fees in Encampments, 
and recommends that same be adopted by this Grand E«*ampment. The 
committee's report was adopted. On turning the J. of P. of 1896, page 
1655, I find that the resolution of the S. G. L. referred to permits Grand 
Encampments to so legislate as to permit subordinate Encampmeqtsxvith- 
in their jurisdiction to confer the degrees at a minimum cost of $i.oo"each, 
and to fix annual dues at a minimum cost of $1.00 each ; also to provide 
by suitable legislation for the removal of the requirement of paying weekly 
benefits. Is it your opinion that the adoption of the report of the Com­
mittee on Legislation constitutes such “ suitable legislation," and may 
subordinate Encampments in this jurisdiction now admit members and 
confer degrees at a cost of $1.00 each. Also may such subordinate 
Encampments now abolish weekly sick benefits ?

tion ; and thereupon the brother must apply for the necessary withdrawal 
card or dismissal certificate ; but the Secretary of the Lodge may apply for 
such card or certificate/at the instance and by the authority of the brother. 
See White's Digest, Sec. 669, edition of 1895. This,contemplates clearly 
that an application shall be made to the Lod^e, and not to an officer of the 
Lodge. The reason for compelling an application to be made to the Lodge 
probably was/Wt it was thought possible that a brother after obtaining a 
visiting card might hâve been guilty of some improper conduct, and that 
the Lodge issuing such card should have the right to ènquire into such 
matttii before giving the withdrawal card. I, therefore, hold that a Lodge 
must by its action grant the card, and that without such authorization the 
Noble Grand and Secretary cannot issue it.
