3rd I received a communication from Brother Peers stating that he 
had visited Halifax and called an informal meeting of the members 
of Halifax, No. 12. Although he found the lodge in a very weak 
condition, yet he felt that the prospects were encouraging and that 
the lodge would soon be in good working order. But, from the 
latest reports, I think this lodge is still in a condition that requires 
looking after, and I would suggest that this Grand Lodge appoint 
some brother who is well acquainted with the citizens of Halifax to 
go there and see if some good and active material cannot be added 
to this lodge.

• I had hoped that at this meeting of the Grand Lodge I would he 
in a position to report the institution of several new lodges. But, 
although I have been in correspondence with brethren both in Nova 
Scotia and New Brunswick, who are working in the interest of the 
Order, yet I am only able to report one new lodge added to 
roll this year.

On May 3rd I received, through Past Grand Chancellor Peers, a 
communication from Brother W. T. Whiteway of St. Johns, Nfld., 
with a charter list of zr names, praying that a lodge of Knights of 
Pythias be instituted at that place. After some correspondence with 
Brother Whiteway, I commissioned Brother J. M. Deacon, Grand 
Prelate, and Brother J. C. Henry, Grand Keeper of Records and 
Seal, to go to St. Johns, Newfoundland, and institute the Lodge.
At the last moment, the Grand Prelate, from the press of professional 
work and the critical condition of some of his patients, was unable to 
go. But Brother Henry, with the assistance of a brother from 
Vanceboro, attended to the duty. And I have much pleasure in 
informing you that, through the great efforts of our Grand Keeper of 
Records and Seal, we have now added to our roll Far East Lodge,
No, 14, of St. Johns, Newfoundland.

On May 4th I received the resignation of Brother Armstrong as 
Grand Master of Exchequer, owing to his departure from the Domi­
nion. Not deeming it wise for the Grand Chancellor to fill this 
office during the recess of thé Grand Lodge, I requested Grand 
Master of Exchequer Armstrong to hand over the books, papers, 
money, etc., in his possession belonging to this Grand Ixtdge, to 
Supreme Representative Moulson, taking his receipt for the same, 
Brother Moulson having kindly consented to act as Grand Master 
of Exchequer until the meeting of the Grand Lodge.

As the commissions of the Deputy Grand Chancellors give them • 
the power to grant dispensations in certain cases, such as conferring 
Ranks in less time than is otherwise provided, etc., it leaves very 
few dispensations for the Grand Chancellor to grant. But during

In the opening portion of his report Grand Keeper of Records and Seal 
Fowler presents a statement of the growth of the order from 1881, when there 
were 14 lodges and 715 members. They now report 81 lodges and 4351 members. 
In the same statement there is a loss shown of 898 withdrawals, 1793 suspensions, 
and 318 deaths. To make this statement complete, our brother might have 
inserted a column showing the number reinstated. The growth has been steady. 
This year they suspended 371, gained 174, and there are six new lodges. The 
lodges have cash on hand $16,354.20, with total assets of 47,168.35. For relief

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• COLORADO.—Journal of the eighteenth annual session, held at Peublo, 
September 12-15, i893, came to hand November 12.

Grand Chancellor Devine’s very full report tells that eight lodges have been 
instituted, “ each with a good strong membership of the best and foremost 
citizens of their respective communities.” He found that the correspondence 
of his office consumed one whole day each week during the year, which with other 
official duties left little time for visiting. He says it is “ out of question for one 
who is compelled to work in order to support himself and family ” to devote the 
necessary time required to visit Subordinate Lodges, without running the risk 
of ruining his business, and suggests that all Past Grand Chancellors, with the 
officers, be a hoard for official visiting, under the direction of the Grand Chan­
cellor, in order that every lodge may have an official visit and instruction at least 
once during the year. Under the head of “ state of the Order ” Brother Devine 
has this to say

“ Our Order stands well throughout this Turisdiction, save in some communi- 
ties, where, l am sorry to state, it has not the respect of those citizens whose good 
cheer and endorsement we are always delighted to receive

“ The cause of this is that our local brothers have not been as careful in 
watching the portal as the welfare of the Order demands. Men engaged in 
businesses that are obnoxious to a majority of our people have had too easy access 
to membership m some of our Subordinate Lodges. The professional gambler 
and bartender have done the Order ail injury, in some parts of our state, that it 
will take many years to remedy and overcome........................

“ The trouble is not with the men, but their business. If one could be 
divorced irom the other, there might not be any room for complaint. But such is 
not and cannot be the case. The business will cling to them, and when a lodge 
has three or more of them on its roster, the result is sure to be that a very desirable 
class of citizens will not only not have anything to do with the lodge, but will also 
frown down upon the Order. Such admissions bring about all opposition to the 
Order that is very hard to combat, and the result is we lose our standing in such 
communities, and are looked upon as an Order in a very improper light 
1 , a™1, sincerely believe that the future prosperity and standing of our
beloved Order in this state will depend largely upon the refusal to admit such 
citizens. I he question must be faced manfully and honestly 
must alone govern our action. , We are on the brink, and we must, by 
decisive action, either take our stand amongst the foremost civic societies of our 
state, to be respected and extolled by the best and purest of our citizens, or take 
our place among the very ordinary. Which ? ”

Love for the Order

This portion of the report was referred to the Committee on State of the 
Order, and they failed to report. There is food for serious reflection in the 
tences quoted, and Colorado will do well to heed the warning.

“ The past year will go into history as a year of panics and of general depres­

sion ; but I am glad to state that neither panics, cyclones nor the prince of dark­
ness can stop the spread of Pythianism. The year preceding this was one of 
unusual growth and prosperity ; but this year, in spite of the general depression 
which congested trade and paralyzed enterprises of all kinds, sixteen lodges have 
been instituted, and the reports show a net gain of 853 members, which is only 
about 33per cent, less than thfgain made last year.”

He performed the duties of the oEce faithfully, had no* serious internal diE- 
culties to settle, and closes his business-like report with these words :—

“ In the grand work in which we are enlisted, I firmly believe that we are 
guided by the hand of our Heavenly Father. We have reason to be proud of the 
past history of the Order in this Jurisdiction. Let us not rely upon it only for a 
source of a pleasant and profitable memory, but look steadily to the future, which 
will prove a field for greater deeds and the performance of constant Pythian duty.”
