R. R. TIME TABLES.Ten Years' Strikes.
From Jan. 1. 1901, to Dec. 31, 1919, 

there were 1,319 labor strikes in Can­
ada, in which 319,880 men figured, at 
a total estimated cost to the country 
of $18,000,000, based on the conserva­
tive estimate that the average value 
of the working day is $2.

During the twelve years, nine mil­
lion working days were lost owing to 
strikes, or an average of three-quar­
ters of a million days per year for 
the period taken.

These interesting figures are em­
bodied in a report just prepared by, 
officials in the Labor Department, 
giving all the most important facta 
and strikes and lockouts in the twelve 
years specified.

Though there were 319,880 men in­
volved, it is pointed out in the report 
that many of these men may have 
been involved in strikes or lockouts 
more than once during the period In 
question.

The report will, it is said, be some­
thing of an ey&opener to legislators 
and everybody interested in the labor 
movement in Canada, and maÿ ulti­
mately lead to the framing of changes 
in legislation dealing with strikes and 
lockouts now on the statute books.

so organic whole. It followed that they 
ought to provide the parents with that 
kind of religious training If any, which 
they desired in the schools to which they 
were compelled to send their children. 
Why, then, was not the rSluaple basis of 
logic embodied in actual legislation ? The 
difficulties were not so theoretical so 
much as practical. So long as the State 
thought that it was out of Its pawer to 
help this or that religions denomination 
it was exceedingly difficult t» arrange a 
system which would give exactly 
what parents required In the eobools to 
which they sent their children. All they 
could do was to carry out asSfar as pos­
sible two Ideals—namely, tira religious 
education should not be severed from secu­
lar education, and that the religious edu­
cation should be the religious education 
desired for the child by thp parent of the 

' The moral of it a# was this : En-* 
parents as far *k they could to 
religions education was absolute­

ly necessary for their children. If they 
happened to approve of the education 
given In a particular provided school, by 
all means let them go to it; but if they 
preferred that the teaching should have 
behind it the authority of the Church to 
which they belonged, then do not 
deprive the children of Churchmen 
of the privilege which they now 
possessed on the ground of aome_ pre­
posterous symmetry. On the other hand, 
where variety of school could not be pro­
vided let them use all their influence and 
tact with those responsible for the edu­
cation of the young to see that tne 
parents' wishes were as far as possible 
carried out. If that society could con­
tribute, as he knew It could, to that great 
national object, their services to religion 
would be great Indeed. (Cheers.)

The “preposterous symmetry” is vastly 
important up to a certain point. Germany 
has far and away the best school eyste 
In the world and this same “preposterous 
symmetry” Is the basis of It. England is 
e vastly wealthy country, but England’s 
school system is confessed by her own 
educationists to compare unfavourably 
with that of many other great civilizad 
communities, and Mr. Balfour’s address 
lets some light on the matter. We do 
these things better in Canada.

X Immigration figures.
When the Liberals came into power in 

189fl|4-hey faced a mighty problem in con 
neetton with tfce Slough of Despond into 
which the country bad for years been 
wallowing. The foreign trade was at 
about the same figure which it had 
reached twelve or fifteen years previously, 
the revenues were stationary, internal 
trade was dully a paltry nineteen thousand 
immigrants were reaching our shores 
annually and only a small per cent, of 
thetp was remaining with ns, while, 
saddest thing of all, we were losing the 
very flower of our population to the. 
Untied States at the rate of fifty 
thousand yearly. In short, Canada had 
become to be regarded as a splendid 
country to get away from as quickly 
as possible. The new Ministry faced all 
these depressing fftqtfc with courage and 
determination, lost no time In getting 
to work, and within a year there were 
results. The'year 1897 saw an increase of 
throe thousand new arrivals on our shores, 
whQe the American immigration figures 
showed an encouraging decrease in the 
number of Canadians expatriating them­
selves. And the gain in immigration to 
Canada came from the United States, the 
American arrivals being 2,412, the begin­
ning of a flood. The succeeding year the 
American settlers multiplied by four, or 
9,119, the foreign arrivals came to 11,608, 
while the British came to a few hundreds 
less« At this time and for some years 
later the British people showed their 
great preference for the United States 
and.Australla over Canada, and up to 1901, 
there was no Increase In the number of 
surirais from the United Kingdom. The 
vigorous Immigration policy of the Gov­
ernment at length began to have its effect, 
however, and the eyes of the Britisher 
turned towards Canada. There can be no 
doubt that the “discovery of the North 
wesi” by the American served also to 
calK&ritlsh attention to the same region, 
The year 1902 saw 17,230 arrivals from the 
Mother Country, a gain of about six 
thousand. At the same time 26,388 
Americans crossed the border, while the 
foreign arrivals numbered 23,732, giving a 
total of 67,379. The figures for a year 
later were amazing in their augmenta­
tion. The total arrivals were 128, 
364, of whom 41,792 were Éritishers, 
49,473 were Americans and 37,000 members 
of other races. In 1904, the British ele 
mein led the race, 00,374 arriving, being 
about five thousand more than the 
American arrivals, and the -total addition 
to our population was 196$3i. By the end 
of 1005, the British figures were 66,359, the 
American 43,648 and the foreign 87,364, or 
a complement of 146,266. The succeeding 
year was a record to that date. From the 
United Kingdom came 86,796, from the 
United States 67,796, and from the rest of 
the world 44,472, a total of 180,064. 
change in the date of the fiscal year 
was. made in 1907, and so the next 
complete government year ended March 
31st,j 1908, a period which supplied 
some remarkable figures. The arrivals 
numbered 262,469, of whom 120,182 were 
British, 58,312 American and 83,975 foreign, 
During the next two years there was 
drop in the totals, the British and foreign 
figures falling to less than half, while the 
American showed a slight increase. The 
reports for 1911, the last issued by the 
Laurier Government, made another re- 
ord, 311,084 being the number who 
rived from all quarters, the Britishers 
numbering 123,013, the Americans 121,451, 
the foreign 66,620. The Liberal Adminis 
tration held office until October of that 
year. Their work in regard to immigra­
tion, Canada’s greatest need, was a won­
derful one. So splendid, so complete was 
their organization of that department 
that their successors have not dared to 
make any changes whatever, and the 
result has shown their wisdom in this 
regard, for the returns for 1912 showed 
total of 354,237 arrivals, and for 1913, the 
tremendous figures of 402,432. Next year the 
half million mark is likely to be attained, 
The instruments perfected in the bands 
Mr. Sifton has been doing its work 
other hands. Columbus showed how to 
make the egg stand on end and then 
oould do It.

During the period between 1900 and 
1913 inclusive, 2,611,141 persons oame to 
Canada, of whom 109,280 settled In the 
Maritime Provinces, 474,257 in Quebec, 
626,924 in Ontario, 396,913 in Manitoba, 
702,185 In Alberta and Sasketchewan, and 
298,374 In British Columbia, 
the fiscal year 1907-1908 there were 
8,601 Japanese oame to Canada. Then 
the arrangement was made between the 
Japanese authorities and the Laurier 
Government, through the agency of Hon. 
Rodolphe Lemieux, as a consequence of 
which the Japanese new comers have be­
come much fewer : 495 In 1909,271 in 1910, 
437 in 1911, 765 in 1912, and 724 in 1913. 
There is no Japanese problem to solve.

In proportion to] population, Canada Is 
receiving the largest immigration proba­
bly ever received by any country In the 
history of the world. It Is now one-third 
that of the United States, and le fast gain­
ing on the latter, and the percentage of 
English-speaking people is steadily on the 
Increase. No grander evident of the 
wonderful success of the Laurier Regime 
could be Imagined than this vast and fast 
augmenting human tide now pouring in 
upon our shores of the youth, enthusiasm, 
courage and ambition of the best breeds 
of the world.

Mr. Balfour on Education.
In a recent address, Hon. Arthur Bal­

four thus spoke in regard to some of the 
education difficulties in England :

In the course of hie speech he said, they 
nil knew whence the peculiar difficulties 
of religious education had arisen. A large 
number of people had got it into their 
heads that because, owing to our religious 
differences and for no other reason, the 
State did not find it possible to spend the 
money of the general taxpayer on religi­
ous matters with regard to which the 
general taxpayer was not agreed, religion, 
however necessary to the child, was a 
thing which should be taught at home, 
end the only duty ot the State 
or at all events the fundamental duty of 
the State was to provide what was called 
secular training In the public schools. 
That division between religions and secu­
lar training was fundamentally erroneous. 
(Cheers.) It implied a dualism of object— 
a divided object—which he was convinced 
no thinking man. whatever his views 
were, oould really approve of. The train­
ing of thp children and of the young

THE I. C. R. DISPUTE.
President Mosher and Manager Gntelia* 

will likely hold conference 
at Moncton.

The threatened I. O. R. strike la praoti- 
cally In the same position as It was yester­
day. Both President Mosher and Secre­
tary Treasurer McLean being ont of the 
city, nothing was available at the head­
quarters of the Brotherhood except, per­
haps, that letters received this morning 
Indicate that New Glasgow, Stellarton 
and Piotou employees of the L O. R. will 
stand back of the decision arrived at by 
the executive, and their action meets with 
the hearty approval of all the men.

The only development yesterday after­
noon In connection with the O. B. R. E. 
was the receipt of the following letter at 
the Brotherhood’s bead quarters, addressed 
to President, Montreal, and signed by F. 
A. Acland, Deputy Minister of Labor, 
Ottawa,, being dated July 31 :

8m,—I am to acknowledge your communica­
tion addressed under date of the 25th instant 
to the Minister making application for the 
establishment of a Board of Conciliation for the 
adjustment of a dispute between the Board of 
Management of Government Railways and 
certain employees of the railways, being mem­
bers of your organization. The Minister has 
carefully noted the contents of your communi­
cation, and the matter of the dispute has been 
taken up with the Minister of Railways 
and Canals. It Is noted that the proce­
dure is taken under the terms of the Con­
ciliation and Labor Act and not under the 
terms of the Industrial Disputes Investigation 
Act (commonly known as the Lemieux Act). 
It is trusted it may yet prove possible to adjust 
the dispute without reference to a Board, but 
the Minister’s view is that procedure un­
der the Industrial Disputes Investigation 
Act to more direct than under the Conciliation 
Labor Act. and it is thought that in the event 
of it becoming necessary to establish a Board 
procedure might be with advantage taken 
under the Industrial Disputes Investigation 
Act, 19U7, provided the two parties are in agree­
ment in this respect. This point has been sub­
mitted also to the Minister of Railways. You 
will be Informed at an early date as to the 
Minister’s decision In the matter.

A despatch from Truro says that the 
meeting of the I. O. R. employees held 
there last night was largely attended. 
President Mosher, of the Canadian Order 
of Railwaymen, made an address, dealing 
with negotiations and progress of hie work 
to date. He was warmly received and hie 
statements endorsed unanimously.

At a subsequent meeefcing of the heads 
of the several branches of the service, It 
was learned that Mr. Mosher was confi­
dent the outcome of the matter would be 
in every way satisfactory to the employees 
generally. Mr. Mosher and hie visiting 
associates, Including Secretary-Treasurer 
McLean, left last night for Moncton.

School for Servants.
The first trade school in the world 

for servants was opened by the Min­
ister of Education of England recent­
ly. It has equipment and accom­
modation for the complete training of 
sixty servants, and is situated in ex­
tensive buildings in the Borough, not 
far from Southwark Cathedral.

The training schools consist of 
model villas; four students live in 
each, under the supervision of two 
mistresses, each viïîa being run as 
an ordinary household. All new do­
mestic ~tnachines and labor-saving 
appliances tire tried at the school In 
order that the students may he made 
familiar with the most up-to-date 
household mechanical aids.

In order to make the training ad­
ditionally encouraging, spare time is 
to be given to literature, history and 
novel reading. The school, in short, 
aims at making domestic service as 
attractive as possible to the modern 
girl.

Ha Footed the Bill.
Very interesting were the stories tol<L 

by Mr. John M. Le Sage, managing 
editor of The London Daily Tele-* 
graph', who was recently entertained 
at dinner on the completion of his 
fifty years’ membership of the editor­
ial staff of that paper. One of his 
stories concerned Lord Burnham, the 
principal proprietor. After the late 
Sir H. M. Stanjey found Livingstone 
he came back to London, and Mr. Le 
Sage asked him one day what was the 
next big thing he would like to under­
take. He said he would like to ex­
plore Central Africa, which at that 
time was the Dark Continent. Lord 
Burnham asked Stanley what it would 
cost roughly, and Stanley told him so 
many thousands—-fifteen or twenty 
thousand short of what it did cost; 
but, although the figure was a large 
one, Lord Burnham decided to send 
Stanley on that famous expedition.

ROYAL RELATIVES TO WEIL
Prince»» Alexandra To Become Bride 

of Arthur of Connaught.
England ia taking immense interest 

in the announcement of the betrothal 
of Prince Arthur of Connaught, 30 
years old, and the youthful Princess 
Alexandra Victoria, Ducheaa of Fife, 
who ia juat 22. The ducheaa ia tbe 
eld*r of two daughters of the late 
Duke of Fire and holds a unique poai- 
tiop in the nobility of Great Britain. 
She ia the wealthiest woman in her 
oxhi right in the United Kingdom, 
ehe is a granddaughter of the late 
King Edward VH., and hence a niece 
of King George, and ehe te titular 
head of the famous Scottish Clan Mao- 
Duff, a distinction ol which the hand­
some young descendant tf highland 
chieftains to very proud. She is also 
entitled to the precedence and privi­
leges of a princess, as well as a au ch­
ess. It will be remembered that in 
the middle of December, 1911, with 
her late father, her mother and young­
er sister, tbe young ptinoeaa narrowlv 
escaped death when the F-eninaular & 
Oriental steamer Delhi went ashore 
on the coast of Moroc&p. Princess 
Alexandra was eaved by a French sail­
or from- a cruiser standing by, after 
suffering great hardships.

Her future husband to her second 
cousin, being the son oi the Duke of 
Gonnaught, the Governor-General oi 
Canada, and a grandson of Queen Vto, 
tojria. Prince Arthur is probably the 
moàt popular member of the English 
ro/il family, with the possible excep­
tion of his sister. Victoria Patricia, 
more familiarly known as Princess 
“Pat” She was born on 8ti Patrick’s 
Day, 1886, and hence her name and 
the particular liking for her in Ire­
land, the country from which ehe 
takes her title and for which she has 
a sincere affection. Tbe only other 
sister in the family ia Princess Mar­
garet, who married the Crown Prince 
of Sweden in 1935 and has two sons.

Prince Arthur was a great favorite 
of his late uncle. King Edward, and 
is held in high esteem by the present 
King George. He is a keen and cap­
able soldier, popular with both offi­
cers and men. and hia diplomatic abil­
ities have been evidenced by the tact­
ful manner in which he has carried 
out the many important missions to 
foreign countries entrusted to him by 
his sovereign. He ha^ been called the 
“deputy” of British royalty, but hia 
success in that capacity has put to 
shame much older men, wise in the 
arts Of diplomatic intercourse.

The talents and ability of Prince 
Arthur were potently recognized 
when he was placed at the head of 
the Council of State which was the 
official ruling power of the Empire 
during |he King’s absence in India 
at the coronation durbar of 1911.

A Romantic Jewel.
A jewel with a most romantic his­

tory was exhibited at the Royal . So­
ciety's conversazione recently. It is a 
priceless ornament of carnelian, lapis 
lazuli, and turquoiee, and was made 
by order of the Pharaoh of Egypt 3,400 
years before the birth of Christ. It 
was given by the monarch to one of 
his favorites, and when the latter died 
it was buried with him in his tomb.

Some years afterwards the tomb was 
entered by a thief, who was about to 
steal the precious gem when the heavy 
slabs that formed its roof fell on him 
and killed him. In the course of cen­
turies all traces of this ancient tomb 
were lost, and as a result of frequent 
sandstorms it lay buried deep under 
the sand. It was excavated, however, 
last March by Prof. Flinders Petrie, 
the great Egyptian archaeologist. The 
crushed body of the thief in the act 
of stealing the jewel was found and 
told its own story, and the beautiful 
gem was brought to England. It is 
worth a fortune.

Needn’t Pay Wife’s Debts.
In the Westminster (Eng.) County 

Court recently a judge decided that a 
husband was not liable for his wife’s 
extravagance or for the bills which 
she rah up in order to spite him.

Suit*1 had been brought by a dress- 
make£ who claimed $316 for dresses 
supplied to Mrs. Harris Browne, the 
wife of a brewer. Mr. Browne said 
that he regarded hia wife as an at­
tractive woman, and took pride in her 
appearance. She was, however, ex­
travagant, and also ran up debts de­
liberately because she thought she had 
a grievance.

The judge said he was unable- to 
regard all the articles supplied as ne­
cessaries, considering Mrs. Browne’s 
station in life, and gave judgmeuUiqr 
the defendant. ' >

CATCHING POACHERS,
Deep Sea Tug “William Jolliffe” la

Policeman of West, Coast.
When Oapt. Holmes Neweombe, of 

the Government fisheries,enfiser Wm. 
Jolliffe, spent a recent Sunday morn- 
ing in May in capturing the Seattle 
fishing boat, Valiant; instead Of go­
ing to church as a good skipper ought 
to do, he sealed the burden of hatred 
that the Seattle fishing fraternity have 
for his trim, staunch, and powerful 
craft. He was quietly nosing his 
craft around a point near Triangle Is­
land off the northwest coast of Van­
couver Island when the chase bégan, 
which ended in the swift Seattle nih- 
ing boat bring taken into Vancouver 
at the end of the Wm. Jollifle'e tow- 
line.

The Wm. Jolliffe to one of the most 
famous tug boats in maritime ann&tov 
Twenty-five years ago, when she was 
a new boat, she was the pride of the 
Mersey. Many and many a time she 
left the port of Liverpool loaded up 
to the gunwales with coal, bound 
thousands of miles away on. a feat of 
deep sea towing. Sometimes it was 
to bring home a big vessel that had 
been salved in tbe Indian Ocean, or 
the Southern Pacific. Lying low on 
the water, her big beam and deep 
draught shows the weight of powerful 
engines and heavy boiler equipment 
she carries. She appeared to my ad­
miring juvenile eyes in those days to 
be able to trowel as fast with a big 
sailing ship at the end of her towline 
as without any drag on her heels. On 
one memorable occasion she towed a 
wrecked vessel stern first all the way 
from the Cape of Good Hope to the 
Mersey at a speed that was in itself 
quite a feat. For the tost three years 
the Wm. Jolliffe has been engaged in 
the fishery protection service on the 
Pacific coast, keeping a sharp lookout 
for poachers. And here is where the 
Wm. Jolliffe aroused the animosity of 
the Seattle fishermen, who make their 
rendezvous off the banka of Vancouver 
Island. At the sight of bad weather 
tbe Seattle boats are wont to run for 
shelter to the coves and harbors of 
Vancouver Island. Some suspicious 
folk think thev are glad of the excuse 
at .times in order to replenish their 
bait. They are immune from seizure 
so long as the weather is too bad to 
enable them to put to sea. At such 
a time the Wm. Jolliffe has a nasty 
knack of making a trip up and down 
the west coast, and leading the way 
out to sea for the assembled craft. 
If tiie Jolliffe can put to then 
they must follow on peril of forfeiture 
of their boat and gear. Many and 
many is the hot imprecation that to 
hurled at the stout little craft As ihe 
sets the pace for a game of “ffcUow 
my leader" out over the'bars of the 
west coast harbors. v

The seizure of the Valiant makes 
the eleventh American boat to be cap­
tured. When the old Kestrel was in 
commission she adzed the fine new 
schooner North, on its maiden trip 
out of Seattle. Under tie new name, 
Alcades, the North now does gbod ser­
vice as a revenue cutter out of Na­
naimo. Later the Keetrel adzed tha 
Francis Gutting and the Levi Wood­
bury. The Francis Catting now plies 
as a tug out of Vancouver, but the 
Woodbury, which was only made to 
hove to by a couple ol rounds from 
the Kestrel’s machine gun, was 
bought back by her owners.

Equipped with wireless telegraphy 
and powerful gasoline engines the 
boats of the Beattie fleet managed to 
keep away from the Kestrel for a long 
time, but the arrival of H. M. 8. Rain­
bow with her twenty-knot speed, 
made things Interesting in 1911, when 
the Edrie was captured and confis­
cated.

The Government steamer Newing­
ton, a former North Sea trawler, one 
of the Gamecock fleet which the 
"mad-dog" Russian fleet fired on in 
the North Sea, has made three recent 
captures, namely, the Thelma, the 
Bonita, and the Active. The Wm. 
Joliffe had previously captured tbe 
Serah.
