The Fredericton Herald asks:—
“Will somebody tell us why the
litdle village of Andover has two
post offices, built and owned by
the dominion governmert within
less than a wile of each othér, while
Marysville a town of more than two
thousand of population, and a busi-
ness manifold greater than that of
Victoria’s shire town, has only the
same accomodation as is accorded to
the smallest country cross roads
hamlet? Iere is a first rate chance
for somebody to rise and explain.”
Two post oftices in a small place
like Andover are rather more than
seem either reasonable or necessary,
especially when such a fine town as
Marysville, whose shipments of
manufactures for the month of July
amounted to more than $110,000,
bas a post office like that refer-
red to by the Herald. It issuch
manifestations of favoritism on the
one hand and injustice on the other
that cause so many of eurpeople to
oppose the Ottawa administration.
On the North Shore we have ex-
amples of similar injustice.
castle, Bathurst and Dalhousie have
dominion buildings for post office
and customs accomodation which are
fully equal to their requirements.
The erection of buildings in those
vlaces was, however, long delay-
ed, although the people inter-
ested were amongst the largest
contributors per head to the Domin-
revenues ; and notwithstanding that
in Chatham, have, time and
again, made our requirements in
this respect knewn, they have, so
far, been persistently ignored.

Sour kand 'rhnnd.erstorﬁs.

In 1¢ply Lo a query about clectrical dis-
turbances and therr relation to ~ the sour-
ing of miik, the Country Gentleman says :
The effect of an electrical discharge is to
decompose a portion of the atmosphere,
by which ozone is produced. The sub-
stance has peculiar properties from its
intense activity as an oxide of oxygen,
and its action is often bLeliesed to be,
and may be, the cause of the souring of
milk, beer and fresh wine during what
are known as thunderstorms. The ozone
is diffused through the air, and is believed
to be the canse of the strong acid odor
which prevails after the stormn is passed,
No doubt if the milk is snbmerged in
water and access.of air is prevented no
result of the kind nevd be apprehended;
and as the more the milk is exposed to the
air the more it will be affected by the
ozone, the milk in open shallow pans will
be acidified more readily than that in deep
pails, although these may be open. In
our long experience, however, we have
never had any milk affected in this way,
either in shallow pans or deep pails, and
are of opinioll that the heat of the air
preceding thuuderstorms is more directly
the agent in the souring of the milk than
the ozone that may exist if the air after
the storm is passed. Carefulness to main.

A despatch of 1st inst. to the London
Times from Buenos Ayres states that
President Celman has issued a manifesto
to the people of the Argentine Republic.
After speaking of the demand for bis re-
signation, which was made by the leaders
of the revolutionary movement, the Pre-
sident refers to the prosperity and liberty
the country enjoys under his rule.
