There have
been several repoits that Secretary
Carlisle had made such a decision, but he
did not de so until Tuesday 11th, when
in a letter addressed to the co'lector of
customs at New York he ruled that the
reciprocity condition of the new tariff bill
does not attach to the provision for the
free admission of lumber from the
Dominion of Canada. Mr. Carlisle bases
this action upon information which he
has received, said to be official, that no
export doties are imposed in Canada upen
the articles of wood mentioned in the
free list of the new tariff bill, and also
that there are no stumpage dues now
imposed by the Dominion Government:

During the last few days it seems as if
the forests were avenging themselves on
wastefol man, “Forest fires of the most ex-
teosive description have taken place Is
Wisconsin and Mi ta especially, and a
.death list of between 600.and 1,000 people
indiostes the appalling extent of the cal-

| smity.

These were not only deaths from exposure
or other accidents, but comprised hundreds
of . people who ' were absolately burned to
death. The fires occured in a thickly
wooded region, the seat of an extersive
lumber industry, and the flames once started
spread rapidly thropgh the country, eye
witnesses describing the flames as rolling
billows, while the noiss they made was
such as to induce some people to believe that
they were threatened with a cyclone,

The General Methodist Conference.

Of the general Methodist conference which
began in London Gat.on 6th inst. the Wes-
leyan says :— g

PERSONNEL OF CONFERENCE:

The conference is composed of 260 dele-
gates, but a pumber of visitors are also
present. Of the lay members in attendance
seven are medical doctors, ten membérs of
the legal profession, two members of Parlia-
ment, one Sheriff, three Judges, one Mayor,
and two ex-Lientenant-Governors. Of the
198 minpisters and laymen who astended the
first General Conference of 1874, 53 are dead.
Dauring the last quadrennium Revs. Drs.
Douglass and Stafford, with Rev. James
Gray and W. H. Laird have been added to
the great majority. Of those appointed to
.the present General Conference only 28 were
at the first, and more than 30 have never
attended any previous quadrennial.

EDUCATIONAL SOCIETY.

The report of the Educational Society
read by Dr. Potts, was of an interesting
character. In almost every section of the Dom-
inion and in Newfoundland, agents have been
at work raising money for the various educa-
tional institutions, and in the aggregate, a
very large sum has been secured, which, in
the nature of things, has affected the income
of the Educational Society.

EASTERN BOOK ROOM.

Rev. 8. F. Huestis then submitted the
report of the eastern section of the Book -
room, which showed an improvement in
both the Book-room and the Wesleyan
departments. The sales of books and period-
icals h:v9 advanced from $88,114.74 to
$94,11829, and the net prolits on the
merchandise account, $3,434.97. The
Wesleyan has done well, and the deficit is
only $310 against $1,368. The balance
sheet of 1890 showed a deficit of $1,489 02,
and now the business showsa surplus of
$547,23. The balance-sheet showed assets
 of $20,616.62, and liabilities of $20,069.39.
The report was -sent or to the Book and
Publishing Committee.

STATISTICAL COMPENDIUM.

Dr. Cornish submitted the statistical
report of thé Quadrennium : It stated the
‘total membership, includiog those on trial,
to be 260,953, an increase of 8,772 for the
jpast year, and of 27,085 for the quadrennium.

The total income in the quadrenningn of
1887-90 had been $857,156, and in the\last
quadrennium $951,332, an increase of $94,-
176. The total expenditure had increased
from $305,066 tvo $933,605, or by $128,539,
the average annual income showing an
increase of $23,544, from $214,280 ‘o
$237,833, and the average annual expendi-
ture an increas® of $32,135, fiom $20],266
to $233,401.

A London despatch of 15th says :—The
discussion on the extension of the pastoral
term was continued this morning, many
speeches being delivered by both sides of
the house, The excitement was pretty high
and amendments followed each other
in quick succession, as each amendment to
the amendment was disposed of.

The amendment to the amendment moved
by J. 8. Mills;~ Principal of of Guelph
Agricultural Coflege, that the *‘pastoral term
shall’ be three years, but where the necess-
ities of the work demand, and on a three
quarter vote of the quarterly meetirg taken
by ballot and a two third vote of the sta-
tioning committee, a man be returned to a
circuit for a fourth of a fifth year,” was
passed by a considerable majority.

It was then found that the words ‘‘the
pastoral term shall be three years,” were
legislation, the effect of which would be to
make ihe term of every minister three years
at least, and that it would therefore require
three quarter majority.

It was on motion reconsidered, and after
the removal of the objectionable phrase, it
was again passed by a considerable majority.

The memorial of the Nova Scotia eonfer.
ence asking that before such action be
taken the quarterly’ boards shall be con-
sulted, ir thus disregarded.

Mauch skirmishing followed the carrying of
the above motion with a view to its des-
truction, but no change was effected. It is,
therefore, now possible that a Mothodist
minister should be returned to a circuit for
five years.

The last general conference pused some
such motion but afterwards reconsidered it
and defeated it on the next vote. There is
no likelihood of that in this conference,
however. The more experienced members
of the coofercnce are of the opinion that
the evils foretold will not result from the
change, while. it is quite as little likely that
the expected gains will result. Methodism
ia the cities has during the past dccade
grown in a very striking manner, which is
quoted sgainst the argument from the need
of a settled pastorate in the cities, in order
that the Methodists may hold their own.

Referring to the foregoing organic change
the Sun says :—

The general conference of the Methodist
church hasstarted the entering wedge for
the extension of the pastoral term, which
has heretofore been limited to three years.
The rule adopted permits the period to be
extended to five years where the necessity
of the work demands it. As there is no ex-
act definition of the circumsvances in which
extension may be made it is probable that
in actual operation each circuit will be per.
mitted to judge of its own necessities,
subject to the approval of the stationing
committee. The rule requiriog a three-
quarter vote of the quarterly board, which
is the business committes of the congrega-
tion, and a two third vote of the statioming
committes of the annual conference is

whaere the cungregutiou' is not pretty well
agreed on it,or where the'longer term is not
thought to be for the benefit of the confer-
ence at large. Any anuual conference which
disaproves of the act of the general confer-
ence in abolishing the three year limit can
render it of no effect by the action of its sta—
tioning committee. Even a minority in the an-
nual conference may do so if it can command
more.than one third of the vote of the
stationing committee of that conference.

The policy adopted should make 1t possible
for congregatious to retain their pastor for
five years if he desires to stay, while it is

those pastors who are not invited to remain
beyond the three year term. Had the
regular term been made five years it would
have been ditficult for a congregation desir-
ing an earlier change to make it in three
years without reflecting to some extent on
the retiring pastor. By the regulation
adopted it will be a compliment to a
preacher to invite him to remain one or two
years beyond the regular term, but there
should be nothing invidious in allowing the
connection to lapse in the regular course at
the end or the old term.

Mammoth Block of Mahogany.

The largest log of mahoginy ever import-
ed into the United States was received at
Messrs. Nesmith Biothers’ mahogany and
cedar yard, Greenpoint, N. Y., on the
echooner Laguna, of Port Jefferson, N. Y.

The
disease lost ground rapidly, and the deaths
tell from a hundred to a dozen a day. Then
the Government took possession of the
infected quarter, destroyed every building
by fire, and filled up all the underground
rookeries. Altogether the action of the
authorities and of the men forms one of the
most splendid pages in the history of British
colonial administration,

The Quarrel of the Moncton Times
4 People.

[Transcript.]

The trouble between the proprietors of
the Moncton Times has culminated ia the
courts being called upon to intervene. Mr.
R.Barry Smith, of Moncton, Frilay evening,
obtained an injunction from Jadge Barker
at the instance of Heary T. Stevens, of the
Times, against J. S. Boyd and T. C. Toole
enjoining them to discontiuue any interfer-
ence with the publication of the Times or
business connected therewith, collection of
accounts, etc., and praying for a dissolution
of partnership.

On Satarday evening the injunction order
was served on Messrs. T. Carey Toole and
J. Sutton Boyd, members of the firm.
Proceedings are initiated by Mr. H. T.
Stevens, It was thought that an amicable
settlement could be arrived at through
arbitration, but recent developments have
occasioned the present conrse. Messrs. Toole
and ‘Boyd will contest the matter to obtain
alloged rights due them from the partner-
ship. R. B. Smith is acting for plaintiff,
and D. I. Welch and M. G. Teed for
defendaats,

tobe Mr. J. 8. Boyd: “The quarrelin
counection with the Times newspaper
establishment has reached an acute stage.
The paper has been published for the past
five years by H. T. Stevens & Co, J. 8.
Boyd and T. C. Toole being connected with
Mr. Stevens, one as editor and the other as
business manager, under the general
management of Mr. Stevens.

Fighting the Black Plague.

Hong Kong recently had a strange and
terrible visitation, the ‘'black plague,”
similar to, though not identical with, the
great plague of London. Ia Hong Kong the
deaths registered as owing to the plague
numbered more than 3,000, and in Caoton
more than 100,000 deaths are reported.
The disease began with s fever: in many
cases a man was attacked while walking or
working, apparently in the best of health
and epirits, fell to the ground and died in a
few minutes, Medical treatment and sani-
tation were seriously interferred with by
the saperstition and prejudice of the Chinese,
who pinned their faith to a materia medica of
powered frogs, toenails, decoctions of burnt
joss paper and holy charms. Professor
Skertchley of the Hong Kong College of
Medicine in an admirable letter to the
London Times says :—*“The Chinese refused
to allow Europeaus near them. It was
openly asserted, verbally and by placards,
that the foreign devils had deliberately
smitten the sons of heaven with this pest,
for all sorts of reasons, and that nameless
atrocities were perpetrated on tbe people
taken to the hospital.” The sick denied
their sickness, the dead were concealed,
houses were barricaded agaiost the sanitary

One is just as good as the
other as establishiug a claim of right to this
place. You were first here, in your sink-
box yesterday, aad I did not think of
interferring with you, altheugh I had
intqndod to shoot here, until I saw you
were on the ground. I am here first this
morning, and propose to stay and don’y
expect that any white man will interfere
with me”

Box Nuisance in Ta

' As the goose and brant-shooting season is
sbout to open it is sn opportune time to
direst the ‘attention -of those interested to
the use that has, for & few years past, been
" made—or rather, attempted to be made—of
sink boxes iu some of our bays, particularly
at Tabusintac. :

It has always been a recognized right of
the gunner or sportsman who first takes up
His position on a morning at auy given' point,
to beallowed, by sll other guoners, to
occupy it for the day, without interfereace,
and no gunner who wishes to stand well, or
be recognized asuch, ever violates this
nowritten rule. Of late, however, since
sink-boxes came into general use, certain
people ha$#¥ resorted to the practice of
placing them at different vantage-points for
shooting and olsiming that, whether they
were occupied or not, the mere fact .of the
box being ancbored at s place, gave to the
party owuing or hiring it the right tv that
place, and Actgd as "a bar to any ether
gunner taking it with his own *‘shooting-
rig."

A case in point came up leab week at
Tabusintac.—A sink-box wps snchored just
off the point of Brant Island. It lay there
unoecupied on Tuesday and also on Wednes.
day. On Wednesdasy a visitiug sportswan
sank a shooting pit on the end of the island
about a gunshot from the sink-box, intend-

e

and r requested a like favor from
the other, which was accorded, for the man
really seemed to be a gentleman, tut was
evidently acting under bad advice, After.
watds, he seemed to have grown ashamed of
his proceeding, and came in tn the gentle-
mam on the point, and enquired more
particularly as to the custom of the locality
respecting Brant Island and other shooting
points. He was evidently convinced, after 1
time, that the right of a guoner to a
place, who was first in possession of it in
person with his decoys on any morning, was
undisputed, atd he then moved away to
Murray’s Shosl, although his gnide seemed
to be laboring to oconvince him that the
sink-box scheme ought to have held " the
place for him, :

Several sportemen who have shot geese,
black ducks and brant in the Tabusintac
Bay for periods of from twenty to forty
years inform us that they pay no attention
to these unoccupied sink-boxes when they
are anchored for the purpose ¢f holding any
ground-that they themselves may wish to oc-
cupy. They say they simply pat dowa their
own sink-box or gun-float and set out their
decoys, and either sink the obstructing sink-
box or set it adrift, even though it may be
fall of decoys whose owner may be asleep at
home, or in his camp, or occupying some
other place. They properly hold thatifa
gunoer leaves his rig.in the bay in this way,
he does it at his own risk, and as such ob-
structions are an injury to the bay asa
shootiag ground, having a tendency to un-
necessarily keep - the birds from 'their
vicinity, they should be sunk or set adrifc
by whoever finds them. At all events,
anchored and unooccupied sink-boxes bid fair
to have little respect paid to them in
Tabusintac Bay, hereafter, and no sports-
man or gunner will, for a moment, recoguise
them as carrying with them any rights to
the ground they occupy, unless their owner |
is present also in person to shoot from them. .
